dramatic organization.

Colored ribbons will be pinned on 
the lapels of those who joined the 
organization in order that successive 
solicitation of the same person will 
be averted.

Membership in the organization 
is of three classes—active, subscrib­
ing and patron. Payment of regis­
tration fees in the later two classes 
insures admission to all plays given 
bl the Little Theater during the 
year, a total of five productions.

Membership Classes
An active member is he who takes 

part in “playing in” on productions, 
and those who aid through stage­
craft—building scenes, painting
scenes, doing light effects, make-up 
costuming, and the like. This fee 
is $2. A subscribing member pays 
$3, which represents the price of a 
season ticket to plays. A patron 
member is one who pays a mini­
mum of $10 to the organization in 
order to advance it more mater­
ially.

Subscribing members are cited to 
the advantage of paying the addi­
tional $2 which constitutes an ac­
tive member, thus availing them­
selves of the privilege of attending 
monthly “open” meetings of the 
body, hearing read papers on stage­
craft, original “workshop” plays, 
and other interesting data on the 
Little Theater. Visiting artists and 
directors are expected to address 
these open sessions during the sea­
son.

Mayor Makes Address
Mayor Leon Goodman will ini­

tiate the drive Monday, when, at 
9:30 in the Masonic hall, “Home 
of the Little Theater,” he will ad­
dress committees charged with the 
success of the drive. Everyone in­
terested in Little Theater is asked 
to be present.

Goal set provides for 500 subscrib­
ing members to the organization, 
with a liberal admixture of patron 
and active members.

All plays for the year have been 
selected except for the second pro­
duction, the director of the group, 
Mrs. George Abell said to a meeting 
of directors last week. These in­
clude comedies, a myster play and 
a drama.

Work on “The Whole Town’s 
Talking,” first comedy to be pro­
duced, is proceeding three nights 
each week.

The greatest season for amateur 
drama 5’et to be experienced in 
Midland is about to be launched, it

NAMED CHAIRMAN 
STATE COMMITTEE

Pat M. Neff, prominent Waco at­
torney and president of the Baptist 
General Convention, lias advised T. 
Paul Barron, editor of The Reporter- 
Telegram, that the latter has been 
appointed chairman of the standing 
committee to nominate trustees for 
the correlated schools, including all 
schools or colleges of Texas under 
Baptist control.

PORTER RANKIN 
WELL MAY OPEN 

A NEW FIELD
The Zenith No. 1 George, which 

was drilled in Tuesday by the Em­
pire Oil company, organized by a 
Midland man, Porter Rankin, shows 
evidence of increasing production 
and makes for activity in a new field’ 
according to a report from the Wil­
barger field. The well had an initial 
production of 250 barrels of high 
gravity oil.

Prior to drilling in the well, the 
following report was turned in by 
oil scouts:

Regarded as one of the most im­
portant strikes in the Wilbarger 
oil area in recent months, Zenith 
Oil Producing Company’s Rankin- 
Schoonmaker et ai., located 1,000 
feet west of the northeast corner 
of the M. J. George farm in the 
Pointevent survey, is showing foi' 
a producer with indications the out­
put will be between 200 and 300 
barrels. It has the sand from 2,190 
to 2,199 feet, and operators are rig­
ging up to swab.

The well is located about 900 feet 
west of the old Schoonmaker well,, 
drilled about three years ago, which 
has been producing about eight bar­
rels a day. It is regarded as likely 
to precipitate development of a new 
field between the old South Vernon 
and Sigler areas, indicating the old 
Schoonmaker produces barely tapp­
ed the edge of the producing area.

vice company, operators of taxi cabs.

The baron left Midland for Dallas 
on the eastbound T & P passenger 
train at 10:18 Saturday night. He 
will enplane in Dallas for the east 
coast via St. Louis, Chicago and 
Cleveland.

