. “Factual” Bulletin Due -

The federal government will par-
ticipate in the tenth  anniversary
ceremonies by issuing a.monograph
of “factual material” assaying its
enforcement work and stressing ad-
vantages of prohibition. Funds for
this publication were provided by
congress which appropriated $50,000
last session for educational activity
by the prohibition Unit.

Within the Prohibition Unit, Com-
missioner James M. Doran has cre-
ated a special division, as yet with-
cub @ title, whose function it is to
prepare and disseminate this sort of
information. As the ' division has
been in existence only a few weeks
it is not yet prepared to announce
its plans. ]

Material reviewing prohibition en-
forcement, however, is now being
printed and is for distribution to
state and federal officials, the press,
dry groups, and others in connection
with the tenth anniversary of prohi-
bition.

It is emphasized by the bureau
that the material is not of a prop-
aganda nature, but is merely “fac-
tual” and intended to enlighten the
public on the subject of enforcement
by the federal government.
