The Midland organization, through
its representative in Washington at-
tempted last fall to remove the ban
from Midland county, and con-
tinues vigorously to oppose the ban,
which is described as being “unwar-
ranted, uhnecessary and a needless
expense” since ‘surveys have prov-
ed the non-existence of pink boll
worms in this “bollworm infested
area.”

Of the nine counties listed in the.
so-called infested area, -Midland,
Martin, Ector, Andrews, Gaines,
Mitchell, Dawson, Howard and
Glasscock, only four, ‘Martin, Mit-
chell, Dawson and Howard have
experienced a partial lifting of the
ban, although to what extent the
restrictions have been lifted is not
understood ‘generally here.

AMARILLO. (P)-A gradual ex-

pansion of education and promotion
work to take in foreign women as
well as members of woman’'s mis-
sionary societiesin the UnitedStates,
was deseribed by Mrs. B. 'W. Lips-
ccmb of Nashville, Tenn,, secretary
of that work, in a repert prepared
for submission today to the con-
vention of the Womans Missionary
Council; Methodist Episeopal Church,
South.

Mrs. Lipscomb said that her de-
partment, known as the “Home
Base,” serving societies in the 38
conferences of the United States,
has been enlarged to reach womel
in central and south Brazil, China,
Congo Belge, Cuba, Czecho-Slovakia,
Japan, Korea, Mexico, Poland and
the Siberia-Korean Mission.

Since 1910, membership in the
Methodist woman’s missionary socie-
ties has grown from 107,347 in the
United States alone to 325,000 at
home and abroad, and the foreign
enrcliment totals nearly 15,000, Mrs.
Lipscomb said. Foreign women have
organized societies of their own in
+their native lands, she revealed.

Mrs, Lipscomb cited missionary
education, with  its women’s classes
in  pastors’ and leadership schools
in ‘mine cities, summer schools at
Mt. Sequeyah and Lake Junaluska
and foreign missionary courses: re-
treats for /conference officers, with
summer meetings of two-days dura-
tion in various conferences for the
purpose of intensive study of con-
ference missionary problems; and
furnishing of supplies to many con-
ference’ home mission and foreign
institutions as high lights of edu-
cation and promotion during the past
year.

Her survey of foreign groups rang-
ed from, the Chinese society, with
94 auxiliaries and 3,774 members,
to ‘the tiny Polish organization with
only six auxiliaries and 121 mem-
bers.

An increase in mission study
classes was. pointed out, with 10,-
436 held, having a membership of
197,871, The report showed a regis-
tration of 162,299 in Bible study
classes, which was an increase.

All reckon in their own partlcu-
lar history numerous incidents which
hark back to the day when cattle
running was the chief, and almost
only, industry known to the sec-
tion. Each has seen the land leap
in value upon the discovery of oil
in the strata underlying the swell-

Yet all continue to have their
own peculiar characteristics, making
them as different among towns as
people are racially.

Andrews Growing

Andrews for years had been a
cow town. Not only is there abun-
dance of grazing land in that coun-
ty, there is ¢ne of the greatest po-
tential agricultural belts of the great
area.

“The data obtained by the aero-
nautics branch,” Haight said, “in-
dicate beyond a doubt that sched-
uled air fransportation no longer is

in the experimental or novelty class,
but is a valuable factor in the eco-
nomic advancement of the nation.
Airports should be ready for a
greater advancement during - the
next four years.

“The four-year period from 1926
to 1929, inclusive, was selected for
the study because prior to the es-
tablishment of the  aeronautics
branch, which resulteéd from the en-
actment of the air commerce ach
of 1926, complete records of such
scheduled ail' transportation activ-
ities as were in existence are not

now available.

Passengers Educated

“Perhaps the most interesting fea-~
ture of the study is fhe increase
in the number of passengers carried.
In 1926, there were 5,782 persons
carried on the scheduled routes then
operating, while in 1929, the esti-
mated number was 150,000, or an in-
crease of 2,492 per cent.

“Alr mafl poundage during the
four-year period inereased from
810,855 pounds in 1826 to 97,700,000

.pounds in 1929, while mileage flown

by mail planes increased from 4.-
240,407 miles in 1926 fo - 18,000,000
miles in 1928.

“While the number of United
States air transport operators in-
creased from 18 in 1928 to 35 in
1929, a percentage of 94, the num-
ber of routes operated by these
companies was developed from 18
to 97 or 439 per cent.

“On December 31, 1928, there were

8,404 miles of airways operated by
the air transport companies, of
which 8,039 were for air mail. On
December 31, 1929, there were 36,000
miles of airways in operation, of
which 26,597 miles were used by the
air mail. The mileage attually

flown by-*he operators increased 409/

per cdent or from 4;318.087 dm 1926,

with a daily average of 11,830 miles |

to 22,000,000 miles in 1929 or 60,-
273 miles average daily. At the pres-
ent time the daily scheduled mileage
is 90,800.

“The planes and * personnel en-
gaged in the operation of scheduled
air transport activities increased
from 128 planes, 127 pilots and 355
other personnel in 1927, to 525
planes, 500 pilots and 1,500 person=
nel in 1929,

“A portion of the: foregoing data
on operations and equipment must;

be credited to air lines owned by
United States companies which €x-!
tend into foreign countries in the
western hemisphere.

JExtension Voted

“Of the 36,000 miles of airways op-
crated during 1929, 11,456 miles
were to Canada, Cenfral and Seouth
America, and the West Indies. Over
these 11.456 miles. of mternational
airways, six United States air trans-
port  ccmpanies  maintained
routes, carried 670,000 pounds of
mail and flew 2.000,000 miles during
1929.
