“ENERGY 0.” THOMPSON'S LIFE IS

- COMPLETE EDITION OF ALGER HERO

By GORDON K. SHEARER
United Press Staff Correspondent
AUSTIN. (UP).—Railroad Com-

missioner E. O. Thompson might
just as well be called “Energy O.”
Thompson as “Ernest O.”

He was an energetic boy. First
he sold Dallas and Fort Worth news-
papers on the street of Amarillo. In
a few years he employed 13 carriers.
While stiil a high school student he
had an automobile agency with five
salesmen and six mechanics. Per-
sonally he sold $96,000 worth of au-
tomobiles after school and on Sat-
urdays.

He’s still the same- “Energy O.”

“We will pass up the noon hour.
These men here for a hearing want
to catch afternoon trains back
home,” he said in Austin recently,
and the hearing was held.

“He's only 40, but it’s amaxing
what this red-headed, freckled boy,
born in Wise county, already has ac-
complished. His father L. C. Thomp-
son was one of the organizers of
Potter county, and Commissioner
Thompson has lived in Amarillo 32
of his 40 years, with numerous out-
side excursions.,The principal ex-
cursion was a little matter of en-
tering the first officers’ training
camp going overseas as a captain in
the Ninetieth division and coming
back a lientenant general, promoted
on the field of action.

He was not only a machine gun
battalion commander ‘“over there,”

but he was “the” machine gun bat-
talion commander. On Noy. 2, 1918,
he directed the largest machine gun
barrage ever fired by anybody’s ar-
my. This was a iittle matter of fir-
ing 1,600,000 rounds of ammunition

in a day.

Before the war he had energeti-
cally managed to 'attend Virginia
Military institute, Eastman Business
college and graduated from the Uni-

versity of Texas iaw school. Return-

ing after being division inspector of
the army of occupation in Germany,

Colonel Thompson entered law prac-
tice in Amarillo.

But one line of activity wasn’t
encugh for his energy. He became
owner and operator of two bhig ho-
tels with 1,000 rooms and president
of the company owning and operat-

ing the city’s largest office building.

Besides this, he was vice-president

of a wholesale drug company.
Appointed to the railroad com-

mission when former Governor Pat

M. Neff resigned, he started at the

new job in the same energetic way.

He’s been at hearings from Laredo
to the Panhandle and through the
oil fields. He is always present at
commission conferences and hear-
ings. If regular hours will not suf-
fice, he is ready to drop lunch and
sit through ior a iair hearing and
then a prompt decision.

“This particular one which you
have sent in is common under . the
bark of logs and one can find them
there most any time. The best-anti-
dote/ for the!'bite of this insect is
either ammonia or sodium bicarbo-
nate, ordinary baking soda.

“These insects often fly toward
lights at night and on that account
often are found in dwelling houses
and attack people after they go to
bed. One should never try to pick
one of these insects up because they
will invariably hite. If one alights on
a person he should flip it off with
the thumb and forefinger.

“When they hide in dwelling
houses it is some times necessary to
fumigate with hydrocyanic acid gas
in order to conftrol them as they
live entirely on blood and there is
no way to attack them otherwise.”?

We used to hear a good deal about the ‘“‘era of human
leisure’” that was just dawning, or just about to dawa.

~lhe: developnient of machinery and the advance of
science,. he said, are “making man the master of his fate
and. prowdmg the (o) pportumty for a civilization enormous-
1y more beautiful and more beneﬁeleflt to every man,
woman and child on earth.”

'This may sound like mockery, Just now, when our in-
ab111ty to master our fate is more painfully apparent than
at any time in years, and when so many men would gladly
embrace any kind of drudgery if only it provided regular
wages and steady meals.

But it is the kind of thing that needs to be said, never-
theless. ;

' The motor that keeps our industrial civilization mov-
ing ahead may have stalled, but it still has tremendous ca-
pabilities. If we are bogged down just now, we should
never forget that these bright visions of our technologlsts
are perfeetly in'line with the facts.

Beyond the tragedy of unemployment, idle factories
and breadlines there stands the dazzling fact that applied
science has made it possible for the work of the world to
be done with far less human effort than ever before, has

Rocket trips to the moon,( chang-
ing baser metals into gold and
platinum, power without coal, gaso-
line or oil, and an entire change
in the present method of living—
these and many other astounding
feats are promised by science as a
result of the splitting of the atom.

Within the past two months two
successful experiments have been
made along this line. Drs. J. D.
Cockroft and E. T. S. Walton of
Cavendish ILaboratories, Cambridge
University, England, were the esci-
entists successful in one test. Drs.
Fritz Lange and Arno Brash, noted
German physicists, were the atom-
splitters in the other.

