(UP)—Governor Huey P. Long faced 
the bitterest battle of his stormy 
political career today as the state 
legislature convened and anti-ad­
ministration forces began an at­
tempt to impeach him.

Opponents base their attack on a 
charge that the federal government 
was holding up over $2,000,000 road 
appropriations because state high­
ways contracted under Long’s ad­
ministration were below standard.

Shortly after noon, 19 men 
had been questioned and oth­
ers were being brought in rap­
idly, as to their part in burning the 
Grayson county court house and 
roasting a negro who was on trial 
for attacking a white woman.

Col. L. S. Davidson was named 
provost marshal and is directly in 
charge of the inquiry.

Col. L. E. McGee is in supreme 
command of Sherman under mar­
tial law. The court has full power 
to call anybody and military rule is 
supreme over ‘civil authorities.

Col. Davidson said that the names 
of persons summoned before the 
court will not be made public be­
cause such procedure would defeat 
the purpose. “The best people of 
Sherman” will be called to identify 
mob members, he said.

Business Is Resumed
SHERMAN. May 12. (IP)—Ruled by 

national guardsmen and Texas ran­
gers, business here was resuming its' 
normal pulse today after Friday’s 
mob disorders. Colonel Lawrence 
McGee, commanding officer of the 
guardsmen said he would leave 
nothing undone to “get at the bot­
tom” of disturbances.

■ ‘ At this hospital there was a physician in the employ 
hi the railroad. He gave the boy first aid measures; 
then, when he learned that the patient was penniless, was 
|$t employed by the railroad and was injured when steal- 1  
ing a ride on a train,1 he refused to do anything more for | 
hjm. Instead he ordered that the boy be transferred to 
the city hospital.
:. It took the hospital staff 15 minutes to make out the 
necessary papers. Then followed a 15-mile drive to the 
city hospital, far on the other side of towrn. The public 
patrol wagon that carried the injured boy passed three 
ether hospitals on the way, but they had their orders to 
gp to the city hospital and to the city hospital they went, 
reaching it after a 45-minute drive.

Doctors there found the boy’s leg needed amputation, 
and performed the operation. But the lad had been weak­
ened by the delay and the long ride, and after lingering 
for two days he died.

The doctor at the first hospital had the rules with 
hjm in refusing to perform the operation the boy needed. 
The police had the rules with them when they passed 
Up three hospitals to get to the city institution. All the 
way through, everything was done according to regula­
tion. But, unfortunately, the boy died.

The tragedy of the whole thing, you see, lay in the , 
fact that not one of the men involved could rise above ! 
a set of rules to save a human life. The bonds of red tape 
were too strong.

American Business Men See Foreign Trade as Cure lo Industrial Depression, but Some of 
Them Are Badly Worried About the Effect of the New Tariff

WASHINGTON, May 12.—Lead­
ers of business and industry look 
confidently toward renewed expan­
sion of American foreign trade iq 
the wake of the recent general lull 
in business, although some are 
frankly apprehensive as to the ef­
fect of probable increased tariff 
rates.

This composite of opinion was re­
vealed during the sessions of the 
annual meeting of the Chamber of 
Commerce of the United States, 
where the delegates seemed to be so 
impressed with recent developments 
that they spoke more frankly on a 
wide range of important issues than 
at any previous gathering.

A Warning From Canada

Canadians representing the Cana­
dian Chamber of Commerce uttered 
the most ominous warnings about 
the sky-high tariff bill which Con­
gress has been cooking up on Capi­
tol Hill. It was this country’s own 
business, they said, but it probably 
would cost us $75,000,000 a year in 
Canadian trade.

The automobile industry’s skepti­
cism of tariff virtues was voiced by 
H. H. Rice, assistant to the presi­
dent of General Motors, who said 
the subject held “a lot of dynamite” 
and urged a complete study of it in 
its relation to foreign trade develop­
ment.

“In the long run we must import 
as much as we export,” Rice warned. 
“I believe in the protective tariff, 
but it will do no good to bolster up 
production by increasing duties if 
they result in injury to the export 
trade.”

The plant is one of the larg­
est in the southwest an d . serves 
many fields in the Permian Basin.

WASHINGTON, May 12. (UP).— 
Regular stock model airplanes with 
a speed of 200 miles per horn- or 
more, are being planned by several 
large manufacturing companies.

This was revealed at a recent 
mannfacturer’s conference held in 
connection .with the All-American 
Air Show at Detroit. The informa­
tion was vouchsafed confidentially 
and must be held so for the present. 
Hence, it is now impossible to name 
the. companies planning these ships 
of revolutionary speed. It may be 
said, however, that several of the 
ultra-fast planes will .make their 
initial appearance at the 1930 Na­
tional Air Races in August.

Some insight into the potential 
speed of regular commercial planes, 
made possible by better stream-lin­
ing and more efficient motors, was 
given by the recent transcontinental 
record-setting flight of Charles A. 
Lindbergh, he ship he used to fly 
from California to New York in 14 
hours and 45 minutes, a Lockheed- 
Sirius. now is being placed in regu­
lar commercial production.

This tend toward faster stock 
planes is significant. Until very re­
cently few standard planes were 
capable of speeds greater than 140 
miles per hour and many of them 
could not fly that fast. The impetus 
behind the present effort to attain 
greater speed is based on the reali­
zation that speed is the airplane’s 
greatest—perhaps its only—advan­
tage over other modes of travel. If 
an air line, competing with a rail­
road, is able to cut down the time 
between two cities by only an hour 
or two, its appeal for traffic is nec­
essarily weak. But if that two 
hours can be increased to half a day, 
or even more, the air line has a 
tremendous advantage.

This line of reasons was advanced 
some months ago by a high official 
of the Commerce Department’s 
Aeronautics Bureau. He predicted 
that the real growth of - air lines 
would come when they had still 
faster ships. The recent concurrent 
development of speedier commercial 
planes and increased air travel jus­
tifies his prediction.
