Bud Russell, agent of the state 
penitentiary, this morning and, to­
gether with nine jail birds from 
Odessa and Pecos, started via bus 
for Huntsville. Each had a pad­
locked collar, to which a chain con­
nected the prisoners in tandem, two 
deep.

The prisoners who left here, to­
gether with charges upon ‘whioth 
they were convicted: G. W. Munn, 
hijacking; V. G. Jenkins, forgery;

In vetoing this offer Governor 
Nicholls, a heroic Confederate veteran who had lost an arm in the 
war, wrote: “At no time and under no circumstances will I permit one 
of my hands to aid in degrading what the other was lost seeking to 
uphold—the honor of my native state.”

PITTSBURGH, May 16.—Old Joel 
Grundy didn’t know when he was J 
iicked. A month ago they were 
laughing him out of the political j 
picture and Old Joe was about!

But now no one can feel 
quite sure about his political fu­
ture until after the vote on May 
20.

Old Joe, the 67-year-old reac- i 
tionary manufacturer, raiser of 
auge Republican campaign funds, 
rapacious tariff lobbyist and neme­
sis of the Senate coalition, has been) 
rearing the hide off the notorious 
Philadelphia organization that 
supports his opponent, Secretary of 
Labor James John Davis.

Grundy Is Working Hard
Energy and money, in large 

quantities, have 1 gone into this 
Grundy campaign. Both were 
needed if Old Joe was to contend 
seriously. In Philadelphia you find 
the Grundy state headquarters, de­
fiantly facing the City Hall in what 
apparently was once a bank. 
Prosperous appearing and usually 
stout gentlemen circulate in and 
out of these palatial precincts and 
there are private offices for a 
dozen or more campaign executives, 
each with his name lettered on 
the door. In Pittsburgh, also, Grun­
dy has the swellest of the various 
headquarters.

In addition to the state office­
holders, Grundy’s most powerful 
support comes from the Mellons 
and the Pennsylvania manufac­
turers—and they control millions of 
dollars. Nevertheless, Old Joe was 
never anybody’s fool and it’s a fair­
ly safe bet that no Senate investi­
gating .committee will ’find evidence, 
of enough1 “slush” to warrant his 
rejection from the Senate in' case 
he gets the most votes..

Old Joe iS unpopular, with a con­
siderable group in his home state, 
but by no means because of his 
tariff lobbying in Washington. The 
hatred of Grundy is centered in the 
attitude of organized labor. It was 
Grundy, according to labor, who 
said as late as last March;

“Children are better off in the 
factories today than in the average 
home. The modem factory is so 
sanitary and has so many conveni­
ences that the children .are under 
better conditions than they other­
wise could be.”

“Grundyism knows only greed,” 
says the, Union Labor Record of 
Philadelphia. “Grundyism knows 
only the damnable itch for wealth 
wrung from the toil of undernour­
ished children of immature years. 
Grundyism cares only how much 
these mechanized children can earn 
for it and how little it can pay in 
return.”

Old Joe opposed the child labor 
bill in 1915 as a piece of "fanatical 
legislation.” it would have kept! 
12-year-old children out of the 
mills. Old Joe’s own mill employes 
at Bristol, says labor, are the poor­
est paid in the state—mostly old 
women or young girls working for 
a pittance. Old Joe says he favors 
collective bargaining, but labor 
says not one of his employes be­
longs to a union and that he em­
ploys labor spies and industrial 
racketeers to keep them unorgan­
ized.

On the other hand, Old Joe’s tariff 
record in Washington has made him 
a Pennsylvania hero. His state is 
good and proud of the way he told 
those senators from the “backward 
states” where to get off. His cam­
paign literature boasts how he 
“smashed” the Senate coalition.

Points to Vare’s Machine 
Grundy has tried desperately to 

paint himself, as the friend of the 
worker. And as the champion of 
clean, honest politics, which he gets 
away with to some extent because 
of the Vare machine’s reputation.

