When Clyde E. Panghorn, known
as “Upsidedown Pang” to miilions,
sets his plane down at the Garrard
farm, on Lamesa road for a two-
day series of free exhibitions Tues-
day and Wednesday of next week,
Midland will have as its guest one
of the most unique characters in the
history of aviation. Pangborn, un-
assuming and silent, has set more
records, official and unofficial, than
any other pilot in the United States,
and his name will rank high in the
history of commercial aviation,

Pangborn has brought his ship
in safely after catching fire at four
thousand feet—he was the first man
to change from an automobile to
an airplane—he holds the world’s
endurance record for open-cockpit
airplanes,  having. remained aloft;
with a co-pilot in Syracuse, N. Y.,
for 180 hours—he has flown from
more than 2500 corn and oat fields,
pastures, plains, airports and sand
lots in all of the forty-eight states—
has carried. more than 100,000 per-

sons aloft in' Jennys  Stanards and
other barnstorming equipment, and
was one of the first American avia-
tors to fly upside down.

Panghborn is known throughoub
Texas as one of the participants in
the most amazing rescue in the
history of commercial aviation, In
Houston, in 1924, when he was with
the Gates Flying Circus, he was
asked to take Rosalie Gordon, an
actress, aloft, and to let her make
a parachute jump. He permitted her
to do so. At 1,500 feet -above Ellingl
ton field, with Freddie Lund, now a
famous test pilot, in the front cock-
pit, he signalled Miss Jordon to
jump. She went over the side, her
harness hitched to a = parachute
which was inside a case.T his case
was tied to the under-carriage. A
string holding the case-mouth was
supposed to snap and permit the
chute to slip cut.. It did not snap.

The girl hung twenty feet below
the plane, swinging backward and
forward in the wash of air. Lund
immediately climbed out of the
cockpit, dropped to the undercar-
riage, and trizd to pull Miss Gordon
back. Being of slight stature, he was
unable to do so. Those on  the
ground realized that the girl 'wag in
trouble. A second ship took off, with
Milton Girten and Lowell Yerex in
it. With the girl hanging beneath
his plane, Pangborn jockeyed his
ship close enough to that piloted by
Yerex so that Girten could change
planes. Girten swung from wing to

wing and scrambled to the under-
carriage.

Hig strength, coupled with that of
Lund, was not sufficient to lift the
girl, The gasoling supply was getting
low. The girl would be dashed to
death if a forced landing became
necessary. Lund left the undercar-
riage, slid hack to the rear cock-
pit, and climbed into Pangborn’s
lap. Below, twenty-thousand people
gaped. Several  women fainted.
There were prayers on the lips of
everyone who watched the drama
aboyelaiit
'~ Lund took the controls. Panghorn
slipped from beneath him, climbad
over the fuselage, over the lowe:
wing and lowered himself onto the
undercarriage. He and Girten pulled.

lPangborn braced his cheek against

the landing gear wires and held. the
few inches they had gained while
Girten got a fresh grip. Inch by inch.
the girl was pulled up. She had
fainted. Panghoin grabbed her un-
der the arms and pulled her onto
the undercarriage, Girten held her
there, and landed, holding her on
the narrow axle,’ as P'mgbom flpw
in,

Thus ended the greatest and most
sensational event in the: history of
commercial aviation. During the dast
six years, at least a score of fiction
stories and articles have been -writ-
ten about the epuode which is just
one of the events which have czow e
ed Pangborn’s life.
