POTENTIAL 
WEALTH IS 

ENORMOUS
Official Will Speak 

Before Business 
Men Here

Depicting the “treaty of 
* peace between America and 
Europe as regards potential 
potash production for com­
petitive purposes,.M. Agress, 
connected with the Texas 
Potash corporation, Dallas, 
said in Midland Saturday 
that his company will in the future 
take from deposits in the extreme 
southwestern part of Midland coun­
ty 1,000 tons of raw materialy daily, 
and spoke of a gigantic payroll 
which would result from exploita­
tion and refining of the salts of 
the valuable element.

In order to supply the market 
commensurate with potential con­
sumption, it will be necessary to 
sink 10 shafts and build the same 
number of refineries,. Agress, a 
dollar-a-ye’ar man in the service of 
the government during the war, 
said.

May Be 10 Refineries 
Any representative mine and re­

finery of the 10 mines and refin­
eries would employ 750 men and 
provide a payroll of approximately 
$2,000,000 a year, he went on to ex­
plain, and would ship 300,000 tons 
of material having a total net value 
of upwards $7,000,000.

In the production of potash from 
the 70-square-mile area in the 
county, Agress said it would be eco­
nomically practical- to establish a 
nitrogen fixation plant for extrac­
tion of nitrogen from the air. Other 
chemical industries, chief of which 
would probably be potassium ni­
trate manufacturing, would be as­
sociated with tho potassium, indus­
try.

Agress A Scientist 
Agress, who located by years of 

intricate study the Midland county 
beds, where potash, most soluble of 
saline suspensions was deposited in 
crystalline form upon the evapora­
tion of water in the great Permian 
sea, has been widely discussed as 
a scientist. Charles Keyes, editor 
of the Pan-American Geologist says 
of him:

“To Mr. Agress, of the Texas Pot­
ash Corp., is brought credit for dis­
covery of the great West Texas beds. 
He is responsible for the fruitful 
result which came about from his 
deep study of the West Texas re­
gion and the keenness with which 
he selected Sites for core drilling.” 

Dr. Edwin E. Slossin had sub­
stantially the same words to say for 
Agress.

Dr. E. P. Schoch, eminent direc­
tor of the bureau of industrial 
chemistry at Texas university and 
discoverer of the process with which 
the mineral polyhalite, potassium 
salt, will be refilled, had the fol­
lowing to say concerning Agress. 
when he made his report on borings 
in West Texas:

“ I wish to express admiration for 
the thorough study that Mr. Agress 
has made in the geology of the 
Texas potash region, for the keen­
ness he exhibited in selecting drill­
ing sites. His report is the most 
instructive I have ever read. His 
high mindedness and integrity have 
done much to instill confidence in 
the -whole venture, and it is a pleas­
ure to work with him.”

j ised to reveal figures and facts that j 
have been established as incontro- [ 
vertible.

PREDICT MOODY 
WILL ANNOUNCE 

FOR THIRD TERM
AUSTIN, April 19. (/P)—Governor 

Moody issued a statement review­
ing the achievements of his three 
years as governor which he said 
was a “complete answer to politi­
cal enemies’’ who had attacked his 
administration. He said the state­
ment was to deal with the atti­
tude toward his legislative program, 
especially penitentiary centraliza­
tion, and to give his views as how 
to solve pending state problems.

It is believed certain around the 
capitol that, his statements presaged 
announcement for a third time.

The governor declared that he had 
managed to give, tjfne people the low­
est average advalorem tax rate for 
state purposes in recent years; said 
that obligation inherited from pre­
ceding administrations were paid, 
including over $6,200,000 in the high­
way department and over $3,680,000 
in other departments.

Public schools were improved, he 
said, by adding more than $9,000,000 
for school support and saving over 
$2,000,000 in average cost of text 
books. “Competitive bidding” has 
been substituted fo  “political fav­
oritism” and ten times more miles 
of road contracted and put under 
construction in 1928 than in 1928.

