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Midland Invited to Lovington
STEEL IS '

LAID INTO 
N. M. CITY

June 28 Is Date For 
Celebrating Rail 

Connection

LOVINGTON, N. M„ June 
28. —  Prolonged blasts from 
the No. 33 work engine at ten 
o’clock Sunday morning an­
nounced to late sleepers as 
well as those on their way to 
Sunday services that the 
track of the Texas & New 
Mexico railroad has been laid into 
the city limits.

Amid cheers and the chanting ol 
plantation songs, by the sweating 
negro laborers, the officials in 
charge of the work took off their 
hats and joined in the jubilation as 
they realized the pig task was fin­
ished. The most momentous period 
in the life of this city had come, 
and the hundreds of spectators who 
gathered around the scene plainly 
showed on their faces the emotions 
surging within them.

Lovington \yill formally celebrate 
the arrival of the first passenger 
train on Saturday June 28, when 
Governor Dillon will drive the gold 
spike, an epochal event in this re­
gion.

High state officials of New Mexi­
co as well as Texas will be pres­
ent. Leading officials of the railroad 
company and the Texas and Pacific 
will also be on hand to join in the 
general enthusiasm.

The coming of the Texas and 
New Mexico railroad into Lea coun­
ty will open up hundreds of thou­
sands of irrigable lands under which 
abundant water may be had from 
depths of 25 to 80 feet. The soil be­
ing exceedingly rich, the prediction 
is freely made that Lea county will 
within next few years be known as 
the richest county in Sunshine 
State.

Discovery of oil in gusher quan­
tities is rapidly adding to the wealth 
of ranchers and land owners. With 
coming of agricultural development, 
Lea county expects become a leader 
in farm produce as well.

The Lovington chamber of com­
merce expects at least 5,000 persons 
to be present to witness ceremonies 
and partake of the amusements and 
games prepared for the occasion.

MORE THAN 60 
NATIONS ARE AT 

ROTARY JUBILEE
(Special to The Reporter-Telegram)

CHICAGO, June 23,—Rotarians 
from Alaska, Yugoslavia and sixty 
other nations in the list between 
them, were streaming into Chicago 
today to' celebrate in the birthplace 
;of Rotary, the 25tlr anniversary of 
the founding of the first Rotary 
club. To greet them there were sev­
enteen of the original club and the 
founder, Paul P .' Harris, Chicago 
lawyer, who conceived the idea of 
a fellowship club composed of mem­
bers of different occupations.

A five day program featuring in­
ternational relations and world fel­
lowship, along lines suggested by 
speakers of international promi­
nence, from many different parts 
of the world, began today. An in­
dicated registration of twenty thou­
sand Rotarians and members of 
their families was under way in the 
ground floor offices of the Peoples 
Gas company, one of Michigan 
Boulevard’s most imposing sky­
scrapers.

The principal business on Mon­
day’s program, other than distrl- 
btuion of the visitors to their ho­
tels. was a meeting of the voting 
delegates to consider legislation pro­
posed for enactment at this con­
vention. and also suggested legis­
lation for the ‘possible considera­
tion of future conventions. One of 
the resolutions under consideration 
would provide a “Past Service Mem­
bership,” for those Rotarians who 
retire from active business. Under 
present rules, this retirement auto­
matically terminates membership 
which is now restricted to one active 
principal (and one associate from 
the same company) in each line of 
business or profession.

Mere percentage increase amount­
ing to 327 per cent in Midland’s 
population in 10 years does not tell 
the whole story of Midland’s transi­
tion in the past decaue. Midland has 
grown other ways than in popula­
tion.

Ten years ago Midland was al­
most exclusively a cattle town, and 
it was a dusty village of 1.795 peo­
ple. Then Midland had on sewerage 
system, gas, modern water system, 
street paving, modern school 
equipment, chamber of commerce, 
office building, hospital other than 
a dilapidated shack. Lions or Ro­
tary club, modern theater, country 
club, golf links, petroleum club, oil 
men, specialty shops, medical spec- 
a£ist|fc, ice plant,, airplane trans­
portation, airport, modern hotel, 
taxicabs, sanitary dairies, ice cream 
factory nor beauty parlors.

Has ’Em Ari Now-
Now Midland has them all.
Ten years ago George Ratliff, 

prominent rancher, considered it an

insult to his fellow townsmen to 
lock his automobile when he went 
to church, but recently his car was 
stolen from in front of his church, 
and now he locks his car.

