RECORD IN RACE

Whether Midland people at Fair
park today will see Foreign Rela-
tions, beautiful race horse of the
Buchanan-Bloss stables, run today
“depends,” but they will have the
pleasure of looking at an animal
that: has run some of the finest
horses of the country off their feet.

This rathet stocky, though long
muscled eight-year-old bay, is rest-
ing from a slight injury so that he
may he entered in lucrative races at
San Angelo, New Orleans, Agua Ca-
iente or Tia Juana and, if races are
held there. Arlington Downs.

Gather around for a brief moment
if there is any doubt remaining as
to the fleetness of this powerful
horse.

It was at the Coney Island track
at Cincinnati. A riot of color over-
flowed from the great stands and
splashed against the track fence.
The fatest three-years-olds of the
north were rearing and plunging at
the wire, impatient to be off.

The finest looking horse of the
lot was probably Col. Bradley’'s
Boone's Companion, a $50,000 stake
horse that had been ‘“cleaning up.”
If any of the ponies that were
plunging and giving their jokeys
“too much jaw”leoked less like race
horses than a powerful, yet stocky,
bay over there near the outside
position they had no place in the
betting.

Yet when the wire was lifted and
the horses began sifting through the
field to take places near the fence
for the start of the mile grind, it
was observed that the bundlesome
bay was not only matching strides
with the Bradley entries, but was
drawing away from the celors of the
Colonel’'s stable with every leap.

Wonderment in the crowds of the
stands gave way to a rising rumble
that broke into cheers. At the quar-
ter post the horse was timed at
122 1-2, at the half :44 4-5, and at
the three quarters post the horse
narrowly missed chipping time off
the world’s record, being timed at
1:10 2-5 (the record being 1:09 2-5).

This was Foreign Relations, the
horse that will be seen at the park
today. At the end of the mile
time caught on him was 1:36 2-5
as compared with the vecord of
1:34 2-5.

FOURTH HOLIDAY

Under skies that suddenly had
changed from a forbidding aspect of

PARIS, July 4—Thé Iure of a
pretty woman may -have had much
to do with the present King Car-
ol's action in renouncing the Ru-
manian throne when he was crown
prince, hut the unscrupulous brand
of political intrigue and trickery as
practiced in his native country cer-
tainly had a part. i

The suddenness with which the
errant prinde was catapulted to the
throne: when he returnec to: Buch-
arest from exile recently shows that
anything may happen in Rumania,
and frequently does. By :the same
token, it probably explains much in
connection with his departure near-
Iy five years hefore.

Viewed from one angle,
may he a reckless and irresponsible
royal vagabond, moie  concerned
with feminine charms than with
the welfare of his country.

Viewed from another angle he
may hé a young man wio was un-
happy in' ai«loveless royal marriage
that was not of his own choosing
and disgusted with the machina-
tions that surrounded: the Ruma-
nian throne and therefore sought
to get away from it all.

Certainly his father, old King‘
Ferdinand, was king in name only'
during his last years when Carol
was growing fo manhood. The pow-
erful Bratianu family, which had
imported the royal family from
Germany a generation betore when
Rumania gained its freedom from
the Turks, really ruled the counﬁry.
Ton  Bratianu, prime minister, led
the king around by the nose—po-
litically speaking.

Queen Marie, Carol’s mother,
tried: to buck this outfic when she
came - from England as the young
granddaughter of Queen Victoria
to become Ferdinand's wife.  She
failed and, being wise, promptly
joined them.

Crown Ptince Carol, however, was
imbued with more independent
ideals. He looked forward to being
his own master' when the time
should come for him to take the
throne, and made no secrel of the
fact, that when his day arrived the
Bratianu influence would perish.
He hated. Bratianu and the lat-
ter’s brother-in-law, Prinice Babu
Stirbey, a mysterious figure at the
Rumanian court.

“When I am king I will ¢lean out !
your whole crowd!” he is once re- .
potted to have told them.

“To the devil with this crooked
business!’’ Carol is said (6 have ex-
claimed when these accusations of
dishonesty reached him. “I am sick
of it all, T am going to enjoy life
normally as any man should.”

Insull’s Effort to Prevent Sackett From: Attacking High Cost of Blec-tricity in U. S. Gave Senate Fro-

gressives: Some Fine Ammunition for War on “Power Trust”
T

WASHINGTON, July 4.—Ambas-,
‘sador Sackett told' the World Pow-
er Conference at Berlin that the
difference between the cost of pro-
duction and the seiling price of elec-
tricity was altogether too steep, and
thereby created more of a sensa-
tion than he ever stirred up in the
United States Senate.

The ironical phase of fthe incident
was that Sadkett’s speech would
not have attracted such interna-
tional attention
the Chicago public. utilities mag-
nate, hadn’t tried to persuade the
ambassador not to make it.

Insull noet only put over Sack-
kett’s speech for him in a bhig way;
he also gave the Senate progres-
sives someé fine ammunition to use
against the “power trust’ which, ac-
cording to Senator Norris of Ne-
braska, is now following Americans
all over the world and attempting to
‘muzzle them—even the highest dip-
lomats.

Furthermore, he called attention
all ‘over again to what is known
here as the power fight and the fre-
quent charges that: electric power
companies are making exorbitant
profits despite their status as public
utilities. :

Many Agree With Him

T.eaving aside the question of gov-
ernment - ownership, it has  been
demonstrated that there are many
in power industry itself who. agree
with Sacket—a public utility vete-
ran himself, by the way. The am-
hassador’s speech was  loudly ap-
plauded at the Berlin conference.
At home here there are many who
hold that it the utilities have to
make so much money, they can do
it’ just as well by lowering the cost
per kilowatt hour and profiting by
the resultant increased volume. of
business.

The experience of the Ontario
Hydro-Electric Power System is
most often used to demomnstrate the
eagerness with which domestic con-
sumers of electricity increase their
use as the cost goes dowil.

The: last figures available showed
that in' 1914 there were 64:866 On-
tario consumers, using 14,359,000 kil-
owatt hours for the year, at an
average cost of 5.08 cents a. kilo-
watt hou¥, with an average rmonthly
hill of $1.06 and an average month-
ly consumption of 21 kilowatt hours.

In 1928 there wére 408,000 domes-
tic consumers: who used 551,010,000

cents, with an average monthly bill
of $1.97 for an average morithiy con-
sumption of 115.5 kilowatt hours.

Those figures applied to all mu-
nicipalities, ' including smaller wvil-
lages where higher overhead tend-
ed to keep the general average cost
higher than in the larger municipal-
ities. .
