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Dewnfall of Leguia, in Pern, Due Clhiefly to Lack of Prosperity—Indicating, Once More, That Any Admin-
istration Is Bound to Suffer When Times Are Bad

WASHINGTON, Sept. 3. — The
downfall of Puesident Augusto Le-
kuia, dictator of Peru'and Uncle
Sam’s best boy iriend in South
America, is strictly in accord with
the old political adage that pros-
perity absorbs all criticism and that
the less prosperity the more criti-
cism.

That goes in any country and the
stronger the factions are which op-
pese the administration the far-
ther it goes in effecting a change of
government. 2

In the United States, which has
been going through a protracted
period of depression, there is a
real chance that the Democratic
party will obtain control of one or
both houses of Congress in the No-
vember elections. In any event there
will be more Democrats in both the
Senate and the House.

Instead of giving the Hoover ad-
ministration a - vote or confidence
and a grip on Congress the voters
are virtually certain to make things
harder for it by strengtnening anti-
administration coalitions. If Hoover
himself were running fer re-election
this year he would find some iough
. going and as it is he probably is
glad that things are done different-
ly here from the way they are in
Peru. Few presidents have had to
hear up under such a period of
harsh criticism during their first

year or two in office and a great

deal of it has been due to the de-
pression which gripped the United
States, along with Peru and many
other countries. :
Anti-government agitation is re-
ported to be on the increase in two
or three other Latin-American
countries, encouraged by unsatistacs
tory economic conditions, although
there is as yet no information here
which indicates the likely success of
any movement such as upset Laguia.
Peru exports cotton, wool, oil and
sugar, and the prices of all these
commodities have lately béen Iow-
ered in the general world depression
of values. Exports and imports have
gone into cerious declines. It - seems
too farfetched to connect the pas-
sage of our Grundy tariff act with
a revolution in Peru, but it may be.

When the slump came, Leguia was

nearly $70,000,000 was the largest in
the history of Peru and a consider-
aply larger one was passcd for 1930.

Sweater Is for General Wear

By WILLIAM H., BALDWIN
Author of “The Shopping Book”
Written for NEA Service

Sweaters have emerged from the exclusively sports class and
are now considered as handy, ready-to-wear garments. Aside from
its 'style, the requisites of a good sweater are quality of material
and workmanship, and the cut and fit. As to material, they may
be broadly divided into the silk, all.wool and the wool-and-cotton
mixtures. Of the wools, the kinds and grades in the  order of
preference are cashmere, camel’'s hair, alpaca, mohair and what
is known simply as worsted. '

The soft, long-fiber yarns are the bhest for these garments, but
simply to say that a sweater is all-wool does not imply that the
material should have this soft quahtyv. The yarn in a garment may
be of a coarse grade of wool and;oconsequently be comparatively
harsh to the touch. The softer grades are preferable hecause in
addition to thkeir finer texture. they have a greater affinity for
dyes; are richer in color and react better to proper handling in the
process of manufacture.

Virtually all American-made sweaters are machine-knitted,

while some of the foreign products are made by hand. The ma-,

chine-made sweater will stand as much hard usage and will wear
as well as the hand-lmitted garment.
