Sorghum May Be
Dangerous Now

AUSTIN, Tex.. Aug. 21. (&)—Ex-
treme care should be exercised by
farmers in feeding grain sorghuins
to their cattle, according to J. M.
Del Curto, chief entomologist of the
state department of agriculture. Del
Curto issued the warning as the re-
sult of the drought in the Panhan-
dle and in West Texas where the
larger portion of the sorghums is
grown. ‘

The normal growth of the grain
is retarded by drought, causing the
stalks to retain a high per cent of
prussic acid. In normal weather
three-fourths of the prussic acid is
released through slow euring while
rapid drying, such as is experienced
during drought periods, may result
in serious loss if the cattle are turn-
ed to pasture in the sorghum fields.

Del Curto advised farmers o turn
an animal of little value into the
sorghum fields before using it as
pasturage. He also advised giving
the animals a light feed of grain
hefore permitting ‘them 1o enter

the sorghum fields.

There has been no sure cure ef-
fected for prussic’ acid peisoning
but large doses of glucose and milk
have proved helpful. Del Curte
stated that one-half teaspoonful of
soda mixed with vinegar also had
been used with good results.

Care should also be used by larm-
ers in harvesting the sorghum crop,
Del Curto said, 'because in dry
weather the spores, which cause
deteroriation of the plants, are
spread rapidly. The @ spores cause
what is commonly known as:smut
and no method has been devised to
check its grawth. The only way to
stop the spread of the smut is by
seed disinfection, Del Curto said.
