The “crew,” who is Mrs. Beryl 
Hart, agrees. Bill will do that navi- j 
gating and she will spend most of 
time at the controls, going where 
Bill tells her to go.

Far from resenting this assumption 
of masculine autnority, she tries to 
minimize her importance in the ven­
ture. “Naturally I jumped a t , the 
chance to make this trip, ’ she said. 
“It will be an important flight and 
a valuable experience. But our suc­
cess is entirely up to Mr. MacLaren. 
He’s the boss.”

She’s Skillfull Flyer
So it would appear that the 

Tradewind’s co-pilot, although red­
headed, pretty, and agreeably fem­
inine. is very well disciplined. This 
also despite the fact that she is one 
of only 14 American women to hold 
a transport pilot’s license, and lias 
more assorted day and night flying 
to her credit than some men who 
have dared the Atlantic.

The flight of the Tradewind, 
scheduled to start from New York 
City early in October; will be the 
first gesture of a group of finan­
ciers toward putting heavier-than- 
air ocean flying on a commercial ba­
sis and a regular schedule. It is 
similar to the project already being 
developed between Europe and South 
America, by way of Africa and the 
Cape Verde Islands.

“I’m not a stunt flyer,” Mac­
Laren declared, “and there will be 
no chances taken that we can pos­
sibly avoid. We’re not going to re­
fuel in the air, or try to brake any 
distance or speed records.

“We’re going to carry some freight 
to Europe and back by the safest, 
sanest route, and I believe we can 
make money from the start. ’

, To Make Two Stops
He pointed out that non-stop 

ocean flights cannot become com­
mercially feasible until planes are 
developed to carry large cargoes in 
addition to their fuel. MacLaren 
therefore will go south-east to Ber­
muda, thence across to Lhe Azores, 
and up to Paris. With these com­
paratively short hops, refueling at 
each landing, he can carry a pay- 
load of 1000 pounds.

At $10 a pound- which is believed 
to be the amount governments will 
be willing to pay for trans-Atlantic 
air mail if and when contracts are 
to be let, a single round-trip would 
almost pay for a plane such as the 
one MacLaren has chosen for his 
initial attempt. It is a Bellanca 
monoplane equipped with pontoons 
and a 300-horsepower Wright Whirl­
wind motor. Except that it v/ill car­
ry the latest navigation instruments 
and a powerful twoway radio set, 
there are no novel features about 
the ship.

“It’s just an ordinary plane,” the 
pilot said, “and, to my way of think­
ing, just an ordinary flignt. Though 
I'm a navy-trained flyer, I’ve made 
four trans-continental hops and I ’d 
rather cross the ocean than fly from 
coast to coast.

Favored by Weather
“Ocean storms, unlike those over 

land, are at least dependable. On 
the southern route we have chosen, 
movements of storms can be accu­

WASHINGTON,’ Sept. 2.—In 18 
years the United States will he so 
thickly dotted with little bronze 
markers, proclaiming the distance 
above or below sea level or the lati­
tude and longitude, that no one will 
be able to get more than 25 miles 
away from one of them.

That will be, one . result of per­
haps the most comprehensive geo­
detic survey ever made by any coun­
try in the world, which is about to i 
be undertaken by the Coast and,Ge­
odetic Survey.

Must Not Be Removed
The bronze markers will be disks 

about three and a half inches, in 
diameter and will be firmly planted 
in bed rock or in blocks of con­
crete. A $250 fine or imprisonment 
is the. penalty .for disturbing them. 
Some of them ■ will ; be “bench 
marks,’’ .which is the term for mark­
ers, recording the -', elevation and 
others will mark triarigulation sta­
tions, announcing the exact latitude 
and. longitude as fixed in .the , car­
rying out of the, survey’s method.

“Geodetic” , comes from the noun 
"geodesy,” which is a swell word for 
anybody’s vocabulary and is the sci­
ence ancl art of measuring parts 
of the earth’s irregular surface by 
triangulation and astronomical ob­
servations. Geodesy includes deter­
mination of the magnitude and fig­
ure of the earth and is distinguished 
from ordinary surveying—which is 
concerned with limited tracts such 
as farms and counties -for which the 
curvature of the earth need not be 
considered.

