Fire Committee
Issues Warning

The fire prevention committee of 
the chamber of commerce is at work 
trying to educate the public against 
fires during the early cold weather.

Claude O. Crane, chairman of the 
committee, issued the following 
statement Saturday;

“The time of the year has come 
when stoves will be put up. Atten­
tion should be given flues to see that 
they are not obstructed. Care should 
be taken in placing gas stoves. Do 
not get them near curtains or too 
close to the walls.’’

Last year at the first cold spell 
we had several small fires which 
could have been serious. The fire 
prevention committee is asking that 
each citizens cooperate with it to 
see : if we cannot go through this 
winter without a single loss by fire. 
Make it a habit of reporting any 
fire hazards such as piles of dry 
weeks, papers and trash. Inspect the 
premises in which you live periodi­
cally. If the wiring looks bad have 
it looked after; if you have bracket 
flues see that they are properly kept- 
in shape.

“In view of the tremendous loss 
of life and property it should be 

your solemn duty to do our best to 
prevent fires and in so doing make 
our little city a better and safer 
place in which to live.’’

High School Bandmaster 
Explains Origin of the 
Sport Dirge Played Here

, (EDITOR’S NOTE: This is the first of a series of articles on the 
Midland high school band. This organization, realized to be one of 
the finest high school group of musicians in West Texas, is one of 
the distinct achievements of the school.)

How many of .you have sat in Lackey stadium and laughed at the 
funeral dirge being wafted to theiittle breezes right after a Bulldog 
back plunged into a mass of opposing players, wormed his way clear 
of thedapgle and sprinted through a clear field for several yards be­
fore being pulled-down? .

Thfere' is an explanation that goes with the threnody. Band Master 
Ruskell E. Shrader hit upon the idea of it while directing a band at 
Mission last year.

“I thought of the effect of a chord progression, one of them being 
a minor chord,” he said. “We tried it out and the idea stuck. The idea

------------------------- 1 was designed to serve two purposes
—sardonic grief at the downfall of 
the opposition and, simultaneously, 
give credit to the home team.”

This dirge never fails to set the 
stands a-laughing.

Tile bandmaster has his own ideas 
about maintaining and improving a 
band.

“In the first place,” he says, “you 
can look for about thirty per cent of 
your band being absent the follow­
ing year from any given time. It is 
therefore necessary to bring up more 
than thirty per cent new material, 
the margin allowing for too much 
grouping according to section.”

In order to protect the organiza­
tion from a season next year that 
might be devoid of .musicians, ap­
proximately 40 have been welded 
into a new band at the Junior high 
school.

“This band will be of great value 
to the high school band next year,” 
the director said. “The very thing 
the high School lacks, and will be 
lacking, will be suplpied by the new 
recruits. For instance, we are heavy 
on brass this year, and somewhat 
unbalanced in the reeds. The greater 
part of the new organization' is hi 
the reed section.

“A band is like'a football machine 
in many respects. The band must 
play exactly together or all is wast­
ed energy and noise. A football team 
may at times get by with individual 
play, but if a band does this it will 
play next time without spectators or 
hearers.” ■

Before the end of the year, the 
band will give concerts, it is planned. 
It will play overtures as well as it 
now plays marches, despite the need 
for a stronger reed section. The new 
band will be given a chance to ad­
vance players to the high school or­
ganization as fast as those musicians 
master their instruction sufficiently.

A veritable maze of questions must 
be answered before one can become 
a recruit in the band. He must be 
healthful, strong enough to march in 
parades, be able to obtain permission 
of parents to make trips with the 
athletic teams of the school when 
they go away on trips, and other­
wise qualify.

“Unknown to many, band practice 
is exceptionally healthful,” the di 
rector said. “Students are taught to 
breath deeply, walk with their Shoul­
ders back and to march a great 
deal.”

Tom Mix, famed star of the 
movies, stopping with his 
party at Hotel Scharbauer last 
night, told a Reporter-Tele­
gram representative that he 
will, within the next few days, 
look over the ranch country of 
the Van Horn territory with a 
view to establishing a location for 
making a western talking picture of 
Emerson Hough’s “North of ’36”.

