He had been a great man, and
his abortive effort to born a Ger-!
man revolution won him world-wide
ridicule. Now the old General has
launched a terrific prediction upon
the heads of his rather indifferent
countrymen. He tells them that there
will be another war in 1932, in which
Germany will be annihilated. Not &
very cheerful prophecy, and a dis-
tinct disservice to his friend Hitler.
Hitler has been threatening to start
a new war, with young soldiers who
weren’t in the other one. His 1dea is
to win the next, and he hag inspired
some of his followers with his own
confidence. But if it is to end like
Tudendorff foretells it .won’t he
popular with ever Herr Hitler’s con-
stituents.
