Bill 542 are not enacted into a law,
then a great number of. the land-
ownier's in West Texas are up against
the real thing. As you well know, the
1919 mineral act sold the land to Lhe
settlers with 15-16ths of the mineral.
And you further know that the late
court' decision takes 1-2 the mine-
rals .and the Graves bill does the
same.

. “The people in the country af-
fected make their living by, stock-
raising. There is county after coui-
ty, beginning west of here some 40
miles, that has no agricultural land
whatever, except along the Pecos
and Rio-Grande valleys where they
irrigate. We can not make a living
farming. In Winkler county, where
I ranch, there is not a single 5-acre
patch; in fact, I can not call to
mind a garden spot. The soil is t00
poor to grow stuff and if it were
not, the sandstorms and dry weath-
er would prevent our growing crops.
A great number of West Texas coun-
ties will not run more than 10 or
15 head of cattle per section. The
only easy money we have ever made
ouf here was by these oil leases and
rentals; and that has practically all
been spent for debts, paying state
land interest, taxes, improvements,
and bread and meat.

“If one-half of that is taken fromn
us, according to the Graves bill and
present court -decision, a large num-
ber of landowners will be absolute-
ly bankrupt. )

“The oil possibilities are greatly
over-estimated. Where there is one
acre of oil land there are thousands
and hundreds of thousands of acres
without minerals. You may draw
a line north and south from where
the Pecos river comes out of Mexi-
co and’ west of ‘the line the country
has been punched full of holes and
not a single producing well. The

About the only value that seemed
comparable with those of today was
found in livestock, judging from the
fact that $20 was offered for a horse
described as: “a common size grey
horse, deeply dappled on his rump,
perceptibly so on his body, and flea-
bitten on his neck and head, thin
tail, mane inclined to curl, foreton
half grown out, having been trim-
med, shod all around, and seve:d
years old; had on when he leff, a
half worn saddle, new martingale, a
double reined bridle with new head
stall and bit. This horse came tast
from the Rocky river settlement in
Abbeville district, South Carolina,
though it is not known where he
was raised, and therefore it is dif.
ficult to conjecture where he may
go;he was seen for several days af-
ter his departure, within ten miles
of this place near the Savannah
road, but was so wild he could not
be taken. The probability is, that
he is up Savannah river, should he
have desired to return to his late

JONES APPEAL
CAUSES LISTED
BY HIS LAWYER

Russell here Jan. 25, for a new. trial
was based on the following “rea-
sons and causes,” according ‘to Sam
K. Wasaff, defense counsel:

“l. The verdict is contrary to the
law and evidence in this: (a) Tie.
state wholly and totally failed (o
prove a motive for the killing; (b
The state wholly and totally failed

part of this defendant; (c¢) The
state wholly and totally failed Lo
prove premeditation on the part of
this defendant; (d) The state whol-
ly and totally failed to prove that
this defendant fired the fatal shot.

“2. The verdict of the jury and
the judgment rendered thereon  is

in terms of law required. . . .

“3. This Henorable Court comm-
ted error in admitting evidence over
the objections of the defendant;
while the state’s witness Dr. Shytles
was on the stand. (Instances wers
brought out at length.)

“4, This Honorahle Court commii-
ted error in admitting eyidence gver
the objections of the defendant
while the state’s witness Dr. ‘Woods
was on the stand. (Instances wers
Iisted.)

“5. This Honorable Court shouid
grant the defendant a new trial on
account of ;the misconduct of the
special prosecutor, Hon. J. F. Cun-
ningham, in his argument to the
jury. . . . as it' was prejudical, highly
inflamatory, unjust, an appeal (o
prejudice, appeal to passion and.an
appeal to bias. . ..

“6. This Honorable Court should

account of the misconduct of the
district attorney, Hon. W. R. Smith,
in his closing argument for the
state. (Same reasons as above set
forth).”

The new trial was denied by Dis-
trict Judge Charles I. Klapproth at
the hearing, and Wasaff gayve no-
tice of appeal.
