ness. You may walk down the street
of Midlands today and find a num-
ber of merchants, excellent citizens,
who will not tell how they will vote.
This is due to the fact that they
feel their outspoken announcement
will offend those on the other side

justified in with-holding their opin-
ions, today all America is crying for
better poiitics, honesty in handling
the affairs of state and nation. It
is more necessary than ever the
business men should declare them-
selves upon the issues of the day.

- WHAT IS “GRADE A” MILK?

‘“What does grade “A’” milk mean
to the consumer?” is a question
hundreds of milk users must feel
like asking after reading various
admonitions to use such milk.

Grade “A” milk means that the
dairy herd has been tested for tu-
berculosis and found free of the
disease; that a physician has ex-
amined all dairy employes and has
found them free of disease whicn
might be transmitted through milk;
that the barn is constructed ac-
cording to sanitary standards; that
milking has been done in a clean
manner; that the nrlk has not
been | exposed to contamination by
straining in the barn but that it
has been strained, cooled, handled
and bottled in a clean, well-light-
ed, fly-proof, sanitarily constructed
and maintained milkhouse; that the
milk ubensils and hottles and cans
have been cleaned and thoroughly
sterilized; that safe water is used;
and that all practical safeguards
have been taken to prevent disease
producing infection.

Grade “A” when that term is
applied to milk, also means that
the milk -has been produced, bot-
tled, handled and labeled under the
supervision of the city and state
health auchority and the United
States Public Health Service. The
same supervision applies to milk if
it is masteurized.

‘Grade “A” milk is the safest and
glghest quality practicable to pro-
uce.

Put into a
shallow baking dish and pour over
the cheese sauce made by melting
butter, stirring in flour and slowly
adding  milk, stirring constantly.
Add cheese, salt and paprika and
stir and cook until cheese is melted.
Put baking dish in oven long
enough to make very hot and serve
garhished with parslyey.

Four eggs, 1-2 teaspoon salt, few
grains pepper, 1.4 teaspoon -onion
juice, 1 cup finely chopped ham, 1
cup milk, 6 rounds of toast.

Add re-
maining ingredients and mix thor-
oughty. Turn into .individual, well
buttered timbale rmolds and place
on many ithicknesses of .paper in a
pan of hot water. Bake in a mod.
erate oven for 45 minutes or until
firm to the touch.

Garnish
with parsley and serve: at once.

ment of fair and honest people. He
had rather have a record of saving
tax payers’ money than the honor of
the office.

You have noticed considerable
comment in the papers of the at-
titude of speakers with reference to
the handling of the highway depart-
ment. As you know Governor Ster-
ling was for three and one-half
years chairman of the highway com-
mission prior to his election to the
office of governor. During that peri-
od the department was efficiently
handled, taken out of chaos, put on
a business basis and not one word
of criticism has yet been uttered by
his bitter opponents. And now the
opposition brings up a personal to
divide the $30,000,000 gasoline tax
into three parts, one part to the
school fund, one part to the general
revenue fund, and one part to the
highway department. Don’t be: de-
ceived about the division of the gaso-
line tax for the school fund. It is
now a law and has been since the
gasoline tax went into effect. That
of the 4c tax lc goes to the school
fund; or, in round. figures, $7,500,-
000 is now already set aside for the
public school fund, and that the
opposition proposes to place $10,-
000,000 to the fund, in fact, only
adds $2,500,000. Rather than put
any part of this vax money into the
general revenue fund, Governor
Sterling, through legislative enact-
ment, offers a proposal that means
Jower taxes for you. He proposes to
take so much of this gasoline money
and pay the interest and sinking
fund requirements on the bonds each
county voted and expended on state
highways.
