PROTECTION FOR PLANTS

Various devices are used to pro-

tect the plants when they are
first set in the garden.
These consist of conical paper

covers, sheets of waxed paper, wood-
en boxes with glass tops, glass pro-
tectors made in the form of tri-
angles with paper or cheese-cloth
covers, small boards or shingles sct
on the windy side of each plant, and
troughs made of boards turned over
the rows of plants at night and re-
moved on gunshiny days.

The two types of protectors most
commonly used are the conical wax-
ed paper and the trianglular glass
covers. The conicdl paper covers
can be purchased ready to anply
and come nested together like pa-
per cups. A metal device shaped
like the paper cone is used for
placing the cones over the plants.

Plants set in the garden often
need protection from wind and di-
rect sunlight. One of the best
methods of protecting the plants
from wind is to set a bhoard on edge
along the row on the windy side and
hold the board in place by means
of stakes; driven into the ground.
This will break the force of the wind
and keep the plants from being
blown about and injured.

Where plants are freshly set they
may need shading from the direct
sunlight. If so, the board may be set
on the sunny side of the row and
inclined slightly over the row so as
to shade the plants. In this case,
the stakes need be driven on one
side of the board only, the under
side.

Flrst Lady Pltcher Hopes
~ To Strike out Babe Ruth

ATLANTA, Ga., April 2.—Prof-
sional baseball now may boast of
its first lady pitcher.

Miss Jack Mitchell, age 17 years
of Chattanooga, Tenn., has taken
the first step toward this unusual
career for women by signing a coa-
tract. with the Chattanooga Look-
outs after completing the course at
Kid Elberfeld’s baseball school held
here this spring.

The Kid’s school is the world’s on-
ly " educational institution devoted
entirely to baseball, and it includes
students- of all types. But not until
this year did it become co-educa-
tional.

Two days aftex the 1931 session
opened, with 50 students in atterd-
ance, the school enrolled its fivst
co-ed. Miss Jack Mitchell, accom-
panied by her father and mother,
Dr. and Mrs. Joe S. Mitchell, ar-
rived to take up the study of base-
ball. She’brought her own uniform,
shose, cap and glove, and started
work in earnest.

Jack is tall, muscular, rather
good-looking and left-handed.

When she was a child, her par-
ents lived in Memphis,
of their neighbors was Dazzy Vance,
now Brooklyn’s pitching ace, bhut
then a member of the Memphis
team. He took.a fancy to the lhfsle
girl next door who seemed more in-
terested in boys’ games than in
dolls, and taught her to throw a
baseball.

Then and there she decided to be
baseball’s - greatest “lady . pitcher,”
and only once has she wavered in
this determination. When Amelia
Earhart made her ocean flight, Jack
felt for a time that she must be-
come an aviatrix. and fly over seas
and continents and set speed rec-
ords. But this was a fleeting am-
bition.

When her parents .moved from
Memphis to Chattanooga, Jack was
one of the first members of the
“Engelettes,” a girl’'s baseball team,
managed by her father who once
peeting permits under the general
leasing act stop.

The
fact that she has a good pitching
arm is proved by the ease with
which she recently threw a base-
pall 215 feet by actual measurement.
She also hits well and during the
past season had.a batting percent-*
age of .400.

During the two weeks she spent
here at Kid « Elberfeld’s baseball
school, she pitched frequently at
batting practice, and the Kid’s pu-
pils found the ‘“lady pitcher” one
of the most puzzling southpaws they
had every faced. She doesn’t<hope
to enter the big show this season,
but she believes that with careful
training she may soon be the first
woman to pitch in the big leagues.
In that event she sees no reason
why she shouldn't command as
great a salary as Babe Ruth now
araws.

Kid Elberfeld’s baseball
held its opening session in Atlanca
three years ago. The Kid, who is a
veteran both of the minor and thz
major leagues and probably knows
ag much about baseball as any man
alive, started his baseball kinder-
garten teaching small boys funda-
mentals of the game. At the close of
the three weeks’ session, several of
the older boys were hired by minor
league teams. The next year the
school developed into a high scnoul‘
institution, ‘and this spring it ex- l
parided into a full-fledged univer-|
sity, with several professional league
players enrolled as students. Among
these was Luke Appling, formerly
of the Atlanta team, who wanted to
do a little post-graduate work be-
fore reporting to the Chicago White
Sox, and Jonah White of Beaumont,
in the Texas League, who spent sev-
eral days at the school before starv-
ing spring practice.

Assisting the Kid was a facuity
composed of Tim Kelleher, Frankie
zoeller and Barnie McCay, all base-
pball veterans. Instead of diplomas,
contracts with various minor leagués
awaited the most successful stu-
dents at the close of school.

SAYS EDGAR WITT

session of the legislature, Edgar
Witt, lieutenant governor, says in a
letter to this newspaper.

In part, the letter follows:

“Some criticism has heen made
the failure of the 42nd legislature
pass many laws. And prophecy

of

made that the legislature will find

itself in a ‘“jam?: during its lasy
days—that it will fail to enact
needed legislation—and that a spe-
cial session will ‘be required. It is
a fact that not many laws of gen-
eral interest have yet been consid-
ered by this legislature on the floor
of the house or senate; but the re-

cently adopted amendment to the

constitution contemplates that the
first 60 days of the regular session

shall be primarily consumed in the

introduction of hills and their con-

| sideration by committees; that only

emergency matters shall-be consid-
ered by these bodies in open ses-
sion.

‘In my judgment the conduct s0
far of the legislature has been in
keeping with the spirit of the re-
“=nfly adopted amendments—bills
aptly have been introduced (but not
in excess of what has happened in
the past considering the same
length of time)—they have been
given full and orderly hearings he-
fore committees (a thing that has
rarely been possible in the past),®
and now that we are into the last
60 days of the session, both houscs
are working morning and after-
noons and Saturdays in open. ses-
sion considering the measures that
have been passed out of commit-
tees. I have noticed a feeling of in-
dividual responsibility on the part
of the members of the legislaturz to
give their sincere efforts to the ex-
pediting of the consideration of the
legislature: pending and I have no
doubt but that the remaining days

will be sufficient to consider all im-;,

portant pending legislation and that
there will be no occasion for the ex-
penditure of any of the people’s
money for a special session,

“I believe this Iegislature recog-
