Old Child
DALLAS, April 25. (A3) — 

Thomas -J. Cook, 25, railway 
brakeman of Marshall, pois­
oned his 18-monthsi-old son, 
Thomas Lee, and himself at 
the home of his estranged 
wife here, both dying at the
same hospital soon afterward.

Mrs. Cook said she came home 
from business school to find. Cook 
on the porch of her home, with pois­
on in one hand and a glass of water 
in the other, saying he would kill 
her and himself. She fled and tele­
phoned police.

Cook broke into the house where 
her sister also lived, fed poison to 
the baby, drank the rest himself 
and left.

He was found dying a few min­
utes later.

A coroner returned a verdict of 
slaying and suicide.

LAREDO, April 25. (/P) — 
Texas officers were delayed 
by international comiplications 
today in an effort to obtain 
custody of Alberto. Sanchez, 
18, Mexican woodchopped ac­
cused of the fatal stabbing of 
Edna Merle Springer, 11, near
Leming Wednesday.

Nuevo Laredo officers refused to 
surrender Sanchez without extradi­
tion. The Mexican was found there 
last night, but claimed to be a Mex­
ican citizen, born in Texas of Mex­
ican parents, which allows citizen­
ship under Mexican law.

Governor Sterling was informed 
in Austin that Governor Castellanos 
of Tamaulipas would have Sanchez 
held until extradition is granted. 
Sterling telegraphed Secretary' of 
State Stimson at Washington, ask­
ing federal help.

Mexican officers said Sanchez 
confessed the slaying.

The girl’s body was found in a, 
ravine near her home Wednesday 
night, when her stepfather, J, Elmo 
Dickej'\ajyi .relative?, began a  search 
when she. failed to return from 
school.

Posses of citizens and officers 
with bloodhounds hunted Sanchez 
over South Texas, and he was f i­
nally located in Nuevo Laredo.

Business made further moderate gains in March, de­
spite increasing signs of irregularity in certain lines, says 
Frank Greene in his monthly review in Nation’s Business, 
published by the Chamber of Commerce of the United 
States.

“ The appearance of some large constructive plans 
for building and other heavy construction, this involving 
record-breaking orders for structural steel;

“ The reopening of a large number of suspended 
banks;

“ The breaking by repeated falls of rain and snow of 
the year-long drought;

“ A smaller number of large failures despite a record 
number of all suspensions;

“A  smaller total of fire losses;
“ Early favorable progress of farm work;
“ An earlier opening of lake navigation than last year 

with all that this implies as to enlarged opportunities for! 
!work for the idle; ■ !

“ Reports of increased activity in cotton, wool and 
silk mills;

“ A rather distinct tendency for the downward curve 
pf commodity prices to flatten out, possibly the harbinger 
of the end of the eighteen-months’ decline.

, “ Thus,”  he says, “ at the end of the quarter, while 
the ground gained seemed small, stilt there was apparent 
a feeling that the long retreat was about ended and that 
some units of the army of trade and industry had faced 
about and were actually advancing.”

The recent peaceful revolution 

in Spain, which resulted in King 
Alfonso giving up his throne, is in 
marked contrast to the days of the 
French Revolution, when a wild 
populace sent Louis X V I and Queen 
Marie Antoinette to the guillotine.

Louis and Marie were Bourbons, 
as is Alfonso. Theii autocratic and j 
tyrannical policies helped bring on 
the French Revolution, while Al-1 
fonso, sensing the democratic move­
ment in Spain, used all his skill and 
conciliatory tactics to avoid losing 
his throne. The French Revolution 
interrupted more than two centu­
ries of Bourbon rule in France, 
while the peaceful Spanish revolu­
tion swept the last Bourbon ruler 
off a European throne.

$
Fate decreed that Marie Antoi­

nette should be thrust into an en­
vironment entirely .alien to her 
training. She has been taught to 
love luxury and gaiety. She came 
upon astonished France, even then 
rumbling with discontent, like a 
symbol of royalty at its worst.

Louis XVI, fifth of the Burbon 
kings, married her because he 
thought it would strengthen his po­
sition in Europe. A daughter of 
Maria Theresa of Austria, she was 
fit to be a queen—but not in that 
age of the rise of democracy.

The royal house and the 
nobility were enormously rich; the 
common people were distressingly 
poor.

In  Normandy conditions were so 
terrible, most of the peasants sub 
sisted on oats alone.

o f revolution ¡w e re  being sown.

Antoinette was informed.

Mothers throughout the country 
are giving special consideration this' 
May Day after the White House 
Conference to what the experts say 
about child health and protection. 
And since Community Cooperation, 
like charity, begins at home, they 
are thinking of what they can do to 
secure more satisfactory results 
with the children born to this mod­
ern world.

