The flight to Mexico City has
been contemplated for months.
The plane, bought in Detroit in
1929 by Pacheco, was actually
named “Captain Carranza” then,
in honor of Mexico’s most famous
flyer. For a year Pacheco was
flown around the country by his
pilot, Clifford McMillan, but when
a minor revolt started in his home
country, he abandoned the plane
in 1929 and hurried back.

The plane, in storage at Roose-
velt Field since then, was bought
by Evers, Maloney and Yerrington
for a fraction of the original pur-
chase price of $30,000.

Just before the monoplane took
off, Maloney leaned out and kissed
his ¢“girl” good-bye. was then
learned that his “girl” was actual-
ly his wife. He had married her

appropriate, for it is actually a
Mexican plane purchased from
Captain Joagquim Pacheco, a noted
army flyer in his own country.

The same plane had failed on a
hop from Mexico City northward
some three years ago. But the
young flyers planned the trip to
honor the captain and to test their
plane for a “mystery flight’” which
their backer, Henry F. Evers, had
contemplated. They had expected
to experiment with taking off with
a heavy load of gasoline from the
10,000-foot  altitude at  Mexico
City.

Pure Food and Drugs Act Began Era
of Honest Advertising; Claims
on Labels of Most Pro-
ducts Are:Sound.

The federal food- and drugs act
Wwas - signed by President Theodore
Roosevelt in 1906. Only those who
can remember the conditions that
prevailed previous to the passage
and enforcement of this act can ap-
preciate 'the changes since then.
Methods of manufacturing food in
those days were very crude. Patent
medicines, censisting of a little alco-
hol and innumerable worthless weeds
and vegetables, were sold in im-

ons but in drug stores and through
the mail. In order to preserve foods,
to ‘give them proper coloring or to
make them more easily salable, all
sorts of harmful coloring materials
and preservatives were added t0
them. :

It would be folly to state that con-
ditions today are perfect. Everyone
knows that drug products are still
available that are without merit
and that they are sold with -exag-
garated adveltlsmg claims. . The
same thing is true 1n regzud to cer-z
tain foods. % T g

However, the food mdustry 1tself
has developed as has drug manufac-
ture. Reliable manufaclurers, con-
vinced of the importance of honesty,
label their products correctly and
limit their advertising to statements
that are. sound. Whereas American
fieople ‘25 years ago lived largely on
meats, potatoes, bread and cofiee,
today they eat a widely varied died
containing all sorts of foods which
were formerly considered vo be nov-
elties. :

The food and drugs officials report
that 18,000 legal aetions have been
taken in the past 25 years, a result
of which foods and drugs are much
safer when purchased. in the:open
market than they used to ‘be. It
should be realized, of course, that
the control of the food and drugs
administration congerns primarily
the lapel on the paekage and the
composition of the preparation and
does not extend to the advertising.

Various bodies have been made up
on a voluntary basis to limit adver-
tising claims and to secure honesty,
in promotion. Most important of
all, is the realization by the great
manufacturers of both foods and
drugs that times have changed and
products - honestly  manufactured |
and honestly advertised have a far
more permanent future than fly ~-by-
night. preparations sold with exag-
gerated claims.

The purchaser of a modem food
product or a modern drug prepara-
tion can Judge its value more de-
finitely by the label than by any
other method. The old preparation
tuberculosis is now called simply a
that used to be sold as a cure for
remedy to be used in treatment of
coughs. An intelligent understand-
ing of the pure food and drugs law
and what it means will do much to
aid its enforcement.

Thousands of laborers will be re-
quired, and 'Italy hopes to furnish
a large percentage of the demand.
Italian engineering skill w111 also
be called upon. :

Italian oil experts point out that
because of the density of crude oil,

many pumping stations will have
to be constructed on the Iline to
keep the ‘“black gold” moving to-
ward the two ports. The operation
of these pumps will require at least

250 men, most likely recruited
from Italy.
In the meantime the Ttalian

government. is Jleaving mno stones
unturned to develop her own  oil
resources. Test wells are being
sunk- in various points of the pen-
insula and throughout the colo-
nies in the -hope that Italy may
have her own underground oil
storehouses.

Italian prisoners no longer Ilive
in prisons, but “social institu-
tions.” The entire -Italian.  peni-
tentiary ssytem  has been over-
hauled, with the idea of re-edu-
cating and regenerating the pris-
oners while they are being punish-
ed.

The major changes in the sys-
tem can be enumerated in the fol-
lowing manner:

“At that  time
Mr. Walter Jackson was president
of the encampment and Mr. Henry
Littleton was chairman of the pro-
gram committee. Mr. Littleton, in
writing, instructed the Lueders post-
master to permit N. H. Brown,
keeper of the encampment, to con-
vey all mail for the encampment
from the Lueders postoffice to the
encampment, office.
