WASHINGTON — As unempiloy--
ment .and wage-cut news crashes

{insistently - to the front, along with

many predictions of a distressiul
winter, the administration is again
charged with camouflaging in an
attempt ' to make conditions seen:
brighter .than they are. But as a
matter of fact the government has
for
'such pleasant statistics as it can
find and’ not stressing the ‘others.

Federal figures are ~ not  being
falsified and the most reliable of
them are still béing issued frankly
and fearlessly even if there is no
reason . to. baliyhoo: them.

Efforts of  Secretary of Lahor
Doak 'and ! his U. S. Employment
Service to give us something tol
cheer about have been so naive that
if the cquntry has . been - misin-
formed it-must be the fault of care-
less newspaper correspondents.
Doak gets out a report on: the ex-
panded employment service and far
in the lead, in capital letters, one
reads: 'Total employment. place-
ments from April 1 to July 1, 1931,
638,689.” Down, toward the end of
the report you find buried the fact
that the serivce only claims it hac
filled 282,000 jobs, the rest of the
placements having been made by
state agencies. Most of the 282,000
are supposed to have been harvest
hands,” who  are “always. hirea in
large numbers at this period.

The employment :service  bulletin
begins by ' announcing: “There
was an improvement in the deman-i
for certain classes of labor through-
out June.” It then tells at lenglh
about a seasonal’ increase of out-

change in the industrial situation”
But the Bureau of Labor Statis-
tics shows a diop of two-per cent
in employment from May to June
and a decrease of 4.5 per cent in
payroll totals. In three of 11
major industries which this bureau
surveys there was a, decrease rather
than an increase. The big excep-
tion was canning and preserving
and there were slight seasonal in-
creases in the laundry and cleaning
and dyeing industries: :
January, 1930 showsd a dacrsust
in employment to 96.2 as comparst
with the index figure of 100 for a
supposedly average year. Another
18 months, ending with the recent
June, and the figure had gradually
gone down to 72.2 per cent.
Indicating the extent of curtail-
ment of working hours and wage
cuts, the end of the first half of this
year showed that payroll totals had
.decreased ‘at ca much faster rate.
The payroll index figures were 87.6

for January, 1930, and 625 for
June, 1931.
Unemployment means total loss

of income and sustained purchasing
power. Wage cuts @ and reduced
hours mean curtailment of income.
More than 1400 plants have ad-
mitted wage reductions this year
in reports to the statistics bureau.
Those cuts affected about 20.,000
workers. The total number of wage
cuts and of employes affected pre-
sumably was several times as
great, owing to the relative scanti-
ness of companies reporting. Butb
last January with 335 reported
wage cuts showed more of
than any month since.
Thirty-nine per cent of plants re
porting to the bureau report part-
time work and the extent of part
time is estimated largely on suci
surveys as those in Philadelphia
and Cincinnati which indicated that

working part time.
On that basis it has been believed
that at least 3,000,000 persons have

The effect, along with that of
wage cuts, is seen in lower per
capita earnings of those actually‘al
work. The labor statistics bureau
shows reduced incomes per man
from June, 1930, to June, 1931, of
12 per cent in manufacturing, 15 to
22 per cent in ceal mining, 20 per
cent metal mining and about {fiye
per cent in trade.

Old Scheoner
Salvages Self

ILWACO, Wash., Aug. 14 (UF)—
Of all the strange legends of the
sea, none is more unusual than the
chronicle of that stout four-mast-
ed schooner the old North Bend.

As she rides at anchor in Astoria,
she looks like any other. windjam-
mer. But the North Bend is the
only one of the fabled masted ships
that ever flung herself half a mile
inland and then, unaided hy hu-
man hands,” moved that distance
through the said to float once more,
unharmed.

The ‘tale . sounds wild, but there
are witnesses to vouch for it, and
the channel left in Peaccck Spit as
the North, Bend moved through the
sand to open water. That channel,

cock Spit as fishing grounds. so that
a company which in the past year
had paid this state $36,000 a year
for fishing rights this year refused
to bid one-third of that sum.

It was on January 5, 1928, that
the North. Bend, Portland-bound

from Sydney, Australia, in ballast,
was stripped of canvas in a wild
storm at the mouth of the Colum-
bia, river.

Morning showed how far aground
she was. Half a mile of saad separ-
ated the North Bend from water.
An automobile loaded in Sydney
was lifted overside and - ra: across
the sand to Ilwaco wheie it is still
to be seen.

Salvage efforts failed. Wedged in
the sand and driftwood, the North
Bend could not be moved.

Then a strange thing happened.
Untouched by any save the ele-
ments, the ship .began backing
through the sand to water. In April,
1929, over a year after she was
grounded, the ship floated again in
the Pacific. A tug put out from As-
toria and towed her to the harbor
here, where sailorfolk still mark her
as the boat that salvaged herself.
