Harve Bolin Is Shot 
Down As Arrest 

Is Tried
PLAINVIEW, Aug. 22.—Charged 

with the murder of Harve Bolin, 
veteran Plains peace officer, Lee 
Pebworth lies in the Baptist hos- ' 
pital at Clovis, N. M. A hospital 
attendant said he was shot over the 
left kidney, .and that although his 
condition is serious, he will probably 
recover.

Pebworth was captured at the Dal- 
mont ranch, twelve miles southwest 
of Tatum, N. M., about noon Satur­
day by Sheriff Beverly of Lea coun­
ty, New Mexico and his deputies, 
Dow Woods, C. Shannon and Don 
McComb. With Pebworth was Stan­
ley Headrick, who is held in jail at 
Portales and will be charged with 
first degree murder in connection 
with the death of the Plainview 
officer.

The arrest of Joe Jones, son-in- 
law of Pebworth was to be made, 
District Attorney J. C. Crumpton of 
the 9th New' Mexico District said. 
Jones, he said, will be charged with 
murder officers believing he, too, 
participated in the shooting although 
he did not flee with the others.

The. tragedy which ended the life 
of Harve Bolin and resulted in the 
serious wounding of another deputy 
sheriff, R. L. Hollis of Portales, is 
a sequel to the robbing of the Olton 
State bank at Olton on July 15. 
Indictments were returned in the 
64th District court at Olton Saur- 
day, Judge Charles Clements stated. 
Lee Pebworth, Jack Sullivan. H. C. 
Huntsucker and Henry Reed were 
charges jointly 'with robbing 'With 
firearms L. E. Silcott, cashier of the 
bank, of $3 850-

Reed was taken on the night of 
August 18 at the farm of Bob Nor-, 
fleet, northwest of Plainview, where 
he was arrested as a suspect in the 
robbery of a filling station at Ta- 
hoka and lodged in the jail at Plain- 
view. Within twenty-four hours he 
stood under indictment also in the 
Olton robbery.

Early Saturday morning six of­
ficers from Lamb and Hale coun­
ties and Roosevelt county, New 
Mexico, went to the ranch of Lee 
Pebworth, forty-eight miles south­
east of Portales, N. M. with war­
rants for the arrest of Pebworth, 
Jack Sullivan and H. C. Huntsucker. 
They arrived there about three o ’­
clock. In the posse w.ere Sheriff 
Bob Crim and his deputy, Bob Mil­
ler oi Littlefield, Harve Bolin, who 
had been employed as a special 
deputy by Lamb county, District 
Attorney Meade F. Griffin of Plain- 
view, and deputies of Sheriff Jer- 
nigan of Roosevelt county, Jack 
Howard and R. L. Hollis.

They laid in waiting until in­
mates of the ranch house began to 
stir about the place. Pebworth 
left the house and went down to a 
corn field. He returned to the 
barn. Others came out to assist in the chores.

The officers moved on the barn, 
hoping to make arrests while their 
suspects were unarmed. Bolin. Hol- 
hs and Miller moved between the 
house and the barn and an order 
to “ throw up your hands” was 
shouted by the officers. An im­
mediate volley of shots was the reply 
Bolin was shot in the head, over the 
right eye, and fell dead. Hollis was 
shot m the mouth and the right 
thigh and his condition is critical

The officers opened fire and the 
besieged took cover behind feed 
troughs and kept pumping at them 
ihe lire was kept up until officers 
had exhausted their ammunition.
. Leaving the scene of the shoot­
ing Pebworth, and it is thought two 
others, fled in the car. When Peb- 
worth and Headrick were taken by 
officers later in the day Harve Bb- 
hns 30-30 Winchester and his pistol 
were found in the car, Bolin, officers 
on the raid said, is believed to have 
been kihed before he ever fired a shot.

He was 
married at Floydada to Miss Nellie 
Harper, on August 5, 1905.

He served as a peace officer for 
approximately 20 years. With his 
family he came'to Plainview in 1926, 
and since that time has been a mem­
ber of the county and city police 
force. He was deputy sheriff of 
Hale county, serving under Sheriff 
Sam Faith, and was also on the city 
police force. He was employed as 

■ assistant chief of police until change 
in city administration following the 
election in April. Since that time 
he had served as deputy sheriff in 
Hale and Lamb counties, working on 
special assignments:

Jim Ferguson Charge 

Gets Rebuttal 
From Ely

W. R. Ely, chairman of the state 
highway commission has again in 
vigorous terms branded as false and 
ridiculous James E. Ferguson’s re­
peated charge that there is a short­
age of $112,255,607.85 in the highway 
department.

