Eclipse Warning
Is Issued Here

The thousands of eyes that will 
be turned skyward in Midland on 
August 31, when Old Sol does his 
disappearing act, had better take a 
dark view of the celestial spectacle.

That’s the timely warning from 
Dr. W. E. Ryan, county health of­
ficer and optical expert, who says 
that vision may be seriously weak­
ened by looking at an eclipse with 
the naked eye.

Dr. Ryan does not recommend 
the use of ordinary lightly-tinted 
motoring glasses.

“A test for any glass, colored or 
smoked,” he says, “ is to glance at 
the sun through it. If you find 
you must squint to maint"-in your 
gaze, the glass is not dark enough.”

The best way of smoking glass, 
he says, is to hold it over a candle 
flame, moving it along to get an 
even coating. Hold the smoked side 
away from the face, while using it, 
so it won’t be brushed off.

A photographic film or plate is 
satisfactory for this purpose if it 
has been uniformly exposed. But 
you should try the squint test to be 
sure it is dark enough.

Elza White Leads
Girl Scout Trek

Led by Daddy Elza White, pio­
neer New Mexico cattleman, well 
known by Midland, a party of girl 
scout leaders left Roswell, N. M., to­
day on a 200-mile pack trip through 
the Guadalupe mountains to the 
Carlsbad caves. Professionally, the 
trip is under the direction of the 
Misses Mary White and Ann Roos, 
members of the girl scout national 
staff, and is part of the leadership 
training given in th girl scout cac­
tus region, which includes Arizona, 
Oklahoma and Texas as well as New 
Mexico.

The girls are making the journey 
on sure-footed cow ponies that can 
be trusted to take them easily up 
and down old trails, many of them 
untravelled by man since the days 
of the Spanish Conquistadores and 
by woman at any time in known 
history. Carl Livingston, the arch­
aeologist, has gone along to help 
them explore the prehistoric cliff 
dwellings and burial caves they are 
sure to find en route and also to 
help them delve into the secrets 
of hidden canyons.

Being all experienced campers, 
the girl scout leaders are prepared 
to sleep at night in their bed-rolls 
on the hard ground and to pitch 
poncho shelters, should rain at any­
time threaten. Each is lesponsible 
for the feeding, hobbling and sad­
dling of her own mount and for the 
care of her saddle, bridle, and bid- 
roll. The hauling of duffle and food 
is done by a chuck wagon which 
sticks to the more distant trails and 
meets the adventurous riders at 
meal times and at night. An 
emergency ration of one orange and 
a can of tomato juice is distributed 
each morning.

To the call of “Roll out, cowboys! 
Come and get it!” shouted loud and 
clear by Daddy White, the girl scout 
leaders will make up each morning 
to wash hastily in the contents of a 
half empty canteen and powder 
their noses before pocket mirrors 
stuck on a convenient cactus. The 
trip is expected to last until Sep­
tember 8, for they will spend eight 
days on the trail and one in the 
Carlsbad caves.

BOB WHITE: ITINERANT CAMPAIGNER 
FOR ROOSEVELT, WOULD SPEAK HERE

A Midland man who rode a com­
bination burro-bus ride to Albany, 
N. Y., to see Governor Roosevelt, 
receiving a trophy cup from the 
democratic presidential nominee, 
makes quite a volume of belated 
copy. For several days his identity 
could not be established.

Spurgeon Howell, Midland man, 
told The Reporter-Telegram he gets 
postal cards from Bob White, the 
man referred to. each week, from 
all over the country. He said White 
spoke on the Fourth of July pro­
gram here .this year, following W. 
R. Smith on the platform. Follow­
ing tne ex-cowpuncher’s talk, de­
livered in typical range language, 
Howell took the man to his home 
for a chicken dinner, then drove 
him in his motor car to Big Spring. 
White said he had little money but 
that he managed to make his way 
over the country, campaigning first 
for this candidate and then that. He 
said in recent correspondence he 
would be glad to make a talk here 
soon for Roosevelt.

White describes himself as a 
linesman by profession, and said

while in Midland last that “ this 
does not mean I’m a professional 
liar, eit^r.”

White was born in Kentucky, and 
said while here he was an extrac­
tion of old Kentuckians who have 
held to republican ideals for several 
generations, but that he is a demo­
crat and willing to support any 
nominee of that party he believes 
will work for the common good.

