“With your pages filled with department store ad­
vertising, you were not to blame for falling in line with

' Babson now, however, gives to newspaper men the 
¿advice to “buy newspapers— don’t sell.” He tells them 
tthat can be of more service to their readers than ever 
‘before, to spread the news that business has seen its worst, 
¿that' even though the recovery will be slow and tedious 
£t will be in the right direction; that within a reasonable 
-time this country will again enter a period of marked pros­
perity ; in short, that statistics today point to another pe­
riod of prosperity, the same as they three years ago point- 
fed to the present period of depression.

For years that challenge rang in 
the ears of federal officials at Chica­
go as the nation’s super-gangstei, 
arrogant with the power that money 
brings, calmly multiplied his p.ofits 
from liquor, gambling and vice with­
out even bothering to file an income 
tax return, much less pay on one. 
At the same time, he was operating 
all his huge enterprises in brazen 
defiance pf the law.

Well, they’ve got him now. And 
the ’ federal prosecutor who has 
emerged from the situation as the 
nemesis of Chicago’s desperate gangs 
and become a national figure there­
by is probably just the opposite of 
what you would expect.

As Menace to Youth 

Johnson is smiling and -affable, 
but he prefers not to talk about 
himself or h'is record as a prosecu­
tor.

“I would rather fight gangsters 
with indictments and convictions 
than with interviews,” he says. “ If 
words could drive the- gangsters, out 
pf Chicago they - would have been 
gone longago.”
: :But he. lets yousknow he views his 
problem from a philosophical- angle. 
The great menace he sees in men 
like Al Capone is not the crimes they 
¡commit themselves but the sinister 
influence they exert on the nation’s 
boys. There is a charm and an al­
lure, he says, about a gangland “big 
:shot” that makes many boys want 
-to imitate them. This, he says, is 
breeding disrespect and contemnt 
for the law and making bad citizens 
out of boys who might otherwise 
become good ones. It is for the 
nation’s youth, he tells you, that he-j 
-is really fighting.

As for gangsters, he strips them 
of all their colorful glamor in these 
words:

“They are nothing but murderous 
mobs and they know they must live 
by the- law of the tooth and fang. 
When robbed or betrayed, they in­
voke their own tribunal of death 
without a qualm. They have no re­
course- to any other. And yet—iil 
print and out—glamour is thrown 
over these thugs by describing them 
as ‘beer barons,’ ‘crime kings,’ ‘alky 
kings’ and the like.
“Gang Chiefs Not Bold 
Robin Hoods—Just Cowards’’

“The most conspicuous and1 pow­
erful- men in gangdom are not bold 
Robin Hoods. They are cowards. 
And yet, over this coward and this 
purchaser of murder, glamour has 
been thrown. This is a menace.” 

Johnson does not agree with shal­
low thinkers who see in each gang 
murder merely good riddance of bad 
rubbish. Unpunished gang murders 
breed contempt for law and enab.e 
a gang chief offering money to a 
professional killer for a murder to 
say: “Look how safe it is!”

Johnson has figured in a number 
of spectacular cases since he became 
district attorney, but one of the- 
most aggressive was in January, 
1929, when federal agents under iiis 
direction invaded and seized thi 
whole town- of Chicago Heights, a

riotous suburb. Arriving at da.vn 
they took over the city hall, the po 
lice station, jailed the police force 
and raided practically every house 
in town. They confiscated guns, 
rifles, ammunition, smashed liquor 
stills and breweries and made num­
erous arrests.

Chicago Heights, was a gang- 
stronghold. Prior to that raid the 
village had had 62 murders in five 
years. Since that raid it hasn’t hud 
any murders.
Gave Up $430,000 Law 
Practice for $10,000 Job

First a country school teacher and 
then a. lawyer with a practice con­
sisting almost entirely of civil cases, 
he gave up this $30,000 a year prac­
tice five years ago to become federal 
district attorney at $10,000 a year. 
He got his appointment through 
Senator Deneen of Illinois and al­
though Deneen was no longer in tire 
senate when Johnson’s four-year 
term expired last year President 
Hoover renamed him for another 
term.
Views Cleanup as Duty 
to U. S. Boyhood

He was bom 97 years ago in Web- 
iter county, Iowa, where his father, 
John Johnson, settled after emigrat­
ing from Sweden. His father learned 
to speak English after arriving in 
this conutry. He was graduated 
from Lake Forest in 1900 and the 
same- year he married and came to 
Chicago to practice law.

