'REASONS FOR FORECAST OF GREAT
POTASH MINING IN MIDLAND SOON

EDITOR’S NOTE: Early: de-
velepnient of the vast deposits
of potash which are known to
exist in Midland and Ector
coninties is forecast by Dr. E. P.
Schoeh, director of the Bureau
of Industrial Chemistry at the
University of Texas as a result
of a new and economical pro-
cess for refining the potash min-
eral, which he has discovered.
His discovery is regarded as be- -
ing of tremendous commercial
importance.

By DR. E. P. SCHOCH

Potash is found in western Tex-
as, especially in Midland and Ector
counties, in the form of polyhalite,
a mineral composed of calcium sul-
phate, magnesium sulphate, potas-
gium sulphate and water. This min-
eral is usually brick red in color—

{due to a very small amount of iron

oxide. It is as hard as anhydrite
Even when it is finely divided, its
soluble constituents dissolve so slow-
ly as to require several days :for
their dissolution, and even in boil-
ing water they require from four to
six hours. Furthermore, the maxi-
mum concentration of potassium
salts thus obtainable will not exceed
3 1-2 parts per hundred of water,
and such a solution cannot be evap-
orated to dryness without involving
a prohibitive cost of fuel per pound
of potassium salt obftained. Hence
it is seen that, although polyhalite
is rich' in potassium sulphate —- it
contains 25 per cent or more—yet
extraction of the latter could not be
accomplished until special prceesses
were discovered.
Discovered in This County
Polyhalite had not been found
anywhere in mineable guantities un-
til it was discovered in 1926 in Micd-
land county, through : core  drilling
done by the Texas Potasn corpor-
ation of Dallas on sites selecfed by
Max Agress of Dallas. With the dis-
covery -of these Texas deposits, the
problem of refining this mineral be-
came important. Public records show
that the Texas Potash corporation’s
chemists, working under the writer’s

was before the United Staies Bu-
reau of Mines received an appro-
priation to core for potash and work
out. methods of refining. In the
meanwhile, the® United States Bu-
reau of Mines published their bul-
letin, in which essentially the same
method of refining was presented
together with ‘a detailed cost esti-
mate. This cost estimate was found
by the writer to be in essential
agreement with his own previously
arrived at.
Heating Process

The essential new operation wlnch
made this earlier refining method
possible is the fact that when poly-
halite is heated for one to two hours
to a temperature above 500 degrees
centigrade and preferably near 600
degrees centigrade, its molecules are
broken up by the expulsion of the
water, thus allowing the potassium
sulphate and the magnesium sul-
phate to az® 25 separate materials,
nd hence they distolye readily in

direction, worked out such a method |
during ‘the summer of 1926, which

e

hot water to form concentrated sol-
| utions; while the calcium sulphate
has been . rendered insoluble by the
heating, and does not dissolve dul-!
ing the time required to dissolve the
other constituents and to filter the
solution.

This operation of roasting the ore
and extracting the roasted mate-
rial with hot water is expensive both
in equipment. and
Hence the write has heen steadily
seeking for a method of extraction
which would not require this opera-
ticn. Furthermore;, he realized that
if the other parts of the ore could
also be produced in the form of com-
mercial products, that then the op-
cration would be much more prof-
itable. Fortunately, this was found
to be possible quite a while ago,
and this is the basis of the new
method for refining polyhalite. This
work also was done by the chemists
of the Texas Potash corporation un-
der the writer’s direction. This new
process of refining .polyhalite de-
pends -upon the newly discovered
fact that finely ground polyhalite
reacts very rapidly with a hot solu-
tion of lime, yielding calcium sul-
phate and magnesium hydroxide, |
and at the same time, rapidly dis-
solving the potassium sulphate also
present in this molecule.

New Catalytic Agent

The amount of lime used must be
proportionate to the amount of mag-
nesium sulphate, and the amount of
water used must be such as to give
the desired concentration of potas-
sium  sulphate. In hot water, the
most concentrated solution obtained
or -obtainable is one in which the
potassium sulphate is at least 8 per
cent of the total weight, but solu-
tions- as rich as 10 per cent have
been obtained. In cold water, at
31.8 degrees centigrade, the most
concentrated solution obtainable
contains only 3.5 per cent of potas-
sium' sulphate. Hot solutions must
be separated from their solid, resi-
dues (calcium’ sulphate) as quickly
as possible because the latter grad-
ually takes potassium sulphate out
of the solution. By allowing the two
to remain together’ only five min-
utes, it has been possible to obtain
8 per cent to 10 per cent solutions,
and this period of time is long
enough for commercial operation.

In cold weather (room tempera-
ture) the solids in the mixture do
not take postassium sulphate from
the solution if its per cent in the
solution is not above the 3.5 per cent
limit mentioned above. Hence the
materials may be stirred up to-
gether until all the potassium sul-
phate from the polyhalite has been
dissolved. In.cold water this requires
about one hour. These facts are the
basis of the following procedure for
extracting all the potassium sulphate
and obtaining all of it in the form
of an 8 per cent (plus) solution:

Mixture Centrifuged

The ore is stirred up for five min-
utes with just enough lime and hot
3 per cent potassium sulphate colu-
| tion to produce an 8 per cent to
110 per cent potassium sulphate solu-
| tion. The mixture is then filtered

T0 GUARANTEE
CHARITY FUNDS

“If we had the money, we would
like to care for charity cases.

of himself and the devil taking the hindmost.

