Bonifacio Day

MANILA, P. I., Nov. 30. (UP).—
Bonifacio Day, annual holiday in
memory of Andreas Bonifacio, Fil-
ipino revolutionary hero, was cele-
brated  throyghout the Philippine
Islands today.

Bonifacio was one .of the outstand-
ing leaders ‘of the insurrection
against Spain in 1896, and was a
direct: actionist, in contrast with the
passive and pacific nature of the
Philippines’ other outstanding hero,
Jose Rizal.

PaPrades and speeches took place
in Manila and in the provinces, par-
ticipated in by civic organizations,
labor unions, commercial and indus-
trial groups and fraternal societies.

The Manila parade started at the
foot of the Bonifacio monument, in
the district of Tondo. Heading the

Bonifacio, at 18, founded the Kat-
ipunan, a revolutionary organization,
which fanned what was already an
intense flame of resentment against
Spanish authorities.

The manner of his death con-
tinues to be a mystery. No au-
thentic accounts of how he died are
available, although authorities be-
lieve he was a victim of treason.

In England of course, there is Ramsay MacDonald,
brought up in the bleak poveity of a Scottish village, and
now prime minister of the empire. Parallehng his case is
that of another famous English prime minister,  Lloyd
George, who was a penniless orphan and who was reared
by a shoemaker.. -

In France,. Premmr Laval was the son of a butcher.
His family was so poor that:-he had a hard time getting a
decent education. Foreign: Minister Briand, similarly, was
the son of exceedingly poor parents: Former Premier Her-
riot is another who came from a poor family.

Chancellor Hemuch Bruening of Germany did not
come from a poverty-striken family, but his people be-
longed to the lower middle elass. In Czechoslovakia Thom-
as Masaryk is president, the son of a blacksmith. and an-
other blacksmith’s son who rose to power is none other
than Benito Mussolini himself. Russia, of course, is ruled
by men who came up from the depths, and has been ever
since the revolution.

Thig :list is rather impressive. To be sure, it is prob-
ably perfectly true that opportumty is still greater on this
side of the Atlantic than in Europe. The son of poor par-
ents has more chances. But it is quite obvious that the ave-
nues to fame and riches are by no means closed to him
on the other‘side of the ocean. Europe’s so-called ruling
class is by no means the closed corporation we generally
suppose. s i

In 1873
there were 3,000,000 men out of work in a population of
40,000,000, 89 railroads went into the hands of receivers,
and 300 out of 307 iron and steel plants absolutely shut
down. As for 1893, I remember it distinctly, and I want
to tell you that as a nation we are in ease now compared
with what we went through then.”

Therefore, this
effort at all-conference selection is offered with apologies to those players

%o whom the writer may have done
an injustice.

v :There was a dearth of suitable
‘conference material this year with
few exceptions. This may be due to
a falling off of football in the South-
west, but more likely it is the re-
sult of more-coordinated team-work
instead of individual starring.

' At the ends it was a difficult task
‘to select two ends out of three fine
‘candidates. Koontz, Pruitt, and Ma-
done are all brilliant ends, wingmen
who should rank with the best in
the nation. To this writer it appears
that Malone is the best end of the
‘three. Pruitt was selected over
Koontz because he was a better all-
sound wingman. Then, too, Pruitt
shone on a ball-carrying eleven
‘while Koontz was a big cog in a
forward-passing team. “Red’” Harris
of Baylor was the fourth best, and
Ed Price of Texas deserves mention
on his brilliant work' on a disor-
ganized eleven. r
= Before the end of 'the’season the
two tackles on the first team were
well established. Lou Hasséll of Rice
stamped himself as the best tackle
in the conference this season after
injuries robbed him of an all-star
berth last season. The Connecticut
Jdad is a great tackle, even greater
than ‘“Scrap-Iron” Hammon who
was mentioned for all-American two
years ago. However, Hammon is a
yery good tackle, and will make the
first team in a walk. Carl Moulden
of A. & M. would have had a good
ghance for the team had injuries
not hindered him towards the end
of the season. He and Lauterbach
of Rice are the second-string tack-
les, although “Mag” Magrill of A. &
M., Seale of Texas, Norton of Bay-
lor, and Howell of T. C. U. deserve
Trecognition.

At guards there was no really bril-
liant material. There are good
guards. in the conference, but no
men the caliber of “Bochy” Koch
and “Ox” Emerson of a year ago.
John Vaught of T. C. U. and Wilson
Cook. of Texas get the places on the
first team. Vaught is a good, con-
sistent guard, now and then display-
ing flashes of greatness, and he is
singularly free from injuries. Wil-
son Cook is the writer’s choice for
the other position because he was
the most consistent player in the
Texas line, and he turned in a good
game ab guard every week. Oppon-
ents in the conference rate him
tough medicine, and he alone of the
entire powerful Texas' forward wall
played acceptable ball'the first half
of the season. Captain' Baumgarten
of Texas would have been in the
running if injuries ‘had ‘hot clipped
him. Alfred Neeley of S. M. U. is a
good guard, valuable also for his
place-kicking ability. Lambert of T.
C. U. was a consistent worker, and
a hard fighter.

