Quite clearly, the lad is just another victim of the
depression; and his plight, so pathetic and heart-wrench-
iszgy- is a thing we ought to remember—because it helps
Uz to understand the tragedy and suffering which that
one,word, “depression,” means.
vze There are good grounds now for believing that we
iave just about got to the end of the depression. Sooner
or.later we shall be back on our feet again. Shall we,
when that time comes, talk glibly once more about “eco-
nowic cycles” and the like, taking it for granted that our
civilization must swing back and forth between extremes
of 'Prosperity and stagnation? :

If we forget all of the bitter lessons that the last cou-
ple of years have taught us, we might be foolish enough
te'do just that; and, if we do, in a few years we shall re-
peat the old cycle again and go down into another depres-
sion like this one. ;

But we might remember that this ‘“business cycle”
cAdlizes thousands upon ‘thousands of tragedies just like
this one of the lonely boy at the orphanage. It means
an almost immeasurable amount of human suffering.
Keeping that in mind, shall we not insist that we will not
put ‘up with any economic system which does not find
some way of averting periodic depressions?

States. Yet we Americans have been
strangely negligent of it. We still
think in terms of the state or of the
nation as an instrument of securi-
ty—as a police power merely or
mainly. We are willing to pay any
yrlce for police protection or even
‘“‘gang’’ protection, in order that
we may severally go about our busi-
ness without let or hindrance, but
about the state or the nation as an
instrument for the public welfare—
as a partnership of all in the pur-
suit of the good life—we have been
curiously indifferent. We have been
rather generous, we think, in the
matter of public education, but we
calk and we grumble, now more
than ever, about the cost, whereas
the cost of racketeering alone in
this. country is about five times the
cost of all public education, lower
or higher, and yet we say this tri-
bute rather blithely.
. “Now, however, the principle of
everybody for himself, of every
group for itself, of every “bloc” for
itself, has gone to pieces on the
Tocks and we cling to whatever bits
of wreckage come to hane, waiting
anxiously throughout the mght for
a prospelous dawn.
