WASHINGTON, Dec. 8. (UP) — 

President Hoover, in his message 
to congress, asked the people to ac­
cept a two-year tax increase.

He urged congress to form a na­
tional reconstruction finance cor­
poration to aid business rehabili­
tation.

These two proposals formed the 
cornerstone of the most momentous 
congressional message delivered 
since the war.

The president maintained that 
the time had come for aggressive 
foward action. He expressed his 
confidence in the country’s ability 
to overcome the depression regard­
less of conditions in other parts of 
the world.

The proposed tax increase is to 
end on July 1, 1934 and would 
amount to a billion dollars a year.

Prohibition was not mentioned in 
the message.

Hoover outlined the emergency 
reconstruction corporation like the 
former world finance corporation 
This would finance exports, agricul­
ture, industry, railroads and banks 
and would , be. liquidated after two 
years.

Clay Sub-Soil Is
Getting Draughts

the rich sandy loam top-soil of Mid­
land county is getting the biggest 
bath this week it has had in five 
years or longer, according., to farm­
ersand cattlerheri.

This red clay which holds water 
like a jog, ouught to be full nearly 
full nearly to the mouth of the jug 
now, farmers say. Copious rains fed 
on soil already well soaked by the 
snow of last week. Nearly all of the 
moisture soaked into the soil.

Capillary attraction will supply 
this stored moisture next spring to 
growing crops. Ira F. Lord said his 
land was so well watered that he 
had changed a prospective cotton 
field to a different place on his 
farm where moisture was more bad­
ly needed' in a.n average year.

Ranchers already are counting on 
a big spring crop of weeds and grass 
and say one big rain falling on the 
heels of the recent soaker should 
fill lakes again like they were in 
the Midland country about seven 
years ago.

The rain this weiek did not dam­
age cotton to a much greater extent, 
the bulk of the damage having been 
done last week when cotton locks 
weighted by snow ’ were dragged 
from the bolls into the mud. It is 
estimated Midland county has about 
2,000 bales yet to gather.

16.918.000 Is

218.000 acres in 1930 and 45,793,000 
in 1929.

LONDON, Dec. 8. (By Cable)— 
My message to America as to what 
India wants now is this:

India wants now what India has 
wanted all along—independence in 
your America sense of the term; 
not whittled or shackled indepen­
dence but the real thing, with such 
safeguards as Indians deem proper, 
fitting and honorable.

I speak for 85 per cent of the In­
dian people, who want to be mas­
ters of their own house.

This' does not mean we would 
drive out Britons or British inter­
ests not inimical to India’s best in­
terests.

If Mr. MacDonald told Parliament 
we do not want independence it was 
a serious slip of the tongue—I left 
nobody under any delusions as to our 
very real feeling and pur deep desire.

As to whether the Second Round­
table o Conference was a failure, I 
am unprepared to say:.Future events 
may show much accomplished, or 
just so much smoke blown away 
by the breeze.

The serious thing I have to con­
sult the Indian congress is wheth­
er India shall resume civil disobe­
dience.

The British may jail me again— 
it is a habit they have. They can 
lock up my body, but not my soul. 
My spirit and that of tens of thou­
sands of others goes marching on.

What manifold millions have set 
their hearts upon they will, they 
must ultimately, get. You can’t stop 
progress and the march to freedom.

We Indians want to attain our 
hearts’ desire by peaceful methods— 
not by war. But we will not shirk 
the issue if it is forced upon us.

Flying Weather
Bad Over State

Throughout Texas there was rain­
fall, low ceiling, poor visibility and 
bad flying weather today, the U. S.

The ceiling, here until 2 o’clock was 
1,050 feet with only a breeze out of 
the southwest, but in many sections 
of the state there was dangerous 
flying weather reported.

No flying was reported here, or- at 
Fort Sill, Okla., and Galveston. Lit­
tle flying was reported at Dallas, 
Muskogee, El Paso and Lordsburg, 
N. M.

The temperature in Midland was 
36 degrees at 6:30 this morning. At 
noon the mercury was standing at 
40 degrees.

General rains, although light, 
were reported over the state.

Hounds Baying
Down in Dixie

MEMPHIS, Tenn. (UP).—The wail 
of hound dogs galloping down lonely 
country roads, or sniffling through 
woods announces ’possum hunting 
time in Dixie.

’Possum hunting is as tradition­
al in the south as hot' biscuits, as 
much a part of the country as cot­
ton and as popular today as half a 
centry ago.

Neither hard ■ times nor pros­
perity has affected it}. Nor has 
the appearance of high wire fences, 
replacing the wooden rail barriers, 
diminished the enthusiasm of those 
who follow the dogs.

The majority of hunts are held 
on moonlight nights and they us­
ually begin a few horn's after sun­
down. A camp - fire is lit, heavy 
clothes are left in the automobiles 
and the dogs are unleashed.

Every city in Dixie has its dog 
owner whose hounds are famous 
for their tracking and treeing of 
’possums. Many of these men can 
be hired to guide parties, their 
fees depending upon the reputation 
of their dogs.

Good hound dogs sell for as high 
as $200 and an untrained pup often 
will bring from $50 to $75. Every 
dog owner has his favorite strain 
and method for training young dogs

Monroe Dawson, 50, prosperous 
Midland and Colorado landowner 
found seriously wounded six miles 
northwest of Midland Monday af­
ternoon, was the victim of an acci­
dental discharge of his own gun, 
Justice of the Peace B. C. Girdley 
said this morning. Inquest pended 
arrival of witnesses.

