Capsized Boat Seen 
From Air; No Life 

Around It
TORONTO, Oct. 12. (UP)—Hope 

was abandoned today for four wom­
en and three men who left Saturday 
for a fishing trip off Miller Island 
in Larder lake, western Ontario.

A searching plane reported a boat 
upside down on the island, with 
oars, blankets and other supplies 
scattered nearby.

The missing were John C. Skinner, 
chief engineer of the Lake Shore 
mines, and his wife; Bertha For­
ester, mining company stenographer, 
Wilma Tincombe and Anna Monck, 
mine clerks; Thomas Cunningham, 
bookkeeper and Colin Webster.

Provincial police called in the 
planes yesterday after a storm ham­
pered the search.

FIRE INSPECTION 

FINDS STUDENTS 
VERSED IN DRILL

Bulk of ’32 Calf Crop
Will Be Wintered Here

Inspection of schools and the busi­
ness area was made Wednesday by 
eight Midland business men repre­
senting the chamber of commerce 
fire prevention committee headed by 
Claude O. Crane.

John P. Howe, George D. McCor­
mick, John O. Nobles and Crane 
inspected the schools in the morn­
ing, and Luther Tidwell, Howard 
Hodge, Charlie Nolan and John 
Mitchell were scheduled to meet at 
Mims & Crane’s office Wednesday 
afternoon to begin the business area 
inspection. Trips will be made later 
to the Mexican and negro schools.

The Rev. Edwin C. Calhoun made 
a talk at iunior high school, and 
Lucille McMullan gave a reading. 
Fire prevention poster and theme 
judging of school work will start on 
Thursday. The chamber of com­
merce -will aw'ard prizes to the win­
ners.

A report made by Chairman Crane 
on the basis of observation of the 
following points is quoted:

Do steam pipes reach woodwork 
anywhere? Is clothing allowed to 
touch radiators when hung in cloak 
rooms? Are paper towels found in 
boile. rooms? Do doors open out­
ward? Are fire exits locked during 
school hours? Are basements kept 
so free of hazard that Midland does 
not contribute to the charge that 67 
per cent of school fires originate in 
basements? Are ceilings fire resis­
tive? Are janitors’ rooms clean? Are 
fire extinguishers readily available? 
Are fire drills held?

High School
Through the courtesy of D. D. 

Shifflett, the budding was inspected 
throughout and okeyed. The com­
mittee suggested two changes. The 
student body was timed on assembly 
in the chapel, and it took two min­
utes and 55 seconds from the time 
the bell rang to get all students in 
the hall. It is planned to inaugurate 
a fire drill soon.

Junior High School 
Principal J. H. Williams insisted 

that the committee inspect every 
corner and nook, and the building 
was found in splendid condition. The 
fire drill was exceptionally good for 
so large a building, taking only one 
minute and three seconds to clear 
the building and close all windows 
and doors.

North Ward School 
The physical condition of the 

building is good, considering the age 
of it. The premises are clean and in 
order. The fire drill here was given 
without any previous warning and 
the children cleared the building and 
closed the windows arid doors in 50 
seconds. “Mrs. Thomas is to be 
commended on her good manage­
ment,” Crane said.

South Ward School 
The condition of this building is 

good. The fire drill here was given | 
without warning and the building 
was cleared and all doors closed in 1 
58 seconds. ‘‘Mrs. Bounds is also to 
be commended as principal of this 
building,” Crane said.

“Our schools after this inspection 
were found to be free from any com­
mon fire hazards. The entire school 
faculty from the superintendent to 
the janitors in all schools are on 
the job and are trying their best to 
make the various buildings safe for 
the children,” Crane concluded.

Tire bulk of Midland’s 1932 crop 
of steer calves will remain on pas­
tures of this section this winter, a 
check up of principal buyers showed 
today.

An organization formed to buy 
high quality calves of this section, 
composed of John Mabee, W. M. 
Pyle and Foy Proctor, with Proctor 
as buyer, will winter approximately 
6,500 head, of steer calves in this 
area. Roy Parks and Proctor, oper­
ating as Parks & Proctor, have 
bought approximately 1,600 head of 
cows and heifers, all to be retained 
on local pastures.

The cattle in these purchases will 
stock about 160 sections of ranch 
country, this being a part of ap­
proximately 500 sections controlled 
by Mabee & Pyle, Proctor & Parks, 
either individually or through their 
partnership.

Tom Good of Big Spring has 
bought from 1,500 to 2,000 head of 
Midland calves and will winter them 
on his range near Big- Spring.

