WASHINGTON, Feb. 17. (UP).— 
House passage of prohibition repeal 
was assured today by the Arkansas 
delegation vote of six to one to sup­
port the repeal amendment. The 
Arkansas vote would give the six 
needed ballots for approval of re­
submission to the states.

TEXAS CONVENTION 
BILL IN DRAFTING

AUSTIN, Feb. 17. (UP).—Repre­
sentative Anderson of San Antonio 
will draft a bill immediately provid­
ing a Texas convention for a vote 
on ratification of repeal of the 
eighteenth amendment if congress 
submits the question to the states.

John Henry Kirby, Houston wet 
leader, suggested 62 delegates at the 
convention, two from each state 
senatorial district.
SENATE SMASHES 
DRY OPPOSITION

WASHINGTON, Feb. 17.—By an 
astonishing majority the senate vot­
ed Thursday to kill the eighteenth 
amendment and sent a repeal reso­
lution to the house, where leaders 
confidently looked forward to ap­
proval no later than Monday.

Moving with a speed and force 
that was unforeseen, anti-prohibi­
tionists smashed dry lines apart to 
push the repealer through the sen­
ate by a 63 to 23 votes—five more 
than the two-thirds necessary.

It provides for submission to 
¿¿faite conventions for. ratification 
instead of to the legislatures and 
would protect dry states from 
liquor importations. Another ar­
ticle which would have placed a 
constitutional ban on return of the 
saloon was brushed aside as the 
senate rushed toward its historic 
vote after 13 years of prohibition.

In the house Speaker Garner 
promised action Monday under sus­
pension of the rules. He forecast 
approval of the legislation, which 
differs only on the point of pro­
tection for dry states from that 
which failed by, six votes in the 
house the opening- day of the ses­
sion.

Blanton, Texas democrat and as 
ardent a prohibitionist as Senator 
Sheppard, said he was convinced 
“ my party is selling its birthright 
for a mess of pottage.’’

“ It is a long way from a senate 
vote to repeal,” Blanton shouted.] 
“ I sincerely hope that the speaker 
ol this house is nevét going to try 
by a caucus, as newspapers say, to 
bind good democrats on a question 
of principle.

“This is a question of .principle. 
No. caucus can bind a man who 
wants -to stand on that.

Blanton said he was “ afraid” 
democrats soon would find them­
selves like the guests at the feast 
of Belshazzar, sitting at a banquet 
and seeing the handwriting on the 
wall.

A republican who is just as ar­
dent a wet—Schafer of Wisconsin 
—retorted “Blanton believes a plat­
form is only made to run on—then 
forget all- about it.” *

A democratic caucus to bind the 
party’s members to vote for the reso­
lution was called for today, and 
both the speaker and Representative 
Snell, the republican leader, said the 
votes would be ready.

Mrs. R. R. Tate, wife of the re­
cent proprietor of the Midland Boot 
& Saddle shop, died at Austin early 
Thursday morning- after an illness 
which had lasted for several weeks. 
She was taken to Austin from here 
last Monday and grew steadily 
worse.

Tate, who had remained in Mid­
land to complete the sale of his 
saddlery business, left here yester­
day upon receipt of the news. Fun­
eral services were expected to be held 
today.

The Tate family lived here for 
more than two years, coming from 
Bell county where he had operated 
a sheep aiid goat ranch. She had 
gone to Austin to the home of a 
daughter.

Mabry Bee Ware, 36, manager of 
the Postal Telegraph company, suc­
cumbed this morning at 7:30 in a 
Midland hospital. He had been op­
erated on about a week ago for ap­
pendicitis. His condition was crit­
ical when he was carried ,to the hos­
pital, his appendix having become 
dissociated from its intestinal con­
nection.

The body will be shipped to Min­
eral Wells tonight by the Ellis mor­
tuary, and funeral and burial serv­
ices will be held Sunday afternoon.

Ware was an ex-service man who 
saw nine months’ service in the 
trenches of France.

LEAGUE RAPS

GENEVA, Feb. 17, (UP).—The

did not regard Japan’s military ac­
tion as self defense.

Recommendations for settlement 
were: to establish a Manchurian 
government compatible with Chi­
nese sovereignty, withdrawal of 
of Japanese troops to a zone estab­
lished by treaty, non-recognition of 
the state of Manchuoukuo; strict 
observance of the league covenant, 
the anti-war pact, the nine power 
treaty and the assembly’s resolu­
tion of March 11 last year.

