School System Leads 
Hogan’s Writings 
Defends Schools

There are few people in West 
Texas who have not heard at least 
kidirectly of the Midland school 

system, but few people living in 
Midland know the school is more 
fully accredited with the state uni­
versity than numerous systems of 
much greatest West Texas towns. A 
glance into a recent bulletin shows 
the following order in regard to af ­
filiated units of various schools: 
Midland, San Angelo, Lubbock, 
Sweetwater, Big Spring, Colorado, 
Ballinger, Fort Stockton, Lamesa, 
Odessa, McCamey, Marfa, Pecos, 
Alpine, Stanton and Wink.

Midland has 38 fully accredited 
units, San Angelo 37, Lubbock 36%, 
Sweetwater 34, Big Spring 32, Col­
orado 32, Ballinger 30. Fort Stock • 
ton 29%, Lamesa 28%, Odessa 27, 
McCamey 26%, Marfa 25%, Pecos 
25, Alpine 23, Stanton 22% and 
Wink 22%.

When it is realized that there are 
961 accredited high schools in the 
state, there arc two significant 
matters found in the bulletin. Out 
of only four high schools in Texas, 
Midland is one school to boast of 
three units in music, the others be­
ing El Paso. San Antonio, and Port 
Arthur high schools; and, out of 
only 20 high schools having four 
units in Spanish, Midland is listed 
along with Alamo Heights (San An ­
tonio), Alice, Austin, Benevides, 
Brownsville, Corpus Christi, Dallas, 
Eagle Pass, El Paso, Holding insti­
tute (Laredo), Houston, Laredo. 
Lubbock, McKinney, Radford 
.school for girls (El Paso), San Ati- 
Aonio, Victoria and Villa Maria

With this issue, readers will find 
articles written by T. S. Hogan, f i ­
nancier, ex-senator from Montana, 
oil man and broker, as a regular 
feature of The Reporter-Telegram 
as long as Mr. Hogan remains in 
Washington. One of President-elect 
Roosevelt’s right-hand-men was as­
sociated with Mr. Hogan when the 
latter was a senator in Washington 
from Montana and other national 
leaders are strong friends of the 
Midland man. Mr. Hogan writes 
with a lucidity and ease that should 
insure his being, read by everyone, 
and it will be found that his experi ­
ences in the national hall give him 
an admirably clear perspective, as 
well as a clear inside, on national 
trends.

Which calls to mind a letter to 
Mr. Hogan Saturday from Senator 
Wheeler of Montana, a copy of 
which was sent by Sen. Wheeler to 
The Reporter-Telegram, in which 
the Montana leader asks Mr. Hogan 
to enlist support of Texas to his bill 
to establish a bimetallic system cf 
currency, employing gold and silver, 
to fix the relative value of gold and 
silver, to provide for free coinage 
of silver as well as gold, and for 
other purposes. He asks that the 
proportional value of silver to gold 
in all coins which are by law cur • 
rent as money within the United 
States shall be as sixteen to one, ac­
cording to quantity by weight, of 
pure silver or pure gold; that is -to 
say, every sixteen pounds weight of 
pure silver shall be of equal value 
in all payments with one pound 
weight of pure gold, and so in pro­
portion as to any greater or less 
quantities of the respective metals' 
that there shall be free coinage o f  
both gold and silver, at the ratio 
fixed in the act, subject to the con­
ditions and limitations now provid­
ed by law with respect to the coin­
age of gold; and all laws of the 
United States relating to such coin ­
age or to recoinage, exchange or 
conversion of coin, bars or bullion 
of gold, shall apply equally, so far 
as practicable to silver; that the 
dollar consisting of twenty -five and 
eight-tenths grains of gold nine ■ 
tenths fine, shall be the standard 
unit of value, and all forms of mon­
ey issued or coined by the United 
States shall be maintained at a par­
ity of value with this standard, and 
it shall be the duty of the. secre­
tary of the treasury to maintain 
such parity.

HAAG TO OFFER 
RESOLUTION VS. 

CAMP’S MOVING

AUSTIN.—Protest against the re 
moval of troops and the disband­
ment of Camp D. A. Russell at Mar­
fa will be made in the form of a 
resolution to be offered before the 
house this week by Representative 
B. Frank Haag, of the 88th district. 
The resolution to urge the retention 
of Camp Russell will also contain 
a commendation for Senator Tom 
Connally and Congressman R. E. 
Thomason, both of whom have been 
working in the interests of the camp 
at Washington.

