Major General Luttle Brown, chief
of army enginters, told congress
that an industrial development
could be launched with that navi-
gable stretch of river to yield mil-

lions of tons of water freight. He
foresaw an ultimate power develop-
ment costing $1,200,000,000 and pro-
ducing three hillion kilowatts of
power at a 'cost of four and one-
third mills, a record low figure.

The plan also calls for many dams
and reservoirs on the numerous riv-
ers and streams and their tributa-
ries on all parts of this great area.

The acquisition by the governmens
of so-called marginal Ilands—by
which is meant all lands, which by
reason of the mfeltlhty of their
soil, poor location or smallness of
tracts in individual units, cannot
properly support a farm family. In
the states named, perhaps one-fifth
of the 640,000 square miles would
come under that classification.

It is proposed to reforest all such
marginal lands which anticipates the
planting of many millions of trees.

The production of nitrates and of
other fertilizers on tremendons
scale also comes within the compass
of the plan.

One needs but know conditions over
his own state to realize the -abso-
lute necessity of money inflation.
A number of bases have been sug-
gested, some of which are sound.
Permit me to suggest the following:

Provide a lemporary moratorium
on federal farm loans; require fed-
eral farm banks to call their bonds
and ' issue currency against their
land notes in lieu thereof; mpermit
this new medium to be loaned on
unincumbered real estate; and to
re-finance = distressed 1real estate
where the equity permits.at a low
rate of interest; at.intervals, issue
additional currency under approval
of the board; real estate, our basic
wealth, will undoubtedly provide a
safe basis for the issue.
