Warnings to stockmen were issued 
today from United States weather 
bureaus, at Dallas and New Orleans, 
predicting snow flurries in the 
northern sections of West Texas, 
with temperatures ranging as low 
as from zero to eight degrees to­
night and Tuesday morning.

The Dallas forecast-fcr West Tex­
as was for cloudy weather, with 
snow flurries in the north and rain 
in the south, and a.colder wave in 
the north portion, with ¡tempera­
tures from zero to eight degrees 
above.

Tuesday was expected .to be part­
ly cloudy', colder except in the Pan­
handle, and a cold wave in the 
southeast portion.

FORT WORTH, Feb. 6. (UP) — 
The Regional Agricultural Credit 
corporation announced today that 
crop liens will not be required for 
Sloans if sufficient chattel security 
is offered.

Manager A. E. Thomas said loans 
will be granted without farmers’ 
waiving crop share rents. Commit - 
tees have been organized in 60 coun­
ties to help farmers secure loans.

In announcing he has been au­
thorized by the Reconstruction Fi­
nance corporation at Washington to 
make loans on this basis, Thomas 
explained that the ruling will mean 
much to the credit structure of Tex ­
as, since land owners will have their 
share of crops to take care of their 
own financial problems, such as pay­
ing taxes and meeting their own 
debt requirements.

Landowners’ shares are usually a 
quarter of cotton crops and a third 
of grain crops, Thomas explained, 
and the new ruling does not apply 
to rentals arranged on any other 
basis.

Thomas also added that landown­
ers will have to waive any other 
liens they may hold on the chattel 
property of their tenants for the 
latter to secure loans from the cor­
poration.

Committees of bankers, farmers 
and business men have been ap­

pointed or are now being organized 
in every county in the state to ac - 
cept applications from both tenant 
and landowning farmers. Thomas 
expects some of these applications 
to be presented this week to the 
headquarters of the corporation in 
Fort Worth or the branches in San 
Angelo and Houston.

Application blanks were distribut­
ed last week to the committee which 
have been organized in more than 
40 counties and will be available in 
other counties as soon as commit­
tees have been formed.

AUSTIN, Feb. 6.—A busy week of

Daniel was on the insur­
ance commission during Mrs. Fergu­
son’s previous term.

Denison won the first round of 
his fight lor confirmation, last week 
when the senate committee on Gov­
ernor’s nominations voted a favor­
able recommendation. Two mem­
bers of the committee were regis­
tered as “present and not voting” 
and two were absent. A public dis­
cussion of Daniel’s qualifications 
and past record has been set for 
this afternoon.

Bandits Defend
Marksmanship

LONG BEACH, Cal. (UP).— The 
traditional pink-whiskered’, irasci­
ble old gentleman, who wrote let­
ters to the Times, has a new and 
startling companion in bono pub­
lico.

A gentleman wrote a local paper 
to protest against a libel that had 
been cast publicly upon his marks­
manship. The target in question 
was one Richard Maddox.

Maddox went to Lo.s Angeles re­
cently as an in-between in nego­
tiations seeking to recover some 
stolen diamonds. The bandits, for­
mer employes, allegedly were will­
ing to make a deal.

When Maddox met the bandits, 
however, they shot him instead. 
Maddox later told police the men 
were standing ten feet away and 
fired eight times, his life having 
been saved only by their poor 
marksmanship. ■

only to wound him. They shot only 
three times, not eight. They were 
only two feat away instead of ten, 
and could easily have killed him if 
they’d chosen.' They deliberately 
missed a vital spot.”

ROOSEVELT
WILL TAKE 

SIMPLE OATH
WASHINGTON. (UP).— Franklin 

D. Roosevelt, will become the 31st 
president of. the United States at 
thé precise’ moment on March 4 
when he recites after. Chief Jus­
tice Charles Evans Hughes the sol­
emn oath of office prescribed in the 
Constitution.

This brief and simple act is the 
oldest of the inaugural ceremonies. 
The oath is of the same simplicity 
that marks the Constitution.

Since the early days cf .the Re­
public it has ¡been, administered on 
the ''broad east portico .of the cap­
itol.

The Simple Oath
As the official company gathers 

on the, pillared portico, the presi­
dent-elect; facing- the Chief Jus­
tice, places his hand on the Bible 
and slowly repeats the words:

“ I do solemnly swear that I will 
faithfully execute the 'office of 
President of the United States, 
and will to the best of my ability, 

j preserve, protect and defend the 
j Constitution of the United States.”

on the Bible it is at a spot pre­
viously designated by- him. When 
he kisses ’the Bible afterward it is 
at the same, designated, spot.

Text for Address 
Sometimes, ’ .as did President 

Hoover, the Inaugural address, de­
livered just .afterward,. is. based on 
an excerpt from the same section.

It - was ' formerly customary to 
use the Bible belonging- to thé Su - 
preme Court. Président -Harding, 
though, chose the one used by 
George- Washington which is in 
the possession of the Masonic 
Lodge in Alexandria. Va., to which 
Washington belonged.

President Theodore Roosevelt 
started the practice of furnishing 
his own Bible. He had been 
promised one as .the gift of Afro- 
American bishops, but when the 
tome was delivered to the capitol 
it was found to weigh almost 500 
pounds, entirely, too large for the 
Supreme Court clerk to hold. 
Roosevelt substituted his own.

President Coolidge used the 
Bible which his mother gave him 
as a youth.
