dog, barked a little too loud and up a
wrong tree last week.

We stated that J. V. Stokes & Sons
had apphed for a loam from the Fort
Worth = concern and same had been
only partly approved, that a lesser
sum had been offered than applied
for, and that the Stokes‘s, having
plenty of security, refused the offer.

This . is not exactly as stated, but
about, with some trlmmmgs and we
were altogether wremng.

Messrs. Stokes’ application had
been approved in to-to. - They refus-
ed the loan only for the reason that
the papers were unavoidably delayed
@nd the elder Mr. Stokes found a buy-
er for 500 head of calves which ren-
dered the loan unnecessary.

Mr. Stokes called on The Reporter,
requesting that we set this matter
straight. He has, from time to time,
received mice letters from the corpor-
ation, explaining that delays had
been entailed by reason of the enor-
mous mass of applications for loans,
together with t)he details of organiza-
tion, and he has no grievance what-
ever. Thus The Reporter was, as is
not infrequent, wrong, and, while we
are not exactly tucking our tail and
appologizing to the big dog, we don’t
want to be barking at an imagination,
just as we’ve seen a lot of little dogs
do; and so it is our honest wish to
bark right and true. :

In late days the Corporation
has loosened up considerably, we un-
derstand, has reconsidered a mumber
of applications, and is getting down
to a routine that promises a lot of re-
lief to the stock-raising industry. A
number of men in this section have
been approved for loans. and others
have hopes. So, in a quasi retrac-
tion of the whole of our past arraign-
ment of the iron-clad rules - of loans
that seemed the mode of procedure of
the Corporation, we recognize im-
mense good that may be accomplish-
ed. We have no right to expect the
corporation to take wundue risks in
placing funds of the War Finance
Committee, and the “howl” this pa-
per sent out did not suggest that it
do so. Our first applications were al-
most indiscriminately turned down,
and this, too, in the face of very rosy
expectations that had been inspired
by stock subscriptidbn and organiza-
tion propaganda which heralded the
Corporation. Its first activities have
borne the marks of packer4bank in-
fluence, and, as forcefully expressed
by one young stackman, “if that’s all
it is, to hell with it.”

THE HOLY MANGER
IN ITALY AND SPAIN

BEAUTIFUL CUSTOMS USED IN
CELEBRATING THE YULE-
TIDE SEASON

Girls and boys of Italy and Spain,
which are called the Latin countries,
never hang' up their stockings at
Christmas time, nor do they have
trees. Kris Kringle
and Santa Claus are German saints
and the Christmas tree came out of
the German forests long, long ago,

' when the nations of northern Europe

were forest tribes. It is the northern
peoples—the Germans, Scandinavians
and English, all of whom are decend-
ed from old Teutonic ' tribes—who
keep Christmas as Amerieans- do.
Instead of the Christmas tree Ital-
ian and Spanish boys and girls have
the presipio. “Presipio” means man-
ger, and it is a representation of the
manger where the baby Christ lay in
Bethlehem. It is presented in dif-
ferent ways. Sometimes it shows on-
1y the inside of the barn: where the

Baby and His mother lay, with Jo-

seph, the Three Wise Men and the an-
imals about. Sometimes it shows a
hillside, with the Wise Men coming on
foot or horseback, or on donkeys,
bringing their gifts to the stable.
‘Sometimes the manger is small—mot
more than a foot square. . Sometimes
it is large enough to occupy the whole
end of a room. dt is built on a board
foundation and is made of wood,with
earth, pebbles, dier grass and leaves
for the outdoor scenes. The figures
are carved of wood, or perhaps little
dolls are used, all very carefully and
elaborately dressed by the girls.
Sometimes brooks and lakes are in-

_geniously represented with paper,

glass or isinglass. Sometimes the
whole is rough and rude, but again
it is very meatly and beautifully done,
and is quaint and mterestmg when all
complete

The F'remch, who are half Latin and
half Teutonic in their makeup, mix
the 'customs of both races in their
Christmas keeping. They build the
manger and they also give the child-
Ten presents; only, instead of hang-
ing her stockings, little French Bab-
ette puts out her shoes. The French
call the manger *‘cheche,’and in coun-
try villages in France ecompanies of
children still go from house to house
on Christmas  Eve, carrying the
cheche and singing Christmas carols.
Sometimes they help to build a beau-
tiful large creche in the village
church, over which they are very
proud and delighted.

INSTITUTE THIS WEEK

WORK ACCOMPLISHED
VERY INSPIRING AND
PROFITABLE '

WAS

The Tri-County Teachers’ Institute
has been in session at the high school
building commencing last Saturday,
December 17th and continuing until
yesterday the 22nd. The attendance
upon the daily sessions amounted to .
more than 30 teachers. All teachers
from Midlamd, Martin, and Andrews
counties, excepting the Stanton pub-
lic school teachers, and several who
were transferred attended.

