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Meers Exchanged at Bridge 
For Alleged Father Slayer

World Leaders Who Will Visit Roosevelt

EL PASO, Apr. 20, (UP).—W. j. 
Meers, 27, of El Paso was released 
at the international bridge early 
today in exchange for Jose Car ■ 
rasco, Mexican held in the Texas 
prison at Huntsville serving a life 
term.

Meers was serving eleven years 
as result of shooting Antonio Vis­
conti, Juarez waiter who was mis­
taken' for Manuel Villareal, alleged 
slayer of Meers' father.

Meers first was sentenced to 
deafh. Cassasco was serving a sen­
tence for holdup and robbery in 
which the elder Meers and a pay­
roll guard were killed here in 192-1.

Meers killed Manuel Viscont in a 
Juarez saloon under, the mistaken 
impression that he ’was the man 
who had killed his father several 
years before. His trial was held a 
short time after two Oklahoma 
deputy sheriffs had slain two Mex­
ican students who were en route 
home after attending school in the 
United States. He was convicted 
and sentenced to death, but the 
penalty later . was reduced to 11 
years in prison.

James E. Ferguson, husband ol 
Governor Miriam A. Ferguson, said 
last night the governor of Texas had 
made no agreement with Governor 
Rodrigo Quevedo of Chihuhua, Mex­
ico, for the release of William Jef­
ferson Meers, in exchange for the 
release of-Jose Carrasco, a Mexican 
now serving a prison-term in Texas.

Ferguson said such an greement 
was considered during the admin­
istration of former Governor R. S. 
Sterling but that negotiations were 
not continued by the new Texas 
administration because the new 
governor believed such an agree­
ment impractical.

Senate Majority Leader Robinson 

said today that Senator Thomas of 
Oklahoma will introduce the admin­
istration’s currency inflation amend­
ment to the farm bill probably to­
day.

The measure was likely to limit 
■the president fifty per cent in his 
power to raise and lower the gold 
content of the dollar, contemplat­
ing retirement of government bonds 
with authorized federal notes.

The senate voted $100,000,000 to 
begin the program to raise com­
modity prices.

House Majority Leader Byrns 
pledged full congressional support 
to any monetary program decided on 
by Roosevelt. Rainey charged aban­
donment of thè gold standard as 
defense against “planned and con­
certed effort of nations tied up witii 
the English pound” and an attack 
on the monetary position of the 
United States.

Commodity markets continued an 
upward rush today, stocks rising 
one to nine points. \

New importance was attached to 
the Roosevelt conferences'beginning 
tomorrow with European statesmen. 
Settling of relations between the 
dollar, pound sterling and the franc 
was expected to be the major dis­
cussion.

Premier MacDonald of Great 
Britain was due to arrive tomorrow. 
Former Premier Hèrriott of France 
will arrive Sunday. His mission was 
regarded as more complicated since 
France is the. only major power still 
on the gold standard.

John P. Howe, Midland postmaster 
and partner in the Howe & Allen 
plumbing business, was the unani­
mous choice of the Rotary club to­
day for president, to assume office 
July 1.

Foreign Exchanges
Foreign exchanges soared yester­

day to -their -highest levels in a year 
or more after the announcement of 
President Roosevelt -that no more 
gold exports would be permitted and 
that -the dollar would -be left to its 
own devices.

The most sensational of the rallies 
was in the British pound sterling 
which jumped 30 cents at one time 
to a cable rate of $3.82. It reacted' 
later, however, to $3.70 for a net 
gain of 17 3-4 cents.

Many leading banking quarters 
endorsed the steps taken in Wash­
ington and even J. P. Morgan, tra­
ditionally reticent, issued one of his 
rare statements late in the day, 
welcoming the complete embargo on 
gold, and adding “ i-t seems to me 
clear tha-t -the way out of -the de- j 
pression is to combat and overcome 
deflationary forces. Therefore, I 
regard -the action now taken as be­
ing the best possible course under 
existing circumstances.”

In the share market -prices reg­
istered the most sweeping advances 
since March 15, -the day trading was 
resumed after the banking holiday 
and -the turnover exceeded 5,000,000 
shares for -the first time since 
September 13 last. It was the larg­
est volume of trading for a rising 
market since August 8, last, and 
some 250 issues registered new high 
levels for 1933, or longer. As mea­
sured by price averages, the market ! 
level came close to -the peak last 
January. Many issues ended the 
day $1 to $9 a share higher.

Best Since October
The average price level of prin­

cipal speculative commodities reach­
ed the best level since early last 
October. In an extraordinary -buy­
ing stampede, wheat futures at 
Chicago shot up nearly 5 cents a .

The effect of a. lower dollar on 
commodities, over a period of time, 
also was regarded as problematical, 
pending further developments. •

What may be the effect of a 
lower dollar, foreign exchange ex­
perts pointed out, may ¡be dependent 
upon the action of other currencies 
now off the gold standard, such as 
the pound sterling.
