Sheriff Takes
Guests Hunting

TONOPAH, Nev. (UP).—Two hor­
ses, one mother goat and a lame, 
wild mallard duck preserved peace 
and kept four men from developing 
“cabin fever” during several months 
when they were snowbound at the 
Longstreet mine it became known 
today.

Taking care of the pets kept the 
men’s minds occupied, they reported, 
and .resulted in perfect harmony 
throughout the long dark weeks of 
isolation..

Details of the fatal shooting of B.
A. Nymeyer, 26, prominent young 
.Carlsbad, N. M., engineer, while 
hunting 12 miles west of Carlsbad 
recently, have been received by Lum 
Daugherty, Midland man. Nymeyer, 
akin to several Midland people, died 
from loss of blood caused by a cut 
hip artery. He was shot by Doug­
las Jones, who mistook him for a 
coyote, the visibility being bad.

A heavy sandstorm was blowing 
and Nymeyer was about 800 yards 
away. Others in the party, Wayne 
Jones, Oliver Shattuck and Walter 
Thayer said a geologist, Charles A. 
Linberg, surveying in the neighbor­
hood, shouted that a  man had been 
hit and the party rushed to where 
Nymeyer was lying on the ground. 
Jones, faint a t the discovery of the 
accident, held the artery while med­
ical assistance was summoned, but 
Nymeyer whispered he wouldn’t “he 
able to make it.”

The young man was recognized, 
as a brilliant student, had been 
graduated from the Colorado School 
of Mines and Chicago university, 
and was in line for appointment to 
the McAtee engineering office at 
Arkansas City, Ark.

Shoved Forward WASHINGTON (.(UP)—Tlie Ber­

ing Sea patrol, famous annual duty 
of tlie Coat Guard along the bleak 
Alaskan coast, has begun with the 
cutter Shonshone, flagship of the 
fleet which guards the shores of the 
territory.

The patrol, conducted by seven 
Coast Guard vessels, has for its 
main purpose enforcement of inter­
national regulations relative to pro­
tection of seals, fisheries and fur- 
bearing animals.

The scope of the patrol, however, 
extends to various humanitarian 
functions, such as caring for sick 
and injured of isolated coastal com­
munities in the north-land, and of 
fishing vessels in Bering Sea.

Among its duties are: transporta­
tion of government officials, carry­
ing of the mails, assisting in scien­
tific' researches, holding court and 
inquests, “settling differences bet - 
ween employes and employers.”

The Shonshone inaugurated the 
patrol this year, leaving Seattle 
April 15. Other vessels in the pa­
trol are the Snohomish, Tahoe, 
Chelan, Tallapoosa, Northland and 
the patrol boat Alert.

PARIS (UP).—The French Gov­
ernment and its subsidized Air 
Union are studying closely the de­
velopment of the plans .of Sir Alan 
Cobham embracing a three -day ser • 
yice between New York and Paris.

The Cobham proposal outlines a 
steamer service between Galway, 
Ireland, and Halifax, Which such 
liners as the Europa and Bremen 
and the Normandie, now in proc- 
cess of completion, arid their suc ­
cessors can span in less than 
three days.

Halifax would be linked with New 
York bv a fast air service, and Gal­
way with London and Paris by an­
other. Both London and Paris -are 
connected with the network of Euro­
pean lines, stretching to Moscow, 
while New York is connected with 
the transcontinental services, and 
Halifax with the 82 Canadian a ir­
ports.

The French interest is due to 
fear that the British lines may get 
in on the ground floor, since the 
proposal is initiated by the Brit­
ish.

ness. That plan will be broad 
enough to cover all disturbing con­
ditions in the industry. The course 
followed will be to obtain from cong­
ress abundant authority with the 
idea of using only so much of such 
power as is necessary to put the in ­
dustry on a sound footing. Under 
the proposed legislation if the states, 
or private business, fail to correct 
the abuses there will be ample 
power in the federal government to 
assume control of the situation;

Last night in an -address to the 
United States chamber of commerce 
the president used language which 
would be directly applied to the pres ­
ent situation in the oil business. He 
said: “In almost every industry an 
overwhelming majority of the units 
of the industry are wholly willing to 
work together to prevent overpro­
duction. to prevent unfair wages, 
to eliminate improper working con­
ditions. I11 the past, success in a t ­
taining these objectives has been 
prevented by a small majority of 
units in many industries, i  can as-

sure you that you will have the co­
operation of your government 111 
bringing these minorities to under­
stand that their unfair practices are 
contrary to a sound public policy.”

A controlled production, a fair 
price, -and an equitable distribution 
of the benefits of such control and 
price* will be the goal sought by the 
legislation, it  cannot completely 
satisfy everybody but if it does sub­
stantial justice to all interested par­
ties it should ¡have general public 
approval.

That they are in 
dire need of relief goes without say ­
ing but at best it could only be a 
desperate hope that would lend 
them to believe that the R. F. C.

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SCIENCE DISCARDS “CERTAINTIES”

bright young man of today who set out to get a 
good grounding in the sciences could easily be forgiven 
for concluding that he was being asked to discard all of 
his certainties and substitute a somewhat jumbled mess of 
probabilities, near-probabilities and wild guesses.

