(Spec­
ia l) J . A. R ountree, d irector general 
o f th e  U nited S ta tes Good Roads A s­
sociation, le f t B irm ingham  today  en 
ro u te  fo r W ashington, w here he 
goes fo r the purpose of m eeting  a 
com m ittee of 25 th a t  has been ap ­
pointed by th e  U nited S ta te s  Good 
R oads A ssociation and th e  Bank- 
head N ational H ighw ay A ssociation, 
to  extend a  p ressing  inv ita tion  to 
P res id en t W arren  G. H ard ing , Vice 
P res iden t Coolidge, and Secretaries 
o f th e  C abinet, H oover,Fall and W al­
lace, to  a tten d  th e  conventions of 
these  tw o organizations a t  Phoenix, 
A riz., A pril 24 to  29, 1922.

T h is p residen tia l invitation  com­
m ittee  wrill m eet in W ashington, on 
M onday, N ovem ber 21st, organize 
and call on th e  P residen t and vice 
p residen t, Novem ber 22nd, and the 
cabinet officeis and o ther d istin ­
guished m en N ovem ber 23rd. The 
com m ittee is composed of prom inent 
m en and  women from  all p a rts  of the 
U n ited  S ta tes , rep resen ting  these 
tw o organizations. I t  is supplem ent­
ed by Gov. Thom as E . Campbell, U. 
S. S enators A shure t and Cameron, 
C ongressm an H ayden, and D w ight B. 
H eard , of A rizona.

I t  is understood th a t  P residen t 
H ard ing  and  th e  cabinet officers a re  
anxious to  m ake a w estern  tr ip  du r­
ing  th e  com ing year, fo r the purpose 
of seeing th e  W est, and especially 
th e  g re a t reclam ation  p ro jec ts 
th a t  a re  now on foo t in those w es­
te rn  s ta te s .

The m ost ou tstand ing  event in fin­
ancial circles th is p a s t  week w as a 
general cu t in th e  discount ra te s  of 
F edera l R eserve banks to  4 1-2 per 
cent in  New Y ork and Philadelphia 
and 5 1-2 per cent in o ther cities. The 
reasons fo r th e  im portance  of th is ac ­
tion  vary , bu t an  easier money condi­
tion and m ore sa tisfac to ry  specula­
tive conditions is looked fo r by m any.

Previous cuts in  th e  ra te s  have had 
only a  lim ited  effect on e ither call or 
tim e money ra te s  and th e  comm ercial 
ra te  has yielded only sligh tly . There 
is little  reason to  suppose th a t  the 
la te s t cuts w ill have any  m ore im ­
m ediate effects in ra te s  to  individual 
borrowers.

The dem and of m em ber banks, in ­
stead  of increasing  w ith  cu ts in  ra te s , 
has become sm aller and, seem ingly, 
these ban(ks a re  litt le  influenced by 
ra te s  when such accom m odation is 
needed.

The likelihood of th e  effeces of a re  
duced ra te  being tran sm itted  to  in ­
dividuals is lessened also when i t  is 
considered th a t  w ith  business a t  a 
h igh level only 40 to 50 p e r cen t of 
th e  m em ber banks avail them selves of 
th e  borrow ing privilege. Custom ers 
of th e  banks a re  only ind irectly  a f ­
fected.

The question involved in th e  situa  
tion is no t so much the  ra te  on loans, 
bu t the ty p e  of paper discounted. I f  
a  less selective policy is pursued, the 
effect of the  low ered ra te  w ill be 
passed on to  the  public much m ore 
quickly th a n  under o ther conditions.

In  lu s in e ss  and financia l q u arte rs , 
i t  is fe lt th a t  th e  industria l situa tion  
and the  res to ra tion  of buying demand 
is f a r  m ore im poran t th an  cheaper 
money. An equalization betw een 
prices of d ifferent kinds of goods 
m ust he affected to  re s to re  business 
ac tiv ity  and b rin g  about any  consider 
able advance in  security  prices.

