First, the Ogden branch of the 
American Legion passed a resolu­
tion in favor of beer. This was fol ­
lowed by a resolution on the part 
of the Salt Lake City Legion Post 
for a vote on state prohibition. .

Next to drop into line were the 
dhambers of commerce of Ogden 
and Salt Lake City. The organiza­
tions include virtually all the state’s 
outstanding- business men.

Then a convention of the Utali 
department of the intermountain 
Hotel Men’s Association went on 
record in favor of a liquor vote.

All the liquor vote actvity fol­
lowed in the wake of national le­
galization of 3.2 per cent beer. 
Becker’s Brewery, at Ogden, start­
ed operations, to be closed within a 

| week.
It was discovered that a law per­

mitting the making and export of 
beer, but prohibiting the consump­
tion within Utah, can’t become ef­
fective until July, as it failed to 
carry the emergency clause.

Protest followed closing of the 
brewery. One hundred men lost 
employment and the state plenty 
in taxes. The idea of making and 
selling beer while prohibiting the 
drinking of it didn’t work out. 
Then came the demands for a vote 
on the dry laws.

Utah is constitutionally dry, and 
for that reason a general election 
for a change would be necessary.

Invention Aids
Study of Stars

ALFRED, N. Y. (UP).—An elec­
trical attachment for astronom­
ical telescopes that increases the 
power of the telescope four times, 
permitting study of fainter and 
more distant stars, has been in­
vented by a young University of 
Wsiconsin scientist—the son of Dr. 
Albert E. Whitford, professor of 
higher mathematics in Alfred Uni­
versity.

Dr. Whitford revealed that his 
son, Albert E. Whitford, Jr., 27, uses 
Llje photo-electric cell in his- de­
vice— a cell which scientists have 
been trying to use in connection 
with astronomical telescopes for 
years. Dr. Whitford calls his inven ­
tion the photo-electric photometer 
l'or stars.

The telescopic part of the in ­
strument is a brass cylinder in 
which is attached the photo- elec - 
trie cell, it is mounted on the tele- 
sflope and connected electrically to 
a cabinet that looks much like an 
ordinary radio.

The 'cylinder picks up fainter 
and lighter rays than -any other 
instrument eyer has recorded. It 
is necessary to amplify the cur­
rent 2.000.000 times to register the 
fainter stars. So sensitive is the 
instrument that it will record the 
light from an ordinary candle 100 
miles away, it is said.

Woman, 94, Walks 
Daily for Exercise

WALNUT RIDGE, Ark. (UP).-

The trial was brought to a dra­
matic close yesterday when defense 
counsel made a ringing denuncia­
tion of Leo A. Rover, U. S. district 
attorney, accusing him of putting 
Colonel Charles A. Lindbergh on 
the stand as a “ publicity stunt” de­
signed to aid Rover in the future.

Rover replied it was necessary to 
the case that there be definitely 
proven that there- was a Lindbergh 
child, that it had been kidnaped, 
and that it had been found dead.

“ Colonel Lindbergh was the only 
man in the world who could give 
us this information,” said Rover. 
“ That, and that only, was the rea­
son he was called to testify in this 
case.”

.tpdfl.y, demanded arms equality 'for 
Germany and revision of Lire Ver­
sailles treaty.

He praised Roosevelt's peace 
speech -and agreed to the non-ag­
gression pact with other nations but 
said Germany has .the right, to re­
arm unless other nations fulfill the 
Versailles treaty obligations and 
disarm. He threatened to resign 
from the league of nations unless 
demands for German equality are 
met.

A hushed house hung on ins 
words. The Reichstag endorsod iris 
speech on behalf of Germany and 
adjourned indefinitely. The tone of 
iris speech was one of willingness 
to cooperate with the rest of the 
world on condition of equality.

