WASHINGTON, May 13—The ap-
peal of the president to holders of
farm mortgages to withhold fore-
closures and the assurance of Sec-
retary Wallace that there would be
prompt action in raising farm prices
under the new law resulted in the
calling off of the farmers’ strike.
The dairymen of Wisconsin and
northern Illinois refused to suspend
their strike but it was believed prob-
able that they would at least tem-
porize in their action, awaiting the
effect of the new law’s demonstra-
tion.

It can be said for this new farm
law that the administration of it
will be in the hands of an entirely
different type of men than those
who formerly directed alleged farm
relief. Secretary Wallace has an
intimate and sympathetic under-
standing of the whole farm situa-
tion.

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125,000 Cars May
Be Retired, Report

AUSTIN—Nearly 125,000 Texas
motor cars will be taken out of ser-
vice and not replaced in 1933 un-
less there is a marked and rapid
upturn in business, the Texas Gocd
roads association figured today on
the basis of the highway department
totals just released from the first
four months of the year.

Up to May 1, registrations total
11,904, the department announced.

ast year at the same time they
exceeded 1,011,000, and in May 1931
the figure was 1,107,000. An aver-
age of 82 1-2 per cent of the car
owners register by May 1. Thus it
is estimated that total registrations
this year will be 1,105,339 cars.

“The figures mean' that during
1932 and 1933, a total of 229,458 Tex-
as motor cars will have been put out
of commission,” the road associ-
ation’s statement said.

“The 104,689 cars retired last year
represent a loss of $3,957,244 in pub-
lic revenues from motor vehicle Ii-
censes and gasoline tax. That loss
will be repeated this year, and to it
will be added the loss on retire-
ment of 124,769 more cars, aggre-

gating $8,673,512—a total for the two
years of more than $12,500,000.”

But into this gloomy picture W.
O. Huggins, president of the as-
jsociation injected a decided note of
optimism. y

“While our road-revenues have
been seriously reduced,” he said, i
must be remembered that improved
conditions can increase them just
as rapidly. There is just one large
conditions attached to such a state-
ment. That condition is that the
roads are maintained, and even im-
proved wherever possible. We must
not take any more « funds which
rightfully belong to roads and spend
it-on other things.” A -
¢ “We must  remember | that the
quarter of a million former motor-
ists who have given up their cars
irepresent a-huge potential market
for new machines, one their earn-
ing power is restored. To take ad-
vantage of it, we must keep our road
system ready.”
