They drove to the 
Mexican section only to find the 
brown people had assidiously clean • 
ed their premises of weeds.

Mexicans occasionally show tpaces 
of using the weed, but evidently 
buy it from bootleggers from a !dis ■ 
tanee.

PEOPLE GULLIBLE 
AND NON-EXISTENT 

FIRMS PROFITING

NEW YORK.—Hard times bring 

prosperous times to petty racketeers. 
Eyery unemployed person, every 
woman desperately seeking a way to 
provide necessities for her family, 
is a potential victim of their vici­
ous schemes.

From would-be home workers— 
who include clippies, elderly folk, 
and children, as well as the jobless 
—-white-collar bandits collect an es 
limated $150.000,000 annually. And 
they clean an almost equal amount 
from men and women willing to 
pay advance “commissions” for 
non-existent jobs, or for “exclusive' 
selling territories and the like.

Not ail home-work plans are il­
legitimate. And there are many 
selling agency and employment 
plans which are operating entirely 
within the law. But the large num­
bers of reports circulated by the 
National Belter Business Bureau 
and its 52 local agencies, and the 
fraud orders issued iby the U. S. 
post office department, show that 
there are hundreds of gullible thou­
sands who fail to investigate before 
investing their money with swind­
lers.

In Chicago, for instance, Charles 
Egolf promised big money to home 
workers for addressing . envelopes 
and mailing circulars. In thre? 
weeks 9000 men sent him $1 for 
“ materials and instructions.” Each 
Victim was told to mail circulars to 
friends and if any of the friends 
thus solicited sent $1 to Egolf he 
would pay the original employee 25 
cents commission. The promotion 
literature, by the way, cautioned 
that “ most home-work schemes are 
fraudulent.” Egolf’s was too ;. he 
never paid.

Still more common are fraudulent 
offers to buy home-made lipoducts 
such as aprons, shirts and chil­
dren’s. dresses. In practically every 
case a “ deposit” of several dollars 
is required for samples and mate­
rials worth a few cents. After that, 
no matter how expert and patient 
the seamstress, her work never is 
found- acceptable by the crooked 
promotors. Such a concern was the 
Restweli Pajama Co., of New York, 
against which a fraud order has 
been issued Iby the government. 
When they were put out of busi­
ness the operators, Jack Lester and 
J. Krasner, were receiving approxi­
mately 100 letters a- day from wom­
en victims.

Similar, schemes have to do with 
the coloring of greeting cards and 
the tinting of photographs. Accord­
ing fo the Better Business bureau, 
a million dollars has been contribut­
ed by approximately 25,000 ; peopl^ 
during the past three years to the 
Irving Vance Co., Ltd., and the 
Menhenitt Co., Ltd., both of Tor­
onto, Canada, and both offering 
courses of instruction and paying 
jdbs in picture coloring.

“ An American manufacturer in 
Poland wishes to have Ills 9-year- 
old son grow up in America; offers 
$50,000 to an American respectable 
family able to assure him first-rate 
nursing, board and education.— 
Write to . . . (an address in- War­
saw).”

Hundreds of persons answered the 
advertisement, and were asked to 
remit $5.60 to cover the cost of in­
vestigating their references. Hun­
dreds paid the amount and, of 
course, -heard nothing more of the 
matter.

A heartless -and widespread em­
ployment racket was 'broken up in 
New York when the courts ruled 
that no agency would 'be allowed to 
collect fees in advance. But the laws 
are lax in many other cities, and 
there -are devious ways of dodging 
existing statutes.

A common one is to request a 
registration fee of from $2 to $20 
to cover the cost of putting the ap­
plicant’s name and - qualifications

Voters Urged to
Weigh the Issues

AUSTIN.—Although as an organ­
ization, the Texas Democratic Na­
tional committee will take no aotivi- 
part in the repeal and modification 
campaign preceding the election 
called for August 26th, the active 
heads of the organization, Roy Mil­
ler. director, and Frank Scofield, fi­
nance director, in a statement is­
sued today, called upon Texas dem­
ocrats to support -both repeal aiid 
modification, as a national platform 
demand. In their statement the or­
ganization leaders declared: 
."While we realize that.-both pro­

hibition and modification are -con­
troversial questions among Texas 
democrats, we feel it our duty to 
lirge adoption of -both the repeal 
and modification proposals at the 
sjjeci-al election called for August 26. 
The question as to whether or not 
Texas shall foe wet or dry is not in­
volved. The Chicago platform con­
tained a ringing appeal, -both for 
repeal and modification. In his ac­
ceptance address, President Roose­
velt committed the party irrevoc­
ably to tooth proposals.

