If the first few months of 1934
result in curbing fire losses in Mid-
land with the success noted in 1933
over 1932, Midland should regain
part or all of the good fire record
credit formerly given the city, in
the opinion of Claude O. Crane,
chamber of commerce fire preven-
tion committee chairman.

Crane points out that fire losses
to Midand during 1933 were only
$5,456.16, as compared with 1932’s
figure of $18,797.57," or less thamn
one-third.

Animals fed on rye and -wheat,
respectively, showed markedly dif-
ferent. reaction. Those getting
wheat put on more weight, but
those living on the rye diet became
more vigorous and active.

Further examination - showed
that the rye diet stimulated the
sex gland of the animals, both
male and female.  In old speci-
mens, a marked rejuvenation ef-
fect was noticeable.
