Hearing on Stevens Peace Bond Order Set for Monday
LOSS OF LIFE TOO 1  

GREAT, PRESIDENT 
ROOSEVELT FEELS

Peace Justice Holds 
Jurisdiction Is 

Prescribed
J. C. Stevens, tried in district 

court here Vviday on charges of 
assault with intent to murder, 
was given a live year suspended 
sentence by the jury which re­
turned its verdict at 6 o’clock 
in the afternoon.

Stevens pleaded guilty to the 
charges, asking the suspended 
sentence and promising the 
court good behavior if released. 
Mrs. Katie Stevens, wife of the 
defendant, was the complaining 
witness.

J. C. Stevens, remanded to 
jail Friday afternoon in de­
fault of a $1,000 peace bond 
judgment, will be brought 
into district court Monday 
morning on a write of ha­
beas corpus for a hearing 
sought by his attorneys, 
Joseph A. Seymour and Dick Tate, 
in an effort to get dissolved an order 
for peace bond.

The bond was ordered after a 
separate complaint had been made 
in the January term of justice court 
by Mrs. Katie Stevens before Peace | 
Justice B. C. Girdley, and was not | 
affected by the district court jury’s 
verdict of a five-year suspended 
sentence on a charge of assault with 
intent to murder.

Mrs. Stevens swore in her com­
plaint her husband had made se- 
l'ioyjn threats against her and that 
he was able and a person calculated 
to carry out his threats.

Stevens pled guilty to the 
threats, as he had done in the ex ­
amining trial held prior to the sep­
arate complaint, but pled no in­
tention of executing them.

He was placed in jail. Grand jury 
indictment resulted on the assault 
with intent to murder charge, and 
the trial which was held Friday. 
But the restrictions of the peace 
bond judgment remained, as Peace 
Justice Girdley held he is without 
jurisdiction or authority of law for 
reopening of the January session of 
justice court, in which this case was 
tried, resulting in the order for 
peace bond.

Stevens promised in open court J 
Friday he would not carry out any j 
of the threats he -had admitted I 
making, and said If he were granted 1 
a suspended sentence he would leave' 
his family and move to Van Zandt 
county, further promising to sup­
port his children, “ even if I have to 
live on ‘break and water’.” Upon 
this basis, defense counsel says if 
hopes to gain his final release on 
the habeas corpus writ.

One day last week, a sheep 
herder on the L. C. Proctor 
ranch five miles southeast of 
Midland found six lambs help­
less in badger holes. Luckily, 
none of them was yet dead. 
On another day, Proctor found 
two lambs in holes made by 
the rodents.

Proctor estimates there arc 
at least 100 badger holes on 
his ranch. Some of the holes 
arc perpendicular and are 
about knee deep. New-born 
lambs fall into the holes and 
that is the end of the mutton 
unless somebody happens by.

The rancher is starting a 
poison war on the pests. 
Badgers do not cat sheep. 
They eat mice, rabbits, chick­
ens and other small animals.

The only thing a badger is 
fit for, l’ roetor said, is for a 
badger fight, and now it’s 
hard to find a man who is 
greenhorn enough to go to a 
badger fight; so the varmints 
really are not fit for anything 
except to dig holes to serve as 
pitfalls for innocent lambs, 
the rancher added.

It has often been said “Eat an 
apple a day and keep the doctor 
away.” How it originated, I ’m afraid 
no one knows. Evidently it is simp­
ly an expression which took the 
fancy of the people and has been 
handed down from generation tj 
generation. Incidentally, you might 
be interested in the English version 
of this same rhyme. It reads, "Ea-. 
an apple going to bed, make the 
doctor bake his bread.” Which, 
after all, is pretty tough on the j 
medical profession, but we doubt 
if the apple eating habit would 
ever become so popular as to 
cause all doctors to become worried!

Nevertheless, it is true that any-!

One 
explanation for its wide use may 
perhaps be gained from the faci 
that bottled beer lias -a high nutri­
tive value and adds a unique and 
distinctive flavor to many salads, 
soups, sauces, dressings, en casserole 
meats and cheese dishes.

This “new deal” in cooking, so to 
speak, has gained particular favor 
among some of the leading hotel 
clhefs throughout tlj(e country. 
Prominent among the list is Hilaire 
Krumnacker, chef at the world’s 
largest hotel.

According to Mr. Krumnacker, 
“Good beer is essential in securing 
the proper flavor in many meat 
dishes. Some days we use sever;.! 
cases of beer to flavor special soups 
and meats, and scarcely a clay pass - 
es that beer -is not an ingredient in 
some recipe.”

Here arc recipes for two of Mr. 
Krumnackcr’s favorite dishes.

Braised Sirloin Beef Steak 
Flamande 

(For 4 persons)
Take four sirloin steaks, six to 

eight ounces each, season with salt 
and pepper. Put three unces of but­
ter in a saute pan and heat. Place 
steaks in pan with one slice medium 
sized onion -and a sliced carrot to 
saute for about eight minutes. 
When a nice brown color remove 
steaks. Stir one and one half table­
spoons of flour into the juice in 
the pan and simmer until it thicken^. 
Add slowly 3 spoons of tomato 
puree, two and one-half bottles of 
beer and stir constantly. Now put 
steaks back in saute pan to simmer 
till done.

Cooking time is about oue hour. 
When meat is done, remove steaks 
to a platter and strain the .sauc': 
over.

(For 3 persons)

Put in a pan one pound Cheddar 
or good American cheese, cut in 
small dices, with a small pinch of 
dry mustard, one teaspoonful oi 
Worcestershire sauce, one-third bot­
tle of beer. Place on fire to melt, 
■as soon as cheese is rather soft, stir- 
well with a whim till the cheese is 
smooth and boiling-. Have three 
serving dishes very hot. Place a 
piece of toast in each dish ano 
pour the hot rarebit over.
