NO £OSS OF COTTON

ETS IS SEEN

COLLEGE STATION—The South
is not about to lose its cotton mai-
kets to: foreign countries because ol
tha Bankhcad act and the cotton
adjustment program, according o
relinble  facts gathered by the
United States department of agri-
culture. Material furnished by the
agricultural adjustment administra-
tion'  clearly. shows that foreign
contries have increased cotton pro-
duction to the limit for years. A
careful study of each of America’s
cotton growing competitors indi-
cates that the possibility of further
increases are very unlikely in the
near future.

If American cotton prices were
to go to very high levels and remain
there for 15 or 20 years foxugn cot-
ton broduction would increasg, it
is believed. As matlters now stand,
America has a large available sur-
plus of cotton to more than satisiy
all foreign markets. American cot-
ton exports for the two years 1931-
32 and 1932-33 exceeded all exporls
for the last 13 years except for ones
year. The exports for the cotton
year recently ended are expected to
be nearly as high as those of the
years just preceding.

It has been said that every time
we reduce acreage foreign coun-
{ries increase their cotton acreage.
Figures do not bear this out. The
whole cotton world scems to move
more or less together in increasing
or decreasing acreage. It is said
that. last year we plowed up 19
million acres of cotton and foreign
countries promptly increased their
cotton 4 million acres.

The door closed behind him.
Robert Ewing had pointed the way
out.

Louisiana never before saw
such a decapitation as followed.
Trained officials, trained advisers
followed Robert Ewing into politi-
cal oblivion as far as Louisiana was
concerned.

-4“I am the constitution,” said
Huey. This also meant “I am the
boss and there ain’t going to be no
other kind of bosses.”

Huey P. Long’s new crew, care-
fully picked, were men who never
had had any experience in working

on the good old ship of state. Here |

is the record:

His chief adviser became Sey-
mour Weiss, once shoe salesman,
once barber shop manager in the
Hotel Roosevelt, later the hotel
manager. Long made Seymour
Weiss president of his dock board,
employing thousands of workers.

In turn, Weiss named a man as
employer of labor for the dock board
who referred every appointment to
Huey P. Long.

Takes Care of Friends

Later, the young governor
named Abe Shushan president of
his: levee board. Shushan had sold
notions and dry goods on the road
for his father’s firm in New Orleans,
and on his parent’s death had be-
come head of the firm. The levee
board employs thousands of work-
ers.

For years, Robert Maestri had
been known in New Orleans as the
head of a furniture store which
sold, among others, furnishings
to red light resorts. Maestri was
also and still is principal owner
of Jefferson park race track.

Maestri did then and still owns
much property in the red Ilight
district of New Orleans. Huey P.
Long named Maestri conservation
commissioner.

That department also employs
much labor and has the letting of
leases on natural - resources—
among, them oil, then ‘beginning
to bulk large in the state’s eco-
nomics.

Merchant to Gevernor

Governor Long saw great bond
issues ahead for highway develop-
ment in Louisiana. So he went
back to his home town of Winn-
field, and picked a country mer-
chant to head his highway de-
partment.

The man he selected was O. K.
Allen, later; picked by Long to be
governor of ILouisiana.

And 80, in every department,
from chief ccok to bottle washer,
Long picked men who had never
had any previous experience in
statecraft, but who were subserv-
ient to him.

For several years, he has been

running his own newspaper. It
has no advertising—except Huey
Long advertising. He = smashes

into man after man, issue after
issue, in huge headlines. g

He also lathers the state from

At
one time, Long wanted to drop
the fight, but Ewing insisted that
he carry on.
Huey Claims Credit

Louisiana has some of the finest
highways in the south—concrete
pikes through miles and miles of
country, and fine graveled roads,
thousands of miles of them; it
has free bridges across waterways
where ferries or toll bridges were
a’ few years ago; it has one .of
the finest state universities in the
country; the greatest sea and land
plane airport. Huey P. Long
vakes the credit for all.

But John M. Parker, who ran
for vice-president on the Theodore
Roosevelt Bull Moose - tieket, de-
veloped the highway layout when
he was governor, and also the
university lans. It  was Gov-
ernor Parker’s idea, however,
that the highways and university

should be developed on a pay-as-

you-go basis, out of proceeds of
severance taxes on. natural re-
sources.

Wants Name on Bridge

Across the Mississippi. river at
New Orleans is now being thrown
a $14,000,000 railroad and auto-
mobile bridge, out of funds ad-
vanced by PWA and railroads.
Plans were developed by the pub-
lic “ belt railroad commission and
Thomas F. Cunningham, presi-
dent of that organization, before
Long ever heard of the bridge.
Yet Long claims the credit and
has even ordered that it be known
as the Huey P. Long bridge.

When Long came into power as
governor, he remembered -Iago’s
cogent .advice: “Puf money in
thy purse.” To hold power and
build up a machine, he must have
