All ilu'ce officers were elected by 
acclamation.

Preceding the election of officers, 
the members attending heard an ad­
dress by John Wilson, Denver 
geologist and geophysicist associ­
ated willi the Independent Geo­
physical Corporation of Houston, on 
"Geology and Oil Possibilities of 
Eastern Colorado and Northeastern 
New Mexico.’’ Revicwhig briefly 
the stratigraphy, history of develop­
ment and cross-section of the pio- 
vhiCL'i, Ml'. Wilson concUitled liis 
paper with a prophesy chat the 
terri'ioi'y would probably receive ex­
tensive exploration dm'ing the com­
ing year, particularly along goo- 
pliysical lines.

GRANTED STAYS
McALESTER, Okla.. Jan. 4. (/I’p— 

Ernest Oglesby, whose crimmal ex- 
jiloits were recorded in Texas as 
well as Oklalioma. died in the elec­
tric cliair at state’s prison here early 
ioday for the murder of Douglass 
(.iatc.s, Oklahoma City policeman 
on Dec. 3. 1933.

Oglesby went to his death alone 
when t\vo other doomed men who 
also were to liavc died this moin- 
iiig received stays from the United 
States supreme court.

Last minute legal efforts to save 
Oglesby’s life were fruitless, how'- 
over, and picas to Governor Murray 
by liis mother, who came to the 
capitol from her liome in Baird, 
Texas, iverc in vain.

So far as anyone could recall the 
double intervention by justices of 
the United States supreme court 
to save the other two doomed men 
was the first action of its kind on 
record for Oklaiioma.

Tile intervention climaxed a day 
in wliich aid of the United States 
supremo court, tlic Oklalioma su­
preme court, the criminal ooui't of 
appeals or Oklahoma. ■ and Gover­
nor Murray had been sought in last 
niinule eflorts to stay executions of 
all three men.

Cliief Justice Charles Evans 
Huglies of the United States su­
preme court late yesterday after­
noon stayed tlie execution of Bill 
Prescott, sentenced to die for the 
killing of Joe C. Beil, McAlester 
salesman, April 21, 1933, until Feb. 
4. 1935,

Associate Justice Willis Vande- 
va liter of the United States supreme 
court issued a stay for Jess Hollins, 
negro, convicted of attacking a 
wliitc girl in Creek county Dec. 21, [ 
1931.

24, Paul Bridge, 19, 
and Arland Bridge,'17. members of 
a. Yoakum county farm family, 
)nade no statement'at the hearing.

A second complaint against the 
trio cliargcd the young men with 
tluft of Crucc’s automobile.

FLEMINGTON, N. J.. Jan. 4. (/P). 
Col. Charles A. Lindbergh today 
identified Bruno Richaru Haupt­
mann as the man whose voice he 
iieard in the Bronx cemetery when 
lie paid through Dr. John F. Con­
don tlie $-50,000 ransom in a vain 
effort to get back his kidnaped 
baby.

"Since that night in Straymond’s 
cemetery,” the prosecutor asked, 
“did you hear tlie same voice?”

“Yes,” replied the colonel.
“Wliose was tliat voice?” asked 

tlie prosecutor.
“Mr. Hauptmann's,” Lindbergh 

replied.
The defendant’s lace flushed.
When tlie flier’s ransom story 

ended. Attorney General David T. 
Wilentz turned him to Edward J. 
Reilly, defense counsel, for cross 
examination.

“Colonel, are you armed?”, Reilly’s 
first question, brought objection. 
However, Lindbcrgli replied, “I am 
not armed.”

Previously Lindbersh had describ­
ed liis futile search for his son. Ills 
iligiits over land and sea.

Reilly questioned Lindbergh about 
ills servants, plainly pressing his 
announced intention of attemplUig 
to sliow that the kidnaping was 
planned inside the Lindbergh liome 
by others tlian members oi the 
family.

Charles and Anne Lindbergh', par­
ents of the goldon-haired boy whom 
Bruno Ricliard Hauptmann is 
eliarged with kidnaping and killing, 
bravely told a tense and hushed 
courtroom late Thursday the tragic 
story of their baby’s empty crib.

