Cream
butter and sugar. Add eggs, one
at a time, and beat vigorously un-
til smooth and creamy. Add mo-
lagses.  Sift flour once, measure,
add soda and sift several times.
Add alternately with water to first
mixture. Fold in citron and cooled
mince meat. Pour into a greased
roun dloaf pan. Bake in a slow
oven - (325 degrees F.) 1 hour and
45 minutes. Cook before frosting.
