Contract Depth Is 

Reached But May 
Deepen

Decision was schedwlccl for today 
•on whether to deepen or plug and 
abandon Ray Albaugh No. 1 Robin ­
son, northwest Dawson comity wild­
cat test. With original contract 
depth of 4,500 feet reached, and 
considerable discussion among geo­
logists as to the character of the 
lime section, several companies in ­
terested in tlie area are reported to 
be anxious to see the test drilled 
furtlier into the lime.

Argo Royalty Conipany No. 1 
Biuner, wildcat test hi the north­
east corner of section 6-20s -32e, Lea 
county, about 15 miles northwest of 
the Lea pool, has been plugged and 
abandoned after encountering su’.- 
phm- water from 2,920-25 feet, the 
total depth.

John I. Moore’s northern Glass­
cock county Ordovician test, No. 1 
McDowell, which is being closely 
watched for its possibility of deep 
prociuctiori is reported as having run 
drill pipe into the hole and cleaned 
out a bridge 20 feet off bottom, 
making two more feet of hole to 
total depth of 9,522 feet. More oil 
was reported in the additional drill­
ing, and operators are planning to 
core.

Gulf No. 103 McElroy, deep 
western Upton county Ordoviciai. 
test, is drilling below 11,762 feet in 
soft formations of red and green 
shale and sand and limestone. The 
MsElroy test is now the deepest 
operation in the world by some 400 
feet.

“Most dogs arc pets and highly 
praised for their devotion and 
watchfulness. If my neighbor doesn’t 
like my dog let him come into my 
liouse and complain about my pooch 
and be will receive a graceful re­
ception, not ciitliiisiastlc, but he will 
be listened to ciu'cfallv and if he 
proves his case I will sre to it that 
my mut is kept away from his 
premises and his children: but when 
he throws ground glass into a bit of 
meat and leaves it for my dog to 
feast oil I feel that my six shooter 
is not doing Its duty if it fails to get 
into action.

“ KEAPPROTH BILL”  
IS PROTESTED BY 

BIG S m e  BAR
BIG SPRING, Mar. 19—Big Spring 

bar, in no uncertain terms, has de­
clared against a bill introduced in 
the Texas legislature to reduce the 
number of weeks of district coun, 
in Howard county from 21 to 17.

Oil resolutions to oppose the bill 
and to oppose any reduction of 
time for Howard county, the bar 
was unanimous.

It was considered vci’y probable 
that the local bar .would be repre­
sented when the bill comes up for 
a hearing today before the senate 
judiciary committee.

Wliile the bill was introduced 
by Senator Ken Reagan of Pecos, 

I it is known among attorney's as 
j the “Klapproth Bill” after Charle.s 
IL. Klapproth, 70th district court 
I judge.

Pilot intimation of a contemplat­
ed change in length of terms came 
here when Judge Klapproth fur- 
nis’ned the local bar with copies of 
a proposed bill. The present bill 
represents a modification of the fust 
suggested measiu’e.

Under the terms of the bill intro­
duced by Senator Reagan, Howaid 
cciunty would be given a total of 
17 weeks. Midland 12, Ector 9, Mar­
tin 5, Glasscock 2, or a total of 45 
weeks. This compares with the 
present set up which gives Ho­
ward county 21, Midland 14, Martin 
5, Ector 7, and Glasscock 2, a total 
of 49 weeks.

Members of the Big Spring ba” 
pointed out that on the basis of 
population, cases filed, or cases 
tried, Howard county was entitled 
to.,a gveatcr-porportion of tire dis­
trict court' time.

The local bar at one time the 
past week serloirsly considered in­
troduction of a counter measure in­
creasing the number of weeks for 
Howard county on the basis or 
population or actual number of 
cases filed and tried. This, how­
ever, did not materialize.

Another objection voiced to the 
Klapproth bill was the fact that 
Midland had been made the pivotal 
CQimty in alloting time.

LONDON, March 19. (iT’).--The 

English Government today asked 
the House of Commons to appro­
priate nearly $18,000,000 more this 
year than last for national an- de­
fense.

