Billreal. wlio attacked La Leoncra 
mining camp in Jalapa.

Tlie group tried to defend them­
selves, but rebel buUets wounded 
the cook and forced the others to 
surrender. The attackers took Fow­
ler and his two assistants, leaving 
the others. Tlie cook is in a serious 
condition in a hospital here.

Three American associates of Fow­
ler have been making daily trios to 
the town of Calillo, which Is the 
most logical contact pohit. Tiiey 
refused to discuss whether they had 
met the kidnapers or tlieir emis­
saries or to discuss their progress.

Dust Fncumuiiia Argued
Controversy as to wlielher a series 

of pneumonia deaths were attribu­
table directly to the dust led the 
Colorado Board of Health to send 
out a National Guard airplane into 
tlie .soutlieastern corner of the State 
lo take cultures up to two-mile 
altitudes.

Illness that has resulted in scat­
tered deaths throughout the dust- 
be-leagucred territory has been la­
belled dust pneumonia by lay resi­
dents. Physicians have disagreed 
whether the dust diredtly causes 
pneumonia. Special germ culture 
plates will be exposed at successive 
1,000-foot levels in the dust-laden 
skies by the plane occupants.

The rains brought renewed hopes 
to wheat farmers of the Texas and 
OlUahoma Panliandles and the 
South Plains of Texas, Walter Ear- 
low, grain elevator operator at Ama­
rillo, Texas, said the precipitation 
will benefit grain crops for ten 
days or two weeks or at least pre­
vent it from going backward.

The week end floods and hail ac­
companied by thunderstorms caused 
a large crop damage in southeast­
ern Oklahoma. A check-up today 
revealed that four w'ere dead and a 
dozen w'ere injured by the storm.

PITTSBURGH, Mar. 25.—Tlie nub 
of tlie Mellon tax case is tlie stock­
holding corporations created by An­
drew W. Mellon for the benefit of 
his children. Something like $100,- 
000,000 has been turned over during 
tlie last few years to corporations 
organized for the benefit of Mel­
lon’s clilldi'en and potential heirs.

Of one of tliese, the Coalesced 
Company, Andrew's son Paul is 
president. The otlier, the Ascalot 
Company, is o'wuied by his daugh­
ter Ailsa, M l'S . David K. E. Bruce. 
Between these personal holding 
companies and Mellon passed vast 
blocks of stocks in transactions 
■wliicli the goveniment claims were 
largely for the purpose of minimiz- 
ing income and inheritance taxes. 

Mellon denies this, and his man-

spend the rest of my days in jaU 
than submit to sucli tyranny,” and 
that he agrees with his lawyer’s 
claim that he is being persecuted 
because ho is a Republican and a 
ricli man.

Witli Uie merits of the tax 
case, we are not concerned here. 
But the testimony has showed 
clearly the picture of an aging 
man's efforts to transfer his vast 
riclies to liis children, and grad­
ually to “ get out from undpr.” 

Reins in Younger Hands
It is clear that the direction of 

tlie Mellon fortune is passing rap­
idly to the third generation, to the 
son and the daughter of Andrew 
Mellon, and to tlie son of liis late 
bi'otlier, R. B. Mellon.

The strongest “ bid” as lieir-ap- 
pareiit to the Mellon fortune is 
that of Ricliard King Mellon, An­
drew Mellon’s nephew, and son 
of his “ twins” brother, Richard 
Beatty Mellon.

Though “R. K.” is only 34, he 
has not only fallen heir to vast 
sections of the Mellon money, but 
has actually contributed in a posi­
tive way to its expansion. It is 
through him that the family 
branched into aviation. He Is a 
director in Pan-American Air­
ways, and of Pittsburgh Aviation

Industries, which he helped or­
ganize.

Tlie youthful R. K. Mellon is 
president of both the Mellon Na­
tional Bank and the Mellbank 
Corporation, and holds director­
ships in some 20 other corpora­
tions, Including such important 
ones as Westinghouse Air Brake, 
Union Trust, Union Switch & Sig­
nal. Gulf Oil, Pennsylvania Railr 
road, Pittsburgh Plate Glass, 
Alumlmuii Co., Koppers Co., Car­
borundum Co., and Pullman Co.

