Hilltop Views

A few days ago my friend George Schaeffer--he of the incisive
~mind and pungent pen--was asking me something about James
Stephen Hogg, the first native Texan to become Governor of this
state. Friend Schaeffer wanted specifically to know what gave
Governor Hogg such a deep and abiding place in the minds and
hearts of Texas people. :

Although | answered the question quickly | have deliberated
it considerably since it was asked. | have once before related
in this column my own reaction when first | heard him speak,
1890. It seems to me now that the things that most impressed
this coming 14 year old lad then was his long linen dusver and
his 325 Ib. corpus. I had seen my first elephant only a year or
'So before that and I figured the two were about the same size,

Hogg's campaign for Governor that year revolved around ec-
onomic problems and monopoly power, with special attention to
railroads and their control. These young giants had been vastly
endowed by the swmte with free lands and were staging a tre-
mendous expansion program, The Sants Fe, the Fort Worth and
Denver, The Texas and Pacific, The Southern Pacific, the
M. K. & T,, and others were penetrating almost every section
of the state and were exercising tremendous influence upon the
course of politics and government,

In Hogg's first year as Governor (1891) the Texas Railroad
Commission was created, a law establishing @ maximum inter-
est rate was passed, a law regulating the insurance of stocks
and bonds was enacted, and other legislation that pointed toward
the public welfare as opposed to special interests.

In 1892 opposition to Hogg was strong. His liberalism grossly
offended the railroads and other big business interests. Unable
to defeat Hogg’s renomination, they split the Democratic party and
nominated the very able attorney George Clark of Waco for Go-
vernor on a ticket of their own, The rising Populist Party, even
more liberal than the Hogg Democrats, nominated T. L. Nugent,
One of the hottest political campaigns in Texas history followed.
The liberal Pops polled over 100,000 votes but Hogg beat Clark
(also a Democrat) more than 50,000 votes and became Governor
for two more years. Is it any wonder that history calls him
*The Great Commoner?*’

But answering further Friend Schaeffer’s question as to what
gave Governor Hogg an abiding place in the hearts of Texans
it may be that his intensely human characteristics had as much
to do with it as anything else. Born and reared in the piney woods
and sandy lands of East Texas he understood well the mill-run
Texan of the 19th century. He had strong convictions as to right
and wrong and the courage to say what he believed.

He had, too, a fine sense of humor and enjoyed jokes, even
on himself. He used to tell about going into a barber shop to
get a shine, He decided he would have some fun out of the two

colored lads that promptly took over the job. He would play
deaf. He asked, "'What is the day of the week?"’ ‘*Wednesday"’
came the reply. '“Uh?"’ The Governor grunted. The shine boy
shouted a little louder, ‘*Wednesday "' After another repetition
or two the boys decided the big man was deaf, One turned to the
other and said in normal voice, ‘‘He is a fat old Devil, ain’t
he 7" .

Further illustrating his down-to-earth attitude toward people
was his popularity with the University boys. When he retired
from the Governor's office he opened a law office in Austin and
“continued his friendly relations with the University. | happen to
remember one example of this, The Longhorns had won a football
game over Southwestern University. That night 100 or more
University boys conducted what they called a shirt-tail parade
over most of Austin. (Really it was not quite that bad. It was a
night-shirt parade.) About 2 o'clock in the morning, they marched
singing and yelling, to Governor Hogg's home, When he promptly
appeared in his long white night shirt bedlam broke loose, but
the moment he began to speak the rousements ceased, After
some five minutes of pep talk, following which another storm
broke the quietude, the Governor yelled “*Goodnight Fellows !’
and returned to his room. It was then bed-time for the boys, too,
and so ended a risque celebration.

The oft repeated story that Governor Hogg had children
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“Sorry we're late, Miss Hubbs . . . the driver
of the school bus broke down!’

There may have
been another son, but if so | do not remember him. | sat in class
with Miss Ima, who is the only surviving member of the family
and who lives in Houston--one of thatcity’s most highly respected
citizens,

One more thing. Governor Hogg left a considerable estate,
Under wise management through the years it has become one
of Houston's major provate fortunes and is used with a high
sense of responsibility to the public. As an example, around
1930 Will C. Hogg gave to the Ex-Student Association of each of
the State’s institutions of higher learning a minimum sum of
$25,000, to be used as student loan funds. Through the years
the Hogg family has been one of the most philanthropic in this
state,
