Grain Storage 
Shortage 
Feared

With wheat harvest just 
gettin under way, the presi­
dent of the Texas Farm 
Bureau said a crisis may be 
developing over storing this 
year’s crop.

"Our problem is we’ve 
already got almost a year's 
crop in storage and we’re 
expecting good to bumper 
crops in the winter wheat 
area from Texas to Nebras­
ka," said Carrol Chaloupka. 
Dalhart grain and cattle pro­
ducer.

“What we fear,” he said, 
“ is that a shortage of storage 
will depress our prices even 
more.” He said that wheat 
prices have been falling ste­
adily since last year, and 
what wheat is now selling for 
about 40 percent below what 
it was last June.

"If the situation reaches 
crisis proportions, we will 
ask that the U.S. Department 
of Agriculture approve loans 
on wheat stored in temporary 
facilities, even on the 
ground." Chaloupka said. 
“We believe this may be 
necessary to keep the bottom 
from falling completely out of 
the wheat market."

Chaloupka said he has 
conferred with Deputy Secre­
tary of Agriculture John C. 
White about the problem and 
is working to solve it. White 
is a former Texas Commis­
sioner of Agriculture.
