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The search for a 17-year-old

It was found about 100 yards 
west of Teias Highway 136 on 
the Palo Duro Creek Bridge on 
Texas Highway 136, at a spot 
that is about four miles south of

Morse, near the Hutchinson 
County line.

The search for the body was 
concentrated in an area within a 
two-mile radius of the bridge, 
but officers said it might have 
been carried farther down-

Shortly before noon, 
searchers found Jones’ hat at 
the bridge.

Several teams of horsemen 
and other searchers on foot 
were combing the water-logged 
area, assisted part of the time 
by two low-flying aircraft. Most 
of the volunteers were from the 
Morse-Pringle area.

Agricultural Credit Conditions 
Not Improved

Agricultural credit conditions 
in the High Plains of Texas have 
not shown much improvement 
since last summer, accordiig to 
a July 1 survey of area bankers 
by the Federal Reseve Bank of 
Dallas. Repayment difficulties 
and a large number of farm loan 
renewals persists, in spite of 
recent gains in livestock re­
ceipts. Sharply lower wheat 
yields have hampered the 
efforts of crop farmers, es­
pecially, to overcome cash flow 
and income problems. Loans 
averaged 65 percent of deposits 
at survey banks compared to 67 
percent in July 1977. Thirty-six 
percent of the banks in the 
latest survey had loan-tode- 
posit ratios of 70 percent or 
greater.

While fewer bankers indi­
cated that they have had to 
refuse a farm loan due to a 
shortage of loanable funds, a

larger number indicated that 
that were not actively seeking, 
new farm loan accounts. Funds 
for new loans have been limited 
by an unusually large number of 
renewals and extensions. Ac­
cordingly, referrals of loans to 
correspondent banks and non­
bank credit agencies have in­
creased from the year-earlier 
levels.

Most area bankers expect the 
volume of farm loans to increase 
during the next three months. 
Feeder cattle loans and farm 
operating loans are at the top of 
the list. Survey respondents 
reported that some farmers are 
in a critical period with large 
debts to service, but most 
expressed cautious optimism 
that this will be a better year for 
farmers than 1977.

Among the survey results 
reported by Don a. Riffe, agri­
cultural economist for the

Dallas Bank, were these;
Where last year 32 percent of 

the bankers surveyed reported a 
greater than usual number of 
referrals to nonbank credit a- 
gencies, this year 48 percent 
did.

Both this year and last year, 
25 percent of the respondents 
reported that the availability of 
funds was less than usual.

Where 28 percent indicated 
that they were actively seeking 
new farm loan accounts a year 
ago, this year only 9 percent 
did.

Banks estimated that ’’good” 
irrigated farmland, dryland, 
and ranchland have all incre­
ased about 2 percent in value 
from July 1, 1977. And with a 
degree of uncertainty about the 
future, 86 percent expected 
land values to remain stable in 
the months ahead.

Continental Singers To Perform
The “Continent*! Singers 

and Orchestr*," currently on 
their yearly 75-day summer 
tour, will present a live 90-min­
ute concert of contemporary 
Christian music on Thursday, 
August 17 at 7:30 p.m. at the 
First United Methodist Church.

Their performance includes 
contemporary gospel music, 
spirituals, anthems, and hymn 
arrangements. This year s 
program, entitled “ Sing It With 
Love,” will feature many of the 
most popular Christian songs 
being heard around the country, 
including Don Francisco's 
"H e's Alive,” "Give Them All 
to Jesus,” Janny Gnne’s "Br­
ead Upon the Waters," Larry 
Norman’s “ I Am Your Ser­
vant,” Barry McGuire's "Com­
munion Song," and a medley of 
praise choruses.

The 24 vocalists and 10-piece 
orchestra are highly trained and 
talented musicians selected by

audition from thousands of high 
school and college-age young 
people from across the nation 
and in foreign countries. Audit­
ions are held after each concert 
for future talent.

The financing for this non 
profit touring group is unique, 
in that each member raises part 
of his or her expenses on their 
own, with the remainder being 
supplied by local churches and 
organizations.

The program has proven so 
popular among young perform 
ers wanting to join the organiz 
ation, and the more than 550 
local sponsoring churches and 
organizations on the tour, that 
they have grown from one 
group in 1967 to nine.

Since Cam Floria organized 
the first unit, various editions of 
the “ Continental Singers and 
Orchestra" have made more 
than 4,000 live appearances 
domestically and over 1,000 
foreign appearances before 
more than 2.5 million people.

The philosophy of Florida is 
that “ regardless of the country 
or religion, music is the comm­
on language."

In addition to performing in 
all fifty states, they have toured 
Canada. Great Britain and Ire­
land, Western Europe, plus 
Poland, Yugoslavia, the Middle 
East, South Africa, South Am­
erica, Australia, New Zealand, 
the South Pacific, Far East and 
Caribbean Islands.

This year the "Continental 
"lingers and Orchestra” will 
visit Russia for the first time 
and perform in every section of 
the United States. The summer 
tour also includes Canada. 11 
western European countries, 
Great Britain, plus Poland, 
Yugoslavia, Israel, Fiji, Tahiti, 
Samoa, New Zealand and Ber­
muda.

While each member of the 
group has been rehearsing in­
dependently prior to coming 
together, the summer tour be­
gins with an intensive ten-day

rehearsal where they meet as a 
group for the first time in the 
Los Angeles area.

Floria, president of Continen­
tal Ministries, headquartered in 
Thousand Oaks, CA. has per­
fected techniques to turn 200 
singers and 100 instrumental­
ists into 9 professional-sound­
ing performing groups in the 
short training period.

Traveling from 100 to 500 
miles daily by bus, boat and 
plane, they will perform nightly 
during the summer tour. 
Concerts are held in churches, 
auditoriums, outdoor pavilions, 
military bases and hospitals. 
They are completely self-con­
tained with their own sound and 
lighting equipment.

They have recorded 12 record 
albums on the Word and Light 
labels. Their latest two albums 
are from New Life Records, 
entitled "Come Bless the 
Lord,”  and “ Sing It With 
Love.”

HOW MUCH 1NSURANC

“ How much Insurance
should I carry on my proper­
ty?” That question is basic 
and its importance cannot be 
overestimated.