Ten Runs On Ten Hits 
Scored In Fatal 

Seventh
Blasting t h e i r  w a y  

through the seventh inning 
to a dissonant clatter of 
breaking records, it took the 
Athletics of Connie Mack’s 
American League entry in 
the World Series only one 
half inning to demonstrate 
their superiority over their 
National League rivals from 
Chicago.

The game saw the Mackmen 
break three World Series records of 
all time. When 14 men faced a 
pitcher in the seventh inning, ham­
mered out 10 hits, scored 10 runs, 
and began and ended the slaughter 
with a pinch hitter—fans of the na­
tion and sports writers found some­
thing to talk of for weeks.

Bubbling world series hopes of the 
Cubs were knocked into a cockeyed 
hat in this seventh inning when the 
Americans hammered four pitchers 
to a 10-8 win.

The Cubs entered the fatal in­
ning with eight runs ahead. The 
Athletics had only garnered three 
hits off Ruth. Al Simmons started 
the massacre, however, with a home 
run, and devastation grew as Hack 
Miller lost an easy fly in the sun 
from the bat of Haas and that went 
for a home run.

Jimmy Dyke’s rousing double end­
ed the rally, scoring the ninth and 
tenth runs.

Ramsay MacDonald today spent his 
birthday at .the Market Hotel in a 
luxurious suite more than 3,000 
miles away from Lossiemouth, 
where he was born 63 years ago in 
a fishing shack on the bleak Scott­
ish shore.

Surrounded by representatives of 
the United States , government, and 
officials of* ot'he£ countries, the 
British Premier spept a happy day 
resting and recounting the fruits of 
his visit to this country, his first to 
America.

Two Confess Part In 
Houston Hold-Up

HOUSTON, Oct. ;' }2.—(/P)—Police 
have obtained confessions to par­
ticipation in the attempted hold-up 
and theft of $5000 payroll, yesterday, 
following the filing of charges 
against three men, police announced 
today. Leo Menson and J. A. Mer- 
iman made statements to the police 
admitting participation in the hold­
up.

FALL NOT TO TESTIFY

WASHINGTON, Oct. 12.—(IP)— 
Defense council announced today 
that Albert B. Fall would not be 
called to testify in his trial on brib­
ery charges, and it is expected that 
the case will be submitted to the 
jury at the end of next week.

BULLETIN

According to advice received 
here just before press time, an 
eight-year-old boy, son of a Mr. 
Taylor, operator of a filling sta­
tion at Odessa, was instantly 
killed Saturday afternoon, when 
he was struck by lightening dur­
ing an electrical storm. Funeral 
services will be held this after­
noon at Van Horn, reports said.

Mrs. Spires, alleged by witnesses 
to have been shot with a .45 re­
volver, was brought to the Thomas 
hospital in Midland at 4 o’clock Sat­
urday morning in a McCamey am­
bulance. Dr. W. E. Ryan, called in 
on the case, issued a bulletin early 
Saturday explaining that the bullet 
wound in the woman’s forehead 
slightly to the left side, and passed 
through her 'skull, the point of 
exit being high over the left ear. 
She was resting comfortably, and 
was conscious early Saturday after­
noon. Witnesses who came to Mid­
land with the woman departed, ex­
cept one, for their homes in Crane 
early Saturday morning.

Husband Clubbed Down
According to Mrs. . M. W. Dyer, 

deputy sheriff of Crane City, the 
jailed men, with J. C. Frank, who 
late Saturday was still at large, en­
tered the hotel in a body, command­
ing the Spires to get away from the 
cash drawer of the place. Spires ob­
jected and was knocked down. The 
woman was slugged and then shot, 
the report went on to say.

Grabbing the money, estimated to 
have been $150, the men ran for a 
car parked outside, and made their 
temporary getaway.

Less than an hour afterward, Gib­
son was seen driving into Crane. 
Constable W. L. Chaffin and Citi­
zen I. V. Webb gave chase and 
forced the machine of Gibson into 
a ditch where he was captured.