The  English = scientists, experi-
menting with hydrogen atoms, were
successful in  transmuting hydro-
gen atoms into helium particles, and
these 'particles were released from
the hydrogen with energies of from
one to two times that of the parti-
cles fired into the hydrogen atoms.

Three Times More Energy

Drs. Lange and Brash were more
successful in energies received. They
report splitting atoms of five differ-
ent elements—aluminum, horon,
sodium, beryllium and: lithium—and
increasing the neregy received to
more than three times that em-
ployed in the splitting operation.

In the case of the splitting of
an aluminum atom, helium = atoms
were the derivative.

They release of atomic

energy

future as a result of the spl‘itting

has been the goal of scientific ex-
perienters for years. Very high vol-

tages of electricity have been em-
ployed in the late successful experi-
ments.

Some idea of atom’s size can be
had in the illustration that on the
point of the sharpest needle 4000
helium atoms could march abreast.
Groped together closely between six
and eight, million atoms could stand
on that point.

Radium Liberates Energy

While the method tried was suc-
cessful in splitting the atom in the
past, it has been known for some
time that radioactive changes took
place in certain elements. This was
particularly noticeable in radium, by
the light this element constantly
gave out.

In experimenting with uranium,
or radium ore, scientists learned that
it emitted 5000 particles each sec-
ond and that, through this decomp-
osition, a grain of uranium would
be half gone in 5,000,000,000 years.

“If we could transmute hydro-
gen into helium,” Sir Francis W.
Aston, English Nobel prize winner,
declares, “we should produce energy
in quantities which, for any sensible
amount of matter, are prodigious
beyond the dreams of scientific fic-
tion. 'In a tumbler of water lies’
enough power to drive the Maure-
tania across the Atlantic and back.”

Sir Arthur Eddington, another
British servant, believes “there is

Charter No. 4368
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enough energy in one drop of water
to furnish 200 horespower for a
year.”
While uranium releases its atomic
energy automatically, other metals
do not, at least visibly, For this
reason it has been necessary to un-
lock the doors by some other means.
Drs. Cockroft and Walton used
120,000 volts of electricity and sub-
mitted hydrogen to it to achieve
their results. The German servants
used a much higher voltage—2,500,-
000 volts—to tear atoms apart.
Harness Needed
Now that the atom—mnamed by
the Grzeks to mean “uncutfable”
—-has been split, the big problem
is to harness the untold energy in
these small particles as the per-
fedtion of ‘the pliiting mechan-
ism, to derive a much higher per-
centage of energy, and to con-
struct apparatus to store and con-
trol its energy.
Then we will be able to “make
gold and silver at will, or any sub-
stance we desire, by synthesizing
atoms of common elements,’”? as
predicted by Dr. H. B. Kipper, in-
dustrial chemist, in 1921; or ‘“All
power industries would become val-
ueless. It would set at rest all an-
xiety about exhaustion of coal and
oil supplies,” as Dr. Leon E. Jenks
of Worcester Polytechnic Institute
expressed it in 1924. X
When it is realized that one grain
of sand is composed of several ele-~
ments, and that ach of these ele-
ments is composed of billions of
tiny atoms, and that these atoms are
traveling at speeds up to 20,000
miles  a second, it seems netirely
feasible that the liberation of this
energy driving the particles at thab
rate of speed will enable man to fly
to the moon and other heavenly
bodies at untold speeds, to make
gold from baser metals, and to haye
an inexhaustible source of power.

Novel Plane o

Have High Speed:

BERKELEY, Calif. (UP).—An ice-
box and a sand pile were exalted
to new scientific heights at the first
Pacific Coast aeronautics meeting of
the American Society of Mechani-
cal Engineers, here.

Both are important auxiliaries
in the construction of a new type
airplane being built by Dr. John E.
Younger, University of California
professor of mechanical engineer-
ing, and S. H. Capelis, inventor of
the original Capelis plane, of which
the one now being built is an im-
provement.

The icebox is used because of thz
peculiar properties of the aluminum
alloy of which the entire plane is
being made. i
“Usually, rivets are heated to
make them soft and workable, thea
plunged into cold water and used at
once,” Dr. Younger said.

“We found that by keeping our
aluminum ailoy rivets in an elec-
tric refrigerator at a temperature
of about 10 degrees Fahrenheit, they
retained their pliability for several
days.”

. The 12-passenger plane now be-
ing built at an El Cerrito factory,
is a preliminary operation to the
construction of high speed trans-
port planes seating from 50 to 100
persons, Dr. Younger said.

Test flights of the plane, expect-
ed to have a maximum speed of 230
miles per hour and a cruising speed
of 200 miles an hour, will be made
at Oakland airport, in September.