His tariff record is so popular 
that Puddler Jim Davis himself 
has undertaken to share credit for 
the pending tariff bill. The secre­
tary has promised the anthracite 
operators and miners that he will 
try to bar Russian coal from this 
country; and has assured the state 
that; asenator who would j get along: 
A'lthi; oilier senators—such as Davis 
would be—could get a lot more for 
Pennsylvania than one sucli as 
Grundy who antagonizes them.

Grundy hits at Davis with a 
widely circulated leaflet entitled 
“The Immigrant Lad Who Became 
an Enemy of Immigrants,” written 
by a rabbi, which describes Davis 
as a “narrow, bigoted, seif-seeking 
politician” and tells how he became 
a millionaire through promoting 
the Loyal Order of the Moose.

But mostly Old Joe has slashed at 
the “Vare-Hall-Salus-Cunningham- 
Atterbury” machine of Philadel­
phia. He has placed weekly ad­
vertisements in nearly every news­
paper in the state outside Phila­
delphia and Pittsburgh attacking 
that maahine and demanding in 
large type “Shall the Philadelphia 
gang control the state?”

The thousands of members of the 
Pennsylvania Manufacturers Asso­
ciation are plugging for their presi­
dent. A typical poster at a factory 
says: “We all feel that Joseph R. 
Grundy is a bran capable and valu­
able for the United States Senate.” 

Railroads Back Davis 
On the other hand, railroads, led 

by the Pennsylvania and most of 
the uitilities, are working for the 
Brown-Davis ticket. Officers of the 
Moose are said to be active for 
the Puddler, who has been making 
a play for all the fraternal societies 
and belongs to most of them.

As far as everyone but Davis is 
concerned, control of the state ad­
ministration is really the most im­
portant stake in the campaign. Old 
Joe and the Puddler are running 
only for the seat that Vare was 

f barred from and that means only 
two years of office. And Old Joe’s 
attitude is: “It won’t do me any 
good to be elected for two years if 
Brown and the Philadelphia gang 
land in Harrisburg.”

LONDON, May 16.—To Gates 
McGarrah, formerly chairman of 
the Federal Reserve bank of New 
York, there fell the honor recent­
ly of being elected the first presi­
dent of the Bank for International 
Settlements—the’ first truly interna­
tional bank the world has ever 
known—a real super-ban::.

The bank, of which McGarrah 
has been made the head, is the 
first truly international bank, be­
cause it will deal only with na­
tions and not individuals, and be­
cause its directorate is made up, 
in the main, of direct representa­
tives of the great national banks 
of England, Prance. Germany, etc. 
And these banks are the ones 
which issue currency for their gov­
ernments.

To Act as Trustee
The new bank’s first and prir 

mary purpose is to act as trustee 
to receive the payments of war 
reparations from Germany and to 
allocate them to the Allied and 
Associated powers which won the 
World War. It is the direct out­
growth and the pivot point of the 
celebrated Young Plan for the 
payment of German war repara­
tions. It is the final step in the 
long and weary road Germany has 
traveled since she signed the arm­
istice on Nov. 11, 1918.

In that armistice she agreed to 
pay war reparations, but the sum 
was not fixed. In the Treaty of 
Versailles she again promised to 
pay. but again the amounts were 
not fixed. Then came the Dawes 
plan, named after General Charles 
G. Dawes, today American Ambas­
sador to Great Britain. Under this 
largely American plan, Germany 
began the actual payment of rep­
arations. While the amounts In 
a certain way were fixed, they 
were dependent upon an index of 
prosperity and no time limit for 
the ending of the payments was 
set down. This was unsatisfactory 
to everybody and. particularly so 
to Germany.