Pension laws, aid to veterans, ac­
tion of state auditor, veto of $56,- 
829,983 appropriations were mention­
ed.

Many nice criticisms of Miss Mo- 
rim's concerts have been given 
through the press by skilled critics.

hit would be to put it in the mildest 
language. That she had to finish 
her concert as quickly as possible in 
order to catch the 10:33 train to El 
Paso was as disappointing to her 
as to the audience. She is the irn- 
bodiment of the artist, wanting to 
make each component parts of her 
concert just as nearly perfect as 
possible.

u  | Independents Adopt 
Principles At 

Meeting
FORT WORTH, April 19. 

(/P) —  If domestic production 
of oil is to be “shut in,” im­
portation from abroad must 
lie ‘shut out,” Pat Malloy, of 
Tulsa, told the Independent 
Fetroleumi Association of 
America in its first annual 
convention today.

This statement was included in 
a declaration of principles and pur­
poses written by Malloy, adopted 
unanimously by the association. 
Among the purposes was to make it 
imposisble for the United States to 
depend o n . foreign governments 
for any part of its oil supply and 
to stabizile the oil market.

The permanent constitution, the 
subject of much discussion at the 
directors’ meeting yesterday, was 
adopted unanimously,. - 

Franklin Speaks
In an address which was broad­

cast, Wirt Franklin, of Ardmore, 
Oklahoma, president of the associa­
tion, described the organization's 
origin in “rump mass meeting” 
growing out of the national oil con­
servation conference at Colorado 
Springs last June.

Franklin charged that the pur­
pose of the major companies at that 
conference was to cut domestic pro­
duction so as to have the American 
market available for oil they pro­
duced abroad.

Tthe importance of the oil indus­
try and the part played in that busi ­
ness by the independents was dis­
cussed by Franklin. “If the indepen­
dent is ruined, city skyscrapers in 
the oil section will become roosting 
places for bats and pigeons,” he 
prophesied.

Pays State Expenses 
“For five years, preceding last 

year when production was curbed, 
importation increased the entire ex­
pense of state government in 'Okla­
homa, liquidated by the tax on oil. 
In Texas, the industry bears 53 per 
cent of the cost of state government, 
and the independents produce more 
than 60 per cent of the nation’s oil,” 
Franklin said.

Franklin pictured the fight for an 
oil tariff which he led and which 
added in defeat by one vote in the 
United States senate. He mentioned 
that when he went to Washington, 
only three senators were committed 
in favor of the tariff. On final vote, 
43 were for it.

Asks Return Senators 
He urged voters of Texas. Okla­

homa and Kansas to return their 
senators, all of whom were for the

“If domestic production of oil is to be shut in, impor­
tation from abroad must be shut out,” a Tulsa oil man 
told independent operators at Fort Worth yesterday. An­
other, active independent told the' group that there has 
noifbeen over production, but that importation, has caused 
an over supply of oil in the United States.

It was pointed out that if the independent, who pro­
duces 60 per cent of the nation’s oil, an industry that 
pays 53 per cent of the expense of state government, is 
to be put out of business, skyscrapers in southwestern oil 
cities will become “roosting places for bats.”

These men have led a fight for a tariff on oil to pro­
tect the independent producer, the measure losing by the 
small margin of one vote in the senate. Independents 
are now girding themselves for a greater fight, and they 
are armed with determination to back up their facts. The 
Fort Worth meeting of independent oil men will go down 
into history.

M A C H IN E S H A V E  N O B RAIN S

On the rear end of Pickwick Greyhound busses is 
painted a statement that Pickwick busses stop at all 
railroad grade crossings. Friday, one of these busses did 
not stop at a grade crossing near Albuquerque, N. M. 
Nineteen of the bus-passengers were killed and sbvei’ai 
were injured.

The bus driver is among the dead. That is fortunate 
for him. If he had survived, he never could have lived 
down the blame which, would have  ̂ attached to him as 
a result of his failure to stop, look and listen at the rail­
road crossing.