Ten years ago Midland women 
curled their own hair, now it’s done 
in beauty parlors. Ten years ago, 
nearly all the red paint used in Mid­
land was on barn roofs, now flap­
pers show more than the barns.

Oil men are nearly as thick in 
Midland now as cattlemen, but a 
decade ago John D. Rockefeller was 
the only oil man Midland people 
paid any attention to. Ten years ago 
a farmer was as infrequent as a 
Jersey cow at Midland. Now farm­
ers and Jerseys are essentials to 
Midland's prosperity.

Modern Sewer System
Specialists were needed in Mid­

land 10 years ago, but now a first 
class, modern sewer system is in use. 
Only a decade ago Midlanders were 
content to wade through mud and 
water in the city streets, but this 
year an additional paving program 
of $200,000 is being compieted.

Clarence Scharbauer. reared at 
Midland, built the Hotel Schar­
bauer. Dr. John B. Thomas, who 
started practicing medicine at Mid­
land over two decades ago built 
Midland’s great six-story hospital. 
J. E. Hill, John Scharbauer, Dr. C. 
G. McCall, M. C. Ulmer. W. S. Hill 
and others who have done much 
building in Midland were here much 
longer than 10 years ago. The fact 
is, most of the progress in Midland 
in the past decade was brought 
about by the sturdy cattle and city 
the brains to vision Midland’s future 
folk who had the confidence and 
and build for it.

Tale Briefly Told 
From a dusty cow town to a mod­

ern city with every city convenience 
as against no conveniences 10 years 
ago, tells in brief Midland’s trans­
ition in the past decade. Midland 
is still a cow town, and always will 
be, and the people want it to be, 
because past history indicates that 
as long as Midland is a cow town 
it will be a progressive and a pros­
perous town.

OIL SHOWING IN '  
HUTT WILDCAT IS 
CURRENT REPORT

Cores from the Pure Oil com­
pany’s No. I Hutt wildcat in south­
eastern Midland county are report­
ed to have been sent to the office in 
Fort Worth late Saturday with a 
showing of oil prevalent. Definite 
information from the test, and sam­
ples from the core, were not avail­
able to local offices when scouts 
last visited the test.

After going into the lime at a 
reported depth of 4,095 feet, the 
showing is said to have been en­
countered at below 4,100, and the 
test was shut down at 4,129 to set 
8 1-4 inch casing.

(A P )— The senate foreign 
relations committee today 
approved the London naval 
treaty, 16 to 4, overwhelm­
ingly defeating the bloc ar­
rayed’against it.

It is believed that this ac­
tion will insure ratification when 
the senate considers the pact prob­
lem at the special session.

Bert Hull and E. E. McQuillen, 
president and secretary respectively 
of the ex-students association, spoke 
also.

S. and Great Britain is the moti­
vating influence, it being contended 
by naval leaders that America has 
not been allowed by plenipotenti­
aries at the conference the maritime 
strength it should have had in com­
parison with the British Isles.

The matter assumed such de­
bated proportion that President 
Hoover would not consider waiting’ 
for tile next session of congress to 
decide what should be done; he in­
sisted upon calling the special ses­
sion, tired though congressmen 
were with repeated debate for day 
after day.

HOW TO SHOP

Porch Cushions 
All Should Be 
Waterproofed

Cushions and pillows used j 
with porch furniture should be s 
covered with fabric which has { 
been thoroughly rubberized or | 
otherwise waterproofed... Even j 
so, the stuffing should be of j 
kapok, because there is al- = 
ways danger that moisture will ! 
penetrate; and the oustand- I 
ing characteristic of kapok is 
that it dries readily. The use 
of smal coil springs stuffing 
suffers from the disadvantage 
that these springs may rust.

In selecting the materials 
for porch coverings, remem­
ber that “sunfast” is a rela­
tive term. The best mate­
rials should remain present­
able for several seasons, if 
properly cared for; but there 
will be a certain amount of 
fading from season to season, 
if these coverings are regu­
larly exposed to the summer 
sun. Hence, one cannot rea­
sonably expect that material 
bought and used this year 
will match in vividness of col­
or the same material and de­
sign next season.

Local Housewives’ 
Choice Recipes

Miss Edith Cox who has often vis­
ited Midland as a representative of 
the Home Service Department of 
the Southern Ice and Utilities com­
pany, has offered several good rec­
ipes for summer time cooking. To­
day will be found two of her most 
select recipes.
Jellied Chicken and Vegetable Loaf

1 cup boiling chicken stock or 
chicken soup, or Tuna fish.