More accurate and comprehensive 
data on the physical makeup of the

curately measured and the other 
two sides of the triangle computed 
geometrically.

steamers to give us meteorological 
data we will know just what to ex­
pect. Fogs, which have brought fail­
ure to many a flight along.the great 
circle route to the north, seldom are 
more than 3000 feet in height where 
we will fly.

“On the northern route, flyers 
have found average winds of 35 to 40 
miles an hour, but the trade winds 
between Bermuda and the Azores 
are only from 8 to 10 miles .Our 
elapsed time iof the trip to Paris 
will not be more than 40 hours, 
which is less than half the best 
dirigible time for the distance.”

MacLaren is a graduate of An­
napolis and a former lieutenant in 
the navy air service, where he did 
transport duty. He resigned .his 
commission in 1922 for the more 
lucrative job of commercial trans­
port flyer, instructor and test pilot.

Taught Her to Fly
Beryl Hart was one of his stu­

dents, and therein lies the real rea­
son why she has been selected for 
the Tradewind flight. “I ’ve heard 
so much of the dissention that has 
brought failure to a number of more 
or less perilous hops,” he explained, 
“that I was determined to find a 
pilot who not only would obey my 
orders implicitly but also would 

have perfect confidence in me. At 
the same time, of course, the pilot 
would have to be a really good one.

“I knew I could find that blind 
confidence among, my students, be­
cause it’s a common psychological 
fact that every flyer, no matter how 
capable he has become, never ceales- 
to regard the man who taught him 
to fly as a sort of infallible super-' 
pilot.

“So I looked over a list of my stu­
dents and picked out the one who

| is most skillful today. It happened 
\ to be Mrs. Hart.”

Runs Air Taxi
] She had come to New York from 
] Cleveland six years ago to take a 
business course. But she soon in 
eluded aviation in her curriculum 
and won her pilot’s license under 
MacLaren’s tutelage. She was a 
widow, her husband having been 
killed in a motor accident.

Mrs. Hart bought her own plane 
and. being a business woman too, 
soon made it pay for itself. Her’s is 
a favorite air taxi lor passenger 
flights at the Newark, N. J., airport, 
and she lias made a number of long­
distance flights.

Tlie Tradewind cost $25,000 and 
has been financed by a small group 
of MacLaren’s friends, among them 
a banker who contemplates includ 
ing his foreign bank correspondence 
in the TradewincTs cargo: With two- 
day service between the world’s 
money markets, it has been pointed 
out that vast sums in potential in­
terest could be saved. by the rapid 
transport of checks' and drafts.

Passengers Not Invited
Passenger service is not included 

in the problems of the Tiadewind 
flight, or whatever organization 
may evolve from it. As has been 
proven on the American airways, 
mail and light express is the best­
paying cargo, and the most depend­
able in volume.

United States is considered essential 
and the survey nfiw has money from 
Congress to begin its 18-year job.

Aviation provides a commodity es. 
sential to our modern economic life 
—speed. The quick transportation 
of people, mail and merchandise is 
yital to our national welfare and 
progress. On August 1 there were 
27,667 miles of airways operating 
in the United States with fin aver­
age daily schedule of 109,597 air­
plane miles.

Tlie latest government figures 
show there are now 1657 recognized 
airports or landing fields in the 
United States, and, more than 1000 
cities and towns have plans for 
airports projected. These figures 
become significant when it is real­
ized that future airways await only 
the development of adequate land­
ing fields.

Be On Guard Against Bogus Watch Cases
By WILLIAM H. BALDWIN

Most nationally known and long-established manufacturers 
ease and box many of their watches at the factory. Many re­
tailers imitate these factory-cased watches by purchasing boxes 
similar to those used by the factory, imitating the cards, and 
buying movements separately, casing them in inferior cases and 
putting a fictitious resale price on the watch.