The popular actor was returning 
from a season with the Sells-Floto 
circus, having stabled his horses and 
livestock at Purdue, Indiana, where 
the circus is going into winter quar­
ters. Accompanied by Mr. and Mrs. 
Johnny Agee and daughter and Dale 
Turner, secretary and “major domo” 
of Mix, he arrived here late Sat­
urday, took a suite of rooms on the 
mezzanine floor of the hotel, had 
dinner served in the rooms, rested 
k few hours and departed from the 
city about midnight in time to see a 
bull fight at Juarez this afternoon.

Agee is a well known horse break­
er and trainer, and his “trick po­
nies” are the pride of the Sells-Floto 
organization. He is also active in 
the movies.

They will stay in El Paso for'..two 
days, come back to Van Horn, Plcps 
and parts of the Davis Mountain 
country, and then will proceed' to 
Los Angeles for the winter.

“My, what a change there’s been 
in this country since I saw it 25 
years ago,” Mix said. He told of his 
old friendship with Clay McGonagill, 
Joe Gardner, Ace Draper and Claude 
Humphries. “Clay worked with me 
for a while on the coast,” he said. 
“Clay was sure a good hand. He got 
hold of a live wire somewhere but 
there, saving a fellow’s life, and was 
killed.”

GIVEN VOTE OF 

CONFIDENCE
BERLIN, ' October 18. (JP) — The 

Bruening government was given a 
vote of confidence by the Reichstag 
tonight after an all day session. The 
vote of 318 to 236 cleared the way 
for the government to proceed with 
plans to relieve Germany’s economic 
stringency considered the govern­
ment safe at least until the middle 
of December.

Another Spectacular War Over Electric Power Is Due When Congress Reconvenes—This Time It Is About 

the Ruling That the Federal Compiiission May Issue “Minor Project’’ Licenses

WASHINGTON, Oct. 18.—The war 
over electric power, to which the 
general public pays little attention 
but which is almost .constantly in 
progress here, is expected to break 
out again in spectacular fashion af­
ter Congress reconvenes in Decem­
ber. It always does.

Foes of the “power trust” are in­
tensely excited over a recent, ruling 
by Attorney General Mitchell which 
they believe virtually nullifies the 
effect of the federal water power 
act under which the government ex­
ercises certain control over water 
power sites on navigable streams, 
which are under federal jurisdiction.

This opinion, rendered to Presi­
dent Hoover after it had originally 
been sought by Executive Secretary 
F. E. Bonner of the Federal Power 
Commission, held that the commis­
sion had the right to issue “minor, 
project” licenses for power sites on 
the New river in Virginia to the Ap­
palachian Power Company of New 
York, a subsidiary of Electric Bond 
& Share.

The commission could do this by 
declaring the New river to be non- 
navigable.' It has always been con­
sidered navigable. With a license l’or 
a “minor project,” the power com­
pany would escape inspections of ac­
counts and other provisions of the 
water power act which were de­
signed to safeguard the interests of 
the public when power sites were 
turned over to private interests.

Fear Result
It is charged that if the power 

commission now sets such a prece­
dent in the New river case, federal 
control over about 90 per cent of 
the people’s power sites will be de­
stroyed, Including nearly all large 
projects in the east.

The accountants of the power 
commission are charged with deter­
mining the capitalization of each 
power development, which is used 
both as a base for rates and as a 
measure of the price the government 
is to pay upon recapture at the ex­
piration of the commission’s 50-year 
lease. William V. King, the chief 
accountant of the commission, has 
annoyed many power companies by 
squeezing out millions of dollars of 
padded charges from their state­
ments. He has been supported by 
Charles A. Russell, solicitor for the 
commission. Russell and King have 
been opposed consistently by Bon­
ner.

Several power companies already 
have taken advantage of the Mit­
chell opinion, requesting the power 

.commission to change their license's 
to “minor” licenses.

Bookhart Up in Arms
Senator Brookhart of Iowa has 

written the power commission, warn­
ing it to “go slow.” An 80,000-horse­
power development is no minor pro­
ject, he says, especially when—as in 
the Appalachian’s case — it would 
crease a navigable lake 30 miles 
long.