Charter Important
The Children’s Charter, referred 

to by President Hoover in his proc­
lamation of May Day as National 
Child Health Day, brings out two 
points concerning the American 
child of today which mothers can 
note to advantage. Because the child 
is surrounded by the marvels of ra­
dio, telephone, movies, funny strips, 
skyscrapers, automobiles and air­
planes, he is being crowded, perhaps 
even swamped, by a civilization 
which scarcely leaves him time or 
space in which to catch his breath. 
It is important then that we try to 
see things from his point of view, 
that we safeguard his personality.

The child needs therefore a 
“place” of his own where he can 
feel that he is by himself, unob­
served, at ease, to work or play or 
read or merely sit and think, away 
from the adult world. I f  he cannot 
have a room of his own, a corner 
can be screened or curtained off, or 
maked off with boxes or shelves on 
which to store his treasures.

The tension of trying to fit him­
self to grown up standards is fur­
ther lessened if we give him furni­
ture adapted to his size. Steps lead­
ing up to the washstand, cjoset 
hooks within easy reach, low bu­
reau drawers which he can handle, 
help him to learn to wash and dress 
himself, to care for his toys and 
books and drawing materials. Such 
arrangements, enabling him on his 
own scald to measure up to the de­
mands of daily living, give him an 
astonishing start on the road to 
self-respecting citizenship.

Experience Needed
The safeguarding, of the- individ­

ual’s personality is not enough, how­
ever. Each child must learn to live 
in a world with other people. Re­
spect for his needs and his posses- 
sions_ will help him to develop re­
spect for the personality and the

property of others, but in addition, 
he requires actual experience with 
others.

Relations with companions of his 
own age will be one of the deter­
mining factors ip the disappoint­
ments or successes of ail his future 
life. Nursery schools and kinder­
gartens, therefore, are recommended 
for little tots of pre-school years. 
And for the leisure time of older 
children there should be more boy 
and girl organizations whose pro­
grams teach cooperation and loyalty 
to a common purpose. The While 
House Conference found that forty 
per cent of.the time up to eighteen 
years of age is spent outside the 
home and school. It is important 
then for parents to encourage the 
further development of these groups 
which provide wholesome leisure 
time activities for young people with 
others of their own age.

I f  any mother feels that all tlje 
ideals set up by the Children’s 
Charter will be dififcult to attain, 
let her keep in mind these two 
pressing needs of the child in the 
modern world. She will soon find 
concrete ways in which she can 
meet better these needs of her own 
child, and in which she can further 
the well-being of all children in her 
community.

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EIGHTH MONTH OF HIGH SCHOOL IS 
OBSERVED BY GOOD ATTENDANCE; 

LARGE NUMBER VISITORS REGISTER
The eighth month of the present 

session of . the Midland public 
schools closed Friday with a total 
enrollment for the term of 1456. 
The corresponding enrollment last 
year was 1436. Reports for the month 
also show that there were 87 more 
pupils in school in Midland last 
month than were inv school in Mid­
land during the same month last 
year.

Records for the month show that 
the superintendent made 281 visits 
to the various buildihgs and rooms 
during the month, that patrons and 
friends made 237 visits and that 
27 rooms averaged above 95 in at­
tendance for the month.

Better Ventilation in Planes
Needed to Stop Air Sickness

Before the Royal Society of Med­
icine, Captain Martin Flack of the 
British Air Forces recently com­
pared airsickness and seasickness.

These conditions have certain 
common factors. In both cases 
there seems to be some relationship 
to the mechanism of the internal 
ear, some disturbance in the rela­
tionship of sensation in the eyes, 
the internal ear and the muscle, 
some effects due to stuffy atmos­
phere, smells and lack of adequate 
ventilation, some disturbance due to 
apprehension or nervousness and 
some response because of the gen­
eral lack of tone of abdominal mus­
cles of the individual who is af­
fected.

Airsickness is still so recent a 
complaint that adequate studies of 
the condition have not been made. 
Thus no statistics arc available as to 
the number of sick passengers ar­
riving at various airports, or peo­
ple traveling under more or less 
the same air conditions in different 
types of machines.

* * *
Dr. Flack is convinced that defec­

tive ventilation of the cabin plays a 
large part in airsickness. It is point­
ed out that pilots who are accus­
tomed to flying in open machines 
have first appearance of airsickness 
when in a cabin.

The preliminary investigation 
shows that the ventilation of air­
plane cabine needs improving. Peo­
ple are packed so closely together 
that if one becomes sick his fellow 
passengers see him and that serves 
to “set o ff’ the others.