Ely quotes a letter from Moore 
Lynn, state auditor, addressed to 
Gibb Gilchrist, state highway engi­
neer, as authority for saying that 
$16,916,640.25 of Ferguson’s charge j 
is based on the unique accounting 
theory that one to whom funds 
have been entrusted must be re- I 
quired to account for spending funds 
that have not been spent, but that 
are actually on hand in cash or in­
vested in securities.

Ely further states that $23,022,- 
649.05 of the shortage charged is 
grounded on the wholly unwarrant­
ed assumption that cash expendi­
tures for bridges, equipment, ad­
ministrative salaries, general ex­
penses, tax refunds, maintenance of 
the state highway patrol, and other 
legitimate payments made by the ‘ 
highway department are not allow­
able as a credit against funds re­
ceived.

The larger portion of the claimed 
shortage, $71,395,484.71, Ely said, 
rests on an erroneous assumption as 
to the length of time roads have 
been maintained, erroneous figures 
as to the number of miles maintain­
ed, totally incorrect figures as to the 
number of miles of various classes 
of roads constructed, and totally 
imaginary figures as to the cost of 
both maintenance and construction. 
It might be said here that the pres­
ent commission has both construct­
ed and maintained roads cheaper 
than the Ferguson administration.

Ely quotes the state auditor’s let­
ter to the -highway- engineer as fol­
lows:

“ As requested by you orally some 
ten. days ago, and by letter of 
August 19th, we have prepared from 
the records of the highway depart­
ment and the comptroller’s office a 
detailed statement relative to the 
charge of James E. Ferguson that 
there is a shortage of $112,255,607.85 
in the.highway department.

“ Our audit of the state highway 
department, in connection with 
which preliminary report has been 
renderéd, covers only the period of 
September 1, 1929, to August 31, 
1931. It has been necessary, there­
fore, that figures used in the state­
ment submitted, applicable to the 
period not covered by our audit, be 
submitted as reflected by the rec­
ords of the state highway depart­
ment and the. comptroller’s office.

“ In his -Ferguson Forum of June 
30, 1932, under the headline, ‘Who 
Got thé 1Û0 Million?’ James E. Fer­
guson makes a number of wild cal­
culations and misstatements, and 
ends up with the wholly unjustified 
conclusion that the state highway 
department ‘is at . least $112,255,- 
607,85 short and to the bad.’

“Ferguson’s conclusions as a whole 
are arrived at by omissions, mis­
statements. and miscalculations.

The errors in his statement, ex­
plained in detail later, may be sum­
marized as follows:

He is wrong in his statement 
of cash to be accounted for 
to the extent of $17,837,074.09

He leaves out entirely the cost 
of more than 57 miles of 
bridges at a cost of $13,621,668.55

He conveniently overlooks and 
leaves out entirely disburse­
ments for purchase of equip­
ment; for administrative 
salaries, expenses, and over­
head, directly authorized by 
the legislature; and for re 
fund of motor bus seating 
tax and maintenance of the 
state highway patrol, re­
search work, etc., amount­

Ferguson states that from 
the comptroller’s records he learns 
the cash balance in the state high­
way fund at January 1, 1927. plus 
receipts from that date to June 23, 
1932, amount to $217,942,861.85. Ex­
amination of the comprotller’s rec­
ords shows clearly the correct total 
to be $216,613,868.90. In this, then, 
Ferguson is wrong by $1,328,992.95.

Leaders in the spirited race for 
governor in Texas, which will come 
to its climax in a run-off election 
on Aug. 27, are Governor Ross S.

Dear Col. True:

While I was living in Moro- 
livia a few years ago I saw 
some of the biggest trees in the 
world. One of them was so large 
it took two men to walk around 
it.

Mi'S. AL LOSKAMP.
Madam: You may have seen some 

large trees in Morolivia; I dispute 
nobody’s word. But I maintain that 
the largest trees in the world grow 
in South America.