Virgil C. Ray told The Reporter- 
Telegram Monday of White’s life 
while in Midland years ago. He 
worked with the Quien Sabe ranch, 
whicn extended from Midland to 
Shaf.field, on the Pecos river. He 
was known as “Raw Tomato” 
White, the story supporting that 
“handle” depending on his avowed 
liking of tomatoes fresh from the 
can. at morning, noon and evening. 
The dubbing depends directly on a 
statemet he made following the cook 
of .the Quien Sabe outfit serving up 
an insufficient sunply of tomatoes 
with a sort of pot pourri. White’s 
statement of reaction being: “That 
d—n cook has ruined them toma­
toes.”

Alleges First
Bale Too Light

Controversy met with the 
marketing of the first bale of 
cotton here Monday afternoon, 
the grower of the second bale, 
P. T. Turner, maintaining 
that W- L. Jones, grower of 
the first, turned in a “bun­
dle” and not a bale.

Turned told The Reporter- 
Telegram that, whereas a 365- 
pound bale lias been necessary 
for winning the premium for 
the first cotton ginned each 
year, that Jones’ bale weighed 
only 225 pounds, with his load 
being in excess of only 700 
pounds.

Turner also said his own 
bale weighed 405 pounds, 
grossing 2265, netting 1285. i

Approximately $20 in prem­
iums was made up for Jones. 
Tile Turner cotton drove on 
the scales just as Jones drove 
his load under the suction 
pipe.

Jones’ bale brought 11 cents 
from the Midland National 
bank, Turner’s 10 cents from 
the First National. Cap Wal­
lace was auctioneer.

The Turner cotton was 
grown on the T. E. Bizzeli 
farm, three miles south of 
Midland.

HERE ARE FACTS 
BEFORE DRY LAW  

CAN BE CHANGED

WASHINGTON.—President Hoo­

ver’s acceptance speech and the di­
vision among the dry leaders as to 
how to act in this presidential cam­
paign have stimulated everybody to 
speculating again on the quesfjon 
when the country really can expect 
to get rid of its ' prohibition laws.

The wets want ;to know whether 
there is any hope that the present 
congress, which sfeyed good and 
dry—but not as dry as usual—in its 
last session, will not kindly modify 
the Volstead act at its next session, 
which begins in December after the 
elections. Some of them even pro­
fess a hope for passage of some 
amendment repealing the 18th 
amendment which could be submit­
ted forthwith to, the states.

The mechanics of the situation 
are, chiefly:

That majority votes in House and 
Senate can change the Volstead 
act assuming there is no presiden­
tial veto, whereas two-thirds votes 
in both houses plus ratification in 
three-fourths of the states is nec­
essary for any change in .the con­
stitution Some wets believe it will toe 
several years before repeal or re­
vision can be attained.

The Situation in Congress
The next congress is certain to 

be wetter than .the present one and 
is likely to have a wet House ma­
jority, but it won’t meet for at least 
15 months unless called into special 
session after coming into existence 
next March.

In test votes during .the .last ses­
sion the wets got from 169 to 187 
votes in the House and a top 
strength of 26 in .the Senate, indi­
cating the greater difficulty of pass­
ing wet legislation through, the up­
per chamber whose members, fur­
thermore, come up for re-election 
only once every six years.

The question now is whether, in 
view of the wet declarations of both 
party platforms and tooth party 
presidential candidates, wet victo­
ries in primaries and elections (hat 
indicate the rapid general trend, 
enough members will be willing to 
switch next winter to create wet 
majorities.

Not many candidates this year 
will be found completely repudiat­
ing their party platform and presi­
dential candidates, tout whether 
enough of them can get together on 
any specific measure between No­
vember and March remains to be 
seen.

The Political Angle
Politics may complicate the con­

gressional situation. Roosevelt is out 
for modification and light wines and 
beer as soon as it can be achieved, 
whereas Hoover has dealt only with 
resubmission o,f the amendment.

The obvious possibility is that 
most Democrats, following party 
leadership, might support modifi­
cation next December with 90 or 
100 wet Republicans falling in line. 
The parties are jealous of each 
other, however, and modification 
probably could not toe passed over a 
Hoover veto.

Smith, Ark., 43 .years ago and was 
married there to John Graves in 
1906. He died two years later and is 
’buried in Fort Smith.

Mrs. Graves and her daughter, 
Violet Graves, came to Abilene in 
1912. Three years later Mrs. Graves 
was graduated from the nursing 
school of the Alexander sanitarium 
and since 1915 has been engaged in 
private nursing in Abilene and in 
other West Texas towns. Her home 
at Abilene is at 1502 Hickory street.