There is a unique story behind: 
George E. Q. Johnson’s name. He 
was christeried just plain George 
Johnson, Among his Swedish 
neighbors in Iowa in those days 
there were a. lot of “George John­
sons” so at ah early age his father-- 
a great admirer of Ralph Waldo 
Emersonit-renamed Mim George 
Emerson Johnson to avoid confus­
ion.

This got along very well until. 
George E. Johnson came to Chicago: 
and found the telephone book ahd 
city directory with other George E. 
Johnsons. Something, had to be 
done about that, so to meet this 
critical situation he gave himself 
the additional initial “Q” and' thus 
became George E. Q. Johnson.

“What does it stand for?” he is 
often asked.

“Nothing” he replies, “except a 
saving of questions as to which Geo. 
E. Johnson in Chicago you are look­
ing for.”
Capone’s Grip on Gang 
Fails as. Money Goes

Such is the man who has destroy­
ed Chicago gangdom’s long boast 
Of- immunity from the law. It is 
possible that by doing this he has 
destroyed Capone’s power forever, 
for once a supposedly powerful gang 
leader shows he is no longer able to 
defy the penitentiary his strength- 
among his followers soon fades. If 
the “Big Shot” can’t keep himself 
out of prison, what chance have 
they?

Already it has been told how Ca- 
ponde is now insolvent, according 
to income tax officials, as the result 
of the business depression and vigor­
ous prosecution of his lieutenants. 
This, too) probably means Capone's 
doom as a leader because money— 
and money only—keeps a gang chief 
in power. Such things as loyal‘ y 
and friendship are unknown. It is 
money—and money alone.

The absorbing story of how the 
income tax case against Capone was 
worked up by the secret service of 
the U. S. Internal Revenue Bureau 
will be told tomorrow.

WASHINGTON—If you can keep 
George Washington out of your 
sight next year you’ll have to be 
living out in the woods without any 
money.

The mint will start putting 
Washington’s portrait on all of the 
quarters and of course it already is 
on all the dollar bills. It is also on 
all the two-cent stamps and just be­
cause next year is 1932 the postof­
fice will put a different picture of 
George on each of the other 11 
stamps running in denomination 
from one-half a cent to 10 cents.

But that isn’t the half of it. Lis­
ten to Congressman Sol Bloom, di­
rector of the George Washington 
Bicentennial Commission.

“ I predict,” he says, “ that more 
than 250,000,000 pictures of George 
Washington will be distributed. Of 
course, if you get into the copies of 
Washington pictures appearing in 
newspapers and magazines, it will 
run into the billions.”

Pictures Everywhere
In other words, the country is 

going to be positively plastered 
with pictures of the Father of his 
Country on the theory that no one 
will ever get tired of looking at 
him.

Every telegraph blank will bear 
a Washington picture, one is ad­
vised at the commission’s head­
quarters. Special posters of the 
old gentleman will be stuck up in 
every one of 49,281 postoffices. Sep­
arate posters are being officially 
made for all railroad stations in 
addition to those which railroads 
themselves will devise to stimulate 
travel to historic shrines.

To every schoolhouse in America 
goes another specially designed por­
trait of Washington in frame and 
colors. Pullman dining cars will 
print the face of the immortal 
George on their menus and some of 
the very largest railroads have 
promised to do the same thing to 
their time-tables.

The latest telephone directory 
here in Washington bears the re­
production of a George Washington 
bust along with a reminder of the 
bicentennial and representatives of 
the commission are negotiating now 
with a- view to having. every tele­
phone directory in the country 
carry a similar cover next year.

Boosts Souvenir Trade
Five-and-ten-cent stores will sell 

for a dime handsome little framed 
portraits. A host of firms are al­
ready designing innumerable ban­
ners, badges, buttons, plaques, blot­
ters, silk goods for dresses, al­
manacs, school books and other 
books—all of which will bear some 
sort of a likeness. of George. The 
commission gives advice and ap­
proves.