Beyond  question, individualism is going to have to
make some kind of compromise with the new conditions;
and the kind of society in which our children and our
orandchildren will live depends largely on how extensive
A compromise may be necessary.

All kinds of things are possible. The conditions under
which we live now represent one extreme; Soviet Russia
represents the other. The America of the future will lie
Somewhere in between.

We hope that it will lie somewhere near its present
position; when we get depressed we fear that perhaps it
will lie uncomfortably far toward the other end ; and mean-

hile we fail utterly to realize that it will chiefly depend
on the courage and intelligence with which we ourqelves
ecognize the choice that confronts us.

For we shall make a choice—no doubt about that.
We shall make it even if we don’t realize that we are do-
ing S0.

If we insist that the old machine is practically per-
fect right now, needing nothing but a diet of optimistie
speeches and a sit-tight philosophy to make it work as
well as ever, we shall be helping to prepare a place some-
where down near the Russian end of the scale. If, on the
other hand, we devote every energy to trying to find out
what is wrong, if we discard our prejudices and -insist
that co-operation and planning are possible within the ex-
isting framework—then the America of the future will
look very much like the America of today.

rapidly, or ‘“centrifuged,” and the
solid residue is further extracted
cold—for an hour—with enough wa-
ter and lime so as to extract all the
remaining potassium sulphate from
the ore to produce a 3 per cent po-
tassium sulphate solution. This is
filtered and the 3 per cent potas-
sium sulphate solution is then used
—in turn—for the hot extraction.
The potassium sulphate is then
merely to be evaporated to dryness
to obtain this material in crystalline
form. This evaporating can be car-
ried out in the simplest manner ‘pos-
sible—hence it is proposed to be
done in such a way as not only to
economize heat but also so as to
produce power at an unusually low
figure. Namely, the solution is first
evaporated partly to produce steam
for an engine, and the steam reject-
ed by the engine, then to be used to
evaporate the solution further and
to dryness.
Expensive By-Product

The, solid residue left from the
potassium sulphate extraction is
composed of 90 per cent of gypsum
and 10 per cent of magnesium hy-
droxide. The latter is readily re-
moved by dissolving it in water sat-
urated with carbon dioxide (from
flue gas); the gypsum is then fil-
tered off, and the solution contain-
ing the magnesium carbonate is then
used as the condensing water for
the last evaporator of the potassium
sulphate solution; as this solution
gets hot, it precipitates the magne-
sium carbonate as a white fluffy or

known as insulating magnesia — a
very costly product used in boiler
and pipe insulation.
Process Advantageous

The first and most striking ad-
vantage of this new process is that
it does away with the one to two
hour roasting to which the former
process subjected the ore, and the

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boiling water, and substitutes there-
for a five minute stirring with a
small amount of lime and enough
water to produce a solution contain-
ing nine to ten parts of potassium
sulphate per 100 parts of water. It
is obvious that this secures a great
saving in cost of equipment and of
operation. Even the extra cost due
to the lime is more than counter-
balanced by the fact that in this
process the magnesium is converted
to a commercially more -caluable
form than that of the sulphate in
which it was to be obtained in the
former process.

The second great saving is due to
the fact that the solution obtained
contains essentially nothing but po-
tassium sulphate; the amounts of
calcium sulphate and sommon salt
present amount to less than 10 per
cent and hence the solution merely
needs to be evaporated in any way
to produce direct the commercial 90
per cent’” potassium sulphate, where
previously fractional crystallization
was necessary to separate the potas-
sium sulphate from the magnesium
sulphate. The saving in cost of in-
stallation and of operation obtained
in this connection again is obvious.

Great Saving

Finally, it should be realized that
all of the potassium sulphate is ex-
tractable by this process while ob-
taining a residue from which basic
carbonate of magnesia and wall
plaster can be manufactured at
costs: much below those by which
these products are now manufac-
tured because these residues present
the respective raw products with
more than half of their regular
manufacturing operation already
yspent on them. To be specific: In
i the regular manufacture of the light
. basic. carbonate of magnesia, raw
dolomite must be calcined and slak-
ed, and then it presents a 'mixture
for carbonation which contains over
60 per cent of lime, and which en-
tails a waste of carbon dioxide for
ithe removal of the latter, while the
mixture here obtained presents only
the magnesia for carbonation. In

t other words, the use of the above

by-product from polyhalite saves the
i roasting and slaking and also' does
'not entail the waste of carbon ci-
cxide for removing the lime which
the mixture obtained from dolomite
entails.

Development Likely

The other by-product, gypsum, is
i delivered as by-product in the form
]of a filter cake. Except for the cost
IOf drying, this material is identical
lwith the material in a gypsum plant
jafter it has been quarried, brought
|to the plant, and finely ground.
i Hence it merely require dehydra-
tion to convert it to “setting” plas-
ter.

It is evident that the complete
conversion of the ore into salable
products, and this by a simple cheap
procedure, puts polyhalite into 2
{ wonderfully advantageous position.
Furthermore, it must be realized
that the potash is obtained in the
form of the sulphate, the market
value of which is now $46.60 per
ton at New York, while that of po-

- tassium chloride is' only $35.50 per

ton. While the price of both may
come down, yet it is likely that the
tsulphate will always command a cor-
respondingly higher price because
there is always a distinct and large
need of the sulphate in agriculture,
and aside from the above proposed
production of potassium sulphate
from polyhalite, otherwise it is man-
ufactured from the chloride and
thus entails an extra cost over the
chloride. For all these reasons, the
splendid polyhalite layers in Texas
are likely to be developed almost