_ At center Harris of Rice is the
writer’s choice by a wide margin
over Delcambre of S. M. U, Harris
is a brilliant center, good on the
offensive and defensive, and he is
one of the best men in the confer-
ence in backing up the line. Del-
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year sports writers throughout- the

cambre will be the choice of many
writers because he beat Texas and !
A. & M. by blocking punts, bub
other writers should remember that
he was working with a strong line
that could open holes for him to go
through, and his sole duty on those
plays was to block the kicks, which
he did. The writer also witnessed
several bad passes on Delcambre’s:
part, so Harris of Rice is the first
string center by a wite margin so

far as this selection is concerned.
Townsend of T. C. U. also deserves
mention.

In the backfield there was less
all-conference material than in the
past, but some individuals starred
in a brilliant fashion. The quarter-
back situation is the most desper-
ate. There was not an exceptionally
smart quarter in the race. Bob Gil-
bert of S.. M. U. was removed by in-
juries. Therefore, Domingue of A.
& M. gets the place because he is a
smarter man than Mason of S. M. U.
Domingue as a halfback is one of
the most brilliant the conference
has ever seen. He can pass well, he
punts well, his place-kicks are the
best in the conference, not only on
the kick-off but after touchdowns
as well, and his ball-carrying is the
most sensafional that the confer-
ence has seenin many years. He has
a great future ahead, this sopho-
more, ‘and the Cadets have found
another Joel Hunt in the extremely
small but lightening fast Clifford
“Frenchy” Domingue. He is also a
good defensive man.

Weldon Mason of S. M. U. is a
great backfield man who attained
the greatest heights in his senior
year. He can pass, kick, and run
with the ball like an old master,
and he is undoubtedly all-confer-
ence. material. He will have some
shot at all-American because of the
intersectional schedule of the Mus-
tangs.

Harrison Stafford makes this first
team because ‘he is the best defen-
sive halfback in the conference, and
he does well what he is supposed
to do. Stafford was supposed to
block, and block he did. His pass-
catching was sensational again this
season despite the fact that every
tpam was covering him. His tack-
ling was harder than last year when
he gained the reputation as the
hardest tackler in the conference,
and his ball-carrying was not in-
ferior. He is just the man needed
to round out the all- conference
backfield.

Ernest Koy of Texas again makes
the team fullback because he was
by far the best man at the position.
His passes were good this year, and
now and then he did some punting.
His ball-carrying was even better
than last year because he seemed
to have more speed. He is great
fullback although his blocking is
not very good. His defensive work
was good. ‘

It is too bad that Arkansas is so
far away from the conference. Each
year they have at least one or two
men who are worthy of mention, but
because they are not ¢lose enough, \
they have little chance to gain the
proper recognition. However, Led-
better makes the second team as
fullback because, despite the losing
season of the Razorbacks, he stood
out in every game, scoring nearly
every touchdown, and leading the
conference in scoring.

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Yearling Horses.
Start Training

NEW ORLEANS, Nov. 30. (UP)—
Chafing and whimpering in their
stalls, some 120 of the nation’s fin-
est race horses in the making are
quartered here preéparatory to’the
annual winter schooling.

They are nameless yearlings,
each one every ounce a thorough-
bred, broken for riding but never
before off the spacious, fertile farms
where they were bred. Assembled
here from all parts of the country,
confined in:mnamow, stalls at Jef-
ferson .and Fair . grounds sfables,
and confronted with the atmosphere
of the track, these ‘pupils’ present
a pageant in horseflesh—pent-up

nerves, tingling with enthusiasm m}d

rearing in fright. i
On January 1, they will become
eligible to frace as two-year-olds
and before the season ends here,
many of them will have proved
themselves up-and-coming young-
sters. Some of them will not actu-
ally be two years old the first of
the year, but according to rules of
the Jockey club, will be -eligible.

The process of schooling is a try-
ing one on horses, trainers and
jockeys alike. At least two or three
days’ work is required to accustom
the yearlings to the atmosphere of
the track, calm their nerves and
induce them to approach the barri-
er. "And the first time a group of
them goes to post it is a general
panic. The barrier sprung, the
trainers stand behind the shy ani-
mals throwing dust at them to the
cries of “ya-hoo”, and the horses
leap from their lanes in terror.
They scatter crossways, forward
and backward about the track, some
trying to destroy their clinging
jockeys, others bolting for the rail
and all ending in a mad scramble.

Weeks of strenuous work outs are

required to season the crop of
yearlings, but each must be prov-
ed to the satisfaction of judges be-
fore they are permitted to enter a
race.

The group here includes 69 quar-
tered at the Jockey club stables at
the Fair grounds, and an equal
number at Jefferson park, where
the winter season opened on
Thanksgiving day and continues un-
til Jan. 23. The Fair grounds meeb
runs from Jan. 25 to March 19.

This year’s yearlings come from
such stables as the Charles Bach-
arach, owned by tlie former presi-
dent of the Jefferson Distillery -at

i New Orleans; the stable of Mrs. Ol-

ive Curtis, former Ziegfeld beauty;
the J. B. Theall stables of Texas;
and the R. A. Fairbairn stables.