Dawson was found by Troy Ei- 
iand, mail carrier, lying behind 
Dawson’s automobile and dying from 
a shot through the head. Eiland 
went to the home of Mr. and Mrs. 
W. E. Wallace and telephoned for 
a doctor and ambulance. Dawson 
was not expected to live through 
the trip over the slippery, rain- 
washed roads to the hospital, but 
it was almost 3 o’clock this morning, 
more than 12 hours afterward, that 
he expired.

The case puzzled officers who went 
to the scene. The gun, a .32-20 Colt 
police model, was in a leather bag 
in the turtle shell of Dawson’s road­
ster. it lay under a shirt with an 
assortment of tools, screws, nuts, 
washers and the like. The door of 
the turtle shell was propped open 
with an axe-handle. Dawson lay 
on his back with his feet about 18 
inches under thé rear wheels of the 
car, his body extended back in the 
direction he had come.

It was felt that the shot was ac­
cidental in view of the fact that 
Dawson had no known enemies and 
there were no tracks in ' the soft 
mud arouncl him. It could be seen 
that the gun that fired the shot 
had been within several inches of 
him at its discharge, for there were 
powder burns on his hat.

The gun in the leather bag had 
been fired recently, it could be seen, 
but It was almost entirely covered 
with a shirt in the hag. How could 
Dawson accidentally discharge the 
gun into his head then replace it 
in the bag and cover it with a 
shirt?

Then Girdley found a hole in one 
end of the bag, the end to which 
the gun was found pointing. Sher­
iff A. C. Francis, Duke Kimbrough, 
county attorney, and Girdley then 
pieced together the following evi­
dence:

The shirt which covered the gun 
had been fired through. What was 
at first taken for a greasy spot on 
the shirt with a rent in it was found 
to be a powder burn with a jagged 
hole made by a bullet.

But how had Dawson, a right 
handed man, shot himself in the left 
temple?

Dawson stopped his car to make 
a repair to a battery connection. 
He was known to have had trouble 
with it and was on a deal to buy 
another here this week. He needed 
tools so he propped open the turtle 
shli door with the axe handle, and 
felt with his left hand in the lea­
ther bag for necessary tools. The 
bag was in the left side of the car. 
Being short of stature, he bad to 
lean forward. He must have pulled 
the trigger of the gun under the 
shirt.

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FARM BOY VS. CITY BOY

Washington

Congress Occupies the Big Tent 
In the Season’s Capital Circus 
But There Will Be Plenty Doing- 

In the Side Shows.

'Albert H. Wigg’in, chairman of the Chase National bank 
of New York, declared in an interview published by thej 
World’s Work magazine recently that country boys, for 
some reason, seem to make better bankers than city boys.

Of the men in control of New York’s 18 leading banks, 
he points out, not one as born on Manhattan Island. Most 
of them came from small towns. Moreover, nearly half of 
them lacked a college education.

Here, surely, is material for plenty of speculation. It all 
lines up with one of the oldest American traditions— that 
the country boy is apt to be a little sharper, a little more 
ambitious, a little more capable, than the boy from the 
city— but we never knew exactly why we thought so, and 
it is bard to see just why it should hold good for New 
York’s bankers.

It used to be supposed that there were more self-denial 
and more discipline in the country than in the city. Cer­
tainly the average farm is a fine training school for any 
youngster.-But self-denial and discipline are surely abun­
dant enough in the family of a city factory worker, where 
half a dozen human beings have to be clothed, fed and 
housed on a wage of $35 or $40 a week. The poorer quar­
ters of a big city can be training grounds quite as stringenti 
-as the farmer’s acres.

Perhaps part of the secret is due to the fact that the lad 
who grows up in the country is assailed by fewer dis­
tractions. He has more time to figure things out for him­
self, more time to pick out the channel he wants to follow, 
more time to get his young life oriented before he plunges 
into the workaday world.

City life hits a terrifically fast pace. It can confuse even 
a grown man— and does, probably, in nine cases out of 
ten; isn’t it bound to be something of a handicap for a 
growing youngster ?

It may be that we shall discover, sooner or later, that 
any large city is an unhealthful place to grow up in. The 
small town and the open country offer a way of life that 
is more wholesome. Will we, eventually, take our biggest 
cities apart and get over the idea that we have to huddle 
together in vast groups in order to make a go of things?

BRAINS AND SEX

Those who believe that brain power is something that 
does not vary greatly with sex differences will be glad 
to learn that University of California scientists have fur­
nished at least a partial corroboration for their belief.

Those scientists recently used motion pictures to test 
the learning capacities and memories of some 400 adults. 
All in all, they found that there was very little appreciable 
difference between the sexes. In other words,-women can 
learn things just about as readily as men and can remem­
ber what they learned just about as well.

Every once in a while you will hear some man remark 
of an unusually intelligent woman, “She has a man’s 
brain.” Most psychologists will agree that such a man is 
generally talking'complete nonsense. The test mentioned 
here indicates that a “man’s brain” is about like that of a 
jvoman.

DID WASHINGTON SWEAR?

The question whether George Washington did or did 
hot use swear words on occasion seems to have popped up 
again. This time the eminent historian, Professor Albert 
Bushnell Hart, assures us that he did, and adds: “ Thank 
God, he was a human being.”

Probably it .is all rather perplexing, and more or less 
disturbing,-to a lot of good people who would like to pic­
ture the father of his country as a man without even a 
minot: faw.: but, after all, the whole business is not so very 
inipOftanti :I1 $?ou will read a history of the Revolutionary 
War, hnd^tiie part Washington played in it, you will 
quickly discover that there were at} least plenty of times 
when he had lots of provocation for swearing, whether he 
yielded to it or ’hot. Perhaps we might as well let it go 
at that.