Cattlemen estimated today that 
approximately 3,000 head will be 
shipped out of here to the corn belt 
and to pastures in other sections. 
Shipments will be made around 

Nov. 1.
The strong winter grass provided 

by recent rains forecasts an excel­
lent growing season for the large 
crop of calves held over here. Only 
sufficient cotton seed cake to keep 
the cattle strong is expected to be

bought, Proctor said.
Calves brought approximately $2.56 

more per head this season than was 
paid last fall, and will be wintered 
more cheaply by the owners.

The large crop wintered here is 
heavier than in average years, al­
though from 1927 to 1930, Proctor, in 
partnership with Brass & Myers, 
wintered from 10,000 to 13,000 head.

The herds from which steer calves 
were bought by Proctor and his as­
sociates-this fall were the Bryants, 
C. M. Goldsmith. Ratliff & Bedford, 
Midland Farms company, Glenn Al­
len, Ewell McKnight, Hut.t Cattle 
company, Scharbauer Cattle com­
pany, Scharbauer & Eidson, K. S. 
Boone, J. E. Parker, Elliott F. Cow- 
den, J. Ellis Cowden. W. F. Cowden, 
Frank Cowden, Wolcott, John Ha­
ley T. O. Midkiff, S. R. Preston, 
B. N. Aycock, George Glass and O. 
B. Holt.

Tom Good bought the steer calves 
of A. C. Francis, H. E. Cummins, 
Ed Cole and others.

Mabee & Pyle, with whom Proctor 
is associated in this large venture, 
have added continuously to their 
holdings in the Midland area, hav­
ing bought several ranches in fee 
and having leased others until they 
now have approximately 300 sections 
under their control. The O. P. Jones 
ranch of 110 sections, with its ap­
proximately 3,000 head of cattle, was 
the most recent deal. John Mabee, 
oil operator, lives in Tulsa and W. 
M. Pyle in Midland.

PROCTOR TAKES 
PLACE VACATED 

BY J. W. B. HOGAN
Leonard Proctor, Midland ranch­

man, is the new inspector of the 
Texas & Southwestern Cattle Rais­
ers’ association, succeeding J. W.-B. 
Hogan who resigned to accept the 
management of the Jones ranch, 
which was recently acquired by 
Mabee &, Pyle. Proctor assumed his 
duties this week.

Hogan has been inspector for the 
association for more than 10 years 
and was regarded as one of the 
most able-men on the force. He has 
worked several territories of Texas, 
New Mexico and other southwestern 
states. His new position places him 

! in charge of a 110-section ranch 
' which is stocked with more than 
3,000 head of cattle. He has had 
considerable ranching experience.

Proctor, the new inspector, has 
spent many years ranching in the 
Midland section and was located for 
three years in McCamey and Pecos 
in the automobile business. He will 
make Midland his headquarters, 
working a large outlying territory 
for the association.

LOCAL FARMERS 
TAKE NO STOCK 

IN NEW OFFER
So far, not a farmer in Midland 

county who obtained a federal crop 
production loan has taken advan­
tage of the opportunity to collater- 
ize his cotton at nine cents, and 
only two of the 105 ' borrowers in 
this county have indicated they 
would collaterize, John S. Andrews, 
field inspector, said Wednesday.

It is pointed out that if a farmer 
collaterizes his loan, he must put 
up a margin of 20 per cent to cover 
storage oharges and insurance. 
Moreover, if the farmer should hold 
his cotton for nine cents on a col- 
laterized basis,. he must suffer all 
losses if any when -the secretary of 
agriculture decided to sell the cot­
ton any time after March 1.

In other words, Andrews said, if 
the farmer thinks best not to pay 
his loan now when cotton is selling 
at 6.55 as it was Wednesday and 
decides on the collaterized plan, and 
cotton never goes to nine cents, but 
by March 1 should have sunk to five 
cents and the secretary of agricul­
ture decides to sell, the farmer must 
take the loss and still must pay the 
government in full. To collaterize 
at nine cents does not mean at al! 
that thé farmer will ever get nine 
cents.

Farmers who may desire addition­
al information are asked to see An_ 
drews wher will give them a detailed 
explanation of the plan.

IN THREE STATES 

OF MIDCONTSNENT
TULSA, Okla., Oct. 12.—The rise 

in crude oil prices scheduled for 
East Texas and the gulf coast 
spread over the entire mid-continenc 
area Tuesday when three other 
companies announced they would 
meet the increase throughout their 
purchasing territories.

As a result, at least four new price 
schedules will go into effect Satur­
day, Oct. 15, with a top price of $1,12 
per barrel paid- for East Texas crude 
and oil of 40 gravity from various 
areas of North Texas, Oklahoma and 
Kansas.