GENEVA, Feb. 17, (UP) .—Colum­
bia decided definitely today to in­
voke the League of Nations to cov ­
enant against Peru as result of the 
dispute over Leticia, river port.

$1.50 Crude Seen 
By Thompson Soon

TYLER, Feb. 17.—The prediction! 
that oil will sell for $1.5(1 per bar­
rel within 50 days was made Thurs -. 
dav by Ernest O. Thompson, state 
railroad commisisoner.

He said he based his prediction 
on the “growing scarcity of crude 
in East Texas and effectiveness of 
recent measures on the commission’s 
part in proration enforcement.

“If the big companies hold to the 
suggestion to take oil only from 
producers who sell them their en - 
tire output, crude will be even more 
scarce than at present—a situation 
which almost automatically would 
force the price of crude upward,” he 
said.

Queens Play Leap- 
Frog-W onder Who 

Will Be Fall Guy
Tabulation of votes in the race of 

high school nominees for annual 
queen, considered the greatest, hon­
or for girls offered during the school 
term, flamed to a new interest to­
day with the. announcement that 
leaders had started playing “leap­
frog” with each other.

Evelyn Phillips, whose lead was 
cut down and surpassed during the 
-past ' two days, came back with a 
substantial majority again today, 
showing a total of 1683 votes to 
1550 for Virginia Boone and 1185 
for Nell Wayne Carlisle. Closely 
grouped in the race for fourth and 
fifth places were Margaret Miles 
with 1116 and Eddie Blanche Cow- 
den with 1111.

A total of $74.03 had drifted into 
the till as a result of the voting, 
and the race has only begun. Dur­
ing the last three days of the an­
nual ' contest there is a tense at­
mosphere surrounding the voting 
places, with campaign .managers 
standing about hatching up coups 
calculated to outwit opposing candi­
dates, chances of copping the handi­
cap.

It is likely that 
speech will be throwri on the air by 
loud speakers. People are expect­
ing a “new deal” from Roosevelt, 
and Midland is giving the people 
of West Texas a new deal with the 
great inaugural sale.

The telephone was not answered 
at the Thomas residence this morn­
ing, Mrs. Thomas evidently having 
gone to her husband’s bedside.

Thomas is one of the most widely 
known oil men of the Permian basin 
of West Texas and New Mexico and 
has contracted numerous rigs over 
the basin.

WASHINGTON.— In yesterday’s 

! article I rashly agreed to discuss 
j today the cotton purchase law which 
! was recommended for passage by 
the unanimous vote of the senate 
committee on agriculture. That does 
not mean that it will necessarily be 
enacted into law at this session as 
it would first have to be passed by 
the senate and then referred -to the 
house for action.

Each of these proceedings may 
consume considerable time and pro­
bably more time than is left before 
this session expires, by limitation of 
time.

The bill as originally introduced 
provided for the purchase of ten 
million bales of cotton.

That provision and several others 
were stricken from the bill before 
the committee approved it.

The briefest way to show its terms 
is to quote the bill itself.

It follows:

“That there is hereby created in 
the department of agriculture a 
cotton board (hereinafter referred 
to as the board). Such -board shall 
consist of six members, to be ap­
pointed by the secretary of agri­
culture, all of which members shall 
be residents of the cotton-producing 
states and all of whom shall be 
qualified and experienced in either 
the purchasing, handling, or pro­
duction of cotton. The members of 
the board shall receive no compen­
sation for their services but shall 
be paid their actual and necessary 
expenses incurred in the perform­
ance of their duties. They shall hold 
office during the pleasure of the 
secretary of agriculture. *

“Sec. 2. The secretary of agri­
culture, the farm -board, and all 
other departments and agencies of 
the government are hereby direct­
ed—

“ (a) To sell to the said cotton 
board at such prices as may be 
agreed upon by the secretary of ag­
riculture and the board all cotton 
now owned by them.

“ (b) To take such action and to 
make such settlements as are neces­
sary in order to acquire full legal

title to all cotton on which money 
has been loaned or advanced, upon 
such terms as they may deem fair 
and just, and to sell this cotton 
also to the board in -the same man­
ner as Is provided in the preceding 
paragraph hereof.