All horses were sold at Camp Rus­
sell, the unit motorized, and, fol­
lowing instructions of the war de­
partment, all troops were moved to 
Kentucky last week.

“ Removal of these troops will 
leave a large area of Texas unpro­
tected along the Mexican border,” 
Representative Haag declared in 
speaking of the resolution. “Most of 
the border' country in the vicinity 
of Marfa is rather wild - and hilly, 
and bandits might decide to make 
trouble a any moment, now that the 
troops are no longer present to serve 
as a deterrent. Disbandment of the 
camp also causes an unforeseen eco­
nomic hardship on the town of Mar­
fa. I firmly believe that Camp D. A. 
Russell should be reinstated and 
kept in operation as it has always 
been.”

Most studies point 
to the curve of rising taxes and they 
recommend drastic reductions in ail 
forms of taxes as the only remedy, 
but they give little attention to fix ­
ing the responsibility for the pres­
ent financial dilemma. And since 
higher education is the most tangi­
ble evidence of extravagance, this 
form of expenditures is made the 
goat of all our calamities. But I 
submit that boys and girls who have 
only one chance at an educatu

WASHINGTON.—These days are 

charged with explosive possibilities. 
No one can accurately predict the 
extent of the basic changes that 
will be wrought in our political and 
economical structure within the 
next 12 months. What congress 
shall do within the next year vital­
ly affects not only this nation but 
the whole world. The questions be ■ 
fore it pressing for solution are 
many and complex.

What about the farm problem?
What relief for unemployment?
What answer to the question of

mortgage indebtedness, now swollen 
to 44 billion dollars, against the 
farms and other real estate of the 
nation—the interest and amortiza­
tion of which is clearly unpayable 
and which has already dispossessed 
about one-half of thè farm popu­
lation and an even greater percent­
age of the erstwhile urban home 
owners?

What of the railroads and other 
transportation systems rapidly ap­
proaching complete insolvency in 
spite of the hundreds of millions of 
dollars poured into them by the 
Reconstruction Finance corpora­
tion?

What about the collapse of the 
gold standard as a sufficient medi­
um of international exchange and 
the burden it lays on debtors at 
home and abroad by multiplying rhe 
amount of commodities required to 
pay the debts in dollars that have 
appreciated in value?

What can be done to recapture 
our foreign commerce heretofore 
sacrificed by ill-considered tariff 
laws which have resulted in retali­
ation against our commerce in al­
most every part of the world?

How to remodel a banking system 
so disastrously unsound that under 
it 10,000 banks have failed within

10 years, and in addition the bank­
ing fraternitv has seduced the trust­
ful people into investing billions uf 
dollars in foreign and domestic se­
curities of little or no value?

How to adjust the social and eco • 
nomic life of the nation so that in­
vention and mechanical improve­
ment will no longer oppress us with 
unemployment and poverty but in­
stead will give us a more secure and 
abundant life?

In addition to these major prob ■ 
lems there are many important, but 
minor problems; siich as prohibi­
tion, balancing the budget, veterans’ 
relief, foreign debts, etc

The welfare of the nation hinges 
upon the answers to these questions 
which the incoming administration 
and congress shall make.

Even among the so -called busi • 
ness leaders there are few' so dumb 
that they do not realize that indj - 
vidual initiative is powerless in 
these chaotic conditions. No agency 
short of the government has the 
power to bring order, discipline and 
progress out of the maze of conflict­
ing interests involved in this situ­
ation.

Even the national government 
itself is tremendously handicapped

CO.. The people of the Emerald Isle have played such an 
'important part in the history of both the Old and New 
'.Worlds that the eyes of all the nations are focused on the 
.campaign which is to culminate in general elections 
throughout the Irish Free State on January 25. For the 
issue is not merely one between the parties but between 
two fundamentally different political philosophies, and 
the. victory of either must vitally 'affect the Free State’s 
position in the world.

Ireland is at present almost exclusively agricultural. 
It has gained its livelihood by selling its foodstuffs in 
England, buying manufactured goods with the proceeds. 

-The real question before the Irish people is whether they 
¿want to go on developing from their old traditional basis,
Z or to try to make their country economically self-sufficient.