Saturday morning, preceeding the
opening of the institute proper, the
pupils of the Midland vublic schools
gave an excellent program of open
air Swedish gymnastics. 'In the ab-
sence of Judge J. M. DeArmond,Supt.
'W. W. Lackey called the institute to
order and the following officers were
elected:

Conductor and «chairman, W. W.
Lackey; secretary, Miss Lula Elkin.

To accommodate the large audience
that came to hear Dr. Eby, of the Uni-
vergity of Texas, the institute ad-

 journed to meet at the Baptist church

at 10:15, a. m., when ity was called to
order by Judge DeArmond. Rev. W.
A. Smith conduected the devotional ex-
ercises and: gdve a helpful address to
the teachers, stressing the importance
of the teaching profession, the great
influence teachers exert, 'either for
good or evil. Judge DeArmond eall-
ed upon Mr. Lackey to introduce the
speaker of the day, Dr. Frederick Eby
dean of the department of education,
University of Texas. He is a very ef-
fective and interesting lecturer, being
also a writer of note. His subject
Saturday morning was “Idealism and
Realism, and its Relation ' to Educa-
tion.” Tn the aftennoon “History of
HEducation in Texas.” These lectures
were beneficial, instructive and edify-
ing, and contributed much to the suc- ;
cess of the institute. '

The teachers were favored by ad-
dresses from Rev. I. H. Teel;, Hon. O.
W. Fannin, and Judge J.. M. Caldwell.
One special feature was a thorough .
demonstration of the most modern
methods of penmanship given by W.

NOTICE TO BUTCHERS
AND BEEF PEDDLERS

There seems to be some misunder-
standing as to the effect of the law
with  reference to butchers and
slaughterers of cattle. The law. re-:
quires all who are so engaged to reg-
ister their names with the county
clerk and to enter into bond before
the county judge conditioned that a
true and faithful record will be kept
of all cattle purchased or slaughtered,
with a description of the animal, in-
cluding marks, brands, age, weight,
from whom purchased, and the date,
and that he will not purchase any an-
imal slaughtered by another unless
the hide and ears of such animal ac-
companies the same.

The law further pfcowdes for the
making of ' quarterly reports to
the commissioners’ court and for the
inspection of the hides by a magis-
trate (justice of peace or county
judge,) in counties having no hide and
animal inspector.

Those engaged in this business will
please govern themselves accordingly.
This law applies to all counties in this
immediate section.

GHRISTMAS GANDIES

Christmas without candy ‘would
seem almost as strange as Christmas
without Santa Claus,

All candies for which recipes are
here given will keep well throughout
the holidays if carefully packed in
boxes  and put away in a cool, dry
place.

Walnut Bonbons

One cup of fondant, 1-4 cup of grated
cocoanut, English walnuts. Put the fon-

dant into top of 'double boiler over hot |

water. When soft remove and add co-
coanut, (Mix well. "Take a teaspoon, roll
into oblong balls, ‘then press 1-2 Emnglish

walnut on each side; sprinkle with sugar. |

Creamed Dates |

Dates are cut in half, stone removed,
and /filled with the same kind of fondant,
then rolled in powdered sugar. Figs,
raigins,’ prunes and dried apricots are
prepared the same way.

Plain fondant is molded and dxpped in |

melted baking: chocolate.

Chocolate and Honey Nut Candy
One. cup strained honey, 4.squares of
melted chocolate, or 1-2 cup cocoa, 2
cups finely chopped nut meats, 1 tea-
spoon. powdered ‘cinnamon. ' Mix ingred-
ients, put into saucepan and boil slowly
until it spins a thick thread or has reach-
ed the hard ball stage when dropped ‘in
cold water. Dust bakeboard with 1 tea-
spoon of confectioner’s sugar and put
mixture on. When cold roll out one-half
inch thick and cut in ‘one-half inch

squares. Place in warm oven to dry.

Chocolate Peanut Fudge

Two squares of choocolate, 2 cups of
granulated sugar, 1-2 cup of milk, 2 tab-
lespoons .peanut  butter, . 2 tablespoon
syrup, butter. Cook together the ingred-
ients in the usual manner of fudge with
a piece of butter the size of a walnut.
‘When done beat well and pour into but-

Two squares cnocolate, 2 cups sugar, 1
tablespoon butter, 1-2 cup fresh grated
cocoanut and cocoanut milk. Put all the
ingredients into saucepan and boil until
when tried in cold water, a soft ball is
formed. Remove from the fire, add a
pinch of salt and stir until smooth and
creamy. Pour into buttered pan and,
when cold, cut into blocks.