A decade or two ago science was dogmatic and pos­
itive.' It set up certain “natural laws” and they were like 
the-laws of the Medes and the Persians. Certain things 
were thus and so and no one need argue about it.

To appreciate how the picture has changed you need 
only consider a speech made in New York the other even­
ing by Dr. Irving Langmuir, the 1932 Nobel Prize winner 
in chemistry.

! During the last 20 years, he said, science has come 
to believe that “no natural law has absolute validity” and 
that “in no absolute sense can anything ever be predicted 
accurately.” The law of cause and effect is no longer with 
us, and nothing in the universe is securely hitched.

“Some things may be more probable than others,” he 
added, “but you can’t say that anything is absolutely 
true.”

It would be hard to overestimate the importance of 
this changed attitude, for it carries with it one of the 
profoundest revolutions that the human mind has ever 
been compelled to pass through. We are not through 
with that revolution yet; indeed, we have hardly passed 
its first phase; and before we complete it some of our 
concepts of man and nature and life and the universe are 
likely to be altered almost beyond recognition.

Nor is there anything in all of this to depress the 
speculative soul who likes to feel that there are values 
which material standards cannot assess and realities which 
human eyes cannot see. Indeed, the exact opposite is true. 
It is the ultra-materialist who is confounded by this 
change. How are you going to be dogmatic about the ab­
solute dominion of material things when you cannot have 
one single certainty about them?

In its long climb up from darkness mankind has pass­
ed a-‘great rise, and stands now facing limitless horizons. 
It has lost its old landmarks — but it has a marvelous 
cljftiice for adventurous exploration.

OF 21 STATES

Sandstorms Have Their Virtues After
AllM idlander Says in Special Story

WASHINGTON, May 10. (UP).— 
Twenty - one more staies now are 
scheduled to aot this year on the 
repeal of the 18th amendment, be­
ginning with Wyoming, where a 
constitutional convention election 
Will be held May 15.

In connection with these conven­
tions,. ¡the Anti-Saloon League of 
America has announced a program 
of anti-repeal meetings at which 
leading prohibition advocates will 
extol the merits of federal prohibi­
tion.

Now Jersey selects its convention 
delegates the day after the Wyom­
ing election, with New York State 
following one week later, May 23. 
Bishop James Cannon, Jr., is lead­
ing the League’s fight in New Jer­
sey. In New York, the League has 
chosen as its principal exponent 
Sergeant Alvin York, World war 
hero.

May 27 will see ¡two states, Del­
aware and Nevada, cast their votes 
for or against repeal.

Five states will select convention 
delegates during June. Illinois will 
choose hers on the 5th; Massachu­
setts on the 13th, Iowa on the 20th, 
Indiana ¡the 26th, and West Virginia 
the 27th.

Alabama will open the July 
elections, choosing her delegates on 
the 11th. Arkansas on ¡the 18th, will 
be next, with Tennessee and Ore­
gon on the 20/th and 21st, respective­
ly.

The Oregon election campaign in- 
introduces William E. (Pussyfoot) 
Johnson. Johnson is playing an 
important role in the League’s 
fight in the west, dividing his time 
between Oregon, Minnesota, North 
Dakota, Washington, and Montana.

Another quintet of states choose 
their convention delegates during 
September. Vermont is on the 5tli, 
followed by Maine on the 22th. Cit­
izens of both Maryland and Minne­
sota vote on the 12th, and New Mex­
ico on the 19th.

Ohio and Pennsylvania, slated to 
hold elections on Nov. 7th, are the 
last ¡two states on the present sched­
ule.

blows. This type of farmer doesn’t 
believe you have to hoe as well as 
pray. He just lets God farm for 
him. So the breath of heaven, ad­
mittedly somewhat forcefully ex­
haled, swoops down from the south­
west, or nearly any other direction 
undesired, and the soil is well stir­
red.

Some women are too lazy to wash 
their windows. About the time they 
become too opaque for light waves 
to enter, along comes a sandstorm 
and gives the windows a good scour­
ing. The wind sandpapers the fly 
specks and other accretia from the 
panes and once more the family

, writer might become quite a wlnd- 
j jammer in describing a gentle ze- 
l phyr, particularly, if he were mak­
ing such a description on a moon­
lit night beneath a honeysuckle vine 
to some love lorn West Texas maid, 
but in writing an exegesis of sand­
storms, the writer must show his 
grit by stopping short.

For a day or two, ¡a dozen ' 
times a year, a West Texan may 
wish he were out on a coral reef j  
in -the Pacific where no sand could 1 
ey,er blow, tout never does he call 
for Red Cross help' to rebuild a 
wind-destroyed home;' never does he 
have ¡to go to some ¡morgue ¡to iden­
tify a mangled -member of ¡his -fam­
ily.

New Golf Rules 
Tend to Make the 
Game Much Harder

LONDON (UP).—United States, 

Argentine and other foreign golf­
ers, who are coming to Britain to 
compete -in the British Open Cham - 
pionship at St. Andrews, July 3-8. 
will be affected by the new British 
par rules, tending to make the game 
more difficult.

The new method of standard 
scratch scoring, as it is called, was 
introduced Jap. 1, and is based on 
investigations showing that the 
modern first class golfer has in • 
creased his driving by an average 
of 10 yards, arid his second wood