REPORT OF TEXAS 
CROP CONDITIONS

BY U. S. DEPT. OF AGRI, BUREAU 
OF MARKET AND CROP

ESTIMATES ___

T he one ou tstand ing  fe a tu re  of the 
p a s t m onth has been th e  continued 
d ry  w ea th e r which has prevailed, 
th roughou t, over th e  m ajo r portion  of 
th e  S ta te  a s  a  con tinuation  of th e  r a ­
th e r  d ry  la te  sum m er m onths. I ts  e f­
fect, so f a r  as h a rv es tin g  of m atu red  
crops such as corn, peanu ts , sw eet 
po tatoes and rice, p a r t  of which re ­
m ained to  be harvested , is concerned 
has been beneficial w hile, on th e  o ther 
hand these conditions w ill have a  bear 
ing  on fa ll p lan tings which will in 
some instances be adverse.

R anges, especially th ro u g h o u t the 
cen tra l w estern  p a r t  o f the  S ta te  
have become extrem ely  dry  and stock 
w a te r scarce in  places.

The m ovem ent of com  has been 
quickened som ew hat b u t s t il l rem ains 
ra th e r  sluggish  w ith  m ore labor a t  
p resen t tu rn ed  to  th e  h a rves ting  of 
the  crop. This m onth  shows a  consid­
erab le  advance in  average  yields and 
m ost of i t  of m erchantab le  quality .

Continued d ry  w teather h as reduced 
th e  yields of peanu ts and sw eet p o ta ­
toes s ligh tly  during  th e  m onth.

Corn— The average  yield of corn fo r 
g ra in  is estim ated to  be 25.2 bushels 
per acre  giv ing th e  S ta te  a production 
of 192,478,000 bushels, 163,606.000 
bushels of w hich is of m erchantable 
quality . Old com  from  th e  1920 crop 
rem ain ing  on fa rm s is reported  to be 
2.1 p e r cen t of th e  crop of th a t  year. 
Corn cu t th is  y ear fo r silos is es tim a t­
ed a t  2 per cen t of the to ta l acreage 
and yielding 3 tons per acre. '

G rain  W eights per M easured 
Bushel— The average  w eigh ts per 
m easured bushel fo r g ra ins harvested  
th is  year a re : w heat 57, oa ts 27, and 
barley  45 pounds.

Sw eetpotatoes—T he production of 
sw eet po ta toes h as  decreased som e­
th in g  over a  m illion bushels during 
p a s t month, due-to  th e  continued dry  
W eather th roughou t, and  preceding, 
th a t  m onth. The crop h as been a  r a ­
th e r  la te  one in  harv es t, m uch of i t  
be ing  tak en  ou t a t  th is  tim e. The es­

tim ated  yield if  82 bushels and to ta l 
production fo recast is 7,626,000 bush­
els.

A pple T rees B earing  A ge—There 
has been a considerable reduction  in  
apple trees  of b earin g  ag e  in  the  
S ta te  according to  rep o rts  to  th is  of- 
fioe. The increase due to  trees  com­
ing  in to  bearing  age is rep o rted  qs 5 
p e r cent and th e  decrease due to  old 
trees  dying ou t during  th e  p a s t y ear 
is repo rted  as 20 p er cent.

G rain Sorghum s— A ctual yield f ig ­
u res fo r th is  crop indicate an  aver­
age  of 29 bushels of 56 pounds per ac­
re  w hich indicated a  to ta l production 
of 59,682,000 bushels fo r th e  S tate . 
This is an increase of m ore th an  two 
million bushels as indicated  by la s t 
m on th ’s condition figure. T he av er­
age yield of fo rag e  p e r acre  is 2.2 
tons.

P eanu ts—Yield figures repo rted  on 
th is crop give an  average  of 24 bush 
els per acre  and a to ta l production of 
4,680,000 bushels. H arv estin g  is well 
under w ay  and w eather condtions s a t­
isfacto ry .

I t ’s no t a  grow ing tendency, b u t 
ever since th e  gam e of football has 
been played, th e re  h as  been a  strong  
sen tim en t ag a in s t i t  and  w ithout 
doubt good reason, b u t w ill i t  be o u t­
law ed ?