“ No European war could improve 
the present situation . . . Germany 
has 'fulfilled unreasonable demands 
with suicidal loyalty . . . President 
Roosevelt’s declaration deserves Ger­
many’s warm thanks . . . Germany 
is ready to forego arming complete­
ly if others do the same,” weje 
among the quotations from Hitler's 
speech.

WASHINGTON, May 17. (UP).— 
Success or failure of President 
Roosevelt’s peace appeal was believ­
ed to rest on Japan and Germany 
today. Indications were that other 
nations were ready to endorse lire 
plans offered. A by-product may 
be the ultimate recognition of R ih- 
sia by the United States.

FRANCE TAKING 
NO' CHANCES -

PARIS, May 17—-The French gov­
ernment increased its vigilance 
Tuesday, with regard to Germany’s 
armament intentions and awaited 
the declaration ¡today of Chancellor 
Hitler .at Berlin with calm alert­
ness.

Although pleased with President 
Roosevelt’s appeal to the nations, 
Premier Daladier and his colleagues 
were none the less disposed to take 
every, precaution for French secur­
ity which the attitude of Germany 
imposed upon them.

As a national defense measure 
the factories of Paris, which pro­
duce materials useful for both war 
and peace purposes, were ordered 
to report to the “passive defense 
bureau” upon their productive ca ­
pacity.

Within a ¡month the factories 
must present. an estimate- of their 
powers of production as well as a 
list showing the numbers of ¡their 
employes.

The order was issued b y . .Jean 
Chiappe, prefect ,of police. It ap­
plies to all factories employing 
more than 100 workers, to those 
which .fern out metal, wood, food, 
chemicals and clothing products.

Banking concerns and army sup­
ply plants also are included in this 
official checkup on productive 
power.

The address of President Roose­
velt, meanwhile, brought some hope 
thfe it might produce a modifica­
tion in Chancellor Hitler’s speech to 
the reichstag, a change in the direc­
tion of conciliation.

The foreign office declined any di­
rect comment on the appeal from 
Washington but it was learned in 
the highest quarters that the gov­
ernment was pleased at the presi­
dent’s insistence that no nation 
should increase its armaments above 
limitations laid down by treaty:

Although it was expected • here 
that the Roosevelt statement would 
soften Chancellor Hitler’s speech, it 
was declared that. France is con-

But 
it don’t look like the Texas boys will 
get out of camp till we get some 
more boys out of Texas, as it re­
quires 108 men to make up a com­
pany. It lias -seen a standard joke 
around camp that the Texas boys 
were the lost squadron. They don’t 
seem to be anyone in Texas that 
wants us even if we could make 
up. .a complete company. For poli­
tical reasons we are not allowed to 
leave the state. But I guess we will 
get to break camp some of these 
days.

The personnel of the company is 
good. Our officers sfre fine. Of 
course, I don’t know anybody outside 
of the Texas company, all of the 
boys in it are regular fellows. Every 
body is proud to be here, and every 
one is happy.

So I had better sign off as every 
one is required to be in bed and 
the lights out by ten.

FORT WORTH. (UP).— Beer of 
the 3.2 variety is a better beverage 
any day than coffee in the opinion 
of at- least two* physicians who at­
tended the state medical convention 
here. .

Coffee-drinking and over-eating 
will do more harm to this nation 
than drinking 3.2 beer, even to ex­
cess, declared Dr. W. D. Russ, a 
strict ‘“ tee-totaler,” San Angelo sur­
geon, and former -president of the 
state, medical association.

Dr. C. C. Cody, Houston, gives a 
bottle of 3.2 -brew the tonic prop­
erties of a dose of ibitters. Dr. Russ 
believes it may become “ depression’s 
tonic” :

“ If 3.2 beer can do anything to 
make people adopt a. more cheer­
ful.. and happy attitude, and give 
them .some freedom from the domi­
nation of fanatics—who believe that 
the .world is merely a place in which, 
to suffer and be sad in preparation 
for;: -the next—it will have accomp­
lished wonders,” he said.