“Repeal of the eighteenth amend­
ment will merely reestablish and 
make effective great fundamental 
democratic principles, namely, -the 
elates rights and local self govern­
ment. All that repeal of the 18th 
amendment will accomplish, so far 
as Texas is concerned, is to give our 
citizens the right to determine for 
themselves whether the manufac­
ture or sale of intoxicating liquors 
Will be permitted or prohibited with 
in the 'borders of our state. Inas­
much as prohibition is now in ef­
fect in Texas, under state constitu­
tional amendment, that, amendment 
Subsequently will -have -to foe repeal­
ed before intoxicating liquor can 1Æ 
legally manufactured and sold in 
Texas.

“So far ' as ■ modification is con­
cerned, we are only asked to concur 
in and conform to the action of the 
congress of the United States in re­
vising the definition as to what 
constitutes intoxicating liquor. Con­
gress, in its wisdom, lias seen fit 

\ to declare by legislative enactment 
i that any beverage having an alco­
holic content of not exceeding 3.2 
per cent (by weight is non-intoxi­
cating. The question of prohibition, 
therefore, is in no way involved.

“ In accepting for Texas the deci­
sion of the congress and our great, 
president which reflects the judg­
ment of the democratic party in na­
tional convention, assembled, we 
feel that the democrats of Texas, 
regardless of their views with re­
spect to prohibition in Texas, with 
tire utmost consistency and without' 
violence to their convictions, can 
support both repeal and modifica­
tion.”

Vacationists Are
Issued Warnings

As the summer, season approach­
es, a word of warning is timely to 
protective campers, boy scouts, girl 
scouts, summer vacationists, fisher­
men, and others who enjoy getting 
out into the open; relative to the 
possible danger's that may be en­
countered from the standpoint of 
contracting infection under the 
changed environment. This is espe­
cially true of direv.-':.;- that may be 
transmitted through food and wa­
ter supplici.

Typhoid fever is a disease the 
amount of which is greatest, as a 
rule, where there ds the least sani­
tation. . It is an unnecessary and 
preventable disease. It is spread 
from person to person by water, 
milk, fingers, flies, and food. Every 
case is. contracted by taking into 
the mouth some substance contam­
inated with typhoid organisms, and 
these occur only in nature hi the 
'bowel and ibladder discharges of 
persons sick with typhoid or from 
carriers, persons who have had ty­
phoid and who after recovery still 
hailbor the germs in their systems.

Persons planning a vacation or 
trip where sanitation may not be 
rigidly enforced or where food hand­
lers are not regularly examined 
should protect 'themselves against 
this disease by being vaccinated. 
Three inoculations with typhoid 
vaccine, a week apart, are necessary 
to secure protection against this 
disease and the immunity establish­
ed is good for two years. The purity 
of water or milk cannot foe judged 
by looking at it. Play safe and have 
your doctor protect you.

Tractors and typewriters—  
a man had to have a typewriter, then a stenographer, then 
allot of secretaries. And what happened? In 35 years the 
percentage of insanity doubled. Men outlived their minds.

-■ “Perhaps man is slowly adjusting himself to this age, 
tKis speed. But it is a slow process. The tension has be­
come almost too great.”

warning. But our usual custom is to stay about a genera­
tion behind our medical advisors in matters of this kind, 
arid the killing pace of modern life has not yet really be­
gun to Worry us. W e have wandered innocently into the 
midst of a lot of whirring flywheels, high-speed gadgets 
and rapidly moving assembly lines, and it has hardly oc­
curred to us that all of this is a little more than we can 
stand.

PEIPING, China. (UP).— News­
print manufactured from bamboo 
will be available to Chinese pub­
lishers if a program instituted by 
the Ministry of the Interior 
proves to be successful. Mr. Hsu 
Hsiching, Vice Minister of Indus­
try, has announced that a factory 
for the manufacture of paper on 
a large scale is to be opened in 
Shanghai.