First, for 45 dramatic minutes, the 
slight, brown-liaircd mother related 
what she knew of the day and night 
of March 1, 1932, when Baby Charles 
Augustus Lindbergh was stolen from 
the Sourland Mountains home of ills 
famous parents.

Once her eyes gleamed as though 
with tears, but she did not lose her 
composm'c, as, in low, clear tones, 
■she said simply:

“I looked liastily at the bod—and 
found it to be empty.”

Flier Talks Firmly
Tlien as Hauptmann, the stolid, 

stoic carpenter, gazed fixedly at the 
witness stand. Colonel Lindbergh 
added to the grim naiTative.

Firmly, the boyish airman told of 
the quiet evening and then of the 
frantic rush to the baby’s nursery; 
of tile empty bed and the sinister 
kidnap note on tlie window sill.

“I saw the appearance of the 
room.. .the bed.. .and realized that 
sometliing had gone wrong,” he said.

Mrs. Lindbcrgli, pale and dressed 
simply in black, faced Hauptmann, 
but did not look at him as the 
prisoner sliifted occasionally in his 
chair.

The defense did not cross-exam­
ine lier.

Her husband, on the witness stand, 
met the carpenter’s stare for a mo­
ment. Tlieii each dropped his eyes.

Colonel Lindbergh spoke in a 
clear, firm voice. He was on the 
stand w'hen court adjourned at 4:02 
p. 111. Tlie tones of his wife were 
less audible, though clear enough 
for Supreme Court Justice Thomas 
W. Ti'enchard, the jury and most of 
the spectators to hear.

KANSAS CITY, Jan. 4. (/I>).—Six 

pei'sons were convicted by the jury 
in federal court today of arranging 
tile delivery plot which cost the 
lives of Frank Nash, convict, and 
four officers on the Union Station 
plaza here June 17, 1933.

Charges against the seventh de­
fendant. Mrs. Frank Nash, widow 
of the slain convict, were dismissed 
in keeping with agreement of the 
prosecution w h c n ■ s h e testified 
against her associates. The six con­
victed defendants were Herbert 
“Deafy” Farmer and wife, of Jop­
lin, Mo.; Richard T. Galatas and 
wife, Louis Stacci and Fritz Mulloy.

Nash was seized by federal offi­
cers in Hot Springs at noon June 16 
and rushed to Kansas City en route 
to the Leavenworth, Kan., prison. 
A few minutes after the train ar­
rived next morning the officers were 
ambushed as they were placing hun 
in an automobile.

AUSTIN, Jan. 4. (/P)—Rep. Sarah 
Hugiios of Dallas will press for 
passage of an income tax law at 
the regular session of the Texas 
legislature and advocates of a sales 
tax must circumvent her plans if 
they are to bo successful.

Mrs. Hughes.is a. foe of the sales 
tax and will use lier bill to block 
that proposition. Enactment of an 
income tax woiuld be about as ef­
fective a .bar to the sales tax as 
could bo devised.

The “Dallas woman” has laid the 
groundwork for her campaign. She 
intends to get lier bill in early so 
it will have a low number and be 
assured at least in the house of 
early action. Many bills with high 
numbers arc strangled to death in 
the closing days of a session because 
of rules that requii’e ea two-third.s 
vote to suspend the calendar of 
business.

Canada Finds Huge Rum Plots as 60 Fall in Nets

MONTREiAL, (3uc., Jan. 4.—When 

four brothers, all reputed million­
aires, go on trial here during the 
February term of the Court of 
King’s Bench, Canada will be prob­
ing into the depths of w’hat the 
goveriinient believes is a booze 
scandal to end all booze scandals.

Pour Bronfman brothers, Sam, 
porilv and sleek: Allan, smooth and 
baldheaded; Harry, rough, brusque, 
and forceful; and Abe. the oldest, 
mature and confident—are now free 
on jjersonal bond of $100,000 apiece 
after surrender to the Royal Ca­
nadian Mounted Police.