The government’s plea for in­
creased armaments followed their 
protest to Germany’s reestablish­
ment of conscripted army with air­
planes in violation of the 'VersaiUes 
treaty.

Govennnent spokesmen said tliat 
Britain’s defense weaknesses were 
not only a danger to themselves but 
also a danger to the continued cause 
of peace.

Meanwhile reports from Paris in­
dicated that France considers the 
British protest, sent to Hitler yes­
terday, “ weak” .

BERLIN SEES FIRST AIR 
MANEUVERS IN 16 YEARS

BERLIN, March 19. {JP).—A squad­
ron of German bombers and pur­
suit planes roared over Berlin to­
day in the first military air maneu­
vers in Germany since the World 
war.

Germany’s first conscripted sol­
diers under the new compulsory 
military law will be called to the 
colors next September, a high 
Reichswehr officer said.

Oratorical Abilities Of Long, Coughlin and Johnson Put Them in Public Eye

An 03-U2 observation plane, un­
der Lieut. Commander Wick arrived 
at the Midland airport Monday aft­
ernoon about 6 o’clock from Ana- 
costa, D. C. The ship took off this 
morning for San Diego.

Tills is tlie fiflli of a six chapter 
series of articles about the early 
history and subsequent lives of 
principals in America’s three- 
cornered “ Debate of a Century.”, 
The final cliapter will appear 
Wednesday in this newspaper.
With George N. Peek, the agri­

cultural expert, Hugh Johnson went 
into the agricultural implement busi­
ness hfter the war. The two took 

I charge of the Moline Plow Co. at 
Moline, 111., and tried for seven 
years to revive and reorganize an 
overexpanded “ war baby.” But it 
folded up at last, and the bankers 
got it.

Johnson moved to New York and 
went to work for Bernard Baruch, 
with whom he had beefi associated 
on the War Industries Board. He 
was a sort of research expert and 
economic adviser. From 1927 to 1931 
he was occupied by detailed study 
of the problems of industry and 
agriculture, having just finished a 
practical but unhappy contact with 
both.

Going to the Democratic conven­
tion with Bai'uch in 1932. Johnson 
became one of the informal con­
ferees who gathered about Roose­
velt after his nomination and who 
were later to hatch the “ brain 
trust,” Moley. Tugwell, Berle, Rich- 
berg, Swope. Wagner. In pfe-inaug- 
uration talks about the proposed 
NRA plan, Johnson, with a wealth 
of facts and data at his finger-tips, 
often contradicted the president. 
Roosevelt liked that, liked Johnson’s 
blunt manner. And he picked him 
to administer NRA.

As in the case of the di'aft law,

Johnson worked furiously at his 
plans for NBA before It had been 
given the congressional O. K. 'Wlren 
the law was approved on June 16, 
1933, Johnson had his staff already 
picked, his plans made. At last he 
was the No. 1 man in a big job— 
the job of organizing industry into 
a partnership with government 
whicli should eliminate the rawest 
of competition In matters of wages, 
hours, business practices, so that all 
might be improved together.

Amid utmost confusion and much 
trumpeting, the colossal movement 
got under way. Johnson worked at 
white fury, fought with cabinet of­
ficers. heads of other recovery agen­
cies, code-makers. The Blue Eagle 
and the blanket code were devised, 
and “sold” to the country in a wave 
of enthusiasm. For six months the 
country swung along together in a 
wave of action.* * *

Then complications grew: the 
first fine frenzy ebbed. Protests and 
“ dead cats” from consumers, from 
“ the little fellow,” from labor. 
Claims that the codes were becom­
ing instruments of monopoly, for 
fixing improperly high prices at the 
consumers’ expense, that labor was 
not being given the promised “break.”

The general, worn by 16 months 
of a Herculean effort, and disre­
garding positive orders of the presi­
dent to rest, began to be snappish 
and iiTitable. Dissension arose 
within his own organization. Con­
gressional critics became vocal. 
Johnson no longer felt master of 
the vast machinery he had created.