Richard “ Buckles Down”
Young Ricliard is a pleasant 

young man. and despite a fond­
ness for horses and sporting lif^ 
has “ buckled down" and worked 
hard in the Mellon tradition. He 
looks a little like the movie actor, 
Richard Dix, is unmanfed and 
serious - minded, and has been 
known to deplore publicly the 
more frotliy aspects of society life.

Paul Mellon, the son of A. W., 
is honeymooning in Europe. 
Younger, he has only begun to 
assume his active role. An af­
fable young man who talks freely 
and' democratically to anyone, he 
shoived a bent toward writing 
durmg his college days at Yale and 
Cambridge.

He made no secret of his dis­

like for banking, but neverthe­
less was made to serve a term hi 
the bank, in selling aluminum, 
and in other apprentice capacities. 
He once tried to establish a chahi 
of restaurants, but they went 
bust.

During recent montlis Paul has 
added others to his dhectorsliips 
m the Union Trust Co. and Pitts­
burgh Coal, and a vice presidency 
here, a directorship there, he is 
gradually replacing his father.

Fortune to Daughter
Alisa, Andrew’s daughter, has 

been made beneficiary of liuge 
blocks of securities allocated to 
the Ascalot Co., and It is likely 
that her husband, David K. E. 
Bruce, will eventually be some­
thing of a power in Mellon af­
fairs, as is Allan M. Scaife, who 
some years ago married the 
daughter of R. B. Mellon.

But aside from this gradual 
diffusion of his wealth, on winch 
Andrew W. Mellon at 80 is ob­
viously intent, other influences are 
at work. His dazzling collection 
of art, into which he poured $19,- 
000,000, paying millions for the 
choicest W’orks from the former 
Czar’s Hermitage collection, is to 
go to the nation, his lawyer has 
indicated.

U .S . BUILDING 30  
GIANT AIRSHIPS;

c o a s o e f e n s e s
cCopyriglit.

WASHINGTON, March 24. —The 
navy is conductmg experiments that 
may result m the formation of a 
first-line defense of tlilrty flying 
battleships, tlic United Press learn­
ed Sunday niglit.

The giant flying planes will carry 
botli bombs and machine guns and 
will be among tlie most deadly in­
struments of war ever constructed.

Much secrecy has been thrown 
aiaand tests being made with one of 
these siiips on tlic West Coast. A 
similar sliip now is bused at Norfolk, 
■Va., and will be ready for trial 
flights soon, it was learned. If these 
two planes prove to be successful, 
the navy is prepared to pay $150,00 
eacli for a fleet of tliem. It would 
take a year to build them.

At the Navy Department It W'as 
said that the plane on the West 
Coast already had passed the pre­
liminary or contractor’s test. Naval 
officers now are giving it a final 
test to determme its potential 
fighting ability. That ship is known 
as XP3D-1. It lias a wingspread ol 
100 feet, two 830 horsepower motors, 
six machme guns and can carry two 
tons of bombs. There are accomo­
dations for a crew of eight. It was 
said that the large Douglas Air- 
waft Company plant at Santa 
Monica, Cal., was too small to ac­
commodate the liulk ol the giant 
ship and that a pit had to be dug 
inside the factory.

Plane Closely Guarded
The navy jealously guards its air­

craft secrets and part of the ship 
was trundled out to the water be­
fore dawn. The official explanation 
of this Was that the navy wanted 
to avoid congesting traffic, but re­
ports from the West Coast said a 
ring of guards was aromid the plane 
when it was assembled and tliat 
onlookers were forbidden to come 
close to the ship or take pictures of 
it.

The navy said no new mechanical 
principle is involved in the planes. 
Instead, the object Is to develop 
sheer size in an attempt to get a 
larger pay-load.

‘Our idea,” said one naval official, 
“is to develop these planes for use in 
both scouting and Domblng. They 
ought to iiave a cruising range of
3.000 miles.”