Gibson admitted that he had 
driven McKenzie, who was said to 
have done the shooting, out of town 
so that the gunman could make his 
getaway.

Alleged Gunman Arrested
McKenzie was caught Saturday 

afternoon at 3 o’clock, 15 miles out 
of Crane Citjv, It was thought that 
he was trying to make his way to 
Midland, where he hoped to find 
transportation which would facili­
tate his escape.

Fifteen carloads of officers and 
citizens comprizing the posse organ­
ized to run down the men had dis­
banded late Saturday when it be­
came known that Frank, known as 
“Swede,” had comparatively little 
to do with the shooting and robbery. 
He is still the object of search by 
officers, however.

The men are supposed to have 
worked with a casing gang at Roy­
alty, Texas.

Justice of the Peace Briscoe of 
McCamey said in a report to 
Crane City officers that McKenzie, 
who is reported to have done the 
shooting, had been at one time in 
jail in McCamey.

Midland officers are watching for 
traces of Frank. No charges had 
been preferred against the men late 
Saturday.

Shutting down at a total depth 
of 3744 feet after flowing S00 bar­
rels of oil by heads during a 24- 
hour test which began at 7 o ’clock 
Friday morning, the Penn well in 
Ector c ounty, 14 miles west of Odes- 
saw as thought on the verge of 
being drilled deeper into the lime, 
Saturday afternoon.

The well, which has showed in­
creased production each additional 
foot drilled, was described by Mid­
land oil men Saturday afternoon as 
producing a half million cubic feet 
of gas. No water has shown.

Over the last 12 hours of the 
24-hour test, the flow was from 
heads each two hours, 178 barrels 
of oil flowing into the two recently 
constructed 1,000 barrel storage 
tanks.

Gas heads were being formed ev­
ery two hours.

Initial production began when the 
pay was topped at 3,725 feet. After 
a test, the well was shut down for 
construction of the storage tanks.

ELECTION RIOTS 
RESULT IN EIGHT 
KILLED 1 0 0  HURT

MEXICO CITY, Oct. 12.—(UP)— 
Eight persons were killed and more 
than 100 wounded during the muni­
cipal elections riots at Tecolotlan 
province, Jalisco, today, according 
to a dispatch received by La Prensa, 
a Mexican newspaper. Agrarian 
forces are blamed. The dispatch 
said that women and children were 
fired upon.

A report made Friday night on 
the well reads:

Testing the R. R. Penn No. 1 
Kloh- Rumsey, Ector county, 14 
miles west of Odessa for further 
production the well was developed 
six feet farther into the pay Fri­
day, making a total depth of 3,742 
feet. Little noticeable change was 
made in the well. The well was be­
ing drilled in the pure gray Time 
with no showing of water.

The well made two heads Thurs­
day night. Friday morning it flowed 
again, and at noon made 85 barrels 
in a 20-minute flow. The well was 
on a gauge and connected with 
storage in time for the flow at 
noon. Again Friday afternoon, im­
mediately after being bailed, the 
well flowed for 17 minutes, stopped 
four or five minutes and flowed 
again for 10 minutes with a total 
of 65 barrels.

Congressman Oscar DePriest, negro, elected at and 
•serving from Chicago, demands social equality for himself 
..and wife at the nation’s capitol. He demands that he be 
Tendered the facilities of Capitol bath houses and barber 
-shops and that his wife be invitedito all social functions to 
.which other wives of congressmen are invited.

Indignation was expressed recently in state legisla­
tures, in leading newspapers and by citizens of the whole 
country, and especially in the south, when Mrs. DePriest 
was invited to a luncheon by Mrs. Hoover.

It was never intended by those who -wrote the consti­
tution which laid out the national government that negroes 
should share social equality with whites, and it is time that, 
the congressmen who feel in their hearts the social stan­
dards which have made the country worthwhile “ stand 
pat” and keep the negroes from having established a pre­
cedent which will result’ in shame for the nation for years 
to come.