So then a new group of inter­
national financiers was called to 
devise a new plan. As in all the 
other conferences, the United 
States took a leading part, due to 
its dominance in world finance. 
And again it was an . American, 
Owen D. Young, who drew up the 
main lines of the setlement. 
Hence the plan is known as the 
Young Plan.

Under this, Germany for the 
first time knows exactly what in­
debtedness she has to meet. The 
war reparations start with the 
sum of 1,707.9’ millions of gold 
marks in 1931 and gradually rise 
to 2,428.8 millions in 1965. after 
which they .abruptly drop until the 
last payment is made in 1987—57 
years hence. »

Large Sums to Be Paid
In drawing up the scheme of

payments, it was - realized that 
Germany might strike a bad patch 
of industrial depression. There­
fore the annuities were divided 
into two parts. One part is non- 
postponable and must be paid in 
any event. This amounts to 600 
million gold marks each year. The 
balance of each year’s annuity is 
postponable for not longer than 
two years, if the Bank for Inter­
national Settlements agrees that 
Germany’s business conditions 
warrant it. The 660 million non- 
postponable annuity is to be paid 
by a direct tax on the financial 
resources of the German railway 

j system. The balance of each year’s 
payment is to come directly out of 
the German national treasury.

The Bank for International Set­
tlements was created to handle 
these vast financial projects. But 
it is also empowered to handle oth­
er international financial schemes 
and it is believed it will have a 
great effect in stabilizing the world 
money markets. The bank was con­
ceived by Owen D. Young as a 
scheme to take the war reparations 
out of the domain of international 
politics and make of them a purely 
business transaction. But the other r 
day when the directors met, nation­
al feelings at once arose.'

The present directors of the 
bank are aside from the Ameri­
cans, representatives of the na­
tional banks of Great Britain, 
France, Germany, Italy. Belgium, 
and Japan. McGarrah was un­
animously chosen as President. 
Sir Charles Addis of England and 
Dr. Melchior of Germany were 
elected as Vice Presidents. Then 
came the squabble. The former 
Allied powers presented for Gen­
eral Manager of the bank the 
name of Pierre Quesnay, a high 
official of the Bank of France. 
Dr. Luther, head of the German 
Reichsbank, said he did not object' 
to Quesnay personally, but he ob­
jected in principle to the nominee 
who was pushed by the French 
government, and who would have 
the direct management of a bank 
the chief duty of which would be 
to handle payments by Germany to 
the creditor nations of which 
France was the chief. Neverthe­
less Quesnay was elected. But a 
sop was thrown to Germany by 
Meeting Dr. Huelze of the German 
Reichsbank as assistant general 
manager and chief of the banking 
department.

Will Issue Bonds
The bank will start with a share

capital of over 100 million dol­
lars. Sixteen thousand shares each 
have been allotted to an American 
and a Japanese group of priv? 
banks, which will keep them wifb. 
out offering them to the public 
On the other hand, 16,000 shar. 
each have been allotted to the na­
tional banks of Germany, France, 
England, Italy and Eelgium, which 
will offer them to the general buy­
ing public.

Later, when Germany deposits 
with this international bank its 
certificate acknowledging for each 
year its indebtedness for war rep­
arations. the bank will probably 
issue bonds against this, which 
creditor nations may then sell in 
the world markets for the purpose 
of cashing in at once.

The seat of the bank is in 
Basel, Switzerland, where excep­
tional tax-free privileges have 
been granted it. It has the further 
advantage of being located in a 
country whose neutrality is be - 
yond question.

The International Uniform Sun­
day School Lesson for May 18.
Who Is a Good Citizen? Matt.
22:15-22, 34-40.

The conditions in Palestine at the 

time of Christ as they related to 
citizenship were not altogether dif­
ferent from the conditions of today. 
Frobably there never has been a 
time when citizenship for the man 
of sincerity and principle did not 
offer certain problems of conscience.