There is no such thing as a safe grade crossing. There 
is hut one way to make-crossings safe and that is to abolish 
them. Substitute either undercrossings or ovefcrossings. 
These cost money, but human lives are worth more. This 
year, approximately 3,000 lives will be sacrificed on rail­
road grade crossings in the United States. At $5,000 a 
life, that will be 15 million dollars worth of humanity 
literally wasted, not counting the grief, sorrow and suffer­
ing.

The United States government contributes as much 
as‘‘$25,000 a mile to financing road construction in the 
various states. Federal aid should be refused every state 
which does not immediately begin the elimination of all 
grade crossings on its main highways.

W e have laws which require all motor busses to stop 
at Avery railroad crossing. But nobody knows how fre­
quently those laws are violated. W e hear of the viola­
tion only when tragedy results and then it is too late. 
The violator has been punished by his own carelessness 
and usually he ha„s dragged many others with him to 
death. . 1 ' 1

There is no law which can prevent carelessness. The 
human element always is uncertain. But it is more un­
certain when man is mechanized by the machine he oper­
ates. The roar of an automobile motor on a long drive, 
especially when the weather is warm, has a tendency to 
induce drowsiness. As the driver relaxes, his driving be­
comes more and more mechanical. It becomes a business 
of muscles more than brains. The driver becomes an auto­
maton. Machines have no brains. And when the brains 
at the wheel of an automobile relax their vigilance, dis­
aster looms ahead.— Denver Post.

Therefore do not have a clean-up 
week this year—start now and never 
quit having it.

If you wish to do something to 
help make Midland look good, take 
a walk around your business district 
and count all of the blazeh, brazen, 
screeching, Homely wall signs you 
see on sides of buildings.. Stand back 
and take a good look , at them, and 
see if you can find anything about 
them that is attractive and inviting; 
anything that gives you a feeling of 
pleasure, enjoyment,, satisfaction or 
anything else that would make you 
feel like you would want to live in 
Midland. Take another look at 
them, .and picture how much better 
the entire business district would 
appear if they were eliminated.

Then look at all the signs that are 
hung in front of various stores. 
Some little some big; some hung 
high, some low; many cf them un­
painted and forlorn, others all bat­
tered and torn, creating a regular 
crazy conglomeration that is enough 
to drive a sane person coo-coo if he 
stands and looks at the picture long 
enough.

You are accustomed to it, and be­
ing used to it you pay no attention 
to it; but that does not mean that 
you are not affected by it. It has 
proven that a person living, sleeping 
or working where there is much 
noise, not only does not work as ef­
ficiently, but does not live as long; 
and in just the same way a town 
that has a messed-up business dis­
trict does not do as much business 
nor are it’s people as happy, con­
tent or industrious- as if it were clean 
and inviting.

Anything you do to help clean up 
the business district of Midland you

are doing for yourself. If you own 
residence property, a poor looking, 
unkept - business district directly 
depreciates the value of your prop­
erty; but you do not have to-be-a 
property owner to feel the effect. 
If you live in the town,, you make 
your living directly or indirectly 
there, and anything that tends to 
detract or drive business of any 
kind away from the town, or keeps 
•new business from being attracted,- 
that costs you money.

If you. are one of. those who own 
business property, it’s plain, every­
day poor business not to do all in 
your power to make that property 
and all other property , in the dis­
trict as inviting, attractive and 
therefore as valuable • as possible.

How Midland looks is important; 
make Midland look good. The busi­
ness district is that part of the town' 
where most people congregate." 
therefore it should be made to look 
the best possible.

Eliminate wall signs, eliminate 
gaudy billboards, don’t tolerate a 
cluttering-up of the most valuable 
and. highest priced section of your 
community.

Don’t leave this to the merchants, 
for regardless of what you do to 
make a living, the business district 
is yours, and if it is costing the 
community business, it’s costing 
you money.