1 1-2 teaspoons gelatine
1-4 cup cold water.
1 cup cooked peas or diced aspar­

agus.
1 cup chopped left-over chicken.
1 teaspoon salt.
i-2 cup radishes or carrots.
1-2 cup shredded cabbage or cu­

cumber.
Cayenne pepper.
Soak the gelatine in cold water. 

Stir it with the salt into the boil­
ing stock. Add the prepared vege­
tables and pour into a mold of any 
desired shape. ’ Set in the coldest 
part of the refrigerator and let 
stand until firm. Serve on lettuce 
and garnish with mayonnaise.

Finwhecl Cookies
Cream together 1-2 cup of sugar 

and 1-2 cup butter. Add one unbeat­
en egg. Add alternatiely1 3 table­
spoons sweet milk arid 1 1-2 cup of 
flour in which 11-2 teaspoons bak­
ing powder has been sifted! Add a 
teaspoon vanilla. Divide mixture in­
to two equal parts. Add to one part 
one square bitter chocolate, melted. 
Roll each part out into about half 
inch thick rectangle of waxed paper, 
(Extra flour is necessary.) Turn 
chocolate part over the vanilla, 
then roll into a tight roll. Roll in 
waxed paper and place.in refrigera­
tor over night, or until chilled 
thoroughly. Slice about 1-4 inch 
thick. Place about 1 inch apart on 
greased tins. Bake 12 minutes at 
325 degrees. Will make 55 good 
cookies.

“All the doctors who specialize on 
girls and women will tell you girls 
have to have an emotional outlet. It 
is true. The little girl finds it in her 
dolls. When she gets a little bigger 
she tries to find it in boys and men. 
You can’t bottle it up any more 
than you can bottle up a railroad 
train running full speed. If you do, 
you wreck the train. There is no 
cork big enough to stop up the 
greatest force in the world. That is 
why so many grils, with no other 
emotional outlet, make such fools 
of themselves in their first love af­
fairs. They see some very ordinary 
or very bad man all surrounded by 
a rose-colored haze. Don’t blame 
them. Blame life.

“But, thank God. I have had my 
work for an emotional outlet, I have 
had a million people to love—the 
people who see my pictures and tell 
me they love them. So far that has 
kept me from making a fool of my­
self. I hope it continue to keep me.

“There is so much mock-mod­
esty in the world it makes me tired. 
Praise? I love it. Anybody who tells 
the, truth will tell you they love it. 
When I step out of a railroad train,

and when I walk along the street 
■or go into a restaurant and ner peo-' 
pie say; ‘There she is. That’s Lupe 
Velez!’ and when they nudge other 
people and they all look at me and. 
smile and some of the come over

For nearly three years we have 
been reading, and writing about this 
gigantic motion picture of the air.

It Couldn't Be Ordinary
Before the picture ever Was seen, 

everyone knew that it would be 
either very good or very bad. No 
film on which that amount of time 
and money had been spent could be 
just ordinary. Fortunately, it. turn­
ed out to be exceptionally good. 
Whether Hughes ever will get his 
money back, however, is another 
question, Never before has so much 
been spent on olie picture. Even 
“Ben Hul’," which for years held the 
record as the most expensive pic­
ture, cost only $3.500,000.

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LAMESA MURDER TRIAL MARKED BY A 
DEFINITE, INTRIGUING BIT OF DRAMA

By VIC LAMB,
Special Staff Correspondent.

LAMESA, June 23—Possibility of 
the jury retiring to deliberate on a 
verdict in the case of Ira McKee, 
on trial for his life for the murder 
of W. R. Billingsley, a Sparenborg 
resident, on May 1, was the opinion 
expressed by attorneys in the case.

The defense has rested its case 
and the state’s rebuttal testimony 
was to begin this morniilg, it 
was stated by District Attorney T. 
L. Price. Although questions to 
prospective jurors during the first 
day of the case put by Harvey B. 
Shead. attorney for the defense, re­
lated to prejudice of an insanity plea 
and a self-defense plae, it is thought 
that only insanity will be used in 
the attorney’s arguments to the 
jury. No witnesses were used in 
testifying on the possibility of Mc­
Kee shooting in self defense.

Friends and relatives of McKee 
were questioned Saturday concern­
ing his mentallity.

"What is your opinion now as to 
whether McKee is sane or insane?” 
was the question shead asked each 
of his witnesses.