In some instances this price is simply outrageous and out of 
all proportion to the actual value of the watch. Such watches are 
stamped and labeled with the name of the reliable manufacturer 
whose product they imitate. Yet the shopper cannot always tell 
whether these are legitimately boxed watches or watches boxed for 
the purpose of getting an enormous profit on the watch, or of 
having a fly-by-night auction sale'or a catch-penny sale—such as 
selling a “$100 watch” for $50, when the true retail value might 
be only $40.

Some retailers buy these bogus boxed watches from the manu­
facturer or jobber, knowing full well what they are getting. Every 
reputable manufacturer publishes a list of watches, which is fur­
nished to retaliers, showing ' pictures of - the legitimate boxed 
watches. The wise shopper would do well to buy her watch from 
a reputable retailer who depends upon customer confidence for 
increasing business.

Meat Loaf
1 envelope gelatine
2 cups cold water
2 cups well seasoned stock
1 stalk celery
2 cups cooked cold chopped 

veal, chicken, beef or pork
1-4 cup chopped pimentos

1 teaspoon chopped parsley
1-2 teaspoon lemon flavoring

Soak gelatine and the lemon fla­
voring in cold water for five min­
utes. Add the onion and celery to the 
stock and boil for three minutes, 
strain and pour over the gelatine; 
when mixture begins to thicken add 
the meat parsley. Turn into a mold 
of any desired shape and set in the 
refrigerator to congeal. Remove 
from the mold and serve on lettuce 
and garnish with slices of hard- 
cooked egg.

Peach Mousse
2 eups crushed peaches

3-4 cup sugar
2 teaspoons lemon juice
2 teaspoons gelatine
2 teaspoons cold water
2 cups cream.

Soak the gelatine in cold water; 
heat the peaches to boiling and add 
to the gelatine; add the lemon juice 
and let cook. Fold in the stiffly 
beaten cream and pack in mold. 
Pack in ice and salt, using the pro­
portions given above.

Lotus Cream
3 pints rich milk (part cream)
Juice 3 lemons
1 lemon sliced
2 cups sugar

Mix the sugar and lemons and 
keep in refrigerator two horns. 
(Crush sliced lemon slightly to ob­
tain flavor from rind —- strain but 
pieces of lemon.) Put" three pints 
rich milk (part cream) in freezer 
and thoroughly chill; add lemon 
juice and sugar and freeze.

j terprise, as defender of the famous 
international yachting trophy come 
doleful predictions from veteran 
sailors who cling to an old super­
stition.

True enough, the 1930 cup de. 
lender was designed by W. S. Bur­
gess, whose father, Edward Burgess, 
planned the victorious boats of 1885, 
1886 and 1887. And Enterprise was 
built at the Herreshoff plant at 
Bristol, where so many previously 
successful cup yachts took shape. 
Also, the name of Vanderbilt, which 
heads the syndicate owning Enter­
prise, long has been associated, with 
the unbroken string of American 
victories.
' But Enterprise’s splendid lineage, 

her trim lines and her proven ability 
cannot assuage the doubts of some 
old sailing men. There are, they 
say, too many letters in her name!

Proving What’s in a Name
Never since' grumpy old Lord 

Dunraven challenged for the cup in 
1891, and brought over his Valkyrie 
II to be roundly licked by Vigilant, 
has the “Old Mug’’ been defended 
by a boat with other than an eight- 
letter name. Vigilant, Defender, 
Columbia, Reliance and Resolute all 
have vanquished invading British 
yachts, and Columbia defeated two 
of Sir Thomas Lipton’s Shamrocks.

Many other defending candidates 
have been built to race for the hon­
or of meeting the various challeng­
ers. But each time, when the pre­
liminary matches had been sailed, it 
was the eight-letter boat that was 
named. That was up until now. To­
day the superstitious are wonder­
ing if the breezes of racing for­
tune, after blowing this way for 79 
years, have turned.