“This is a tremendously impor­
tant proposition,” Bookhart says. “I 
am sure that Congress will want to 
amend the law and stop this matter 
of minor permits in all such cases.

“There are about 20 acts of Con­
gress treating the New river as nav­
igable. Appropriations have been 
made and money spent time and 
again to improve its navigability.”

The National Popular Government- 
League has sent out abroadside to 
its members over the country, at­
tempting to stir up protests to the 
power commission against any de­
cision to declare the New river nor.-; 
navigable. It understands that Sec­
retary of the Interior Ray Lyman 
Wilbur, chairman of the commission, 
is ready to go ahead and do that. 
Secretary of War Hurley and Sec­
retary of Agriculture Hyde, the other 
two members, have not made their, 
attitudes known, although Hyde is 
thought to be opposed.

WTCC Has Neat
$112,981 Balance

ABILENE, Oct: 18. (IP).—The West 
Texas chamber of commerce, after 
a year “in the red” financially, is 
now back on its feet, and with a 
neat balance of $12,981.65 cash, is 
launching into a rapidly expanding 
program for the future, following a 
meeting of^he executive board re­
cently at Sweetwater; when tenta­
tive dates for the 1931 general, con- 
vntion at Lubbock were fixed as May 
14, 15 and 16.

The treasurer’s report, filled at the 
meeting, revealed that D. A. Ban- 
deen, formerly, of El Paso, now man­
ager of the organization, had led 
the regional chamber from-a $23,000 
debt into the favorable balance dur­
ing his first: year.

Among steps taken by the execu­
tive board was the creation of a 
new traffic setup, to be handled by 
•the traffic managers at El Paso, 
Wichita Falls, Amarillo and San 
Angelo. This board will assist com­
munities having traffic problems, 
without charge, and when sustain­
ed work is required, one of its menu 
bers will be employed on part time 
basis. Formerly all traffic matters 
were handled ou t'of San Antonio, 
Fort Worth or Dallas.

Creation of an all-West Texas 
board to promote ’the development 
of a museum at San Angelo also was 
approved; appointment of the board 
to be made by President Charles E. 
Coombes. Present plans are to ac­

Apple Roll
Select four medium sized apples 

that will cook quickly. Peel, core and 
chop fine. Put 1 1-2 cups sugar and 
I pint of water over a slow fire to 
make a syrup. While syrup is cook­
ing mix biscuit dough. Roll to about 
1-4 inch thickness. Spread with the 
chopped apples. Roll into a long roll. 
Cut into pieces about 1 1-2 inches 
wide. Put with cut side down in the 
pan of hot syrup.

Two football: teams with dogged determination battled 
up and down Lackey field to a scoreless tie Friday after- 
ribon, when, the Colorado Wolves and the Midland Bulldogs 
faced each other before a crowd that filled the stadium and 
lined the field;

The game was filled with1 thrills from the start when 
White kicked 'for. Midland! to Harlow until the final whis­
tle that found Burris hitting the line for a 4-yard gain.

Honors were (divided between the 
iwo teams, with averages beingvprac- 
tically the same for every depart­
ment of the game, despite the fact 
that the Wolves decidedly'outweigh­
ed the Bulldogs,

Fryar and Burris toted the ball 
for most of Midland’s gains, with 
Awbrey and Florey bearing the bur­
den: for- Colorado. Line wprk- was 
exceptionally good on- both teams.

The Bulldogs- brought the crowd 
to its feet near the close of the 
first: half when Burris flipped a long 
pass over the goal line to Hallman, 
who missed for a touchdown only 
by inches. This was Midland’s only 
serious ■ threat at scoring.

Frequently interceptions of pass­
es caused the ball to change hands 
quickly and added thrills to the 
game.

Colorado’s threat came in: the 
third quarter when a series of line 
plunges mingled' with passes took 
the ball to Midland’s 12-yard line. 
The Bulldogs tightened their de­
fense and began to break.through 
the backs for losses and stop the on­
ward march to the goal line.

Midland outplayed Colorado in the 
last quarter, keeping the ball in the 
Wolves' ''territory for all but three 
plays and in these the ball never 
went beyond the Bulldog's 44-yard 
line.