In 1876, my brother Ossie and 
myself were exploring the jungles 
of that country when we were cap­
tured by cannibals. We were not 
eaten as we had been subsisting on 
the sap of rubber trees so long that 
the official taster of the tribe broke 
his jaw when he tasted us and we 
were pronounced too tough to cook. 
Consequently we were kept as slaves.

It was our misfortune at this time 
for the chief of the tribe to take a 
fancy. to a monkey he saw in the 
jungles, but the animal escaped up 
a large tree while his warriors were 
attempting to capture it. My 
brother and I were set to w ck  
felling the tree in order that the 
monkey might be caught.

It was a very large tree, but we 
set to work with axes and chopped 
diligently for many weeks.

He makes no computation at 
j all for asphalt surface roads—possi­
bly because they cost in his wife’s 
administration $36,155.54 per mile 
and have been built by the present 
commission for an average cost of 
only $13,267.25 per mile.

maintained. Furthermore, he made 
his calculation cover only a five 
year period, thereby giving no con­
sideration to maintenance cost for 
an entire half year.

“Far more serious than the mis­
statement of mileage is his use of 
only $300 per mile per year as main­
tenance cost. During the' fiscal year 
1920-1920 under the Ferguson ad­
ministration, it cost $13,936,948.44 to* 
maintain 18,214 miles of highway, 
at a cost of $765.18 per mile. Since 
1925-1926, the present highway com­
mission has brought about a steady 
decrease in maintenance costs. Dur­
ing 1929-1930 there were maintained 
18,350 miles for $12,580,135.10, at a 
cost of $685.56 per mile. During 1930- 
1931, there were maintained 18,647 
miles lor $10,597,439.16, at a cost 
of $568.32 per mile, a decrease of 
nearly $200 from the per mile cost 
under the Ferguson administration.

“During the five and one-half 
year period from January 1, 1927, 
to June 30, 1932, the records show 
that the highway department has 
maintained an average of 18,3u9 
miles of highway at an average cash 
disbursement of $600.28 per mile, 
making an average yearly'disburse- 
ment of $10,990,581.28, and a total 
disbursement for the five and one- 
half year period of $60,448,197.02. 
Ferguson’s miscalculation arrives at 
a cost of $21,514,900.

ELECTION SUPERVISORS Mounts Ranier and Shasta, vol­
canos in the United States, emit 
heated vapors, giving evidence 
that their interiors are still hot.

The election law (Article 2942) 
authorizes “ any one-fifth of the 
candidates whose names appear on 
the official ballot,” on or before the 
day preceding the election, to agree 

, in writing signed by them upon two 
supervisors of election. The two per­
sons so selected are required 'to take 
the oaui as election officers, along 
with >the presiding judge of the 
elections before the opening of the 
polls. They must be qualified vot­
ers of the county and election pre­
cinct in which they serve and sub­
ject to none of 'the following dis­
qualifications:

1. Must not be a holder of an 
office of profit or trust under the 
United States or this state, or in 
any city or town in Texas (except 
a notary public), nor have held such 
an office within the last 30 days.

2. Must not be a candidate for 
office.

3. Must have paid poll tax.
While the election is being held

they are required to remain in 
view of the ballot boxes until the 
count is concluded. When any voter 
permanently disabled from marking 
his own ballot is assisted by the 
presiding "judge of the election, 
they are required to be present to 
see that the ballot is marked in 
accordance with the wishes of the 
voter, but such supervisors must 
remain silent except in oases of ir­
regularity or violation of the law 
while so in attendance. It is also 
their duty to see that each ballot 
is correctly called, and if they noté 
any fraud or irregularity whatso-

“ The above statement shows chat 
the total disbursements for highway 
construction was $116,634,941.69. 
Ferguson, however, computes the to­
tal construction cost to be only $84,- 
172,754.

“He is wrong by $38,933,297.02 in 
his computations of maintenance 
cost. In computing maintenance 
cost Ferguson uses only 14,343 miles 
as the mileage subject to mainte­
nance. This figure, used by Gover­
nor Sterling in his published plat­
form, very clearly referred only to 
Improved highways and could not 
be interpreted as representing total 
mileage in the state highway system 
subject to maintenance. As a matter 
of fact, there was an average of 
18.309 miles subject to maintenance 
during the five and one-half years 
period from January 1, 1927, 'to 
June 30, 1932. Ferguson figured