She was a member of the First 
Baptist church and of the Reapers 
Sunday school class, in which she 
was a leader.

Besides her daughter, she is sur­
vived toy a sister, Mrs. W. D. Led- 
gerwood of Maysville, Okla., and two 
brothers, G. C. Graves of Maysville, 
and B. F. Graves of San Francisco, 
Calif.

RICH LAND FARMERS 
SAY HUNGER FEARED

SIOUX CITY.—The conservative I 

farmer of the northwestern corn j 
belt—where the soil is botli rich and 
heavily mortgaged—is beginning 
for the first time, to think about 
the danger of going hungry. That 
explains the surprising “farmers”' 
strike,” ’

This is the opinion of Wallace 
Short of Sioux City. Short has been 
closely in touch with the strike from 
its beginning—indeed, he helped 
pave the way for it by a decade of 
preaching the farmer’s needs for 
unity—and he probably knows as 
much about the problems of the 
farmer as any man in northwestern 
Iowa.

“The conservative farmer,” Short 
says, “is beginning for the first time 
to think! about hunger. These 
farmers know that 60 per cent of 
them may be dispossessed of their 
farms at any day. That puts them 
face to face with the danger of 
actual hunger.”

Short was mayor of Sioux City 
for six years. He lias been a mem­
ber of the state legislature for an 
equal period, and still is a member. 
He is publisher of a weekly news­
paper, “Unionist and Public Farm­
er,” and he holds the odd distinc­
tion of being, at one and. the same 
time, an ordained minister of the 
Congregational Church and a recog­
nized member of the bartenders’ 
union.

That isn’t as odd as it sounds, 
perhaps. He preached in Kansas 
City for several years, and served

Mr. and Mrs. Holland had moved 
to the Sonnie Noelke ranch between 
Mertzon and Monument in Irion 
county two weeks ago. Holland was 
missed from .the ranv-h house Sat- 
urdav and a searching party was 
organized that afternoon. By Sun- 
dav morning there were about 100 
men in the party. Holland's body 
was found by Boyce Tankersley and 
H. V. (Snorty) Shelby.

An open knife was found near 
his hand and a razor blade was 
near the body, according to County 
Judge Frank Bradley of Schleicher 
county, who was a member of the 
searching party and who took a 
statement of facts for the verdict. 
Dr. T. W. Moreland of Mertzon, 
who viewed the body, said the jugu­
lar vein had been severed and that 
there was a cut on the wrist. Hol­
land had been dead for more than 
24 hours when the body was found. 
He had suffered a severe nervous 
breakdown in the spring but was 
believed to have been in good health 
recently.

Holland has been in the ranch­
ing business all of his life. Until 
about a year ago he was associat­
ed with his brother, Wylie Holland, 
in ranching on the .border out from 
Sanderson. For the last year he had 
been at Eldorado and two weeks 
ago moved with his wife and daugh­
ter to the Sonnie Noelke ranch in 
Irion.

In addition to the widow and 
daughter, Roberta, he is survived toy 
his mother, Mrs. W. A. Holland of 
San Angelo, two ¡brothers, Wylie of 
Sanderson and Elton Holland of 
Sterling county; and six sisters, Mrs. 
E. P. Armstrong and Mrs. Ben Stites 
of San Angelo, Mrs. D. H. Wood of 
Seattle, Mrs. Henry Bailey, Mrs. H. 
S. Cordray and Miss Bertha Holland 
all of Dallas.

TAX RELIEF CALL IS 
BASIS FOR MEETING

AUSTIN, Aug. 30, (UP) —A swell­
ing cry for tax relief caused the 
cad of the third special session of 
the forty second legislature, Gov­
ernor Sterling told legislators when 
tney convened today. The de­
mand began months ago and be­
came so increasingly urgent from 
all Texas that it could not be ignored 
any longer, he said.

“Substantial relief can he provi­
ded by legislation,” he added, “and 
delaying longer would not be just 
to the people.”

Sterling said the citizens besee- 
ched him to call a session in July 
but delayed on account of the fact 
that most members were engrossed 
in election campaigns.

The primary purpose of the ses­
sion is to enact legislation setting 
aside a sufficient portion of state 
highway funds to pay the interest 
and sinking fund due this year and 
succeeding years on bonds hereto­
fore issued bv counties and road dis­
tricts to help finance construction 
of state highways.