The big calendar companies will 
make 1932 bicentennial calendars 
and if you get a free calendar from 
your favorite insurance company, 
railroad, delicatessen dealer or. 
bank with a brief biography of the 
great man and one of 12 scenes 
taken from his life you can thank 
the Congress which decided that 
1932 ought to be celebrated in a big 
way and the commission which has 
been whooping it up.

The Masons are getting out a 
poster called “George Washington 

: the Mason” which will be placed in 
all their lodges.

And the ads of 1932—did you 
know that George Washington made 
his own flour, had his own hogs 
killed, sent the help down to the 
river for ice, hunted game and rode 
in a coach? Well, the commission 
knew it and it has tipped off the 
millers, packers, electric refrigera­
tor makers, gun manufacturers, 
automobile companies and many 
others that such themes furnish 
swell ideas for advertising copy. 
As Bloom suggests, that probably 
means billions of copies of Wash­
ington pictures.

Medals for Schools
If by any chance you should 

miss seeing w h a t Washington 
looked like by any of those means, 
you may be able to catch a glimpse 
of him on a series of medals to be 
used' in school contests, on bicen­
tennial automobile tire covers such 
as may now be seen, along with 
thousands of newspapers and maga­
zine articles about George which 
the commission expects to be 
printed and for which it will sup­
ply art, at special exhibits of 
paintings of Washington* at formal 
presentations of Washington busts 
to all governors- and mayors of 
large cities, in news reels covering 
presentations and other ceremo­
nies, in the great movie called “The 
Story of George Washington” now 
being prepared and divisible into 
short subjects, in the commission’s 
own sound-color movies enacting 
episodes of George’s life, through 
special reels on Washington being 
prepared for weekly meetings of 
840,000 members of 4-H clubs, in 
portraits furnished for lectures at 
various culture clubs and historical 
societies or through slides being 
produced for stereopticon lectures.

This modest program for the pic- 
turization of George Washington is 
just a mite of what the commission 
is doing to sell the Father of his 
Country, to his 120,000,000 children 

t on the 200th anniversary of the 
year of his birth.

Most of the 
story wa,s based on suspicion, sur ­
mise and that sixth sense called the 
“nose for news” but suspicions and 
surmises are not newspaper copy so 
the story was eventually shunted 
to the inside pages and finally drop*

Buena Vista in time for school. 
We went out and took a mule olf 
the stake and watered it. Then we 
backed the car out of the garage 
and put some oil in it. ' We were 
right there at the house. Then Torn 
Barnsley drove up in a truck to the' 
point of the hill between the house 
and the corral right close to the river 
and turned his truck around, but 
X don’t think he got out.

At that time Jack said, “There's 
the old man Barnsley sneaking 
around here when he thinks I am 
not here.”

Barnsley came down the road 
around the point in his truck, turn­
ed his truGk around there by the 
hill, and went by the corrals and 
back up the road just the way he 
had come down there—same road. 
Barnsley drove on off about 10, 15 
or 20 miles an hour on the road up 
the river. Then we went down the 
road in the car about 50 or 100 yards 
toward Buena vista—opposite direc­
tion from that taken by Barnsley, 
then Hall said “I believe I ’ll see what 
the old-------------- wants.” «■

He turned the car around then, 
and started following Barnsley. 
Barnsley was about a half mile away 
from the house and driving away 
when Jack Hall turned his car 
around. (Hall had put his pistol 
in the car before we put oil in fie  
car and it was laying between us 
on the ledge behind the seat). Then 
Hall drove fast averaging 45 or 50 
miles an hour until he caught up 
with Barnsley, Barnsley was three- 
quarters of a mile or mile from Hall’s 
house. Jack Hall drove his car out 
of the road and up beside Barnsley 
on the left hand side of Barnsley, 
then Barnsley stopped and Ha'l 
stopped. About the time they stop­
ped, Jack Hall said, “Hello Sike ’ 
and Barnsley said “Hello Jack.” 
Then Jack said, “Barnsley, I want to 
know what in the hell you are do­
ing over here.” Barnsley says, “I 
have a right over here.” Then Hall 
said. “This is not Tubbs you are 
fooling with nowo” Barnsley said 
something. At that time I saw 
Barnsley’s shoulder move around— 
his right shoulder came forward and 
his left shoulder moved back—the 
movement he was making was 
neither fast rlor slow' but just med - 
ium. I couldn't see Barnsley’s hands 
nor his elbows either—I could only 
see about 7 inches from Barnsley’s 
shoulders down.