Better Market for 
Gotten Seed Seen

Better market for cotton seed 
from Midland, Ector and Andrews 
counties is seen in permission 
granted Wednesday to ship cotton­
seed from the Midland gins to the 
Trinity Mill at Dallas. The Trinity 
mill lias been designated to handle 
cotton seed from the pink boll worm 
quarantine area, according to a 
telegram received by O. L. Walton, 
pink boll worm officer at Midland, 
from D. M. McEachern, area offi­
cer.

It is generally believed here that 
the designation of the Trinity mill 
will make the cotton seed market 
more competitive and will likely re­
sult in better seed prices.

BANKS CLOSED

Coolidge Warns It’s Better 
To Keep Hoover at the Helm

Midland banks were closed 
today in observance of the 
national holiday.

MADISON SQUARE GARDEN, 
New York, Oct. 12.—Declaring the 
republican party “ the most efficient 
instrument for sound popular gov­
ernment ever entrusted with the 
guidance of a great nation,” Calvin 
Coolidge told the American people 
last night they “shall be most like­
ly to find progress in holding fast” 
to Herbert Hoover.

The former president’s address 
was three fold:

1— An attack on “pending demo­
cratic .treasury raids” and a criti­
cism of Franklin D. Roosevelt for 
his “silence on the question of bonus 
payments.”

2— Praise of republican policies, 
past and present.

3— A complete endorsement of 
President Hoover’s leadership dur­
ing the depression.

Standing under mammoth oi! 
paintings of Hoover and Curtis, with 
speech slow and deliberate, the for­
mer president brought the thou­
sands in the Garden off their seats 
amid cheers and stamps by declar­
ing:

“ Some people are saying that as 
things could not be any worse we 
might as well try a change. That 
is a very dangerous principle to ap­
ply' to the discharge of the duties 
of American citizenship. Things 
could be a great deal worse than 
they are and would ha ve been much 
worse had it not been for the vision. 

I the courage and the leadership of

President Hoover.’
The lower sections were filled, but 

the upper galleries of the Garden 
were but partially filled when the 
private citizen from Northampton 
was introduced as:

“One voice In our country that 
has never failed to carry confi­
dence, one high faith in America 
that has never faltered.”

For five minutes the thousands 
cheered; thousands of flags waved. 
Two bands joined in. The Garden’s 
capacity is about 25,000.

The former president's address 
was followed closely. Time and 
again, the crowd broke with laughs 
at some of his sallies; cries of “no— 
no,” “yes—yes” at his questions.

The laughs were long and loud 
when Coolidge described his years 
as president by saying:

“ When I was in Washington.” 
Flanked by a score of his party’s 

leaders, including National Chair­
man Everett Sanders, Coolidge 
traced the history of the republican 
party’s efforts “ for sound money” 
and said “ the defeat of democratic 
greenback craze and the free silver 
issue were both followed by periods 
of prosperity under republican ad­
ministrations.”

“Pending Raids”
Turning to the democratic party 

and its program, Coolidge said the 
“ assurance that the pending demo­
cratic raids on the treasury would 

1 be defeated by a republican victory

in November would no doubt have 
the same effect in reviving all kinds 
of business.”

The former president declared 
that “ an early and timely word 
from the democratic candidate for 
president that he would reject the 
proposal to increase the national 
debt by $2,300,000.000 to pay a bonus 
would have been a great encourage­
ment to business, reduced unem­
ployment and guaranteed the in­
tegrity of the national credit. While 
he remained silent, economic re­
covery was measurably impeded.”

Mr. Coolidge declared that “ if in­
itiating proposals and securing their 
adoption constitutes leadership, 
President Hoover is a leader, and 
if saving this country from one im­
pending disaster .after another pro­
vides any basis for gratitude then 
President Hoover is entitled to 
gratitude.”

The loudest uproar from the 
crowd, stopping the former presi­
dent for several minutes, came with 
this remark :

“ President Hoover was not born 
to the enjoyment of generations of 
inherited wealth so that he could 
be educated by private tutors and 
sent through schools and universi­
ties. He was never carried into po­
litical office by the way of family 
influence. He has always had to 
depend on his name and reputa­
tion.”

Dallas asked for $220,000. Amounts 

requested by other cities were not

I Lightfoot said he was confident 
that the corporation would act as 
soon as possible.

Lightfoot said that if the request 
is granted in full, it will meet the 
relief need until Sept. 30, 1933.

FORT WORTH, Texas, Oct. 12.— 
With the depositing of $3,000,000 
in the U. S. Treasury by the Recon • 
struction Finance corporation yes­
terday to the credit of the finance 
account of the Regional Agricultur­
al Credit corporation of Fort Worth, 
the latter organization is now in 'a 
position to actually make loans.