“ Sec. 3. The board is also hereby 
authorized to acquire by purchase 
at the market price the cotton pre­
viously given by the government to 
the Red Cross society, for relief pur­
poses, and now being sold by that 
society.

“ Sec. 4. The -board shall also be 
authorized to acquire by purchase 
at the market value thereof any 
other cotton owned by the produc­
ers thereof in all cases in which 
such producers will agree in writ­
ing to reduce their acreage planted 
in cotton in the manner herein­
after set out.

“Sec. 5. The board shall have -au­
thority to borrow money upon all 
cotton in its possession or control 
and deposit as collateral for such 
lotas the warehouse receipts for 
such cotton.

“Sec. 6. The Reconstruction Fi­
nance corporation is hereby author­

HEDGE’S HEART 
INJURED SAYS 

LATE BULLETIN
The condition of Ben Hedges, 16- 

year-old Midland youth who was 
accidentally shot yesterday by an - 
other Midland youth, Reed Mercer, 
assumed a more serious aspect when 
a hospital report said the covering 
of his heart has been torn by the 
bullet in passing from the back to 
the left lung.

The bullet has not been removed. 
It . was feared that Hedge’s weakened 
condition would not allow of the 
operation for a few days.

He has a chance to recover, it was 
reported in a .2 o ’clock bulletin. 
Hedges was resting better than 
surgeons could have expected.

Hedges was shot by a .22 calibre 
pistol as Mercer shat at a rabbit 
which jumped up before four 
youths who were hunting in Bel­
mont addition. As Mercer fired, 
Hedges jumped out front in order 
to take a shot, the bullet striking 
him in the back.

Hitler to Visit
Premier Mussolini

Tlie body of a Midland, Michigan, 
man, identified as L. V. Styles, about 
38, was found in his hotel room here 
Thursday night, by hotel employes 
who -battered down his door after 
repeated knocks had failed to get a 
response.

A coroner’s verdict was delayed 
because of rather definite clues 
which might establish his death as 
unnatural.

A drinking glass in which were 
crystals of a strong astringent was 
found in the room. A doctor said 
death resulted- from poison in a solu­
tion made from this. Deatli appeared 
to have been several hours before.

Dr. John E-. Thomas, testifying- at 
an inquest held last night, said it 
was his belief the poison was taken 
through mistake. There was no oth­
er medicine in -the room, however, 
and the preparation had been ask- 
ea for by name when Styles bought 
it Tuesday at the Hotel pharmacy.

Styles had been morose since 
checking into the hotel Monday aft­
ernoon, hotel employes said. He was 
seen out o f his room only once, ac­
cording to Fletcher Curry, hotel 
manager, and then only briefly.

“His accustomed cheerfulness was 
noticeably lacking,” Curry said. 
“Whereas lie generally stops by the 
desk and talks a few minutes, he 
apparently did not notice when I 
waved at him as he went to the 
elevator, and made no sign of rec­
ognition. That wan Tuesday after­
noon.”

A crumpled telegram in a waste­
basket from the firm he represents 
‘hr-Michigan, the- -Dow Chemical - 
company, Inc., explained that due 
to the eight-day moratorium declar­
ed by Michigan banks no money 
could -be sent him. The telegram 
was dated 5:28 on the 15th, Wednes­
day. Bell boys who knew him well 
From other visits from Midland had 
expressed concern over his failure 
to leave -the hotel for food. About 
a dollar in change was all the mon­
ey found in his pockets during the 
inauest.

Concern crystallized late Thurs­
day after a higher official of the 
Dow company, T. S. Cummins of 
Fort Worth, -tried to get in com­
munication with Styles over long­
distance telephone. As there was no 
telephone connection in Styles’ 
room, bell boys were sent to have 
him come down to the lobby phone. 
Continual rapping failed to get any 
response, and Curry ordered -the 
door broken in. The body was found 
stretched out on a bed.

Coroner B. C. Girdley traced the 
telephone call to Cummins and 
found that Mrs. Styles was regis­
tered at -the Blackstone hotel, Fort 
Wortfii. Girdley informed her. -by 
phone of the death of her husband 
and she grew hysterical while talk­
ing. She was expected here some­
time this afternoon to make ar­
rangements for burial. The -body is 
held at the Ellis mortuary.