Looking in the direction of self-sufficiency are the
- Fianria Fail Party of Eamon de Valera and, in the back- 
I ground, a small but well-organized band of extreme lie- 
<• publicans. Looking in. the other direction are the Cumann 
Ina nGaedheal Party under William T. Cosgrave and the 
“ new National Party under Mr. Frank MacDermot, presi- 
-dent of the Farmers and Rate Payers League.

The policy of self-sufficiency involves cutting adrift j 
¿from the British Commonwealth of Nations, with all that 
a this means for impoverishment of opportunity; use of a 
rhigh tariff wall to foster industry; a change over from
- mainly pastoral farming to one wherein tillage plays at 
“ least as much a part as grazing; the closing of many ave- 
-rnues now open for the surplus products and population of 
I the country.

The opposite policy means early reconciliation with 
-Britain on the basis contained in membership in the Brit­
is h  Commonwealth; concentration of effort on improving 
-existing methods of farming instead of turning to new 
2ones; abandonment of the new policy of indus-trializa- 
-tion.
Z While the country is hovering between two such wide­
l y  differing systems, it is certain there can be no stability 
Lin the Irish Free State. The last ten months have shown 
"•this beyond possibility of dispute. Everything Mr. Cos- 
"grave had been laboriously building up during the pre- 
■vio.us ten years Mr. de Valera has been busy pulling down. 
And Mr. Cosgrave has intimated that if he is returned on 
January 15 he will at once start to undo everything Mr. 
de Valera has been doing in the last ten months.

De Valera’s new industries will get no one to finance 
them while there is the possibility that a fresh general 
.election will remove the tariff, without which they can­
not hope to show a profit. Conversely, the Irish Free State 
cannot take the best advantage of any bargain Cosgrave 
may drive with Britain if it knows the whole basis of that 
bargain may be shattered by the return to power of de 
Valera.

If the Irish Free State wants to be self-sufficing, it 
must take a plunge. De Valera induced it to immerse first 
one toe when he removed the oath of allegiance to King 
George from the statute book last summer. He is now in­
viting it to moisten another by making abolition of the of­
fice of Governor-General a main plank in his election plat­
form. He evidently hopes this will result in the coun­
try’s being pushed by Britain into a flowing tide of repub­
licanism. Britain is not likely to do that, but it will cer­
tainly do something— something neither de Valera nor the 
Irish people will like.

Mrs. Ruth Snow Phinney of Dal­
las, for many years chief clerk of 
the house of representatives, has 
compiled a list giving occupations of 
members.

Farmers come next to the law­
yers numerically. A farm bloc of 
24, composed only of. those with 
farming as their chief vocation 
could be assembled, in the house. 
Two of the senators include farm­
ing with other occupations.

George C. Hester, professor of 
government at Southwestern uni­
versity, Georgetown, and writer of 
government topics, is a member ol 
the house which lias also 11 teach­
ers on the roll. Senator Julian Greer 
of Elkhart is a teacher by profes­
sion.

House membership includes ten 
merchants; six students, five of 
them talcing law; five insurance 
men; four real estate men; four 
salesmen; three editors and pub­
lishers; three oil men; three drug­
gists; two ranchmen; two bankers; 
two ministers; a printer; a musi­
cian; a music dealer; a dentist; a 
lease broker; an abstractor; an ad­
vertising man; a decorator; it fun­
eral director; a railroad engineer, 
and two men who have retired from 
business.

Besides the 20 lawyers and a 
teacher, two senators list farming 
and three “ business” as their voca­
tions. Other members give their vo­
cations as: physician, cattle and 
loans, cotton buyer, banker, editor 
and publisher, and life , insurance.

Several members list more than 
one vocation so the totals are seem­
ingly at variance with the total 
membership.

Rep. O. F. Chastain of Eastland 
offsets one of the double business 
announcers. He lists no occupation. 
Blanks afe left also for Ben Cathey 
of Quitman and E. B. Barrett of 
Leonard.

There are but two women legis­
lators. One is Hep. Sarah T. Hughes 
of Dallas and the other Senator 
Margie Neal of Carthage.

DOG SAVES HIM

PARIS. (UP).—The cigaret is 100 
years old, but the conditions of its. 
birth are- so obscure that the world 
is not celebrating its'Centennial. In­
directly, smokers will toast its 100 
years by smoking 2,000,000 tons of 
cigarets this year.

Like many another famous inven­
tion, the cigaret’s creation was due 
to an accident. The generally ac­
cepted .story is that it was born in 
1822, during the siege of Saint Jean 
d’Acre by the troops of Ibrahim Pa ­
cha, Viceroy of Egypt.