I t  is a  ’diversion th a t  th e  young 
m en and  boys going to  school enjoy, 
th e y  a re  in te rested  in  it , th e re  is an  
en thusiasm  and excitem ent about the 
gam e th a t  is irresis tib le  and i t  w ill 
keep th e  boys in  school and  th ey  w ill 
g rad u a te . T h is is very  noticeable in  
ou r own school. Some years  back 
itfhen th e  gam e w as n o t encouraged, 
w e find th a t  n ea rly  a ll th e  g radua tes  
w ere  g irls , b u t th is  y ea r, w ith  a  to l­
e rab ly  good foo tball team , bu ilt up in  
th e  p a s t  tw o o r th ree  y ears , w e find 
th a t  qu ite  a  num ber of boys w ill fin­
ish , m ore th a n  in  an y  previous year, 
o r tw o y ea rs  combined. W hat about 
th e  personnel of th is  class, o r the  
class n e x t y e a r?  Y ou -will find them  
fine, husky  young  m en, some of them  
w ill w eigh a hundred and e igh ty  
pounds. M ost of them  w ill g e t advan­
ta g e  of a  good h igh school education, 
and  probably  m any of them  go on to  
college.

T he g irls  also tak e  a g re a t in te re s t 
in  foo tball ¡and baseball b u t m ore in  
foo tball. T hey pin ribbons o n 'th e i r  
hero  and  look w ith  p u re  adm iration  
on h is m anly  form , and im pressive 
bearing. I t ’s n a tu ra l fo r  a  g irl to  ad ­
m ire  young m en in  th e ir  stren g th . 
Should th is  p ropensity  be suppress­
ed ? M ust we e r r  from  honest n a ­
tu re s  ru le ?  You fellow s th a t  th ink  
foo tball should be outlaw ed w ill have 
to, console yourselves w ith  th e  con­
clusion th a t  th e  g ro sser th ings of our 
n a tu re  have n o t y e t been refined 
aw ay. Boys w ill be boys. Give them  
w h a t th ey  w an t, and you w ill no t have 
cause to  re g re t it.

Senior C hapiain  Found T h a t  90 per, 
C ent of F ig h ters  W ere Men of 

Some Faith .

To those disquieting ' souls who 
publicly lam ent th a t the average Am­

erican lost what 
little  religion he 
possessed during 
the trying days ol 
1 9 1 7 - 1 8 ,  Rev. 
H enry R ussel Tal­
bot, B. D,. canon 
of the National 
C a t h e d r a l  ol 
Washington, D. G, 
makes answer. As 
senior chaplain ol 
the e m b a t t l e d  
F irs t Division, A  

K. in the Argonne fighting, Dr. 
Talbot viewed a cross section of the 
country’s manhood and found a  re­
ligion th a t will puzzle and amaze the 
orthodox church-goer.

In his work, Dr. Talbot collected and 
examined the personal effects of men 
killed in battle. In ninety percent ol 
them he found either a Bible, a scapu­
lar, a p rayer book, a  cross, a  cruci­
fix o r some other token which, he 
says in a le tte r to  national headquar­
ters of the American Legion, proved 
th a t re lig ion , w as a real element In 
the men’s lives. And In those days, 
the form er chaplain continues, the 
F irs t was not carrying a  single article 
It did not consider essential.

A dm itting th a t the average American 
is “uncommonly timid In the exercise 
of his religion,” Dr. Talbot declares 
th a t “nevertheless it is there  and 
needs only to be cultivated and in­
telligently used.” H e summarizes his 
refutation of the assertion th a t the 
American soldier was an irreligious 
person by the sta tem en t: “If a sim­
plicity which Is elem ental; a tru st 
which is childlike although it expresses 
Itself in w hat is called ‘chance’ or 
‘luck’ ; a sense, of reverence which is 
so profound th a t it is never fooiea 
by can t; an honesty which, while it is 
apt to be com m unistic‘is so essential 
th a t shams don’t last—if these are 
notes of religion, there was in the 
spiritual life. of. the Expeditionary 
Force something th a t was fine.”