In the past Chinese publishers 
have been dependent upon Japan, 
the United States and Sweden 
for .their newsprint. But for a long 
period investigations have been 
conducted which show that bam­
boo, grown abundantly in the 
Wenchow district, can be made 
into paper serving admirably as a 
substitute for the foreign product.

The proposed Chinese news­
print factory is t o ibe capitalized 
at $5,000,000, silver. Of this 
amount $2,000,000 will toe pro­
vided by /  the government and 
$3,000,000 toy Chinese commercial 
concerns.

SAN F R A N C IS C O  (UP).—'The 
^"•»waters of the Pacific ocean now 

provide milk for science, as well as 
salt.

Changing sea water into milk of 
magensia is the modern miracle be ­
ing performed on a commercial ba­
sis by a San Francisco chemical 
company. Nowhere else in the 
world is milk of magnesia recovered 
from sea water, according to R. E. 
Clark, president of the concern.

Clarke explained that other man ■ 
ufacturers begin with either mag­
nesium rock or epsom salts and cau­
stic soda to produce magnesia medi­
cal products.

With water from the Pacific ocean 
as a base, the company produces 
milk of magnesia which conforms 
with all requirements of the U. S. 
Pharmaceutical Board. The firm’s 
unique process requires 500,000 gal- 

c Ions of sea water daily.
The water is pumped into huge 

tanks, -where calcium is added. The 
reaction forms milk of magnesia. 
As this settles, it is drawn out at 

• the bottom of the tank, and the 
used water is returned to the ocean. 
Next, all salts not included in the 
milk of magnesia formula—sodium 
Chloride, calcium salts, potassium 
salts, silicon, iron, bromine and io­
dine—are removed from the solution 
so that it conforms to the recog­
nized formula. Then it is ready for 

’ bottling and marketing.

of dollars, nroTjects ere loaded r-p 
with merchandise of doubtful value 
and assigned to exclusive territories 
in which to sell the product. Enter­
ing the field with no knowledge of 
competitive conditions, the new 
salesman is likely to find himself 
enormously undersold toy rival pro­
ducts. Then, failing to dispose of 
the quantity of goods specified in 
his agreement, he is ousted from 
the territory, which then is resold 
to another sucker.

Two other practices fattening to­
day on the desire of idle people to 
turn their spare time into cash are 
the “song publishing” and “story 
and scenario” rackets. Harold B. 
Kohler, conducting the Equitable 
Music corporation in New York took 
$700,000 from amateur lyricists be­
fore he was halted by a government 
fraud order. His scheme, one of the 
elaborate ones, was to offer a $500 
prize for the best .parody written to 
some popular song. To those who 
submitted verses, lie replied that the 
words would be suitable for a new 
song, and tjjat he would have the 
music written, and would handle 
the publishing for a mere $60. No 
copies, of course, ever were sold.

Last month the National Better 
Business bureau assigned an em­
ploye to compose the most inane, 
illiterate, garbled and plotless story 
within his power. The result was 
entitled “ Home from -the South Sea 
Islands,” -and concerned the adven­
tures of one “ Wm. Jackson . . . who 
was one of the very best workers in 
the factery wher he worked but 
they layed him of because the for- 
man was down on him.” And so 
on. until “ the butiful girl through 
her arms arond his neck and creia 
‘ my Hero’.”

The story was submitted to three 
widely advertised “ literary bureaus.” 
First to respond was the Writer’s 
Placement Service, of Omaha. They 
congratulated the author and of­
fered to revise, criticize and correct 
the story for $3. Next, the Daniel 
O’Malley Company of New York, 
found tlie story “ original, dramatic 
colorful and lending itself -to talkie 
dialogue adaption.”  Their services 
ylete offered for $21.50. Not to be 
■"outdone by Omaha and New York, 
Hollywood followed with an order 
from the Universal Scenario Com­
pany. This concern was somewhat 
more critical. It believed the story 
needed whipping into shape .before 
being submitted to a select list of 
magazine and book publishers. And 
it stood ready to do the whipping 
for only $35.

“ The rim of the Grand Canyon 
is one of the stillest places on 
earth,” says Carveth Wells, Contin­
ental Oil company radio entertainer.