Tliev are charged with conspiring 
to defraud Uic Dominion govern­
ment of more than $5,000,000 in un­
paid duties by smuggling liquor in­
to Canada. -Ml pleaded not guilty.

Sm iggling liquor INTO Can­
ada? You thought it worked the 
other way, didn’t you? Well, re­
peal i.i the United States upset a 
lot of apple-carts in the liquor- 
runnin.t business.

Befoie repeal, huge stores of 
liouor were exported from Canada 
to the French island of St. Pierre 
Miquelon in the Gulf of St. Law­
rence. Manufactured for export, 
and actually exported to this for­
eign territory, it was not subject 
to Canadian taxes. Pi'om St. Pierre 
Miquelon it was destined to be 
“run’’ into the United States.

The famous “I’m Alone,” 'whose 
sinking by U. S. coast guards 
brought five vears of intricate le­
gal tangles, -was one of the great 
fleet of liq.uor boats working out of 
Miquelon.

Run Back to Canada
But along came repeal, and with 

the fountain of domestic liquor 
plajang freely in the United States, 
there was little profit in taking 
the risk of smugglmg the thou­
sands of gallons of liquor stored 
on Miquelon into the United States.

Owners began instead to “run” 
it back into Canada, w'here it could 
be sold cheaply because it had paid 
no taxes. Of com'se this was just 
as illegal as “ranning” it into the 
United States, and a lot more dan­
gerous, as it turned out.

The Royal Mounted is charged 
with preventing smuggling, and it 
takes the job seriously. The re­
verberations of this latest shot 
against Canadian bootlegging have 
resounded from Vancouver to Hali­
fax. and even across the ocean to 
Perth. Scotland, where a Scottish 
confederate of the alleged ring was 
arrested by Scotland Yarders.

Fiity-six men and one woman of 
the 61 persons indicted are already 
in the Mounties’ liquor net. most 
of them in the maritime provinces, 
the headquarters now, as during 
pi'olilbitiou, for liquor-riuinhig ac­
tivities.

The present case follows on the 
breaking up last year of a $1,50(),- 
000 rum-rmining ring operatmg in 
the Gulf of St. Lawrence, and the 
arrest and conviction of some 60 
men. “This case arises out of that 
investigation,” said Superintendent 
F. G. Mead of the R. C. M. P.

Recent conviction of William 
Fraser, president of the Eastern 
Equipment Co. of Doi'val, Que., for 
conspiring to defraud the Dominion 
of .$1,700,000 in unpaid duty on 
liquor brought into Canada threw 
hitcresting sidelights on how it’s 
done today.

Fraser’s associates formed a 
dummy oil company in Montreal 
and in Newark, N. J., and shipped 
the liquor in cunningly built tank 
cars. These were built so that the 
exterior showed one piece, but in­
side they had thi'ee compartments.

Tlic middle one contained oil, the 
others alcohol. Whole fleets of 
small ships were used to drop 
liquor along the coastline between 
the gulf and Montreal.

U. S. Also Interested
In general outline, the Bronfman i 

case is expected to develop sim l-: 
larly. involving the brhigmg back j 
into Canada of liquor made here i 
for export, untaxed. But in addi- | 
tion, United States treasury officials j 
are now hard at work in Ottawa, I 
the Canadian capital, studying the i 
same tax books which now aosorb

Canadian customs men.
The American officials liopo to 

find data that will permit them to 
collect some of the millions in taxes 
lost by the United States through 
illegal entry of liquor from Canada 
during the prohibition era.

The smuggling of liqiior from 
Canada dm'ing the 13 years of pro­
hibition cost the U. S. government 
millions in unpaid duties. Treasury 
officials hope the Canadian records 
will put them on the scent of re­
covery of some of these lost mil­
lions.

Made Rich by Liquor
The Bronfman case is creathig 

a sensation in Canada even beyond 
what is justified by the huge sums 
directly involved, because the 
Bronfman brothers are themselves 
picturesque and important figures 
in the legal liquor-distUling busi­
ness.