It was time to go. Roosevelt ac­
cepted his resignation in a note

whose tone left no doubt of his sin­
cere gratitude and appreciation. 
Johnson packed up hLs kit and left 
NRA to new administrators and to 
Congress. * * * * * *

As tlie country galloped toward 
the bank crisis of 1933, the voice 
of Father Coughlin had been gi'ow- 
ing in volume. Successive attacks 
on the Versailles Ti'caty, banking 
practices, prohibition, had shown 
the radio priest the way to his audi­
ence. A talk on “Hoover Prosper­
ity” brought more than l.OOU.OOO 
mail replies, a record.

The bank crisis was perhaps Fath­
er Coughlin’s greatest opportunity. 
The bank collapse, nationally, start­
ed with a particularly bad bank 
failure in Detroit, and Father 
Coughlin went after it hammer and 
tongs, naming names. Few people 
knew what the Detroit situation 
was about, or cared about the de­
tails of Coughlin's feud with a De­
troit publisher. But the public gath­
ered that in Detroit was a man who 

i was putting bankers on a very hot 
pan. and that was enough. Money 
to support the broadcasts and build 
the new Slirine came flooding in.

Revelation followed that money 
donated to the Shrine of the Little 
Flower had been invested in silver 
futures at a time when Father 
Coughlin was urging the government 
to boost silver prices. His answer, 
substantially, was, “Well, why not?” 
And most of his radio listeners 
echoed him, “Well, why not?”

*  »  *

The Crucifixion Tower and its 
adjoining new stone chm'ch build­
ing rose beside the little sliingled 
parish church in Royal Oak, domi­

nating the Michigan landscape for 
miles around. It was to cost $750,- 
000. The tower was completed, but 
the interior of the new church re­
mains unfinished and unfurnished.

A contract for time with the 
Columbia broadcasting chain was 
not renewed, and Father Coughlin 
organized- his own chain of 26 sta­
tions, costing some $14,000 a week 
lor time. It was estimated that 
30,000,000 people listened in weekly.

Tliree times Cardinal O’ConneJl 
ol Boston criticized the radio priest 
for liis radio activities. Father 
Coughlin never hesitated. His reply 
was simply that the cardinal, though 
a high church dignitaiy, was not 
his “su)>erior officer” in church or­
ganization, and that his own Bishop 
Gallagher of Detroit approved.

*  *  *

The broadcasts went on. A1 
Smith was flayed. Banking reform 
and money reform were demanded. 
The soldier bonus was supported 
and Communi.sm • denounced. A 
swing away from the Roosevelt ad­
ministration became apparent. Tlie 
days when there were whirlwind 
trips to Washington to confer with 
Professor Moley and- appear before 
congressional • committees seemed 
fading away.

Shortly after tlie election in the 
faU of 1934 came the culminating 
step. Father Coughlin organized. 
He called for 5,000,000 of his heai'- 
ers to become members of his Na­
tional Union for Social Justice, 
planned regional organizations by 
congressional districts, even pro­
jected a national convention of the 
membership.

Announced as “ a national lobby,” 
this movement for a time took on

ty.What it will turn out to be is 
not yet certain, except that it is

Huey Long entered on his job as 
governor of Louisiana as a sort of 
progr-cssive - reformer. He fought 
through a measure for free text 
books for school children. “No ac- 
compli.shmeiit of my career has 
given me such satisfaction,” Huey 
wrote. But he wrote it in 1933.

He built roads, in fulfillment of 
his promises to “get the state out 
of the mud.” The parishes that had 
sujrported Long best got the most 
roads. He bulldozed the legi.slaturc, 
“ steamrollered” legislation.

There was an effort to impeach 
him on a long list of grave charges, 
but it failed in a tumultuous legis­
lative session.

Huey went ahead with'his pro­
gram. He spent money freely to 
build up the state uliiversity, giving 
it one of the most spectacular physi­
cal plants in the country— ŝome call 
it “ the Cajin Country Club.”

He tore down the historic old 
governor’s mansion and replaced it 
with a new building: built a monu­
mental $5,000,000 “skyscraper cap­
ital” at Baton Rouge. Airports, 
bridges, and river improvements 
were built. The state debt rose from 
$11,000,000 to more than $100,000,- 
000.