Some to Go to Hawaii.
Thirty sucli planes would be 

mighty defense for the United 
States. The tentative plan, provided 
the ships are constructed, is to dis­
tribute them on both coasts and as­
sign some of them to Pearl Har­
bor, Hawaii. With a crulsmg range of
3.000 miles, such ships would go 
far toward giving the United States 
domination of the Pacific.

Another plan is to assign motlier 
sliips to the planes. These vessels 
would carry fuel and supplies and 
accompany the planes wherever they 
go, just as tenders follow subma­
rines on lengthy Jaunts.

Neither of the experimental planes 
Is armored. The navy is convinced 
that armor plate is Impracticable 
for such ships because its excessive 
weight is likely to cut down the 
cruising range.

It probably will be early in the 
summer, it was said, before the 
planes can be put tlirough sufficient 
tests to determine whether the navy 
will go ahead with the program.

FORT STOCKTON, March 25, (/P). 
—Houston Barker was given a six- 
year sentence Saturday by a jury 
w’hich deliberated an hour and a 
half on testimony in his trial on 
charges of robbery w'ith firearms.

The state waived the death pen­
alty and Barker’s counsel asked for 
leniency.

Barker womided one officer and 
barely missed another as he fled 
a police trap at 'McCamey. He was 
captured in San Angelo.

Mr. and Mrs. Hugh Padgett testi­
fied that Barker forced them to give 
false answers to a posse telephoning 
them at theh’ ranch home after 
Barker had forced his way into the 
house the night of liis escape at 
McCamey.

the Club Rendezvous in Morton- 
grove in which four men and two 
■women were killed and 22 were 
injured, two critically.
CHICAGO, III, Mar. 25. (/P).— 

Six persons were burned to death 
and scores injured by Haines which 
trapped them early Sunday in the 
Club Rendezvous, a roadhouse near 
suburban Morton Grove.

Encircled by tiro swift-spreading 
fire, panic-stricken patrons fought 
for tne one exit and many were 
trampled. Outside a motorist made 
an ineffectual attemrt to open an­
other avenue of escape by ramming 
his car against tlio side of the blaz­
ing resort.

By noon aU of the dead had been 
identified at a Morton Grove under­
taker’s parlor, where the horritied 
crowd gathered to learn the fate of 
companions.

a gi'oup of night resorts clustered 
in the little town of Morton Grove 
on Dempster street, several miles 
west of Evanston. The Suburb ■■was 
the scene of the sensational kid­
naping two years ago of Jolm (J”.ke 
the Barber) Factor, international 
speculator, who had been celebrat­
ing at the Dells, another roadhouse.

Smoke started to curl up from 
the cloaki'oom of the Club Ren- 
devous at 2:30 a. m.

For a few moments the eighty 
revelers in the place showed little 
concern. Then, witnesses said, rhe 
flames suddenly burst, out from the 
checkroom, lapping up the heavy 
silk and crepe paper draperies.

The dancers screamed. Hie or­
chestra music stopped. Hie patrons 
rushed for the narrow corridor lead­
ing to the only exit. They clawed 
and shoved each other in frantic 
efforts to escape.

A HERO IN PEACE

Records of •the United States arniy list a great nuni- 
ber of hiei’oe.s, and nearly all of them are men who faced 
great peril on the field of battle. But there are a few who 
p.ei’forimed thcjir deeds of heroism in time of peace, and 
one of these was James Hildebrand, who died in Atlanta 
tile other day at the .age of 80.

Hildebrand wa.s'" one of .the buck privates who, in 
1901, volunteered to aid Dr. Walter Reed and his asso- 
ciate.s in the research that made it possible to bring yellow 
fever under control. The scene was Havana, where yel­
low fever was almost disrupting the array.

■-Some of these men slept in beds just vacated by men 
who liad died of yellow fever, woie the dead men’s cloth­
ing, ate out of their utepsils, and made every other possi­
ble effort to be infected.

The o.ther.s lived in the moat hygienic surroundings, 
'but submitted to bites by fever-infected mosquitoes. In 
this way it was learned definitely that the mosquito tran.s- 
mit.s the infection, and control of the disease was made 
possible.

I’'.ew men in our army’s history dared moi-e to ac­
complish greater ends than did this man Hildebrand and 
his buddies.