And now comes the news that a negro athlete, an 
Olympic champion, is to be married to a white girl of Ger­
man parentage. They will make their home either in Eng­
land or in British Guina.

The negro is captain of the New York University 
track team. Imagine the opinion the couple will create 
for America when they settle in another country.

H O W  HIGH IS TOO HIGH?

A study just completed by experts of the American 
Institute of Steel Construction reports that it:is structurally 
possible to build sky-scrappers 2000 feet in hight, but that 
considerably less than that—-around 70 stories is the econ­
omic limit.

The experts figured that a 2000-foot building would 
not pay. On the other hand,: where land values are high, 
they assert it pays better to erect a tower of 60 to 70 
stories than one of half that height.

All of this, of course, is from the standpoint of the 
building owner. The thing now needs to be figured from 
the viewpoint of the city as a whole. It is a grave question 
whether the giant skyscraper may not do a city more 
harm than good, by increasing traffic past the saturation 
point. What-is .¡needed is a study that will show just how 
many skyscrapers the large city can bear.

ENEMIES NO LONGER

The story of the nine former German soldiers who are: 
living in Lancaster, N. Y., and making buddies of the mem­
bers of the American Legion there, makes mighty pleasant 
reading.

The incident proves, for one thing, that our war with 
Germany left us with no such heritage of hatred and dis­
trust as the Civjl War, for instance, bequeathed to the 
country. A scant I I  years after the. armistice, veterans of, 
the rival armies are glad to fraternize with one another.

War’s worst feature is the business that follows in its 
train. We seem to be discarding the bitterness of the 
World War very rapidly. It can’t be done too fast.

WASHINGTON, Oct. 13.—If it 

had not been for the active efforts 
of a veter'an American newspaper­
man, Prime Minister MacDonald 
probably would not have made his 
important visit to the United 
States. Apparently the idea never 
occurred to anyone else.

Mr. 'Edward Price Bell, who was 
for 25 years correspondent in Lon­
don for the Chicago Daily News,, 
--old the suggestion to MacDonald 
and was the first to advise Presi­
dent Hoover that MacDonald would 
like to come.

Bell is a man about 80 years old. 
Lord Nortlieliffe called him “the 
best journalist America ever sent to 
Europe.” After studying and writing 
about international affairs for three 
decades,'Bell came to the conclusion 
a year ago that Anglo-American re­
lations were in an unusually bad 
way and that it was very much 
worth somebody’s 'while to try to 
head off a possible war between the 
two countries which might in -time 
develop if the situation were allow­
ed to go from bad to worse.

Sounded Out Statesmen
He talked to Hoover about it and 

found that Hoover was thinking 
much the same thing. Later he was 
to find that most of the more prom­
inent American and British states­
men agreed that the existing mu­
tual misunderstanding and near 
distrust betwen the two countries 
was deplorable. Hoover thought it 
was largely up to the newspapers 
to change public opinion. Incident­
ally, former President Coolidge; once 
expressed an identical idea to your 
correspondent.

Hooyer told Bell that he was 
especially anxious to see naval' ex­
peditions reduced in both countries, 
feeling that, increased armaments 
were both an unjustifiable economic 
burden and a menace to world 
peace. Bell went to Canada and 
discussed the situation with Mac­
kenzie King, who felt the same way. 
Then Bell sailed for London, talk­
ing a great- deal en route with for­
mer Secretary of State Kellogg.

Bell was on a journalistic mis­
sion of good will.

“I thought that if the heads of 
the two governments didn’t have 
brains enough and power enough 
to keep us out of war, something 
was very wrong,” he told your cor- : 
respondent. “Until we could es- j 
tablish the principle that no war 
could occur between us we were in- 
greater or lesser peril.”