The more conscientious a man is. 
the more deeply he thinks about 
life, the more is he apt not always 
to agree with his neighbors or to 
approve of the common will as ex­
pressed in particular laws. He may 
be a law-abiding citizen and he may 
approve in the main of the form of

dà*-..

government under which he lives 
and of the vast majority of the laws 
that that government enacts’, but 
every now and then issues will arise 
where his persona] habits or person­
al convictions are at variance with 
some phase of government or some 
particular law.

When Law Is Disregarded
A man born under a monarchial 

form of government, for instance, 
may develop strong republican con­
victions. Because of these he may 
either become a rebel, or he may in 
every possible way give formal and 
actual allegiance to the government 
under which he lives. Or, assum­
ing that some particular form of re­
ligion is established by law, he may 
not be able to accept that particular 
form of faith, and thereby he be­
comes a Nonconformist.

A whole group of people in Eng­
land have been known for centuries 
as Nonconformists. They are self- 
respecting law-abiding people, so 
noted for their conscientiousness 
that “the Nonconformist conscience” 
has become a byword, either of hon­
or or of irony, like “ the Puritan 
conscience” in America.

Here in our own land today the 
chief issue of citizenship concerns 
rather a different matter, but a 
matter that to many people, wheth­
er they be called “drys” or “wets,” is 
one of considerable importance. It 
is true that no great principal, such 
as relates to the difference between 
a monarchial and republican form 
of government, is involved in the 
question of whether or not a man 
shall drink liquor or have a right 
to do so; nor is there any vital ques­
tion or religious faith involved.

Neverthless, there are people who 
believe that the liberty to drink in­
toxicating liquor is a personal right 
and who regard prohibition as an 
infringement of personal right. The 
man who takes that point of view 
and who feels very strongly about 
it is apt to think of himself as re­
sisting a law for conscience sake.

Are the two situations the same? 
Can a man be a good citizen and at 
the same time be a nullifier of law? 
And assuming that there are situa­
tions where a man lias strong con­
scientious convictions and takes the 
view that he ought to obey God 
rather than man — the view that 
John Bunyan took, for instance, 
when he went to jail for 12 years 
because he persisted in manifesting 
his religion in his own way—can 
the nullification of law have any 
moral validity where something that 
does not involve moral duty is con­
cerned?

Even the man who may assert 
very strongly his right to drink in-

toxicating liquor would hardly go 
so far as to say that it is his duty 
to drink intoxicating liquor. The 
fact that multitudes of men have 
lived in good health under total 
abstinence from intoxicating liquors, 
and the fact that no social curse at­
taches to any community where to­
tal abstinence is the practice, ought 
to dispose very readily of the claim 
that the drinking of Intoxicating 
liquor is an inalienable right of a 
citizen or constitutes any ground for 
his defiance of law.

It would help in facing this whole 
question from a Christian stand­
point if we considered the bearing 
of this lesson upon our modern 
problem. The situation in the lesson 
represented something more ex­
treme. Here was the question of peo­
ple who were required to give al­
legiance to a foreign conqueror.

In Palestine there was a strong 
revolutionary movement against the 
Reman power. The enemies of Jesus 
sought to turn this sentiment to 
their own use. When they question­
ed Jesus about the lawfulness of 
paying tribute to Caesar they 
thought that they would entrap 
him, but Jesus answered them upon 
the plain ground of common sense. 
He made it plain that they must 
either come out boldly in revolt 
against Caesar or else they must 
recognize his authority.

No Two Spheres of Aetion
What Jesus meant to assert was 

not that one sphere of life belonged 
to Caesar and another sphere be­
longed to God. That is a false mean­
ing that people have taken out of 
this narrative. Jesus would never 
have admitted that there was any 
sphere of life that did not belong 
to God.

The real test of the validity of 
conscientious objection to any law 
is this: can any man claim that he 
is'a better Christian or a better citi­
zen for disobeying a law that he 
does not like? Is he strengthening 
the power of Christianity and the 
power of order by refusing to recog­
nize any law in which he does not 
believe?