Don’t say you can’t do anything 
to help matters—you are just the 
fellow who can remedy it; for with­
out you there wouldn’t be any mer­
chants, and although it is a part 
of the business of every merchant 
and business men to do these things, 
at the same time it’s your pleasure 
and desires that the merchant must 
serve, if he wants your business— 
and he wants -it.

Take a real good look at your 
business district, and then use your 
influence to make it look good—not 
just for this spring, but from now 
on.

INTERESTING FIGURES REVEALED A S '  
$164,000 SEWER SYSTEM IS CUT IN 

AND STUDIED AFTER 60 DAYS OF USE

.History of the Yates oil field in 
Pecos county as prepared by the 
‘publicity department of the Mid­
land chamber of commerce from 
date furnished1, in an authorized 
statement from Ray W. Richmond, 
proration umpire of the field, has 
beer)», submitted to a large state 
ndWteaper. This follows: 
»•-Production in the proven area of 
the Yates field in Pecos county will 
last approximately 14 years longer 
at the present proration run, and 
the, pool will make a total of 700,- 
000,000 barrels of oil, according to 
an .authorized statement by R. W. 
Richmond of Midland, proration 
umpire of the field.
- Richmond lias received so many 
inquiries .about the Yates field that 
he has prepared a history under his 
signature, and that history reveals 
the deductions set forth, above and 
in subsequent paragraphs of this 
article. Richmond bases his his­
tory on known facts and on con­
census of opinions of leading oil 
men, insofar as predictions are con­
cerned.
....This pool with its enormous po­
tential production is actually pro­
rated to 2.95 per cent of its ca­
pacity. The average production of 
the 373 flowing and pumping wells 
■is a „potential of 5,377,880 barrels 
daily, or an average of 14,159 bar- 
reis .per well per day. However, pro- 
ration cuts the actual production to 
"jJCf.OOO barrels or an average of 294 
, bands per well per day. In other

|  REAL MEDICINE”
Declares Oklahoma City 

■ Man— “ Gave Speedy Re- 
~ lief In Stubborn Case,” He 

Says.

With the announcement of satis­
factory functioning of the recently 
completed sewerage system, a part 
of extension projects started last 
year, several new facts have been 
brought to consideration.

The system has been in opera­
tion 60 days. The design is known as 
a “two-hour detention’’ plan, and 
will easily accommodate a town of 
25,000 people. At the present only- 
one half of the disposal plant is be­
ing used.

The effluent, or purified sewage, 
is being used for broad irrigation on 
the “sewer farm,” a tract of 20 
acres. Here will be planted alfalfa, 
for the purpose of defraying part ex­
pense . of operation.

The out-fall line from the distrib­
uting station is 465 miles in length, 
and has 15-inch pipe as minimum 
arid 18-inch pipe as maximum con­
duits. Pipe was laid along fills in 
places and in cuts sometimes as deep 
as 22 feet.

Total miles of the system sums up 
approximately 28 miles. Excavation 
included 15,049 cubic yards of solid 
rock. There were 203 manholes con­
structed.

The system was so designed and 
constructed that none of the old sys­
tem was abandoned. Two old lines 
designed for turning the flow into 
the new system were replaced, how­
ever.

The big out-fall line will dis­
charge in 24 hours 1,800.000 gal­

lons, with a capacity of 2.75 cubic 
feet per second, and a velocity of 
1 1-2 feet per second.

Cost of the system was $164,015.67.
Gathering system trunk lines 

range in size from 12 to 8-inch 
ducts, with laterals running from 8 
to 6 inches,

The out-fall line is so constructed 
that fluids move by gravity, fast 
enough that solids are carried along 
and yet not too fast. The pump sta­
tion in Mexican, town and the dis­
posal plant in East Midland have 
been done away with through the in­
stallation of the new system, thus 
removing from the city ever increas­
ing health hazards.

Bonds for this extension were vot­
ed April 2, last year. They are 40- 
year bonds, bearing 5 1-2 per cent 
interest.