In most cases they answered that 
they believed that he was insane, 
or "out of his mind.” at times. 
Price cross examined' each of them 
as to what their opinion was of 
whether McKee knew right from 
wrong. The answers were different 
in each instance.

Although a number of spectators 
had anticipated seeing the red hair­
ed District Attorney open fire in 
cross examining some of the de­
fense witnesses he did not gruel but 
one of them.

He pounced on Ray Estes, a friend 
of McKee, when he made the state­
ment that he had not seen the de­
fendant on Sunday or Monday fol­
lowing the shooting.

"Do you mean to tell me you did 
not see the defendant on Sunday 
or Monday, May 4 or 5?” he repeat­
ed.

“No, sir.”
“Didn’t you tell Sheriff Gib Ab­

ernathy on Monday that you had 
seen him?”

Estes paused for two minutes and 
did not give an answer until Dis­
trict Judge Gordon B. McGuire told 
him to answer- the question.

“Yes, sir,” he said in a low voice.
"Then, why did you tell me a few 

minutes ago that you didn’t see 
him?”

"I don’t know.”
"Why?”
"Well, I told Gib that I didnt 

know McKee had been in trouble.”
Shead, who with J. P. Willis of 

Hobbs. New Mexico, are represent­
ing McKee, did not gruel any of 
the nineteen state witnesses on the 
stand. He spoke to each one cas­
ually and was very friendly. ■

During the first few hours of 
testimony Shead repeatedly object­
ed to questions put to the state 
witnesses by Price and in most cases 
he was sustained. On Saturday most 
of his objections were overruled 
and exceptions were made. Price 
withdrew some of the questions he 
had asked when the defense lawyer 
objected before Judge McQuire ruled 
on them.

McKee and his lawyers all appear­
ed sullen and sulky Saturday. Mc­
Kee took little interest in the pro­
ceedings. He held his sister’s little 
daughter on his lap several times 
during the trial.

Of the 650 spectators present, it is 
believed that a number of them will 
not be present Monday since Mc­
Kee will not be placed on the stand 
in his own defense. McKee was 
probably the drawing card for the 
unusually large gathering Satur­
day afternoon.’

The two witnesses that created 
most interest in the case to date 
were Ida Mayhall, nine-year old 
daughter of Mrs. Emma Mayhall, 
also indicted for Billingsley's mur­
der as an accomplice, and Mrs. 
Mayhill herself.

The child’s answers to the defense 
attorney were very frank and short.

"Who told you that McKee park­
ed his car a block and a half from 
where the homicide occurred?’’ he 
asked her one time.

"Didn’t anyone tell me. and be­
sides I know a block from an inch!"

"What happens to little girls that 
don’t tell the truth, Ida?” was the 
first question Price asked the little 
girl.

"They go to the boogey man and 
they go to jail.”

"You are going to tell nothing but 
the truth in this case, Ida?”

“I ’m going to tell the very truth.”

vention tonight at the Chicago Sta­
dium will consist of a musical en­
tertainment by the Symphony or­
chestra, Imperial Welsh Singers, 
Swedish Choral Club and a spe­
cial chorus of 400 voices. This will 
be followed by a pageant portray­
ing the growth of Rotary from a 
little group of four men, to an or­
ganization of 153,000 members, in 
25 years; from one club to 3.330 
clubs, in sixty-two countries.

In the name of the 625 Rotarians 
of Chicago, whose ranks include 17 
“quarter century” members. Presi­
dent Floyd L. Bateman of the Ro­
tary Club of Chicago will extend to 
the thousands of visitors tomorrow, 
at the formal opening session, a 
welcome from the No. 1 Rotary Club 
to all its successors. In the name 
of the visiting Rotarians. especially 
those from overseas, Dr. Otto Boh- 
ler of Vienna. Austria, will respond 
and the convention will then be 
formally under way, according to 
the program developed by Chairman 
Crawford C. McCullough, of Fort 
William, Ontario, and his conven­
tion committee.

Morning sessions for the remain­
der of the week through Friday will 
be devoted to a general program1 
covering all the activities of Rotary 
community betterment programs, 
development of international friend­
ships, and study of better business 
practices. Broadly speaking, Tuesday 
is business day. Wednesday is com­
munity day, and Thursday and Fri­
day are international days.

Afternoon events are made up of 
informal assemblies. On Tuesday 
the Rotarians meet in occupational 
groups. On Wednesday they will 
discuss community problems, in 
groups of a few hundred each, di­
vided according to the size of the 
clubs represented. Thursday after­
noon, the ways and means of ex­
tending international goodwill form 
the topic for the assemblies.