Being a farmer and interested 
in farm problems, I want to tell 
you about corn my uncle pro­
duced in Iowa. He developed a 
fast -rowing corn. One day after 
he had planted early that morn­
ing- he was out gathering roast­
ing ears and had to jump to get 
a firm hold on a good ear. But 
the corn was growing so fast it 
carried him too high above the 
ground to turn loose. His two 
sons began to chop tire stalk 
down with axes but owing to 
fast growth of the stalk they 
couhl not chop twice in the same 
place. Presently he was out of 
sight.

This is a true story. My uncle 
never would misrepresent any­
thing. But what puzzles me is 
how he got down and why this 
variety of com is not grown 
here. I’m sure you remember 
the circumstance and will give 
full details.

P. S. I understand Leon 

Goodman is raising this variety 
in Gaines county tiiis year.
Sir: the corn you refer to is a 

variety that I developed while run­
ning an experiment farm in Iowa, 
and I remember well the incident 
you mention. Your uncle’s two sons 
called upon me when they found 
they were unable .to get 'the old 
man down. I came immediately but 
for once was as much at a loss as 
they. I realized that I must go back 
to my laboratory and concentrate 
on the matter, but in the meantime 
your uncle was in quite a predica­
ment. However, upon my advice the 
boys planted another grain of the 
corn beside the stalk that was car­
rying 'their father higher and high­
er. On this grain they put one drop 
of True’s Super-Fertilizer and when 
the stalk appeared, they .tied a large 
bag of food to the .top of it.

A modern version of the “advice 
to Laertes,” this time being directed 
to a Midland Sunday school class 
lie recently named .through request, 
is found m a letter written by H. 
Y. Benedict, president of the Uni­
versity of Texas, to the Threshold 
Thinkers class of the First Metho­
dist church.

President Benedict, a brother of 
C. P. Benedict of Midland, wrote the 
following letter to Marion F. Pe­
ters .teacher of the class, and let­
ters from other university presidents 
of the United States are being re­
ceived daily and have been promis­
ed for publication by Peters:

“Your request for some words of 
wise advice from older heads shows 
that the younger generation is not 
so wholly absorbed in* its own per­
sonal welfare and amusement as a 
great many think, In spite of many 
bad signs, mixed among the good, I 
believe that your generation is at 
least not worse than my generation 
was.

“Too much attention to private 
affairs and too little to public has 
been a standard evil throughout the 
course of history. Make sure of this 
—too little attention to the public 
welfare, too few good and competent 
citizens, will result in a condition 
that makes private welfare impos­
sible.

“Without a great number of good 
citizens, good government is impos­
sible, and without good government, 
public and private welfare are both 
impaired or destroyed.

“Governments are merely means 
by which men try to live together 
in justice and helpfulness. Man is 
now the animal most dangerous to 
man and governments are attempts 
to lessen the danger. In Texas men 
are hundreds of times more danger­
ous than rattlesnakes: where one 
person dies of snakebite, one hun­
dred are murdered and two hun­
dred are run over by autos. By ways 
of slavery, revolution, robbery and 
war men do yet more harm to 
other men.

“ Good will and accurate knowl­
edge are the ways to greater wel­
fare, public and individual. In fact, 
they are the only ' ways to better 
lives and better communities.

“The church and the school are 
the two great institutions that pro­
mote these ways to welfare, to good 
life, abundant life. Other agencies 
assist and there is much overlap­
ping of function, but speaking 
broadly, the church creates good 
will and friendship, .the school helps 
to a knowledge of what to will and 
befriend in those frequent cases 
where the facts are obscure or com­
plicated and require study to bring 
them out. Love for facts and love 
for neighbors are two absolutely es­
sential ways to welfare, individual 
and national. Ill will and error can 
be but ways to destruction. Deatn. 
not life, lurks everywhere behind

enmities and falsehoods. Good will 
is even more essential than found 
facts; good Will prevents .personali­
ties, self-interests and falsehoods 
from obscuring the facts and ren­
dering them useless. But good will 
is not enough. There must be knowl­
edge .to direct .good intentions in all 
complex matters. Against ignorance 
the school .against selfishness the 
church, fights.