At that time Barnsley’s face was 
very nearly straight toward us. 
Nothing further was said. (Before

| that Jack had turned in his sea' 
¡with his left arm along the steering 
I wheel and his right arm and hand 
! along the top of the back cushion, 
and was leaning out in front of me 
and facing Barnsley. Jack Hall had 
got in that position when we first 
stopped.)

When Barnsley’s shoulders turned 
as I have described Hall immediate­
ly grabbed his (Hall’s) pistol. All 
he had to do was to flip his right 
hand back on the ledge and grab 
the gun. He pulled the holster off 
of the gun with his left hand and 
immediately fired one shot at Barns­
ley—firing in front of me. I had 
drawn back in the seat out of his 
line of fire. As soon as he fired 
the shot, he said, “There’s one— - 
----------- that won’t bother me any
more.”

And then I looked and Barnsley 
was leaning forward with his head 
down and forward and blood was 
spurting from his head. Hall sat 
there just a little bit looking at 
Barnsley, but we neither one got out 
of our car. Then Hall started the 
car and drove off before he said 
anything, going tow'ard Buena Vista. 
Then he said he w'ould take me on 
to school and then go back to Crane 
and give up.

Then he drove on a w'hile before 
he said anything, then he said, 
“How did you like the W'ay X hit 
him? Hit him right through the 
temple.” Then he didn’t say any­
thing until w'e got to the gate rf 
the Buena VTsta road then I start­
ed to get out and open the gate, 
and he said, “No, I ’ll open the gate 
I don’t want them to see you" 
track.”

and have completely financed every 
other detail.

They’re out to break the Graf 
Zeppelin’s 21-day globe-circling re­
cord just for the fun of it, and ex­
pect to set some non-stop distance- 
marks while enroute.

Instructions From Yancey 
To be sure, there is quite a lot of 

science connected with the prelim­
inaries of their venture. For four 
months, several hours each day, 
Lewis Yancey, Atlantic flyer, has 
been tutoring Herndon in the in ­
tricacies of navigation. Herndon, 26 
wealthy arid but a few years out of

Princeton, had only elementary col­
lege mathematics on which to base 
this technical training, But he Is 
learning fast. Every now and then 
he goes to the top of a skyscraper 
to “shoot the sun” or takes long 
flights around New York to make 
practical application of his know­
ledge.

Scores of large-scale maps and 
meteorological charts cover the walls 
and desks of the flyers’ headquar­
ters, and Herndon, with slide rule, 
logarithm tables and sextant, prac­
tices the plotting of courses and the 
computing of distances.

“But the idea of our trip having 
any scientific value is all bunk,” he 
said, grinning. “We wouldn’t/go at 
all if wre didn’t think we know all 
there is to learn about weather con­
ditions and winds and such. The 
only thing this filght can prove, is 
that w’e weren’t fooling when wc 
said we’d fly around the world.” 

Aim at Non-Slop Records
For all the modesty of the prin­

cipals, the project is easily the most 
pretentious and difficult airplane 
feat ever planned. According to 
then- plotted course, they will follow 
the steamship route to Europe, and 
then, if their fuel holds out, will con­
tinue on toward Moscow. Tire suc­
cess of such a single hop’, of about 
5,000 miles, would mean a new dis­
tance record.

From Moscow they expect to pick 
up the Trans-Siberian railroad to 
Mukden. Then to Tokio, from which 
they hope to follow a great circle 
course direct to Seattle—another 
5000-mile flight which has been 
planned by others but never accom­
plished.