A. E. Thomas, executive vice pres­
ident and manager of the local cor­
poration, which functions through­
out the state and operates branches 
at Houston and San Angelo, was ad­
vised by telegram from Washington 
that the $3,000,000 had been deposit­
ed.

He immediately wrote a check for 
$2,000,000 and sent it r,V special mes­
senger to the Federal Reserve bank 

_ in Dallas, in order that, this portion 
of the corporation’s capital can be 
earning interest until it is needed. 
Thomas estimated that $1,000,000 

Swill be sufficient to meet payment 
on what checks he expects to write 
for some time.

The telegram informing Thomas 
that the $3,000,000 capital has been 
paid in stated: “You may now pro­

ceed  to utilize these funds for loan 
disbursements only.” Other funds 
are td be provided for the expense 
of the corporation.

Approximately 100 applications for 
loans have already been received, it 
was said at headquarters of the cor­
poration and three have already 
been approved subject to inspections. 
Additional applications have been 
received at both the Houston and 
San Angelo branches.

“We are now ready to loan mon­
ey for cattle feeding and other ag­
ricultural purposes in instances 
where the usual sources of credit 
are hot available for good, sound 
loans.” Thomas said. “I mean by the 
usual sources, the local banks and 
other banking and loan companies.”

Just how long it will be before 
the first loan is actually made, 
Thomas was unable to'estimate, be­
cause he does not know what time 
the necessary inspections will re­
quire. .

He explained, however, that 'tlie 
corporation will move as rapidly,,as 
possible in the making of loans, but 
added that the necessary investiga­
tions Will take some time.

Checks in the making of loans 
«»ill be drawn on the U. S. Treasury. 
Signatures of those authorized "to 
draw these checks have already been 
forwarded to Washington.

But when Columbus sailed away 
from Europe four centuries ago, not 
so much was known about the sub­
ject as is known now. True, Colum­
bus knew that his compass needle 
pointed sligluiy east of true north; 
it had always done so since com­
passes were ■ introduced in Europe, 
which wasn’t so very long before.

As Columbus sailed westward, this 
eastern variation diminished. Just 
beyond the Azores it reached tlie 
point of “ no variation.” Then the 
needle began to point west of true 
north—and things began to hap­
pen.

“ Imagine the admiral’s surprise 
and the alarm of his superstitious 
and unlettered sailors,” says Profes­
sor See, “ when they found the com_ 
pass needie of the Santa Maria dev­
iating to the west of north. Under 
the alarm of the. sailors, which bid 
fair to develop into open mutiny, 
Columbus had to resort to an ex

Nothing as yet has been said of 
the prevention of prairie fires on 
our ranches. When the fire siren 
sounds three times, ranchers and 
business men of our city gather in 
great haste, collect brooms and other 
lire fighting material and rush to 
the pasture that is on fire. Often 
the lire is many miles from town. 
It is almost a disgrace for an able- 
bodied man to fail to attend such a 
fire in tlie Midland country. On ac­
count of the great distances and. the 
crude fire-fighting; paraphernalia, 

much damage is often done before 
the fire is brought under control

The rancher, unlike his town 
brother, can not carry insurance, 
and his investment in cattle and 
sheep is often many thousands of 
dollars.

Prairie fires do occur in summer, 
but more often in the fall or winter,, 
thereby destroying a whole year’s 
growth of grass and at the time 
it is most needed.

We have been blessed with an 
abundance of rain this fall, and the 
grass is very rank in most pastures. 
The fire prevention committee has 
suggested that ranchers might plow 
a few furrows around their pastures, 
where necessary. We ail should call 
tills menace to the attention of the 
new people in our midst, more espe­
cially the Jiunters who will be With 
us during the approaching open sea­
son.

He told them that tlie 
compass was acting all right, but 
that the Pole Star had shifted a 
little from its usual place.” 

Compass Ignored on Voyage
But Columbus secretly put more 

faith in the stars and the sun than 
he put in this new-fangled contrap­
tion, so he continued to steer his 
course by the former and went on 
to the West Indies. Had he followed 
his compass course—and compen­
sated, as therefore, for an instru­
ment pointing slightly east of true 
north (When it was now pointing 
slightly west of true north)— he 
would have gone far south of his 
course and landed in South Ameri­
ca.

The magnetic pole, roaming 
around its elliptical path, requires 
540 years for a complete trip, Pro­
fessor See has found. It circulates 
clock wise in a radius of about 13 
degrees, though the path is ellip­
tical, the diameters varying by 
about three degrees. It is so shift­
ing that at the present time Lon­
don has a west variation of about 
12 degrees. This is now rapidly de­
creasing and by 1986 it will vanish 
and Western Europe will again have 
an eastern variation, as it did in 
Columbus’ day.