LONDON, Feb. 17, (UP).—Adolf 
Hitler, German chancellor and 
facisti leader, plans to visit Musso­
lini, facist preinier of Italy, after 
the German elections March 5, he 
announced.

STYLES CAME HERE 
FROM RANKIN HOTEL

Styles registered at the Midland 
hotel late Monday afternoon, hav­
ing been driven here, by a boy from 
Rankin. He had been registered at 
a Rankin hotel for -two weeks, dur­
ing which time he had been treat­
ing oil wells of that area.

Curry said Styles is an engineer 
of his company, which manufactures 
acid for dissolving of limestone in 
wells when the porous structure -be­
comes clogged with -paraffin.

He had been to Midland twice 
before, the first time in December.

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THE W H Y OF LOST JOBS

— A-Why do white-collar workers get fired from their 
jobs?

Right now, of course, the general depression is the big 
reason. But in more ordinary, times a worker can usually 
expect to keep his job as long as he is competent and 
faithful; and a recently-issued Boston University bulletin 
analyzing the turnover in white-collar workers contains 
some interesting findings.

The bulletin is based on a study of 76 business con­
cerns which normally employ about 50,000 clerical work­
ers, and which have to release about 4000 of them every 
year. It finds that nearly -90 per cent of these men are 
let go because they lack the proper character traits; that 
is, they are lazy, or dishonest, or inattentive, or disloyal, 
or lacking in force and ambition. The other 10 per cent 
of discharges arise because of lack of specific skills among 
the men released.

ized and directed to advance money 
and to make loans to the board in 
such amounts and upon such terms 
as may be agreed upon by ithe 
board and the Reconstruction Fi­
nance corporation, with such ware­
house receipts as collateral secur­
ity.

“Sec. 7. The secretary of agricul­
ture, under such rules and regula­
tions as he may prescribe, is here­
by authorized and directed to en­
ter into contracts with the produc­
ers of cotton to sell to every such 
producer an amount of cotton, in 
the hands of the board equivalent 
in amount to the amount of reduc­
tion in production of cotton by such 
producer below the amount produc­
ed by him in the preceding crop 
year, in all cases where such pro­
ducer agrees in writing to reduce 
the amount of cotton produced by 
him in the previous year by not 
less than 30 per centum, without 
increase in fertilization per acre.

“To every such producer so agree­
ing to reduce production the sec­
retary of agriculture shall deliver 
an option contract agreeing to sell 
to said producer an amount of cot­
ton equivalent to the amount of his 
estimated reduction of the cotton 
in the possession and control of the 
board.

“The producer is to have the op­
tion to buy said cotton at its mar­
ket value bn the day of the execu­
tion of his agreement to reduce his 
production and is to have the right 
at any time up to the 15th day of 
August, 1933. to exercise his option, 
upon proof that he has complied 
with his contract and with all the 
rules and regulations of the secre­
tary of agriculture with respect 
thereto, by taking said cotton upon 
payment by him of his option price 
and all actual carrying charges on 
such cotton; or the board may sell 
such cotton for the account of such 
producer, paying him the excess of 
the market price at the date of sale 
over the market price at the date 
of his contract after deducting all 
actual and necessary carrying- 
charges: Provided. That in no event 
shall the producer be held respon­
sible or liable for loss incurred in 
the holding of such cotton or on 
account of the carrying charges

j therein. .
“ Sec. 8. The board shall sell the 

cotton held by it at its discretion.
“Sec. 9. The secretary of agricul­

ture is hereby authorized and di­
rected to make all necessary rules 
and regulations and to employ such 
officers and employes as are 'neces­
sary to execute the provisions., of 
this and the eight immediately pre­
ceding sections.”

You will observe that all cotton 
held by the farm board or any other 
governmental agency, and also all 
cotton previously given to the Red 
Cross, is to be sold to a cotton board 
which the bill creates.

Such sales shall be “at such prices 
as may be agreed upon by the sec­
retary of agriculture and the cot­
ton board.” You will observe that 
no reference is made to prevailing- 
market prices at the time the sale 
is consummated.