Legend says tnat the Egyptian 
soldiers-were faced by an emergen­
cy. A camel caravan had brought a 
great quantity of Turkish tobacco, 
but another caravan loaded With 
pipes had been captured by the 
Turks. The soldiers had plenf”  of 
tobacco and wanted to smoke, but 
in the absence of pipes, were oblig­
ed to find a substitute.

An officer solved the problem by 
rolling a pinch of tobacco in a piece 
oi tissue paper and enjoyed the 
smoke. The news spread over the » 
camp and those who could not find 
tissue paper used a type India .pa­
per.

The French tobacco monopoly r 
administration, without verifying 
that picturesque legend, admits that 
the cigaret came to Europe from ..the 
Near East, carried back by naviga­
tors. As far as France is concern­
ed, the oldest official document is 
an order signed by Louis-Philippe 
on Oct. 22, 1843, which authorizes 
the royal factory to manufacture 
cigarets.

Less than 20 years later, France 
smoked 7,400,000 cigarets a year. 
Last year, Frenchmen smoked 18,-
351.659.000 cigarets, corresponding to
18.000 tons of tobacco.

Outside Action

gue. Under this, Great Britain, 
France, Germany, Belgium and It-' 
aly gave each other mutual guar­
antees against aggression. Present 
frontiers between Belgium and 
France and Germany were guaran­
teed.

Another important independent 
step was the Kellogg-Briand -pact 
of 1928, which came of American 
initiative. By it, 59 signatory na­
tions agreed to renounce war.

Despite t h e s e  independent 
achievements, the league has been 
an important factor in interna­
tional affairs and in furthering 
peace. Many -times it has played 
the part of an international fire 
department in quenching out­
breaks in Europe before the 
Names could spread to dangerous 
proportions.

Experts unfamiliar with Texas po­
litical history must have written a 
first draft of the recent report of 
the joint legislative committee on 
reorganization of state government.

This first draft, changed before 
issuance, advocated appointment of 
the attorney generaL The report 
suggests it, but the first draft de­
clared the only reason the office 
was made elective was in order that 
the attorney general might be a 
check on the governor’s office. The 
report points out as they are elect­
ed on the -same ticket, this could 
not be expected to work out.

Those remembering -the Ferguson- 
Moody clash and the recent Fergu- 
son-Allred disagreements would have 
smiled if the report had gone 
through unamended.

The writer apparently had in mind 
states where the election fight is be­
tween republican and democratic 
tickets and not Texas, where the 
i-eal fight is in the democratic pri­
mary.

Net result of the adoption of the 
recommendations, as pointed out by 
one cynic, would be to make all offi­
cers not now appointed by the gov­
ernor, appointive by him and re­
lease tile state auditor, one of the 
few now appointed by the governor, 
from such appointment.

LONDON.— Thirteen years after 

Woodrow Wilson’s lofty idealism | 
gave to the world the League of Na- ! 
tions, which now links 57 countries 
into a brotherhood designed to pro­
mote peace and end war for ail 
time, this organization faces the 
gravest test in its history.

Cn Jan. 16, 1920, the league of­
ficially. came into being when the 
council of nations met for the first 
time. On Jan. 16, 1933, Japan’s de­
fiance of the league by the seizure 
of Chinese territory in Manchuria 
will approach a show-down. A Com­
mittee of Nineteen, which the lea­
gue has appointed to seek an ami­
cable solution to this crisis, is due 
to resume sessions on that date aft­
er a holiday recess.

Time after time the league has 
enforced its peace demands against 
small nations. Whether it can com­
pel a major power like Japan to 
obey is the question now. Thus far, 
the league’s diplomats have side­
stepped gingerly, hoping to effect a 
peaceful solution without a show­
down. Prospects for an agreement 
are beginning to fade; Japan stands 
firm on her invasion of Manchuria 
and threatens to resign from the 
league if its action goes against her. 
Nothing- in recent years has so great­
ly menaced the peace of the world.

The league bands together prac­
tically every important nation in 
the world except Russia and the 
United States. Though it was Wood 
row Wilson’s child, it was orphaned 
by the U. S. Senate when it refused 
to ratify American participation . . . 
and Wilson died, a broken man.