The Red Cross chap te rs in  Texas 
w ill em barked on A rm istice Day on 
th e fifth  annual Red Cross ro ll call 
which w ill continue un til th e  evening 
of hanksgiving day  and in  w hich i t  is 
hoped to  re-enro ll every one who is 
now a m em ber of th e Red Cross and 
to add m any new  nam es to  th e  roster. 
C hapters th ro u g h o u t the  S ta te , in ­
cluding those in th e  two la rg e  cities, 
San A ntonio and H ouston, a re  th o r­
oughly organized fo r th e  ro ll call, and 
m uch enthusiasm  is repo rted  in  all 
d is tric ts . The chap te rs have been 
busily  engaged in form ing  th e  pub­
lic of th e  w ork they  have accom plish­
ed during  th e  la s t y ear w ith  th e  bur- 
pose of le t tin g  every one know  ju s t 
w h a t th e  do llar m em bership which th e  
Red Cross is asking, w ill do in  th e  
com m unities w here th ey  a re  enrolled

The en tire  peace-tim e p rogram  of 
th e  Red Cross is being outlined in  de­
ta il in  i ts  specific application  to  each 
com m unity so th a t  th e  public w ill un ­
ders tand  th e  tru e  reasons fo r Rad 
Cross activ ities now since he w a r is 
ended. T his p rog ram  includes the  d is­
charge of A m erica’s obligation  to  its  
disabled ex-service m en in th e  w ay  of 
vocational tra in in g , ac ting  as agen t 
fo r obtain ing over-due com pensation 
and allo tm ent fo r soldiers, finding 
em ploym ent fo r th e  w ell ex-soldiers 
and ex-sailors and ass is tin g  th e  dis­
abled ones to  ob tain  th e  kind of med­
ical or hosp ita l care th ey  need.

S ta tis tics  show post w ar d isability  
is increasing  very  rap id ly  due to  th e  
fac t th a t  m any fo rm er service men 
m ade lig h t of ailm ents w hich rea lly  
should have a tten tio n  because of 
th e ir  eagerness to  be discharged and 
g e t home to  th e ir  friends and fam i­
lies, and  these  ailm ents now* are  giv­
ing  them  serious trouble.

O ther sections of th is peace-tim e 
p rog ram  a re  p'ublic health  nu rsing  
public w elfare  w ork, genera l social 
service, home service, civilian relief, 
baby w elfare , n u tr itio n  service and 
in s truc tions in  nu tritio n  in  th e  e ffo rt 
to decrease th e  appalling ly  h igh ra te  
o f m a lnu trition  am ong the children 
of A m erica. A recen t survey con­
ducted by th e  A m erican Red Cross 
and the U nited S ta te s  Public H ealth  
Service showed th a t  one-th ird  of the 
children of A m erica a re  suffering 
from  m alnu trition  and  th a t  as m any 
of these children come from  th e  
homes of th e  rich  as from  th e  poor 
fam ilies of the  nation . In  the Red 
Cross n u tr itio n  classes conducted in 
some of th e  Texas chap te rs, children 
and th e ir  p a ren ts  a re  ta u g h t why 
some high ly  expensive foods a re  fa r  
from  n u tritio u s and w hy m any very  
cheap foods have tissfie building and 
blood m aking  qualities which produce 
th e  healthy  youngster.

F o r th e  firs t tim e  since th e  A m er­
ican Red Cross w as re-organized, th e  
f a r  g re a te r  ■ portion of th e  m em ber­
ship fees s tay s in  th e  com m unity 
w here th e  m em ber joins. A ccording 
to  inform ation  given out a t  th e  
Southw estern  Division H eadquarters 
in  St. Louis, only fifty  cents of each 
of th e th re e  principal m em berships 
goes to  th e  N ational A ssociation. 
These m em berships a re :

A nnual, $1.00, con tribu ting , $5.00, 
sustain ing , $10 .00.