Less than 15 yeai-s ago they were 
unknown. Allan was a struggling 
young lawyer, the others were 
small business men. Then came 
prohibition in the United States, 
and the Bronfman boys got into 
the liquor business.

Tlieir firm prospered, grew phe­
nomenally. The Bronfmans became 
ready philantliroplsts, heavy con­
tributors to political campaign 
funds. It was, and is. a wide-open 
secret that the prosperity of many 
large Canadian distillers dm'ing the

prohibition years was due to the 
fact that much of their product 
found its way illegally into the 
United States without paying taxes 
and imposts.

This docs not imply that the dis­
tillers had a hand in the smuggling. 
It merely implies that they profited 
from a demand far beyond Canada’s 
domestic requirements and legal 
export.

The United States theoretically 
stands to collect $6.10 for every 
gallon of liquor it can prove was 
smuggled into the states without 
payment of taxes. That is why the 
U. S. treasury agents are active in 
Ottawa.

Firm Not Involved
Tlie Bronfman brothers arc of­

ficers of or .closely connected with 
one of the largest Canadian dis­
tilling fim s, but R. C. M. P. officials 
who ran down the alleged liquor 
conspiracy have empliasized that 
the transactions in question do not 
involve the firm as such, nor its 
large United States branch, which 
are not mentioned in the charges 
against the Bronfmans.

Now as the Canadian government 
prepares to blast open its biggest 
liquor scandal, the United States, 
sits on the sidelines, hopefully sean- 
ning the records, watching for any ‘ 
opening that may help.it collect the 
millions in revenue that went glim- 
merhig during the prohibition era.

rations.
In tliat session tlie sales tax was 

a paramount issue and had the 
hearty suuport of the Ferguson ad­
ministration.

The campaign declamation of 
James V. Allred, governor-elect that 
he would veto a general sales tax 
appear to have taken some of the 
wind out of the sails of those sup­
porting tliis proposition. Even 
with tile treasui'y in such a sad 
plight it is doubtful if Allrea 
would disregard his promises and 
junk a specific platform deciama- 
tion of the Democratic party.

I^ouse sentiment against a sales 
tax likely will be as strong in the 
44th legislature as it was in the 43rd. 
Srtong support of a sales tax was 
manifest, however, at hearings of 
the senate tax inquiry committee 
recently indicatUig that the propo's- 
al is far from dead.

A special invitation has been sent 
to the doctors of the city to attend 
this meeting, as they will bo vitally 
interested in any licaltli project 
planned for the year.

COTTON SUPPLY 
LOW BUT LABOR 

SUFFERS BLOW
AUS’TIN, Jan. 3.—Seasonal labor 

on the farms of Texas and other 
cotton-growing s t a t e s  has been 
greatly reduced as a result of the 
operation of the Government’s cot­
ton acreage curtailment program, 
it is pointed out by Dr. A. B. Cox, 
director of the Bureau of Business 
Rcsearcli of.The University of 'Tex- 
-as, who is an international authority 
on cotton agricultural economics.

“It has been pointed out fre­
quently that cotton problems are 
tremendously complicated, and that 
the cotton industry is inextricably 
inte*-wovcn into tlic economic and 
social life of the South,” Dr. Cox 
said. “It is proposed -to discuss in 
tills and future articles some, of 
these more fundamental relations, 
especially as they apply in Texas.

“Specialized iiroduction primarily 
for market in agriculture as well :iS 
in uidustry has provided the means 
for raising the American standards 
of living enormously but lias brought 
along witli it an interdependence of 
agriculture, industry, and trade 
which defies separate treatment in 
the formation of workable policies.