Huey started his own political 
house-organ, gave cups to parents 
who named children after him, re­
ceived foreign naval officers in bed 
—in short, he kept in the news.

All this time Long was fighting

(and boating) the old political ma­
chine in New .Orleans, and building 
a better one himself.

In 1932 he put through his legis­
lature a Ilian for cotton' crop reduc­
tion which would have put the later 
AAA plans in the shade. It would 
.simply have made it a, crime to grow 
any cotton at all that year. No 
jjher states followed, and the plan 
collapsed.

Before Huey had served half of 
his term as governor, in 1930, he 
ran for the U. S. Senate. Elected 
by a huge majority, he was afraid 
to leave Louisiana-for fear another 
would step into his place as gov­
ernor and tear down his machine 
in his absence. So he stayed on for 
14 months.' Then, leaving the Na­
tional Guard in charge of the state 
Capitol, he went to Washington.

Coldly received in the Senate, he 
did little in his first session. He 
commuted continually to Louisiana 
to assure the winning of the gov­
ernorship for his machine. He 
couldn’t hold the job himself, so 
under the guns of the National 
Guard, he had O. K. Alien, a life­
long friend, elected to his place. 
Then he personally campaigned for 
Senator Hattie Caraway’s election 
in Arkansas and campaigned against 
his former associate, Edwin Brous­
sard. in Louisiana. He elected Mrs. 
Caraway, defeated Broussard.

The Louisiana legislature col­
lapsed entirely. It became a mere 
rubber-stamp legislature mill to 
grind out whatever laws Huey dic­
tated.

Renewing his feud with the oil 
companies, he had heavy taxes lev­
ied on them, but was forced to

MUNITIONS F.ACTORIES WORK 
AT WAR-TIME SPEED

BERLIN, March 19. (/P).— T̂lie
British note of protest against Ger­
many’s rearming was presented to 
the Foreign Ministiy Monday. Im­
mediately after replying to the note, 
Germany, through its Propaganda 
Ministry, said it “ already possessed 
a powerful, well-equipped army 
with excellent artillery and huge 
reserves of trained men.”

“German arms factories,” said 
Propaganda Minister Paul Joseph 
Goebbels, “ are working virtually on 
a war footing, material is being 
supplied from them in an ever-in- 
creasing volume.”

The Propaganda Minister in a 
press communique said Germany is 
amazed at the astonishment mani­
fested abroad at the recreation of 
a German army.

“ One would have believed,” he 
said, “ that the news would have 
been received with visible relief and 
satisfaction,’ now that the world 
knows where we stand. Not that it 
was not aware before, but it has the 
certainty now.”

Cites Baldwin and Flandin 
Goebbels cited Stanley Baldwin 

of England, Premiere PieiTC ?tienne 
FJandln of France and other au­
thorities as dwellmg on the un­
known emanating Irom ignorance 
4s to what Germany was doing in 
the way of rearming.”

“ Now that the world is told,” said 
Goebbels, “ it professes to be aston­
ished and indignant. Would it not 
have been more courageous, conse­
quent and logical if it accepted tlie 
new situation?”

He pointed out that the German 
people have not greeted Der Fuehr­
er’s proclamation with war-lik6 ex­
altation of cries of revenge but with 
calm faith in their own strength.

There were plentiful indications 
that the new conscription law is 
ah’eady in effect in Germany and 
that the proud storm troops are on 
the way out.

Orders were issued Monday to S. 
A. supply stores and tailor shops to 
cease making brown shirt equipment 
and clothes.

When both capital and labor agree that the country 
is beginning to come out of the depression, there must be 
somethings in it.

On the same day that the American Federation of 
Labor— usually deeply pessimistic— announced that “un­
der the ruffled surface of the busine.ss .stream, currents 
of revival are steadily gaining strength,” the United 
States Chamber of Commerce noted that a rise in pro­
duction figures which began in December has continued 
steadily into March.