Helen Welsliimer has written an 
interesting article cm the effects of 
depression on marriage. Rather lik­
ing some of the philosophy set for­
ward, we quote a few sentences 
fi'om the article.

“The marriage bonds have 
grown stronger since the dem-es- 

sion. Chaotic seas liave driven 
back to harbor tire ships that 
could not stand the strain of 
.storm. Maniages. whicli were mn- 
ions in name, not substance, have 
failed. Those that were fii'in and 
.ri.ght at the beginning liave foimd 
added embtional security.

What i.s the most practical-annual 
riiat can be grown? This question 
has arcased interesting discussion 
in'garden club circles. Most , gard­
eners agree tiiat the ■ most practical 
annual is the one that gives the 
most flowers over the longe.st per­
iod for the least effort. But tliere 
are varying opinions.

The purpose for v/hich a plant is 
grown is a basic point in ' the dis­
cussion, whether for garden display,- 
for cutting or a conlbination of 
both. For garden , d,i.splay the pre­
ponderance to date. seeins to favor 
the petunia. It gives more bloom 
over a longer period with less trou­
ble than any other annual, but is not 
•so good for cutting.

For a combination of display and 
cutting, over a long blooming sea­
son, the zinnia seems to be high 
in favor. Close to the zinnia comes 
the marigold; objection to 'its nar­
row color range of yellow,' orange 
and brown red being made by soine; 
but color i.s a matter of personal 
taste. Shii'iey and other annual 
poppies ai'e much in favor, but ob­
jections are their very short season 
of bloom and the difficulty in using 
them fpr cutting material. For cut- 
flowers alone, the aster is highly re­
garded.

All these are annuals tliat every 
garden should have.''They come , in 
a great variety of form, coloring and 
height. The zinnia range.s from lit­
tle button flowers to giant rivals of 
tlie dalilia. The marigold ya-ries 
from -the hug'e flowers of yellow 
sumeme and guinea gold to tlie tiny 
little flowers that spangle t h e- 
ferny foliage of ithe dwarf fagetes 
sigiata puniila.Other annuals .highly favored for 
cutting are scataiosa and saipiglossis.. 
Annual larkspurs' are highly recom­
mended for cutting, and are highly 
decorativ,!; .in the border.

Your’ selection of annuals should 
be' based both on values for cutting 
and -display. Some are of little value 
for cutting b’jt  highly decorative. 
Others are magnificent material 
for cutting. Both kinds are needed 
in tile well balanced garden. Each 
year sees new colors .and improved 
types In fine annuals worthy of 
trial.

Production of
Planes Increases

Producing 1,615 aircraft in 1934, 
the aeronautics manufacturing in­
dustry of the United States exceed­
ed the production totals of 1932 and 
1933; and halted a downward trend 
which had continued since 1930, the 
Bm-eau of Air Commerce of the De­
partment of Commerce announced 
today..

In the last six years the annual 
totals of aircraft produced have 
been as follows: 6,193 in 1929; 3,437 
in 1930; 2,800 in 1931; 1,396 in 1932; 
1,324 m 1933 and 1,615 in 1934.

The increase is partiaularly note­
worthy in small civiUan airplanes 
of the types suitable for private 
owners. Tliis is shown by the sta- ' 
tistics on airplanes of 2, 3 and 4 
places—sizes mostly commonly pur­
chased by private owners. In the 
past three years production for do­
mestic civil use in those categories j 
has been: 426 in 1932, 501 in 1933 I 
and 637 in 1934.

Of the total production in 1934, 
853 aircraft were for domestic civil 
use, 393 were for delivery to military 
establishments, and 369 were ex­
ported.

The industry produced 661 mono­
planes and 192 biplanes. The 661 
monoplanes included 255 of the open 
cockpit type and 406 cabin craft. Of 
the biplanes, 66 were open cockpit 
and 126 were cabin craft.

Additional hiformation obtained 
by the Bureau with respect to the 
853 aircraft manufactured for do­
mestic civil use showed that 5 com­
panies manufactured 60 or more 
each of these craft, accounting for;