He found an impression in Eng­
land that Hoover was unfriendly to 
the British and set out to correct 
it. He recruited many of his old' 
friends on the British press, includ­
ing the famous J. L. Garvin of the 
London Observer, to help in the 
effort to create a better understand­
ing of American motives. Garvin 
credited Bell with sweeping away a 
general misfconceptson and called 
him “the best unofficial ambassador 
the American people ever sent to 
our people.” Other British news­
papers heaped praises on him.

Bell first proposed the Washing­
ton trip to Prime Minister Stanley 
Baldwin, who said that he would 
“love to see the president and go 
over everything of interest to our 
two peoples, laying all cards face 
up on the table.” Baldwin regarded 
“a frank interchange of views of 
the greatest moment” and author­
ized Bell to report that to Hoover, 
Bell did. Sir Austin Chamberlain, 
minister of foreign affairs, was en­
thusiastic over the idea and so 
were other British statesmen with, 
the exception of Lloyd George.

MacDonald Was Eager
Baldwin was voted from office in 

the elections and Bell turned to the- 
new premier, MacDonald, who told 
him to tell Hoover that he was, 
eager to go to Washington. Bell 
promptly sailed for the United

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ST. LOUIS HOST 
TO DAIRY SHOW 

IN HUGE ARENA
ST. LOUIS, Oct. 12.—(UP)—The 

new $2,000,000 Arena adjoining ex­
position buildings through which 
St. Louis expects to establish itself 
as the dairy capital of the world 
was formally opened today with the 
National Dairy Show which will 
continue through October 19.

Built primarily as the permanent 
home of the National Dairy Show, 
the Arena will be used throughout 
the year for athletic activities, con­
ventions, expositions, the presenta­
tion of grand opera and various 
other events. The National Aircraft

fixposition, which is international in 
cope, will be held there next Febru­

ary. The National Poultry and Bet­
ter Foods Shows, National Horse 
Show and St. Louis Fair will be 
held this month in conjunction with 
the National Dairy Show.

Oval in shape, the Arena proper 
is 475 feet long, 276 feet wide and 
measures 1175 feet around the ex­
terior, close to a quarter of a mile. 
Distance from the floor to the high­
est point in the roof is 135 feet. The 
Arena, with a seating capacity of 
21,'000, has the largest indoor seat­
ing capacity of any permanent 
structure in America, with the ex­
ception of the new Madison Square 
Garden in New York. As there are 
no supporting columns—the roof 
being of Lamella construction—the 
entire floor space is available for 
athletic events or gatherings of any 
kind. The buildings are located in 
the southwest section of the city, 
directly opposite Forest park. 

Throngs Expected 
Between 250,000 and 350,000 per­

sons attended the National “Dairy 
Show. Members of 4-H Clubs from 
35 states, who were awarded free 
trips to St. Louis, participated in 
the program at the show. More than 
1400 head of pure bred cattle, 300 
more than have been shown at any 
of the 22 preceding expositions were 
entered in the show. Exhibits of the 
latest types of dairy machinery con­
stitute one of the outstanding fea­
tures of the eight-day exposition.

CONSERVATION OF
FISH AMD GAME 

50 YEARS OLD
AUSTIN, Oct. 12—(IP)—Although 

the greatest development in fish 
and game conservation in Texas has 
been registered within the past six 
years, the movement was started 
more than 50 years ago, according 
to Will J. Tucker, executive secre­
tary of the state game, fish and 
oyster commission.

The first conservation attempt 
was a. complete failure, Tucker said. 
The federal government tried to 
stock Texas waters, as well as those 
in other states, with anadromous 
fish such as herring, California sal­
mon and Potomac shad which live 
in the sea and ascend the rivers to 
spawn. More than 5,000,000 of these 
fish were placed in the principal 
rivers of Texas but all died. Before 
the experiment was proved a fail­
ure, however, the legislature in 1879 
passed a fish ladder law because the 
anadromous fish could NOT climb 
mill dams.