But Jesus does not leave the mas­
ter of good citizenship even upon 
this plane of common sense- action. 
He lifts it all up to a higher plane 
where love is the law. What is the 
teaching of love and neighborliness 
in relation to the present crisis? Is 
it that we should be defiers and 
nullifiers of law, or that we should 
observe every measure that makes 
for_tbe curbing of the forces of so­
cial evil and give our support and 
encouragement to every law and 
course of action that upbuilds tho 
social and national life?

Furniture, of course, is one of the 
most important items that'goes into 
the home.

Look at the surface to see if it 
is cracked, and inspect the edges of 
veneer to see whether the gluing 
has been done carefully.

Swing all doors to make sure they 
fit correctly. Open all drawers to be 
sure they slide easily. Rub your 
fingers along the top and sides of i 
the drawers to determine whether 
the wood is smooth to the touch. 
Note whether the important braces 
are nailed or screwed; the latter is 
better.

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X-Ray Mechanic, ”  Two-Man Cars to Safeguard Drivers in Big Race
INDIANAPOLIS, May 16. — The 

development of an X-ray machine 
to detect flaws in mechanical con­
struction of cars and the re-intro­
duction oi two-man racers will con­
siderably decrease the chances for 
fatal smash-ups in the 10th annual 
500-mile Memorial Day speedway 
race here.

X-Ray Mechanic 
The X-ray machine is an ingeni­

ous device which reveals such de­
fects as blow holes in castings, 
cracks and, in some instances, 
shrinkage in the mechanical parts 
of the cars which will race around 
the two-and-a-half-mile saucer.

In case such defects show up in 
the X-ray picture, the part photo­
graphed is discarded and a new one 
is-eubstituted. The latter one is also 
tested.

An instance in which the X-ray 
proved valuable in detecting flaws 
in mechanical construction was 
shewn in the car entered by Peter 
Dc Paolo, winner of the 500-mile 
classic in 1925. An X-ray picture of’ 
electric steel castings of rocker arms 
for his car showed defects so pro­
nounced that it was necessary to re­
design the parts.

"We couldn’t have finished the 
race with those defects in rocker 
arms,” says Fred Deusenberg, del 
signer of Paolo’s car. "and somebody 
might have been hurt.”

Mechanics Add to Sofety 
Now that the two-man racing car 

has come back, safety on the track 
will be increased by presence of the 
mechanic in the car. With the me­
chanic to take care of mechanical 
details, the driver can devote his 
time wholly to actual driving. The 
last two-man race was in 1925.

The mechanic can handle the fuel 
pump, the reserve oil tank, and can 
watch the rear for approaching diriv­
ers on turns and keep the driver in­
formed on what’s going on behind. 
He can also keep a check on tires.

Crowds at the race this year will 
miss the colorful Ray Keech, last 
year’s winner, who was killed short­
ly thereafter at the Atlooiia, Pa., 
saucer. But Louis Moyer, winner in j 
1923 and second last year, will bo 
there in a Sampson Special, as will 
Peter De Paolo, winner in 1925, Louis 
Schneider, Tony Gulotta, “Shorty” 
Caution, Johnny Seymour, Wilbur 
Shaw and other leading American 
drivers.

In addition to these and ether 
American drivers new to the Indi­
anapolis track, several foreign rac­
ers will lend color to • this year’s 
event.

In speaking of the best steer-rop­
ing horse that ever lived, Wier says 
that is old Rowdy, a Joe Collins 
colt raised and trained by Joe 
Gardner.