The life of the plant is reckoned 
normally at lOO.years, but the salt- 
glazed, vitrified clay pipes which 
went into the line were employed by 
the ancient Egyptians and have been 
found almost impossible to deterio­
rate’ by acids, found hi quantity in 
sewage. There is no' substitute for 
clay for a sewage line, engineers 
here say.

Strange enough, not so many Tex­
as cities under a population rating 
of 100,000 have such a system as 
that owned by Midland, engineers 
say, such towns dumping sewage 
into streams or lakes at distances 
from their towns.

and Gas Co. and Transcontinental 
Oil company’s No. 30-A, I. G. Yates, 
has a potential of nearly twice as 
much as proratitte allows the entire 
field to produce. This well, oiie of 
the biggest ever known in the 
world, made at the rate of 204,000 
barrels daily on its last test, Rich­
mond’s account shows.

The Yates pool discovered Oct. 
26, 1926. extends 7 miles north and 
south and is 7 miles wide in its

widest place. Twelve of the 385 wells 
drilled have been abandoned as dry 
or too poor for commercial pro­
duction. The discovery well, known 
as the Mid-Kansas Oil. and Gas 
and Transcontinental Oil Co. Yates 
No, 1-A was brought in at 1,004 
feet at only 75 barrels a day. It 
was deepened 27 feet and made at 
the rate of 26,400 barrels. It was 
later drilled to 1150 feet and in­
creased to 70, 824 barrels daily. Tills

one well up to Jan. 1, 1930, had 
produced 1,215,012 barrels.

There are now. 36 wells in the 
field making from 3-10 of 1 per cent 
to 80 per cent water, but these are 
nearly all edge wells drilled down 
the structure. The oil is brought 
to the surface by a heavy hydro­
static pressure as well as by gas 
pressure, the gas being manifested 
more intensively the higher up on 
the structure the wells are drilled, 
according to the findings of Rich­
mond and oil engineers who have 
studied the field with him.

The high degree of porosity of the 
lime which has an average pene­
tration of 225 feet is held by some 
investigators to account for th e  
seepage of oil into the Pecos river 
which intersects the field.

The first oil seep became known

FT*

on Oct. 28, 1928, when a driller no­
ticed oil in a spring on the Pecos 
county side of the river. Little at­
tention was first paid to .this deep, 
but as it continued, the Haws in­
terests who owned the Pecos river 
bed lease, began taking the oil 
from the spring with a suction pump 
on the bank.

The Haws interests used steam 
shovels in digging trenches a n d  
pits along the bank, materially ! in­
creasing the oil recovery from seep­
age, and later the Marland Co. and 
Mid-Kansas and Transcontinental 
recovered from these trenches and 
pits as high as 10,500 barrels of oil 
daily. These pits range in depth 
from 24 to 75 feet. Up to the first 
part of April a total recovery of 
2,031,376 barrels of oil from these 
seeps had been recovered. This oil 
is not under the proration plan.

The source of this oil is unknown, 
but two guesses receive the most 
credence from oil men. One is that 
the oil comes from a shallow stra­
tus down 500 to 600 feet, the other 
theory is that the seepage oil comes 
from some of the deeper wells, eith­
er from crevices or from the bot­
tom of the hole up the casing to 
a water strata? which seeps into1 
the river.

The topography of the country 
makes the wells come at a rela­
tively high cost in view of their 
shallowness. The average cost is 
$17,000, Richmond says. These fig­
ures include road building and tanks 
necessary to start the well flow­
ing. Many of the wells are on the 
tops of hills., and all of them are 
in an area practically inaccessible 
until roads were constructed.

The Yates field is said to be one 
of the cleanest morally and physi­

cally in the field. It is declared to 
be the “prettiest” field in the mid­
continent area. It is claimed that 
this famous field doesn't harbor a 
single bootlegger, nor does it have a 
red light area. An attempt to start

a town mainly to harbor bootleg­
gers and bad women was an abso­
lute failure, workers in the field de­
clare. All companies but one keep 
their tanks painted and shining like 
a “pewter dollar.”