Each afternoon also has special 
entertainment for the visiting “Ro­
tary Anns.” There is a style show 
for Monday in the new Merchan­
dise Mart, the “world's largest build­
ing.” Tuesday the ladies tour the 
city boulevards. Wednesday there is 
a boat ride on Lake Michigan and 
Thursday a concert by the Women’s 
Symphony Orchestra.

Tire event which this convention 
commemorates occurred in 1905, on 
February 23, when Paul Harris, then 
starting the practice of law in Chi­
cago, invited three of his friends 
to discuss the formation of a new 
kind of club which would primarily 
encourage fellowship and the ex- 
tention of acquaintance. Member­
ship would be restricted to one man 
of each distinct line of business. At 
subsequent meetings each brought 
along oiher friends and within a 
few weeks the club was definitely 
organized with officers and a mem­
bership of about 20. A; first the 
meetings rotated each, fortnight 
among the places of business and 
this led the founder to propose the 
name "Ref ary” club.

These fundamental principles still 
remain in all Rotary clubs. From 
time to time the Chisago Rotary 
Club added other characteristics 
which also have become favnilia 
in every club—singing, the use of 
first names, active participation in 
co.vmunity welfare work, formation 
of student loan funds and luncheon 
meetings. In these footsteps there 
are now following other service clubs 
with several hundred thousand 
members, emulating the example of 
cordial fellowship set by the quar­
tet of Rotarians a quarter of a cen­
tury ago.

‘LOW DOWN’ ON MIDLAND GIVEN ST 
WRITER BY MALCOLM MEEK RECENTL
“When it comes to a city of ac­

tual home owners, I think Midland 
is the banner city in Texas,” M. M. 
Meek of this city said Saturday at 
The Texas. He is president of the 
Midland Rotary club, and. accom­
panied by Mrs. Meek, was en route 
to the Rotary International Silver 
Jubilee at Chicago when interview­
ed by State Editor Van Blarcomb 
of The Star-Telegram.

"I am not exaggerating a bit when 
I say that between 85 and 90 per 
cent of the homes in Midland are 
owned by the people living in them,” 
Meek continued, “i  don’t think there 
is another city in the state that 
can equal that showing. The reason 
for it is largely due to the fact 
that when an oil company sends a 
man to Midland it is with the un­
derstanding that he will remain not 
less than five years. The result is 
that he buys a home. Other cor­
porations are doing the same thing, 
with similar results as regards their 
employes.

“In a few years Midland is go­
ing to be one of the prettiest cities

in West Texas. For years it did 
not have an adequate water supply. 
The result was that little attenticfli 
was paid to civic beautification. But 
now it has a supply sufficient for a 
city of not less than 50,000 persons. 
The last year there have been thou­
sands of trees planted throughout 
the residential sections, lawns laid 
out and shrubs planted. There is 
hardly a home in the city today but 
what has its trees, lawn, flower beds 
and shrubs. The result is most strik­
ing. Now when a new residence is 
built trees ' are transplanted before 
even the side walls have been put 
up or the roof laid.

“I am predicting a rapid growth 
for Midland the next few years, be­
cause its trade territory is to be 
extended by the cutting up of the 
so-called Andy Faskin ranch. Here­
tofore the farming territory close to 
the city has been limited by that 
ranch, which consists of about 200.- 
000 acres, some of them lying al­
most next to the city limits. Tire 
ranch was owned, by a Scotchman 
named Andrew Faskin. He died

“jakeleg” disease found among poul­
try in Midland county, County 
Agent Frank Wendt went on with 
experiments calculated to discover 
to him the truth of the cause of the 
malady.

Going to Big Spring, Wendt ask­
ed Dr. Wolfe to aid him in his study 
professing to the belief that Jack 
of mineral matter in rations fed 
chickens in the county was respon­
sible for the occurrence of the mal­
ady.

Wolfe and Wendt conducted ex­
periments together, and it was 
found that absence of phosphates 
and calcuim conduced the disease.

Feeding of oyster shells and bone 
black, or of bone meal will, when 
added to the grain ration fed by- 
several poultrymen, correct . the 
trouble, the two men say.

Commercial rations fed here are 
rich in mineral matter. Wendt says.

The. trouble with poultry being- 
fed rations not porperly balanced 
showed itself a few days ago in the 
feet of fowls, these cracking open 
and otherwise losing power neces­
sary to proper support of the body 
of the fowl.