“A certain sort of so-called suc­
cess comes sometimes through sharp 
practice and twisted statements. A 
very large percentage of the suc­
cess I have seen attained has come, r 
however, via fair and generous deal­
ings and mastery of all .the related 
facts. Reliability and competency 
combined are hard .to beat. Play 
fairly and skillfully; cherish all good i 
will that you possess; prefer being 
occasionally deceived to being 
eternaly suspicious. The way of 
kindness is the way of welfare', in­
ternally and externally, personally 
and financially. Cherish facts also. 
Seek them, find them, use them in 
coming to correct conclusions. It is 
not a matter of accident that the 
most successful wheat operator in 
Texas is also the best informed man 
in matters connected with the 
world’s wheat crop. It is not a mat­
ter of accident that those who radi­
ate good will receive it back abun­
dantly.”

ATLANTA, Ga. (UP)—When air 
corps reservists of the 312th squad­
ron gathered for training at the 
airport here, they were under the 
command of a war ace, who brought 
down eight enemy ships and was 
saved twice in one flight during the 

. war by Capt. Eddie Rickenbacker. 
j The commander is Major James 
I A. Meisner, now with the Tennes­
see coal, Iron and Railroad Co., oi 
Birmingham.

When the United States entered 
the World war, Major Meisner left 
the junior class at Cornell and was 
in the first detail sent to France. 
After advanced air corps training, 
he was assigned to the 94th squad­
ron of the 1st Purusit group, led by 
Rickenbacker.

At 2T 'he was "promoted to the 
rank of Major and led the 147th 
Pursuit squadron.

Meisner considers the following 
his most memorable adventure in 
France:

On patrol behind the German 
lines, he left his group to attack an 
enemy ship below him. While div­
ing oil the ship, he discovered that 
enemy ships were diving on him. 
Rickenbacker, leading the patrol, 
took care of the pursuing enemy 
planes while Meisner took care of 
the ship below.

Later, going home. Meisner went 
after two enemy ships flying in 
tandem. Diving down in his Nieu- 
port, the fabric of the upper wing 
gave wav at the leading edge. The 
ship could still be flown, but could, 
not be maneuvered, leaving him at 
the mercy of the Germans. The lat­
ter were about to finish him off 
when Rickenbacker came diving in 
again and saved him.

Major Meisner has been awarded 
the D. S. C. with oak leaf, and the 
Croix de Guerre with two palms.

CORRECTIONS CHANGE 
LEAD OF STERLING

DALLAS, Aug. 30,—The barest 
trickle of new returns from Satur­
day’s democratic run-off primary, 
the closest election since Texas be­
came a state, raised the lead of Mrs. 
Miriam A. Ferguson to 404 votes 
shortly after 10 o'clock last night. 
The Texas election bureau reported 
the vote as Mrs. Ferguson 473,090; 
Governor R, S. Sterling 472,680. Two 
hundred and twenty counties of the 
state’s 254 had made complete re­
turns. The vote count at that hour 
totaled 945,774.

No Estimate Given 
The election bureau closed for'the 

night after announcing these fig­
ures.

The bureau reported that 68,219 
votes had been counted in the 34 
counties still marked incomplete. In 
the July primary their total vote 
was 68,205 votes, the bureau’s fig­
ures showed.

No estimate was available of the 
votes remaining to be tabulated.

The changes which swung the 
pendulum in favor of Mrs. Sterling 
after Sterling had led all day were 
accounted for in two corrections 
which netted the woman candidate 
921 votes and in returns which con­
tinued to seep in slowly.

Two Corrections
The vote had veered and swayed 

from the incumbent to Mrs. Fergu­
son in such a dramatic manner that 
A. F. Henning, head of the Texas 
election bureau, declined to fore­
cast anything as concerned the pos­
sible outcome of the race or as to 
the probable total vote when all 
returns were at hand.

Mrs. Ferguson gained 280 votes

from San Augustine county, a net 
gain for the former woman gover­
nor of 521. Sterling lost 400 in a 
Sabine county change.

The 5:30 tabulation had shown the 
governor ahead by 1,427 in his hard 
fight for renomination for a sec­
ond term.

All ballots had been counted in 
220 of the state’s 254 counties, with 
nearly complete returns from the 
others. The bureau declined to es­
timate the number of votes still un­
counted. When 919,000 had been 
counted Sunday night, the bureau- 
estimated that not more than 20,000 
remained untabulated»- Nevertheless, 
it received more than 25,000 addi­
tional Monday.