Unofficial advisors to the pair 
seem much more thrilled about Che 
possibilities of the dash than do 
Herndon and Pangborn themselves. 
Famous flyers such as Bernt Bal- 
chen, Major Fitzmaurice, Clarence 
Chamberlain and Frank Haw'ks o f ­
ten drop in to pass on suggestions 
from their own experiences. And 
Yancey himself, their hired instiuc- 
tor, has become so enthusiastic that 
they jokingly express fears that he’Jl 
try to stow away.'

Pangborn Is Skilled Pilot
Clyde Pangborn, 34, w'ho will do 

most of the piloting while Herndon 
figures their positions, is said to 
have more flying hours to his credit 
than any man alive. The number, 
is at least 12,500. Though his name 
never has been associated with any 
spectacular aerial ventures, witn the 
exception of a week’s endurance 
flight at Syracuse two years ago, 
thousands of persons throughout the 
country know him as the man who 
gave them their first airplane ride.

For Pangborn is perhaps the most 
famous veteran of the old barn­
storming fraternity. Ever since Iris 
war days he has been proprietor and 
chief pilot of Pangborn’s Flying 
Circus. In all those years he never 
had a serious crack-up, though once 
his ship caught fire at 4,000 feet. 
Pangborn had a parachute, but he 
brought the flaming plane to earth, 
salvaged his camera from the for­
ward cockpit, and snapped pictures 
while it burned.

It is a strange partnership, the 
well-to-do young college man w’ith 
a Park Avenue address and an as­
sured, easy manner, and the taci­
turn, weather-beaten flyer of for­
tune who has made his living by 
selling thrills at county fairs.

Was Member of Circus
Herndon joined the circus more 

than two years ago, arid now has 
1500 flying hours to his own. credit. 
“We still own all the barnstorming 
equipment, with three planes, and 
’chutes, and all that stuff,” Herndon 
said. “But the business depression 
hit us like everything else. We quit 
when it began to be difficult to meet 
the payroll of pilots and stunt me::. 
Something had to be done, and it

was then that we got the idea for 
the world flight.”

They’re not telling where all trie 
backing, more than $100,000 of it, 
is coming from, but Herndon himself 
is said to have contributed the 
greater share. Since last September 
they have had a suite at a big New 
York hotel, where the work of prep­
aration has been going on quietly 

Meanwhile their plane, a specially- 
built Bellanca, has been delivered 
and Pangborn is busy with its tests. 
The ship has a single engine, and 
in the unusual wing span of 48 1 -2 
feet are tanks for 700 gallons ol 
gasoline—twice the amount that 
carried Lindbergh to Paris.

Expect Favoring Winds 
“We’ve decided, you see, to fly 

slower and farther, instead of 
choosing a high-speed ship witli 
short cruising range,” explained 
Herndon. “Without any aid from 
the wind, we expect to be able to 
fly 6000 miles without a stop. And 
we’re sure that if we go high enough 
we can find a tall wind all the way 
around the world. With the best 
of luck, the job could be done in a 
week. We expect to take ten days.

“No, we’re not carrying any radio 
or rubber boats or anything so sup - 
erflous. We’re just not expecting 
any trouble. The Atlantic hop hac 
been made time and again, but nev­
er, we believe, with a plane so well 
suited as ours. The continental 
flights will be just routine work. 
We already have picked our refuel­
ing points and have everything set 
there for motor inspections and 
quick gassing-up.

“Of course, the toughest part will 
be the jump from Tokio. But we ¡1 
be close to the Aleutian Islands if 
we run into trouble.

Plot Alternate Courses 
“Weather? No, of course we can’t 

count on it, except to pick a start­
ing time when things in genera) 
look best. But all the way around 
the world we have alternative 
courses selected, and if there’s a 
storm in one direction we’ll go an-

One of the most interesting sub -1 
jects at this meeting concerned the j 
radical suggestion that future auto- j 
mobiles have their engines mounted 
in back.

Herbert Chase, automotive con­
sulting engineer of Forest Hills, N. 
Y., stressed this type of mounting 
as permitting more freedom for

eliVninating all odor, heat and noise 
from the body, affording a more 
compact and efficient power plant 
and providing more room, comfort“ 
and greater visibility.