There is a grant of power to the 
secretary and the board which might 
well cause pause for thought. Para­
graph B of Section 2 not only au­
thorizes but mandatorily directs the 
secretary of agriculture, the farm 
board and all other departments and 
agencies of the government to ac­
quire full legal title to all cotton 
on which, money has been loaned or 
advanced and to sell this cotton to 
the cotton board. They are to buy 
it on such terms “as they may deem 
fair and just" and sell it 'to the 
board at a price mutually agreed on 
by them and the board. (See sub 
Sec. A).

In Section 4 we find the first ref­
erence to market value, but that 
applies onlv to cotton owned by the 
producers thereof who may sell it 
to the board at the market price 
by agreeing to reduce their acre­
age planted in cotton by 30 per cent 
as compared with the previous 
year.

You will observe that the RFC is 
authorized and directed to make 
loans to the^cotton board with ware­
house receipts as collateral security. 
Had the words “ and directed” been 
omitted the RFC might exercise its 
discretion as to whether or not such 
loans could be made, but the only 
manner in which that government 
agency could avoid the making of 
the loans would be through failure 
to agree with the cotton board on 
the terms of the loans.'

Section 7 should be read with 
great care. Under this section the 
secretary of agriculture must enter 
into an option contract with each 
producer who agrees “ to reduce the 
amount of cotton produced by him 
in the previous year by not less than 
30 per centum without increase in 
fertilization per acre.” Note well the 
last six words, for never before in 
history did a government propose to 
reward a farmer for incompeten­
cy.

It was evidently intended that the 
producer should be required to re­
duce his acreage 30 per cent in or­
der to make him eligible to receive 
an option contract but the law does 
not say so.

With apologies to my brethren in 
the legal profession. I would say 
that the law is so loosely drawn as 
to suggest that it was written by a 
lawyer.

Having heard the bill discussed 
by its author in the committee, I 
know that the object sought is to 
reward the cotton farmer who re­
duces his acreage sown to cotton 
this year by 30 per cent by giving 
him without cost an option at the 
market price on the date of the op­
tion on the same number of bales 
as it is estimated the eliminated 
acreage would otherwise produce.

Put in phraseology of the street, 
if John Doe of Midland county pro­
duced 10 bales in 1932 from 30 acres 
he might, if this bill becomes a law, 
agreed to produce only 7 bales in 
1933. There is no doubt it is intend­
ed that he should reduce his 30 
acres 30 per cent -which would limit 
him to 21 acres hi 1933. Sec. 4 makes 
the 30 per cent acreage agreement 
necessary to sell to the cotton 
board, but Sec. 7 does not specify 
acreage reduction in order to get 
the optional contract.)

Mr. Doe. having agreed to reduce 
his production to the extent of three 
bales, may now go to the secretary 
of agriculture and get an option 
contract to buy three bales of co t-1 
ton at whatever the market price 
of cotton is on that date. Assum­
ing that the bill should pass at this 
session, the secretary of agriculture 
probably would have the necessary 
machinery and organization ready 
to function and issue these options 
to the hundreds of -thousands of 
cotton growers by May 1. 1933. Thai 
is assuming a speed about 100 times 
as great as some governmental ag­
encies have shown in the past.

Let us say that John Doe gets 
his option May 1 on three bales at 
7 cents per pound. He takes the 
option contract home and puts it 
away. Should cotton advance to 10 
cents a pound anytime between May 
1 and Aug. 15, 1933, he may go to 
the cotton board and get three

bales of cotton by paying 7 cents 
per pound plus carrying charges. 
In practice, of course, what he 
would do would be to ask the board 
■to sell three bales for his account 
and pay him the difference between 
his purchase price and the .selling 
price, less carrying charges.

It is not quite as simple as that 
in practice. For instance, on July 
1 cotton may be 9 cents. On July 
20 it may be 11 cents and. if it is, 
he congratulates himself that he 
did not sell too soon and decides 
to ride it through to Aug. 15, but 
with that perversity which so often 
prevails in the affairs of men on 
Aug. 15 the price has slumped to 
6 cents and his option is laid away 
among his souvenirs. That is what 
I meant yesterday in saying the bill 
would change many good cotton 
growers into bum cotton brokers.

For what little my opinion is 
worth. I consider the bill worse than 
useless and an impediment to effec­
tive farm relief. Before the option 
contracts are ready to sign the in­
evitable market manipulations will 
have deprived the farmer of any 
probability of profit through its 
terms.