And what has the' record been in 
these 13 years?
Nations' Dues Are Due

Numerically, the league is strong­
er today than it has ever been, with 
57 nations enrolled. During the past 
vear it gained Turkey and the little 
kingdom of Iraq as members. It

stands to lose Mexico, which has an 
nounced notice of withdrawal be­
cause of lack of funds. Italy at one 
time threatened to quit, but Mus­
solini has since declared his inten­
tion to remain.

Financially, the league is weak 
for the reason that a third of the 
member-nations are behind in their 
dues. For example, a recent report 
showed that China and Peru had 
not paid a cent to the league in 
eight years; that China owed near­
ly $2,000,000. Nevertheless, the. lea­
gue enters 1933 with an ipereased 
budget.

Internationally, the league has 
had its share of fair successes and; 
some great failures. Its successes; 
have come mostly in dealing with 
small nations.

The pessimists say the future, 
of the league depends on how it 
handles the question of disarma­
ment and the grave question of Ja­
pan’s actions in Manchuria, with 
possibilities that either matter 
may bring serious results.
The Optimistic View

The optimists, among them fam­
ed General Jan Smuts of South Af­
rica, predict for the league expand­
ing- power and influences. Sir Eric' 
Drummond, who served as the lea­
gue’s secretary-general from its’ in­
ception until he recently retired in 
favor of Joseph Avenol’ of France, 
says:

“The league has definitely and 
greatly grown in strength—that is 
to say. its hold on public opinion 
throughout the world and on gov­
ernments and administrations thru 
which public opinion acts.”

Looking at the matter without 
prejudice, it probably would be 
nearer the truth t.o Say that the 
great powers use the league when 
it is convenient, while the small 
powers cling to it desperately in the 
hope that it may evolve into some­
thing like the dream of its found-

] ers.
As it stands today, the league 

J membership includes all of Eu- 
j rope except Russia; all of Latin- 
I America except Brazil. Costa Rica 
and Ecuador (with Argentina ap­
parently half in and half out); all 
of Asia except Afghanistan and 
the Hedjaz and all of Africa except 
Egypt.

The executive council is compos­
ed of 14 members, five of whom rep­
resent the great powers and have 
permanent memberships. One per­
manent seat was reserved originally 
for the United States. The council 
now has as permanent members thej 
British empire, France, Germany. 
Italy and Japan. The other nine 
members of the council are elected 
by the assembly. In the assembly, 
every member nation is represented 
by three delegates, but each nation 
has only one vote.
Its Cost

Rules for the formation, scope and 
conduct of t!«e organization all were 
laid down in President Wilson’s 
Covenant, which was made an inte­
gral part of the Treaty of Ver­
sailles.

The league has a vast secretariat 
or permanent staff of more than 
500 persons. In addition to peace 
measures, it deals with humanita­
rian and health measures on a 
world-wide basis. Its permanent seat 
is in Geneva, where it is to be hous­
ed soon in a fine series of new 
buildings, some of the money for 
which was supplied by John D. 
Rockefeller. Jr.

Since its beginning the league has 
i spent some $40,000,000. Each nation 
j is allocated a share of the annual 
budget, on the basis of units. The

HEALTH QUESTIONS

Question: Will you give me your 

opinion of baby pacifiers—do they 
really cause adexxoids?

Answer: I find no scientific con­
firmation of the statement that 
“mouth pacifiers”—if that is what 
you mean—produce adenoids but 
pacifiers are not recommended to 
stop the crying of infants. Anything 
continually sucked or chewed by a 
baby has a tendency to deform the 
budding teeth or the upper or lower 
jaw.

Question: That my little girl three 
years old is unusually backward in 
talking is quite a worry to me. Such 
few words as she uses are poorly 
pronounced. Is this any sign that 
she has poor mental powers?

Answer: The popular belief that 
children who do not learn to talk 
at the normal age are mentally de­
fective is responsible for much un­
warranted anxiety. While it is true 
that disordered speech may be an 
early symptom of mental defect— 
speech development may be delay­
ed as late as 9 years of 'age in chil­
dren otherwise perfectly noi-mal.

Partial deafness may sometimes 
be the cause of speech defect. Most 
deaf mutes have perfectly normal 
speech organs but do not exercise 
them because of their inability to

Consolidations Not 
Favored by Studes

DENTON.—Twelve hundred girls, 
between the ages of 1C and 22, de ­
manded a sqjjare deal from the 
state of Texas when they recently 
met in mass assembly and adopted 
resolutions opposing consolidation .of 
the Texas State College for Wom­
en (CIA) with any other institu­
tion.