F o rm erly  fifty  cents of th e  f irs t 
class w ent to  W ashington and two 
dollars of each of th e o th er tw o class­
es. The proportion  going to  N ation­
al H eadquarte rs is used to  finance th e  
cu rren t expense of th e Red Cross and 
to  pay  fo r  na tional operations in  civi 
lian  re lie f and d isas te r relief, such as 
th e  floods and  to rnadoes w hich have 
visited th e  S ta tes  o f th e  southw est 
in  th e  la s t th ree  years. T h a t which 
rem ains in  th e com m unity w here i t  is 
ra ised  is used to  finance th e  commun­
ity  p rogram  of th e  local ch ap te r and 
serves in th e  m ost d irect possible 
w ay th e  people from  whom i t  comes,

The Ju n io r Red Cross is conducting 
its  annual m em bership cam paign 
sim ultaneously  w ith  th e  adu lt m em ­
bersh ip  drive. Ju n io r Red Cross 
chap te rs in  T exas have been doing 
fine w ork in  p layground and baby 
w elfare  activ ities and in  some of th e  
tow ns and  ru ra l com m unities have in ­
s titu ted  ho t lunches fo r th e  schools.

No defin ite goal in num ber of 
m em bers fo r th e  S ta te  o f Texas has 
been set, according to  E dw ard  B. O rr, 
th e  Southw estern  D ivision Roll Call 
D irector. This is tru e  w ith  re fe r­
ence to  a ll o th er s ta te s  in the Union. 
The N ational Red Cross, th rough  its 
chairm an, John  B arton  B ayne, has 
s ta ted  th a t  th e  Red Cross has a w ork 
and purpose W orthy of universal u n ­
ders tand ing  and support and th a t  he 
believes th e  m ajo rity  of m en and  wo­
m en in  th is  country  w ill w ish to  have 
a p a r t  in th is  w ork if  th e y  a re  given 
a co rrec t understand ing  of its  char­
ac te r and scope. T he f i f th  annual 
ro ll call, th erefo re , is, in  th e  opinion

of its  active prom oters, a s  m uch a 
cam paign fo r in form ing  th e  public on 
Red Cross w ork and  p lans as i t  is a  
money g e ttin g  undertak ing . T h a t is 
Why no definite goal is se t and why, 
in stead , the  ro ll call chairm an all 
over th e  coun try  a re  try in g  to  enroll 
as m any m em pers as possible w ithou t 
lim iting  them selves to quotas and 
num bers.

PLAN FOR CANADIAN LEGION

W ar O rgan iza tions A pprove Proposi­
tion  to  A m algam ate  All V e terans 

S im ilar to A m erican Body.

The am algam ation of all w ar vet­
erans of Canada into a Canadian 
Legion to be founded on principles 
sim ilar to those of the American 
Legion has been approved by officials 
of the various w ar organizations. 
More than  10,000 leaders in the vet­
erans’ associations have pledged their 
support of the merger.

I t  has been shown th a t one organi­
zation can operate more effectively 
and a t less expense than  a half a 
dozen organizations w ith a  common 
in terest and purpose. The merger 
will make possible a closer co-opera­
tion between the veterans and the 
Canadian government, which has al­
ready spent $84,000,000 in the estab­
lishm ent of re turned soldiers on land.

A recent report shows th a t 27,000 
individual ex-service men have been 
benefited by the laws, th e  objects of 
which were soldier re-establishm ent 
and the development of the agricul­
tural resources of the dominion. Un­
der the law, any ex-service man eligi­
ble from a m ilitary standpoint, having 
seen service overseas, may apply for 
loans up to the maximum of $7,500 
for the following purposes : 1 For the 
purchase of land, $4,500; for stock 
and equipment, $2,000 ; for perm anent 
improvements, $1,000. If  on incum­
bered land, the ex-soldier is entitled to 
loans amounting to $5,000; if on free 
land, to loans am ounting to $3,000. In 
the case of purchased land the settler 
m ust pay 10 per cent of the cost price 
of the land as a guarantee of good 
faith.

DEFENDS THE DISABLED MEN
Medical D ireotor D ecries S ta tem en ts  

R egarding “ F ak ers ,” and “Com­
pensation  C hasers."

In an appeal fur the proper care of 
disabled veterans of the World war, 
Dr. Thomas W.
Salmon, medical 
director of the 
N ational Commit­
tee for Mental 
Hygiene, t ak e s 
occasion to  decry 
the statem ents re­
garding “fakers,”
“goidb r i c k e r  s” 
and “compensa­
tion c h a s e r s . ”
“Let us not be 
misled by this 
loose ta lk  about
fakers,” says Doctor Salmon, who is a 
member of the American Legion Hospi­
talization committee. “Of course there 
are such men among those who apply 
for relief, But you Aill find them 
everyw here; In business, in colleges, 
in politics and even in the churches.”