“Agricultural dovelopincnt in Tex­
as, in fact all the Southwest, has 
been on the basis of specialization, 
production, and operation on a large 
scale. This is particularly true in 
the production of the major com­
modities of cotton, livestock, wheat, 
and rice. Siiecialization in agricul- 
Im-al production, such as is found in 
Texas, means not only .sfxicialization 
on each farm but regional speciali­
zation and along with that regional 

j interdependence even among agri-

I cultural enterprises themselves.
I “Specialized agricultural produc- 
I  tion requires a large amount of sea- 
; soiial labor. In cotton production 
I tile two seasons are the cotton plant 
thinning or chopping .season from 
April to July, and the cotton pick­
ing season from .September to Jan­
uary. Many of the people who do 
this labor live in the country on 
farms as tenants or small farm own­
ers. A very large share of them live 
in towns and cities and go to the 
country during these periods of 
heavy seasonal work. At other times 
they work in crop processing plants 
such as cottonseed oil mills, feed 
grinding, and cotton compresses.

Tlie forceful cutting down of cot­
ton production cuts out a large part 
of the demand for seasonal labor. 
Moreover, the fewer bales of cotton 
to gm, the fewer cottonseed to 
crush, the fewer bales of cotton to 
buy, to compress, to handle and 
transport, the less work there is in 
the town and city for these people 
to do in tile cotton industry.

“All these operations require a 
great deal of unskilled labor of the 
type negroes and Mexic;ms are ad­
mirably adapted to perform. If the 
labor IS taken away, the relief roll 
is the alternative until a very rad­
ical change is made in Texas eco­
nomic organization.

“With few exceptions these peo­
ple are not land owners. Many of 
them are farm tenants of one sort 
or another but operating less land 
than their capacity and thus de­
pending more or less on daily wages 
for their living. The large body of 
laborers living largely in cities and 
towns who do most of the cotton 
chopping and picking and who work 
in .the gins, oil mills, cotton yards, 
compresses and other handling op­
erations connected with the cotton 
industry neither own nor operate 
cotton farms. These people have 
not participated in any benefits 
from the Government’s cotton pro­
gram. Indeed, may it not be said 
truly that they are to a large ex­
tent the victims of It—they are the 
‘forgotten man?’ A detailed an­
alysis of the relief rolls will have 
much to tell about the effects of 

j the Government’s cotton program.
I “It is evident from the set-up for 
cotton production in Texas that the 
Government’s cotton policy is hav­
ing far-reaching consequences on 
the distribution of wealth in the 
cotton-producing regions. If a pro­
gram of substantial decrease in cot­
ton production is continued, it will 
not only iiiean a fundamental re­
organization in Texas agriculture 
but in its industrial set-up as well. 
More cash enterprises must be de­
veloped and enlarged in Texas agri­
culture. Emphasis should be placed 
on livestock enterprises, especially 
feeding, such as has been advo­
cated by ‘Farm and Ranch,’ and 
the dairy and poultry industries.”

In discussing the world market 
situation as to .cotton Dr. Cox said 
that on December 1 the indicated 
supply of cotton in the United 
States was 13,867,000 bales. This is 
2,100,000 bales less than last year. 
European port stocks and afloat to 
Europe of American cotton are 921,- 
000 bales less than last year. More­
over, stocks and afloat of American 
cotton to the Orient are about 100,- 
000 bales less tlian last year. This 
makes a total decline in the effec­
tive market supply of American 
cotton of 3.121,000 bales.

“Based on average change in re­
lationship between supply and price 
over the past seven'years, this de­
cline in tne supply should cause an 
advance in the price over this time 
last year of about 5.75 cents in the 
index price,” he said. “Wlien this 
price is adjusted by the Bureau of 
Labor Statistics wholesale price in­
dex and the spinner’s margin cor­
rection, the calculated price of mid­
dling 7 8 inch spot cocton in New 
Orleans, according to this method 
of figuring, is 14.95 cents. Figured 
on the basis of average percentage

(dianges in the relationsliip between 
supply and price, the indicated price 
is 13.88 cents. These figures ami 
calculations do not take into account 
the fact that world stocks of other 
growtlis of cotton are up over 1,- 
000,000 bales from last year.

“Spinners weekly ratio margin for 
November averaged 156 compared 
wth 157 in October and 179 for No­
vember. 1933. Both cotton and yarn 
advanced slightly during the month, 
but cotton a little more relatively 
than yarn. The pence margin for 
November was only 3.86 d compared 
with 3.93 d in October and 4.07 d 
m November last year.”