While the federation saw small promise of jobs for 
the joble.ss-m the immediate’ future, the Chamber e.=ti- 
mated that 700,000 should have been r«-employed by 
March 31 over the beginning of the year.

Over Grazing Is
Stock Loss Cause

WASHINGTON, March 16—Over- 
grazing -probably i.s the greatest 
cingle obstacle in the reduction of 
livestock losses fron-( poisonous 
plants on tne western ranges, in the 
opinion of Arthur B. Clawson of the 
V. S. Department of Agriculture, 
who spends each summer in the 
mountains at Salina, Utah, in the 
heart of a great cattle and sheep 
country.

Plant poisoning usually increases 
as feed becomes scarce or^limlted as 
to variety. Tills condition means 
hungry animals, and the Bureau of 
Animal Industry finds that very fre.- 
quently it is livestock with vigorous 
appetites which eat poisonous 
plants. It is the opinion of inary 
stockmen, liowever, that some an'- 
mals with depraved appetites active-- 
ly seek out certain poisonous plants 
such as the loco weed.

Sometimes vigbrous appetites are 
the result ot greediness. More often 
animals are hungry, possibly for 
scniething lacking in their feed, but 
more often becau.se they do not liave 
enough palatable feed, a direct n - 
suii of over-grazing.

When feed is scanty becau.se of a 
lack of rain, as has often been the 
ca.se in the last few years, over- 
gi azing may be unavoidable. But 
over-grazing because of over-stock ­
ing can be avoided. Seme ranchmen 
leport that plant poisoning over 
a number of years has increa.ssd a.s 
their pastures have been over-stock­
ed and over-grazed, and has de­
creased when the number of ai'.i- 
mals was leduced and vegetation al- 

I lowed to become more abundant. 
The U. S.-Forest Service, realizing 
the danger of over-grazing, has been 
graduall.v cuttling down the number 
of cattle and sheep grazed on cer­
tain over-stocked national forest

Manv of the cases of livestock 

liolsoning reported may be blamed 
on dry years. Light rainfall means, 
in addition to scanty growth of 
grass, that many areas cannot be 
used because waterholes or .stream-', 
arc dry.

With the realization that plant 
poisoning probably has as its basi.c 
cause a shoi’tage of feed, unavoid­
able in the case of drouth, but 
avoidable when pastures are delib­
erately over-stocked. the problem 
becomes more a matter of learning 
liow and when to graze rather tlian 
a matter of complete eradication of 
poisonous plants, says Mr. Clawson.

Eradication of such plants is good 
policy, of course. Many ranchers 
feel that the cost of destroying cer­
tain growing plants is more than ofi- 
set by the livestock saved. But it is 
almost impossible to eliminate all 
poisonous plants. Miany. such as 
the whorled milkweed, grow from

roots that arc difficult to eradicare. 
Others, such as some of the locos 
and lucines, come from seeds which 
mav hr do; mant in ihe soil for 
yeai's. so fnat large areas whim 
apparently are free from some nox­
ious weed will become infested again 
when conditions are right for serd 
germination.

The Bureau of Animal Industry, in 
more than .30 years of work on tlie 
range, each year has acquired mm-.? 
information as to what plants are 
poisonous, when they are dailgerou.s 
and wheae these plant.5 grow. The 
investigators try to find cures, when 
ixissible. But the problem Is mainly 
one of precaution: avoiding the 
dangerous plants when possible airri 
at other times grazing in spite of 
them by making sure that animaU 
have plenty of safe feed botli as to 
variety and o.uantity.

Mr. Clawson pays tribute to tlir. 
practical information which is ob­
tained from livestock men. While 
some know only that theirl livesto.-’k 
losses are caused by a “poisonous 
weed’’, others mors vigilant cannot 
only point to the specific plant, but 
often know where it is found, when 
it is to be avoided and what remedy. 
If any, is .effective. While no ,two 
men are likely to agree on all of 
the hundreds of plants which may­
be pomonous, a study of those sus'- 
psoted aind eliminiution -of vtlios.; 
proved “not guilty" adds to the 
definite information already avail - 
able.