When the colt got thin, 
Jack Heard roped him out of this 
bunch of wild horses and as a three 
year old, he was a cutting horse. 
Wier gave Heard $300 for the nag, 
kept him until he was 16 years 
old and won $55,000 on him in all 
parts of the U. S. and Canada and 
sold him for $500 to Joe Bartles, an 
old Osage Indian of Dewey, Okla­
homa. Weir had at one time three 
gold medals for roping, from Texas.' 
He won at San Angelo, Texas and 
one in New Mexico. He won at Tu- 
eumcari, New Mexico, and the 
world’s champion medal won at 
Juarez,, across from El Paso, but he 

jsays,’ I am -just like Dempsey. I 
can’t: cóme back and rope with birds 
hke; Jàké McClufc and a lot more 
good aides! He'says I can still cut a 
rope up and- make some hobbles or 
rope bridle reins out of it but that 
this iS all, but I still like the sport.

The first time I ever borrowed 
Rowdy was at San Antonio from his 
owner. He says this old horse can’t 
rope a steer but .lie can do every­
thing else, and he says Old Rowdy 
never cheated a cowboy out of a 
dime in his life.
Talking about McGonagil, his fath­
er, George McGonagil, was raised 
where the famous steel-dust horses 
were, and was sheriff of Odessa, but 
he and Clay have gone now. Clay 
was also a comedian working in pic­
tures with Will Rogers for a year 
before he died. He wrote a. cowboy 
friend in Midland once that he had 
been holding a big dog for six 
months so as to keep the dog out of 
the picture that was being taken 
and that he understod that they 
were going to take the dog’s picture 
the next day so he guess he had lost 
his job.

I was raised in Glasscock county, 
40 miles from Midland. My folks sent 
me to school and I later went to 
Howard Payne college in Brown- 
wood for three years, but there was 
so many pretty girls down there I 
didn’t learn anything. I was like a 
mule hobbled out long dry for wa­
ter and hunting a windmill, and too 
I wanted to get back on the range.
I thought if I could ever' cuss; like 
Uncle John Gardner, father of the 
famous Joe Gardner, and Uncle Joe 
Graham, who is confined to his room 
at his ranch south of Lovington 
now, I would be all right. Mr. Gra­
ham is one of the few left that sat 
under the oak tree in Young coun­
ty and helped to start the cattle 
ranches, over which he says keep 
your brand off my yearlings and my 
steers out of your herd. This; grand 
old man can’t be with us very much 
longer, and the Gardners are both 
gone.

I also wanted to be so I could, rope 
and tie a steer as good as Clay Don- 
agill, an old Midland boy, who. is 
also gone now. I thought if I could 
get up as early as Clarence Schar- 
bauer. raise as many white-faced 
cattle as he did and make the trip 
between two ranches on a dark 
night in a Ford as he could that 
would also help. I also wanted to 
have as good a mount of horses 
as Spence Jowell did when he was 
top cowboy at the JAL place.

When we moved to New Mexico 
24 years ago the JAL had 700 mares, 
500 hogs and God knows how many 
cattle and more saddle horses than 
some of these Midland girls have 
sweethearts, something like 450 
head, and Spence was riding 30 head 
of tops out of the bunch. Everett 
Collins was there, and he is also 
gone. Spence had some of what the 
cowboys called, run rockets that you 
could run a lobo wolf to death on 
ana he had some that you ^could 
eat the soda, out of biscuits; after 
the round-up was made. They tell 
it on Spence that when he was a 
kid that some hard-boiled boss told 
him that he didn't like the way cat­
tle was coming up with legs warped 
and horns broken off every time he 
was on herd, and the. boys made 
Spence park his rope in the wagon 
for three days. The third day he 
broke. down and cried, and he says 
who ever heard of a cowboy work­
ing cattle without a rope. He got his 
rope back by making some prom­
ises.

I also wanted to be so X could 
drive a herd like young Lee and get 
there with all of them and have 
them looking good He has handled 
thousands of cattle on the trail. I 
also wanted to be like Millard Eid­
son, in the way of looking after..50 
windmills, and tell ..where all ..the, 
cattle were doing good and drive 
the last buggy team in the country 
when everybody used buggies.