Sterling Led Through Day
The total vote in the first primary 

a month ago was 967,928.
When the bureau stopped work

in the'lead by 493 votes. On its first 
tabulation Monday the governor led 
by 3,007. He kept 'in front through­
out the day ibut his majority had 
fallen to 855 at 4 p. m. Then it rose 
to 1,427 on the 5:30 tabulation, was 
wiped out on the. 9 o’clock total 
when Mrs. Ferguson went 220 ahead. 
She increased this lead to 404 on 
the 10 o’clock tabulation.

Returns from the primary, will be 
canvassed by the county commit­
tees Saturday and by the state com­
mittee September 12.

Silent on Contest
Governor Sterling and James E. 

Ferguson, his opponent’s "husband, 
and chief campaigner, were both in 
Austin. Both seemed cheerful. Ster­
ling had to lock himself in an office 
to write his message to the special 
session of the state legislature meet­
ing ¡today to consider tax relief.

Neither would say anything about 
a possible contest of the election. 
Nevertheless, that possibility was 
widely discussed.

At Marshall, Myron G. Blalock, 
assistant campaign manager for 
Sterling, said:

“ I am convinced Ferguson got 
thousands of illegal votes and I am 
not in the least afraid of any con­
test he might bring.”

When the vote at the first pri­
mary in numerous counties exceed­
ed poll tax payments there were 
charges that there had been wide­
spread illegal voting. Three persons 
were indicted in Gregg county.

Both Hopeful
James E. Ferguson, husband of 

Mrs. Ferguson and her campaign 
manager, said he was hopeful his 
wife would come under the wire a 
winner.

“ It’s a close election, as everyone 
knows. The outcome seems in doubt 
just now but still I am confident 
Mrs. Ferguson will have a lead when 
an official canvass is made,”  he j 
said.

Governor Sterling likewise was 
confident of victory.

“I am feeling as good as ever I 
did in my life,” he said. “ I had 
more fun than I have ever enjoyed. 
If anything my health is better than 
when I started out on that long 
campaign. I guess it was because 
my conscience was clear.”

ality of light wines and beer, aris­
ing from the amendments prohibi­
tion of intoxicating beverages, 
would almost surely be raised and 
it might be enough to block modi­
fication or cause a veto.

The Glass Amendment
If the present congress doesn’t 

do anything about prohibition there 
is.a-goOd chance that the next one 
'WÜ1 be called into special session 
next spring to take action, especially 
in case Roosevelt is elected.

Prohibition comes up in the Sen­
ate right at: the start of the ses­
sion in December. The Senate will 
have before it, as unfinished busi­
ness, tne resolution of Senator 
Carter Glass of Virginia for sub­
mission of an amendment which 
would repeal the amendment but 
prohibit the saloon and prevent the 
transportation of liquor into a dry 
state. This is just ¡the sort of thing 
President Hoover advocates and the 
first vote is expected to toe on a 
motion of Senator Norris to refer 
the resolution to the Judiciary com­
mittee.

■Several states will hold November 
referenda on their state prohibition 
laws and the wets anticipate victory 
in most of them. Unless such laws 
are repealed, only about ten states 
will be legally wet regardless of 
what was done about the federal 
laws.

| me this: ‘I have .never seen any-

farmers are making their appe’al 
from what is legal to what is right. 
They may have forgotten what is 
legal, but they do know what is 
right and they mean to get it.’* * *

“Look at some of the things that 
are happening around here and you 
will understand how the corn belt 
farmers feel.

“There was a case here just the 
other day in which a farm landlord 
forced a sale of his renter’s crop iii' 
order to pay a claim on last year's 
rent. Get that—last year’s rent 
not this year’s.

“A day or so ago I met a man who 
had just sold five 200-pound hogs? 
After expenses incident to the sale 
and transportation of the animals 
had been met, he got a check for 
about $20. That man Is deeply in 
debt. If he had sold those five hogs 
at the time that he incurred his 
debts, his price would have been 
around $75 instead of what he actu­
ally got. Can you see what he’s up 
against in trying to pay off his 
debt?

“I know another man whose 
mortgage was foreclosed just re­
cently. His entire year’s crop 
wouldn’t even pay the interest on 
his indebtedness.”

Short believes that the legisla­
ture eventually will have to recog­
nize the Iowa farmer’s plight and 
enact legislation to meet it. Such 
legislation, he believes, should in­
clude a provision for a moratorium 
on debts until the dollar regains 
the value it had before the depres­
sion; a sharp reduction of interest 
rates an all agricultural loans; a 
very drastic reduction in taxes andA 
some provision for getting fore­
closed loan banks into the hands of 
the bona fide property owners.