In one of the most spirited meet ­
ings in the -history o f the -college, 
class officers and ex-students re­
viewed the history of CIA. its pur ­
pose of establishment, achievement 
in the .30 years of organization, con ­
tinued maintenance of high ideals 
and standards of scholarship, and 
the right of women today for equal 
and fair opportunities of education. 
- High paints in the formal resolu­
tions which are to be sent to tiro 
governor, lieutenant-governor and 
the house of representatives include 
unanimous favor for the mainte­
nance of the College of Industrial 
Arts as independent senior state 
college for women; belief that the 
proposed consolidation would be 
subversive of the best interests of 
the womanhood of Texas, as de­
structive to the educational system 
of Texas and as a grievous injus­
tice to the people of Texas.

Much of the sentiment of the 
meeting was based on the fact that 
CIA, as the only state-supported 
womenls college in Texas, is in no 
sense of the word a local institution 
nor does the college belong to any 
one particular social or eoonomic 
class. Students from every section 
of the state, more than 200 Texas 
counties, are in attendance. They 
come from the homes of the poor 
and the rich: and their parents are 
connected with every worth-white 
vocational interest in the state.

For the 
year ending August 31, 1933, there 
was appropriated from this amount 
the sum of approximately $6,134,000 
for the support of the state Institu­
tions of higher learning. In round 
numbers this is 8 per cent. If ad 
the institutions of higher learning 
in Texas were abolished, the stale 
would save 8 oer cent of the $75,- 
568.373.06. or $6,134,000.

Of this $75,568,373.06. one-third 
is ad valorem taxes, or approxi­
mately $25,000,000. Assuming tilt- 
last state ad valorem tax of 69 
cents, one-third of the 8 per cent 
would be saved to the ad valorem 
funci. It i.s therefore apparent that 
if all the institutions of higher 
learning \v>l.'e abolished, the tax 
payer whose property is valued a:! 
$50,000 would save a total on all . 
taxes of $8.97; the tax payer whose I 
property is valued at $10,000 would 
save $1.79; while the tax payer 
whose property is valued at $5.000 
would save 89 cents. Perhaps $2,500 
is close to the mean of all the tax ­
paying citizens of Texas. If all the 
institutions of higher learning in 
Texas were abolished, the average 
citizen would then save a total of 
44Va cents a year in taxes. With the 
contemplated reduction of 20 per 
cent to 25 per cent, all these totals 
would be reduced in proportion.

Taxes must be reduced, but any 
detailed and accurate study of tax­
es in Texas, both as to the amounts 
levied and the application of these 
taxes, will reveal that the burden 
of taxes cannot in any appreciable 
degree be charged to the institutions 
of higher learning. Moreover, Re­
search Bulletin Vol. VII, “Can the 
State Afford to Educate Its Chil­
dren?” Nc. I, January, 1929, shows 
that Texas is below the average of 
progressive states in the amount 
spent upon, higher education.

Institutions of higher learning 
stimulate college attendance and net 
academic and culture standards in 
sections where they are located. 
The Big Bend of Texas is a little 
empire within itself, and this entire 
area from San Angelo to the Rio 
Grande has profited immeasurably 
by the establishment of a firs.t- 
ciass college west of the Pecos. Sul 
Ross is 413 miles by rail from Lub­
bock, 430 from Sari Marcos and 227 
from El Paso. It has an A-l rat­
ing in the leading standardizing 
agencies of the country, and has the 
most unique location of any college 
in Texas. A recent authoritative 
study shows that its p i ' capita 
cost on a 12-months’, basis was low­
er than the per capita cost at three 
other state teachers colleges in 
Texas and lower than seven state 
institutions of higher learning all 
told.

For the current session the rec­
ords in the registrar's office show 
that 13 students are enrolled at Sul 
Ross from Ft. Stockton, 12 from 
Rankin, 7 from Midland, 8 from 
Maria, 6 from Del Rio, 6 from 
Uvalde, 5 from Eldorado, 4 from 
Lamesa, 6 from McCamey, 6 from 
Pecos, 5 from El Paso, 4 from Mar ­
athon, and 1 to 3 from practically 
every town in this extensive sec­
tion. Incidentally, the enrollment 
for the present long session is the 
largest in the history of the insti­
tution.