Doctor Salmon, in his plea fo r com­
plete and efficient care of the disabled 
men, answ ers the assertion th a t there 
are  6,000 empty beds in the govern­
m ent hospitals. He explains th a t 
beds alone cannot cure the disabled 
and besides, he says, most of the 6,000 
empty beds are needed to constitute 
the reserve th a t every hospital with 
an active service needs.

MOVEMENT oT b EEF 
CATTLE PRODUCTION

HISTORY AS IT IS SUMMED UP 
BY CAPT. W. E. WENTWORTH 

OF ARMOUR & CO.

In  1850 th e  cen te r of beef ca ttle  
production w as located in  th e  ap ­
prox im ate v icin ity  of Richmond, Ky., 
to  th e  south of L exington. I ts  loca­
tion  here  m akes i t  probable th a t  the 
cen te r of beef production in 1840 w as 
n o t f a r  from  the  cen te r o f sw ine p ro ­
duction as given in  th e  O ctober le t­
te r , a lthough  i t  m ay have been some­
w h a t to  th e  east, over th e  line into 
W est V irgin ia, according to  C aptain 
W. E. W entw orth , of A rm our & Co.

By 1860 a g re a t change had taken  
place. The cen te r had  moved some 
250 m iles w estw ard  to  Lowes, Ky., a 
sho rt distance to  th e  sou thw est of P a ­
ducah. T he ra te  of m ovem ent w as 
directly  due to  th e  rap id  settlem en t 
of the  W est, w hile th e  direction of 
m ovm ent depended on the g re a t in­
crease in “ o ther c a ttle ” in th e  s ta te  
of Texas from  112.000 to  approxi­
m ate ly  300,000 head.

The Civil W ar a ltered  th e  d irection 
of displacem ent fo r th e  cen ter of 
beef ca ttle  production by about the 
Same degree to  th e  .northw est th a t  it 
had diverted to  the Southw est during 
th e  previous decade. The confeder­
a te  s ta te s , exclusive of 'Texas, lost 
approxim ately  1,500,000 head, while 
the corn b e lt and N orthw est showed 
the  im pressive gain  of about 2,000,- 
000 head. The cen ter w as' in  th e  v i­
cin ity  of Bixby, Mo., some 60 miles 
sou theast of Rolla.

By 1880 th e  cen te r had  reached 
V ienna, Mo., about 30 miles sou theast 
of Jefferson City. This re la tively  
sm all displacem ent w as due in p a r t 
to  the  recovery of the South, which 
tended to  re ta rd  any  northw ard  or 
w estw ard m ovem ent, and in  p a r t  to  
th e  lowered ra te  of increase in the  
N orthw est and com  belt.

In 1890 th e  cen te r w as a t  C reigh-j

ton, about 60 miles sou theast of K an­
sas City, Mo. The displacem ent w as 
a lm ost due w est du ring  th is  decade, 
as a re su lt of th e  balanced increase 
in ca ttle  production in both th e  n o rth ­
w est and Southw est range, and the 
decreased production of beef ca ttle  
fu r th e r  east.

The 1900 census saw  a  w estw ard  
move, the  cen ter being located a few  
m iles no rth east of W averly, Kans., 
and about 30 miles to  the southw est 
of O ttaw a. A slig h t sou therly  de­
viation th u s occurred from  th e  a l­
m ost due w est line followed in  the 
previous decade, due to  th e  re la tive ly  
b e tte r  conditions in  th e  Southw est 
ran g e  as com pared to  th e  N orthw est 
range, and also to the fu r th e r  recov­
ery  of th e  Southeast. : .

The displacem ent betw een 1900 
and 1910 w as re latively  sligh t, being 
no g re a te r  th an  th a t  w hich occurred 
betw een 1870 and  1880. T he direc­
tion  was alm ost due northw est, and 
the location w as in  the v icin ity  of 
E skridge, about 40 m iles southw est 
of Topeka. This no rthw ard  sh ift 
w as dependent on th e  g re a t decrease 
in T exas and  O klahoma, some 4,000,- 
000 head being lo s t in  these two 
s ta te s  alone.

By 1920 the  cen te r of production 
had passed to  th e  w est of th e g eo g ra­
phic cen ter o f the  country  and w as in 
the vicin ity  of E llsw orth , Kans. P a r t  
of th is w estw ard  sh ift w as dependent 
on the  unparalle led  decreases in  all 
of the New E ngland , Middle A tlan ­
tic, South A tlan tic , and  easte rn  corn j 
belt s ta tes .

Ju s t how much dependence can be \ 
placed on the census figu res f o r 1 
“other c a tt le ” as a  m easure  of beef ! 
ca ttle  is n o t known. “O ther c a tt le ” i 
include th a t  portion of th e  dairy  pop-! 
u lation  no t ac tua lly  producing m ilk 
a t  th e  tim e th e  census figures a r e ; 
collected. H ence d a iry  bulls, d r y : 
cows, young heifers and  s teers  of j 
d airy  blood would he included in th e  
lis t of “o ther ca ttle ,” while m any; 
cows of beef b reeding th a t  w ere being I 
mil|ked a t  th e  tim e th e  census ta k e r  i 
v isited  th e  farm , w ere probably  in-j 
eluded under m ilk ca ttle . Since th e r e 1; 
seem s to  be no w ay to  com pensate! 
fo r these e rro rs , th e  census figures I 
have been tak en  a t  face value.

Lieutenant Colonel Wood Began
Fighting for His Country at Age 

of Fifteen.

One of the most rem arkable war 
records ever brought to light is that 

of Lieut. Coi. 
M a r s h a l l  W. 
Wood, U. S. A. 
( r e t i r e d )  o f  
Boise, Idaho, who 
began fighting for 
his country in 
the Civil w ar at 
the age of fif­
teen years and, 
a fte r surviving 
campaigns in the 
Indian and Span­
ish - A m e r i  can 
wars, entered the 

World w ar when seventy years old, 
serving nearly  three years.

Today, although seventy-five years 
old, Colonel Wood is Inspector general 
of the Grand Army of the Republic, 
and is chaplain of the John Regan 
post of the American Legion. Boise, 
Idaho, which he organized and served 
as its first commander.

Colonel Wood was bom  June 4, 
1846. F ifteen  years la te r  he was 
bearing a  m usket in the Civil war. He 
was twice wounded during, this serv­
ice. Later, he served in the Indian 
w ars as senior medical officer in two 
expeditions against the Cheyenne and 
Sioux. In the Spanish-American war 
he was chief surgeon of the F irs t di­
vision of the F ifth  army corps from 
its  organization until its abadonment 
a fte r the Santiago campaign.

In the World w ar Colonel Wood was 
on active duty from June 23, 1916, un­
til February  28, 1919. H e was under 
fire in all except the World war and 
received three medals for distin­
guished service.

F irs t  A m erican A rtille ry  Officer to  Die 
in A ction Is H onored by

The first American artillery  officer 
to  die in action In F rance has been 
honored by his 
surviving c o l l ­
a t e ,  who have 
named their post 
of the American 
Legion in New 
York in liis hon­
or. The p o s t ,  
which comprises 
members of the 
old F irs t division, 
is known as the 
Jeff Feigl post.

Jefferson Feigl 
was a first lieu­
tenant of B attery  F, Seventh field a r­
tillery  of the F irs t division. He was 
twenty-two years old, and had entered 
th e  service of his country immediately 
upon his graduation from H arvard uni­
versity.

A year a fter the death of the young 
officer on the field of battle, his per­
sonal property was sent to  his parents, 
Colonel and Mrs. Feigl, who reside a t 
the Biltmore hotel, New York. In a 
hand-bag was a le tte r addressed to his 
parents, which L ieutenant Feigl had 
w ritten a short tim e before he was 
killed. In  the le tte r he forecast his 
death, and said, “Dame Fortune 
couldn’t have picked a more gentle­
manly m anner for me to  make my ex­
it.”
